changed the whole baei.< cf commercial value*.
Inher wheat exports sti. stands only second,
while in quality her cereals have uo ri»-al. lv
natural wealth she stand) at the head of the
rollof States, while in beauty and grandeur
not one of her sUterj sveu claims to be her'
peer. The variety of her climate enables her
to suit the moat fastidious taste, and withthe
variety and fertility of her soil gires her a
itrange of production elsewhere only found
from tropic to frigid zone. With all the-e
elements to recder her great, with an atmos-
phere pure and clear and hcalth-givicg as
raunted Italy's, holding in her caves and
mountains the treasure chambers of the
world, and producing inher valleys the fruits
and vegetables and cereals of every zone,
standing on a pedestal from which «he daz-
zles the world witbher splenic r, aad casts a
radiance of civilization and science, we feel
we have a light to be proud of our SUte, and
todemand that in the counsels of cur nation
she »t»nd where nature placed her la material
wealth.

"high-minded men that constitute a
State," and make it respected quite as much
as natural wealth and advantages. We re-
apect Maine for the sake of Blame. Web-
star and Sumner gave honor and credit to
Massachusetts; the ability of Seward gave
position to New York. Virginia we revere
for the eloquence of Randolph, and as the
home of Washington and Jefferson. The
Stats ef Georgia i-t remembered for BenHill,
and Mississippi is respected for the tilvery
notes of L.mar. The men we send to our
national halls willgive us dignity and respect
and honor according to the abilitythey them-
selves possess.

A man who willby hUganius place Cali-
fornia in the rink to which she belongs is
what we want torepresent as at Washington,
and in looking over the lists of posrible can-
didates we tee the n»me of one, and remem-
ber that, in 1861, then a young man in the
Sen»te of California. he made the Senate
walls riag and held its members sp>ll-b;und
by the inspiration of his eloqnence up&n the
preservation of the Union.

$700 in personal property. Mrs. Kilts, the
nurse, lost 5350 in coin, most of which has
been recovered. Great sympathy is expressed
for the parents of the burned children.

frequency, during much destitution and
want of the actual necessities of life, and
only a lack of material willcause a cessation.
The mortality that exisfs among these unfor-
tunate and helpless creatures is simply fear-
ful. Much indignation is felt at the course
pursued by Commander Pearson innot hav-
ing a medical officer at Sitka.

Some time since the Collector made appli
cation for a surgeon of the Marine Hospital,
and a favorable response was given; but
none has yet put in an appearance, and un-
less he soon arrives, the greater part of the
population willbe dead.

The Russian priest Neclropolsky has gone
through the usual formula of the Greek
Church inblessing all the springs, sprinkling
them withholy water and exorcising the evil
spirits, but took good care to send his wife
and children away on the Idaho.

Miningmatters look favorable. The pla-
cers are turning out well, and new diggings
are reported to have been discovered near
Beroen Bay. A large number cf miners
came up on the Idaho, a party of twelve be-
ing from the Tombstone district inArizona.
