Drowsed.— On the Cfith instant George

W. Oaborn and a youth named Clark were
bithing in the river at Ten-mile Bar, about
tea miles abivs the city. The young men
were skylarking and 'playing in the water,
when Clark went a*h.tre, and looking back,
mused O.iborn. Search for him was unavail-.
ing. Where the young men were the water
was shallow on the bir. Clark heard a noise
behind him a< he went ashore, but did not
attribute it to his friend. Probably Oaborn
was taken with cramps. His body w»s
fouud by Mr. Hubbard and Mr. Clark
(the brother »f the yonth who was tathing
with Oiborn) yesterday, about five miles
above tha city, floiting in the river.
