600 feet in leugth ;but Hercules was said
to have measured out the stadium at
Oiympia with bis own feet, while the
others followed a etvxlard of latter days.
The philosopher argued that by how much
the Olympic course exceeded all others in
length by the said proportion did the foot
of Hercules exceed that of men of a sub-
sequent age ;and, again, by the same pro-
portiou must the stature of Hercules
have been pre-eminent.

Dance of Death."

A name given to a
certain class of allegorical representations,
illustrative of the universal power of
Death, and dating from the fourteenth cen-
tnry. When the introduction of Chris-
tianity first banished the ancient Germanic
conception of a fnture state, a new de-
scription of death-mythology arose, partly
out of Biblical sources, partly oat of the
popular character itself, wherein the List
Enemy was represented under eimp'e and
majestic images, such a3 that of a hus-
bandman watering the ground withblood,
plowing it with swords, rooting out
weeds, plucking upBowers, or fellingtrees,
sowing it with corpaes ;or of a monarch
assembling his armies, making war, takiog
prisoners, inviting his subjects to a festi-
val, or citing them to judgment. But
witha gradual change innational manners
came a change in the mode of treating the
subject, and itwas associated withevery day
images, such as the confessional, chess-
playing, and above all, with the adjuncts
of a festival, viz: music and dancing.
This tendency to familiarize the theme in-
creaßed during the confusion and turmoil
of the fourteenth century, when the na-
tional mind alternated between fits of de-
votion and license, or blent both elements
in satire and humor. Such a mood as this
naturally occupied itself withpersonifying
Death, and adopted by preference the most
startling and grotesque images it could
find -that of a musician playing to danc-
ingmen, or a dancer leading them on ;and
as the dance and the drama were then in-
timately connected, and employed on re-
ligiouß occasions, this particular idea soon
assumed a dramatic form. This drama
was most simply constructed, consisting of
short dialogues between Death and "four-
and twenty

or more followers, and was

undoubtedly enacted in or near churches
by religious orders in Germany during the
fourteenth century and at a rather later
period in France."

La Marpellaise."

The story of thia
grand composition, the national hymn of
France, possesses thrilling interest. To
be brief, it was at Strasbourg in tho last

week of April, 1792, that news of the Aus-
trian declaration oi war having been re-
ceived, the Mayor, M. Frederick De Diet-
rich, invited one of the numerous puestn at

jhis table, Rouget de l'lsle, an officer of
engineers, a,-ed 32. to compose a wa.- B*>nf;

famous ban.l of Marseilles, "who knew
how to die." Thcv brought the song to
Paris July 30, IT'J-', where it took the
name it his ever since retaineJ. In his
book, published in 1790, llouget de Title
calls it "Le cli.int dcs combats, vulgare-
ment

'
I'nymne de Marseilles,"' and dedi-

cates it "to the mauen of Sylvain B«ley,
first Mayor of Paris." The original ver-
sion Mas addressed to Marshal Luckner,
and a copy was tent to Gretry at
Paris, as the nui6ician records in his
"Memoirs." Itwas a particularly unlucky
song, for, apirt from the author's own
troubles, his mother died ot grief, attrib-
uting the horrors of tho Reigii of Terror
to her eon'a verse, and Mayor Deitrich and
Marshal Luckner were guillotined. Tee
"Marseillaise" was liist identified with
the events of tbe 10th oi August ;at the
feast in imitation of those ordered by Ly>
curgus. October U, 1792, tho seventh
stacz.i was sung by a chorus of children.
This additional verse was '0n,.; attributed
to Marie-Joseph Chenier, but in ISIS a
poet, Louis dv Bois, put in claim to the
authorship a claim that was longreceived,
but was utterly unfounded. The seventh
verse waa writ.en by a young priest, An-
toine Pessonncaux, Professor of Rhetoric
at the College of Vienne (Isere). Vienne
was oelebrating the feast of the federa-
tion, Juiy 14, 1792; the Marseillais were
there on thtir memorable march to Paris,
aud tho Professor wroto the verse for his
pupils, who sang it withimmense effect as
a farewell to the Marseillais next morning.
Lucky for Penonneanx that he wrote it,
for some months after he was hauled be-
fore ths revolutionary tribunal at Lyone,
where trials laated but ft minute or so and
sentence was pronounced ivsilence. Pes-
sonneaux's patriotism waa admitted, but
he was a priest. "

Who are you?" asked
the Judce. "Th9Abbe Peesonneaux.au-
thor of the last verse of 'la Marseillaise.'"
The Judge laid his open hand upon the
black doth; guards, jailers and citizens
made way respectably, and the abbe passed
out, free to go where lie would, lie died
in a little parish in Dutrphiuy, March 9,
1535.
