Outof sucha
condition of society, with one day in seven distioct-
ively sct apart for the higher uses of heart aud mind
and the serviceof God, and rest from secular work
with the Sabbath as the beating heart of the whole
civil system, sending its vital currents through all
the days of the week, all the tissues of society—
came our civil system. 1t was borp of a sabbatic
mother, wrapped in sabbatic swaddling clothes,
rocked in a sabbatic cradl No one can doubt this
who has read history, except such persons as can
not be instructed by reading history. I will, there.

it, as a ndamental quality and a foregone
element of our civil system. They saw iv; they
came up to it; touched poiuts ; they
opened, and encompassed and protected it; but it
had a higher character and a more enduring and

yng the people than anything they
There are many other things in our
civil sy 1, which the Constitution and laws did
not put in, but found. There are our Anglo-Saxon
instinets and blood. These race-traits are inde-
pendent of legislation and human compacts. The
codes assume them and adjust themselves to them,
as the stuff out of which the State is made; and to
consider that, because the laws touch these charac-
teristics at certain points, and regulate some of their
actions, they are the creatures of the laws, i3 a great
nistorical, civil aod moral absurdity. There are,
also, the elements of charact-r resulting from our
Protestant training. Al our people, of whatever re-
ligious name, have been more or less fired by the
genius of the Protestant spirit—the right to think,
with the knowledge of rights; the love of liberty,
with the willingncss to assume responsibilities ; the
feeling of the brotherhood of man, with the demand
for free government. Our enactments have not
made these characteristics. They have found them,
and conformed to them. They intercept them and
regulate them, here and there, a8 one may make
a breakwater azninst the sea in a small bay,
or levee out the tide for a short distance; but be.
yond, and iu spite of it all, is the mighty pre-
existing sea. No one wou'd think that this regula-
tion of our Protestant training has made it. There
are, to give another illustration, our homes.” 1he
State comes up to them, looks in, puts up a delense
or two, passes around and passes on ; but it leaves
in them a moral government, an educational sys-
tem, a training school, a play of the affections, which
traces its origin from Heaven, and which no human
statutes could invent. Marriage itself, the twining
of two hearts in true self-forgetting love under the
sanctions of religion and as a covenaut with God, is
a mysterv that antedates ail coutrivances of man.
The home was found by the commonwealth, and
was gladly welcomed and sheltered in it as having a
higher origin and superior claims. No one who
thinks would think there i3 nothiog in our homes
but what the commonwealth has legislated in, and
that it owes them no more respect than what is due
that w ) it has legislated in.

In like manner the State found the Sabbath as a
sacred day existing among the people. It did not
legislate it into being. It had no occasion to, any
mora than it had occasion to legislate into being our
Avglo-Saxon traits, or our Protestant training, or

vital pres
ever im

our homes. It'greeted it. It took it by the
{hand. It gave it a legal welcome. And
it originated ~those who had long cher-

1shed it as a vital and controlling factor in their
civil system, still holding it in our present civil sys-
tem. Who, therefore, can suppose that there is
notting in the Sabbath, no sacredness, no divine
claims, as it exists among us, but what the Constitu-
tion and laws have putin? Who can imagine it as
a civil factor emptied of all force, except as a crea-
tare of law? Who can think it brought down to
the level of human statutes? What is it that has
canceled it3 higher origin, its pre existence, its di-
vine contents, as held and cherished by the people?
What is it that has reversed the fact that it was
something found and we!comed and protected by the
State, which now makes it the creature of the State ?
Cert:inly some mighty charmer has been at work
with history, logic and moralg, if this were possible.

Third proposition—The State, ia fact, in this
country, has dealt with the Sabbath in a two-fold
way—as a rest-day for all, and a sacred day for those
who wish to use it in that way.

Legislation throughout the land has recognized it
as having an existence smong the people in this
dsuble capacity, and has protected it in each, though
in different degrees. It has sheltered it both as
a civil and as a religious day, though much
more positively and cmphatically as a
civil day. It has done this as a police and
sanitary measure, on the grousd that all the
people need a rest day and the public good requires
it, and that no one’s conscience is violated by its
enforcement. Dut at the e time it has not been
indifferent to the ma'ntenance of the Sabbithasa
religious day for those who hold it to be such. It
cherishes it for thewm, not to force its sacredness on
others, in the charagter in which it has come down
to us from the past. No State in the couatry has
attempted to strip out and elimmate from our eivil
system the sacred day, that, with a large part of the
best citizeus, is among the choicest of the traditions
and inheritan from the fathers. On the con-
trary, all the States, with the exception of Louis-
iana—which was dominated in this respect by
French influence—have passed positive statutes
looking to the preservation of Sunday as a sacred
day for such as de it. Our laws say clearly :
“ Many of the peo hold the Sabbath to be a
holy day, and we protect them in We find the
day in that character in the political sy:tem ; let it
stand.” Of course, in the separation of Church and
State, which exists in this mtry, legislation no-
whera sttempts to impose theday as a religious day
on any person. It counfines itself to the negative
office of making rosm for the sacredness of the day
for those who wish to use it in that way.

California has not been backward to fol-
low the example of the other States by
thus ineluding, with the safeguards and
protection of law, the sacred day in her civil

system for those who desire it. This is shown by
the enactments forbidding barbarous and noisy
5 on that day, or the disturbance of wor-
shipers. Section 203 of the Penal Code is as follows ;
“Every person who on the Christian Sabbath gets
up, exhibits, opens or maintaing, or aids in getting
up, exh ing, openivg or ‘maintainiyg, any bull,
bear, cock or prize fight, horse-race, circus, gam-
bling-house or saloon, or any barbarous and noisy
amuzement, or who keeps, conducts or exhibits any
theater, melode dance celiar, or other place of
musical, al or operatic performance, spec
tac'e or representation, where any wines, liquors or
intoxicating drinks are bought, sold, used, drank or
given awgy, or who purchases any ticket of admis-
sion, or directly or indirectly pays any admission fee
to or for the purpose of witnessing or attending such
place of amusement, spectacle, performance or rep-
resentation, is guilty of misdemeanor.” And Sec-
tion 302: **Every person who willfully disturbs or
disquicts any assembly of people met for religious
worship ”— whether on Sundays or other days—* by
noise, profzne dircourse, r indecent bebavior,
or by any unnecessary noise, either within the place
where such mesting is held, or #o near 1t as to dis-
tarb the order and solemnity of the meeting, is
guilty of a misdemeanor.” ‘

Thus California recognizes by law the unwritten
moral Constitution in this particular of our civil
system, one of the vital civil traditions, the heritag
from our ancestors in New Hogland and Old Eng-
land, viz ; the moral difference of the days, and the
duty of protecting worshipers and those who hold
the Sabbath to be sacred. We have, therefore, in
our civil system, here on the Pacifie coast, and have
had from the first, the Sabbath both as rest day and
a gacred day, a civil day and a religious day, and
both protected by law—tle one enjuined upon all,
the other secmu'f in its sacredness for such as wish
to make a sacred use of it.,

Fourth proposition--1If the State should now re-
pudiate the Sabbath as a sacred day in our civil
system, and henceforth hold it ag only a rest day, it
would be a serious s»d radical new departure. This
would be to antagonize the State in its legislation
with one of the great vital elements of tne civil
system, which the State has not put in, which has
had a higher origin and exists on independent su-
thority. A rest day is very good, Let us have it,
and let us kave it for all.  But let ug not forget that
we have already among us in the Sabbath, as it is
cherished and honored by a large part of the citi-
zens, something unconscionably grander; that this
is grown into their very being from the time they
were tossed on their mothers’ knees; is a part of
the moral agmosphere and life of our clvil geonomy,
and pever hitherto, in this free country, has had
the protecting hand of the law withdrawn from it,
much less the rude hand of tiie law laid upon it to
destroy it. As g sacred day, as well as a rest day, it

is interwoven with the warp and woof of
the whole moral fabric «f the State, in
the assocciations, coavictions and lives of

thoussnds on theusands of the people ; and let the
JSutc beware how it attempts to extirpate
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1y laws, providing a rest day and more or

ly enshrining a sacred day, have marked
2+ of Christendom. We find them under
Constantine, Charlemagne, Alfred the Great, Henry
VI, Edward VL, Elizabeth, Charles I1.; in the colo-
nies of Massachu 3, Connecticut, Virginia, Geor-
gia and South Carolinia, and in every State of the
Union, even Louisizna making the Sabbath a rest
day. Now for a State to undert:ke by statute to
blot out this day in both its historic characters,
interwoven with all the sympathies and habit
the peop:e, so infiltreted into the
tions of the English-speaking con
be regarded by our best Judges zs part of the
common law—a vital interest in public life, busi-
ness and private wellare, and try to revolutionize
the fundamental methods of society on this subject,
is to ve 1 the wild experiment of the French
8. A State must remember that there
are some things in it which the State hss not made ;
some things in it which it must recognize ; certain
pre-existing vitalities, certain foreordained elements
of its unwritten constitution, which it must legislate
around and protect, and no more think of striking
down than the mountains, or the sun, or the throne
of God. The Sabbath as a double rest day and sacred
day is oune of these.

In view of the truth of these propositions, what is
the duty of good people? I shall speak now, not in
the interest of party, but of society, Christianity,
the law of God, to which my office and my convie-
tions alike consecrate me I know the peril to
which I subject myself with those who sink th: se
things in the interests of party; but I must spe.k,
or be false to these higher objects of which Christ
has made me a guardian.

1. In the first place, all good citizens should rally
for the protection of the Sabbath in the double

character in which it comes down to us.
No present party gain can compensate for
tbe Joss of this, mo matter if by this

meaus, and this alone, it could sweep the State and
sweep the country in this and coming elections,
for a party gain is a superficial, temporary, often
equivocal advantage; and this is a revolution, im-
periling everything of value in the leading moral
methods and forces of our civilization. It is not a
question between party and party, but between
country and no country, preservation and destrue-
tion. All party issues vanish before supreme facts.

2. Again, they should insist on having men to
vote for, and voting for men who will be true to
the genius of our civil system on this question
They cannot afford to run risks. That would be
like putting a man ir command at the front wlose
loyalty is doubtful.

3. They should see threugh and puncture all the
sophistries by whicli the enemies of the Sabbath try
to get an advantage. It is eaid, what is the use of
having a Sunday law if it is not enforced? We have
had one for years. This year an cffort was made,
generally through the State, to enforce it, and
rarely could a conviction be secured. The law was
clear, the evidence complete ; and jury after jury
of persons who had held respectable posi-
tions came in with a verdict of not guilty! What
is the use of havingsuch a law on the statute books ?
Repeal it. It is worthless. No, no; not so.
Nine citizens out of probably,
keep the law because it is law. Repeal
it, and porbaps six of the nine, having
no rehigious ecruples on the subj:ct and being
influenced by the inter-connection of industries and
the example of others, would open their places of
business, inflicting a great business loss and incon-
venience on the other three, whose comvictions
wouid not permit them to doit. The present law,
unenforced as it is, when it comes into the slipperi-
ness of the Courts, is yet a salutary law. It con-
trols the good, law-abiding citizens, and prevents
society from putting on steam, hoisting the gates,
throwing open the ware-rooms, and dragging itself,
weary and exhausted from its six days toil, into the
din and clatter and drudgery of mammon again on
the Sabbath. It only fails in punishing the law-
breaker. And this i3 not the only law whom the
guilty often escape. Will yourepeal the law against
murder because murderers escape; against extor-
tion, because extortioners escape; again fraud, be-
cause those who have committed fraud, escape? It
is said, ““Law is for law-breakers.” Only in part,
and in small part ; it is for the training and guid-
ance of the law-abiding ; much more—law is educa-
tional and preventive, as well as permitive. I re-
mwember the same thing was said about the repeal of
the law probibiting the opening of places of amuse-
ment on Sundays in Governor Haizht's administra-
tion. A class of people regularly violated that law
in the cities. It is useless, it wassaid: repeal it. It
was done. The result was a great increase in Sab-
bath desecration in that direction, by parties that
would never bave thought of doing it if it had been
aguinst the law. Be not deceived by any such asser-
tions in this case.

Neither be led astray by the pretense that the
Sunday laws a8 they now exist interfere with the
natural rights of any one. They impose no religious
obligation. They leave every one free to practice
his own re'igion, or ne religion. They lay no bur-
dens on any man's conscience. They are aimed
simply at the greatest public good. They are
thoroughly republican and democratic.

To you, fellow-citizens of California, is intrusted
the custody of the spirit and genius of our institu-
tions as well as the adjustment of superficial legisla-
tion. You have the care of the unwritten things of
our civilization, the deep springs and sources of our
civil system. Carry them softly. Move among
them gently, as one who travels on sacred ground
with the angels looking on and God as judge. And
raise the voice of warning, shake the hand of cau-
tion and remonstance to restrain those who would
rush in blindly and make havoc among them ; and
finally settle the matter, once forall, by reaching
cut in the finzers that symbol of ultimate sover-
eignty in a republic, which falls as softly as down
but as effectively 28 a discharge of artillery, and
drop it for the preservation of the Sabbath.

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A NUISANCE COMPLAIRED OF.

A largo number of ladies and gentlemen
from the esstern poriion of the city appsared
before the Board of Health at the office of
Dr. Hatch Saturday evening. The meeting
had been called by the Board to investigate
cartain charges preferrrd by Miss Helen
Weir, and those aseembled were there to
testify in the case. The following is a copy
of the charges:

To the Board of Health—Gentlemen : I have long
been thinking of making an appeal to you on behalf
of the citizens of that part of the city in which my
gchool is situated. There are two causes which
combine to render the whole neighborhood around
Twenty-seventh and J streets not only intensely un-
pleasant, but extremely unhealthy. It is not a
matter of opinion, but simply a fact, which demands
investigation at the hands of the officers whose duty
1t is to look after th: public welfare of our city.
The stench originating from a tan-yard on Twenty-
seventh street, between J and K, just above the
school-house, actually canses nausea among
the pupils, and very often I am compelled
to close the front doors and windows in that direc-
tion whenthe wind comes from that quarter. Then
the condition of the sloug¢h, one block distant,
caused by the brewery, which is emptied into it, i3
something very loathesome. The stench from that
cause, without the evil on the other side, is sicken-
i t times. The citizens have come to me from
to time during the last eight years, during
yich time I have been Principal of the school

Add, C. Hinkson appeared on behaslf of
the petitioners, and suggested that sworn
testimony be taken in the case. George E.
Bates said he appeared on behalf of those
opposed to the petition. He thought the
Board could be more enlightened by a per-
sonal examivation of the premises com-
plained of. He recommended that no
testimony be taken, but that the Board
as a body inspect the hide and tal-
low house. The Poard themselves are each
better able to judge of sanitary matters and
matters pertaiviog to the health of a com-
muopity than any oue of the witnesses who
are snbpenaed to give testimouny in the case,
The President stated that as there were so
many present, and 8o much interest was be-
ing wanifested in this case, the Board
would listen to what the witnesses bad to say.
Fourteen witnesses testified on behalf of the
prosecution, the substance of their testimony
being that children going to school on J
street, between Twenly-seventh aud Twenty-
eighth, had suffered from the effluvia arising
from the hide house and tallow factory, It
caused them to become sick at the stomach,
vomiting ensusd, they would be too sick to
eat their lanch, and were incapacitated from
a proper prosecution of their studies. People
in the immediate neighborhood of the loud
smelling place during certain hours of the
day had to keep their doors ard windows
closed, much to their discomfort. The odors,
especially in the morning, were sickening and
almost unbearable for quite a distance., The
odors were £aid to be much worse when they
were cooking tallow than at other times, The
drying of the hides aleo, it was stated by
several witnesses, produced anything but
agreeable odors. The testimony throughout
was corroborative, and went to show that
the cocking of tallow, sometimes out of putrid
flesh, was not only very offentive to the peo-
ple residing in the neighborhood and the large
pumber of children who attend school there,
but that the same was known in several in-
stances to be the real cause of sickness, Mr,
Hammond, representing the firm who owns
the property, and other witnesses testified as
to the cleanliness of the establishment and to
the manner in which the establishment for
years had been conducted. Most of the wit-
nesses were men who are employed now, or
had been some time in the past, in and around
the hide house. They said they never had
been made sick by it, and did not think the
manner in which the business was conducted
would msake any one sick or that
their work was at all unhealthy, The hides
were properly cleaned at the proper time,
salted, washed with an aisenic solution, and
were scarcely offensive, The flash used for
manufacturing tallow was bought from the
butchers daily, rendered in the morning, and
the refuse removed in the afternoon., They
denied that they used any putrid flesh in the
making of tallow. The complaint mads
against the odor arising from sheep pelts was
pot on account of any putrid flash on the
pelt, but merely a peculiar sheep smell,
which stays with the pelt uatil the same is
washed. Counsel on both sides addressed the
Board briefly. The Board took the matter
under advisement, and adjourned to meet at
8 p, M. to-day.

A Beavriror Mepan.—County School
Supcrintendent Bishop has presented toeach
school in the county having ten or more pu-
pils in the first and second grade a beautiful
badge and silver medal. The medal consists
of a silver shield about one-and-a-half inches

in length, milled on the edges, with a herald-
ic zone scross the middle left plane, for the
engraved inscription of the name of the re-
cipient, The shield is saspended by tri-
colored ribbouns from a silver star on a blue
ribbop, with silver lace fringe. The medal
has not been given for the best scholarship
merely, although that debarred no one, but
for the most meritorious boy or girl ; one the
freest from all bad habits ; one that was the
most industrious to work ; one that was the
nearest what a girl or boy should be in every
respect, This was decided in every instance
by a vota of the school by ballot, and upon
inquiry it has been found upon the authority
of teachers and others, that in every instance
it was bsstowed upon the right one. There
