tionable that religion exerts a favorable in-
fluence on morality. Now it is a notorious
fact that nino-tenths of the people derive
nearly all their religious knowledge and
training from the services of the Sunday-
school and the Church. But if the Sab-
bath be denied the protection of law, mul-
titudes of the people willsoon be deprived
of those opportunities for moral, social and
religious culture, and become & prey to the
scltiah greed of unscrupulous men and soul-
less corporations. And when this is ac-
complished, the night of ignorance, brutal-
ityand barbarism is at hand, and the end
of free institutions not far off.
Itisvain topretend that mankind, through

the instinct of self-preservation aud__self-
intereet, willsecure to themselves a day 61~
rest without legal enactments. On this
point Icannot forbear recalling to your
mind the language of Judge Field, in the
opinion already adverted to. He says :'

The position assumes that all men are
independent, and at liberty to wovk when-
ever they choose. Whether this be true
or not in theory, it is false in fact ;it is
contradicted by every day's experience.
The relation of superior and subordinate,
master and servant, principal and clerk,
always have and always willexist. Labor
is in a great degree dependent npon
capital, and unless the exercise of the
power which capital affords is restrained,
those who are obliged to labor willnot
possess the freedom for rest which they
wouldotherwise exercise. The law steps
in to restrain the power of capital. Ita
object is not to protect those who can rest
at their pleasure, but toafford rest~f o those
who need it,and who, from the condition
of society, conld net otherwise obtain it.
Its aim is to prevent the physical and
moral debility which springs from inter-
rupted labor ;and in this aspect it is a
benelioent and merciful law. Itgives one
day to tho poor and dependent, from the
enjoyment of which no capital or power is
permitted to deprive them. Itis theirs
for repose, for social intercourse, for moral
culture, and, if they chc ose, for divine
worship."

With these wise and weighty words of
this Democratic Jodgt Iclose this letter,
with the single remark that they have
Devef been ans-.vcred and never willbe, for
they are obviously unanswerable. Very

MyDear General : Inmy former letter
Idisposed of some preliminary matters
which were essential to « fair mutual un-
derstanding of the business in hand. I
shall now enter on a defense of the wisdom
and propriety of Sunday laws in general.
Iconfess that the existing Sunday laws in
California are not such asIwould like to
see, and if you were pledged to the repeal
of the existing laws inorder to the enact-
ment of better ones, Ishould feel strongly
inclined to give yon my vote. But such is
not tha case. The Convention which nom-

inated you pledged you infavor of a repeal
of the existing Sunday laws on the ground
that such laws are improper, as partaking
of the nature of sumptuary laws. The at-
tempt to identify them with sumptuary
laws Ihave already refuted, and it now
remains to show that Sunday laws are just
and proper.

The tirst step to be taken is to clear
away a lot of misapprehensions and mis-

representations which have been thrown
around the subject, partly, no doubt, from
design, but in part, also, from the lack of
detinue, clear-cut perceptions.

In this discussion Iwaive for the present
all advantages Imight derive from the
divine origin uf the Sabbath. All that I
shall assume or insist upon is that the im- j
mense majority of Jews and Christians be- |
lieve it to be a divine institution. Even in|
the San .lose Convention there were IG7
members who so believed, and who had
the courage of their convictions. Itis not
on that ground alone, however, that we
rely for our vindication of Sunday laws.

The advocates of Sunday laws concede
that in this, as in every other free cjuntry,
j^JvVi'' Xa^tii^li!^If'S"*8 with his felluw-
citizen'*, a«: stiu.U s*4fc?'Bamo B*«"*
before the hw. Wo also uS^^"dlate
the idea of jiiiyconnection of ( laiTl!*fliii^:State, in t)» sense of a legal establishment
of r«ii(.u.». in any form or denomination
thereof, la this country no form of relig-
ion can lie by law established ;no relig-
ious test for voting or holding office can be
iniposeil, n<»r, by parity of reasoning, can
any :rreli^i«.s or intldel test be imposed.
No preference cau lawfullybe given to the
members of one religious denomination
above another ;nor can any preference be
accorded to those of other forms of belief,
or of no belirf, over those who do believe j
in the Christian religion. There is prob.
ably not a teot or denomination in the \u25a0

country whie'i desires any such distinc-
tion ;and curtainly the others would never
concede it.
Itis not pretended by the advocates of

Sunday law i.iat any man can or should be
forced to contribute to the support of any
church or of uny religious institution ;nor
can he be fo(Ced to attend upon the serv-
ices of any diurch or religious institution
whatsoever. \u25a0 In this country these things
are, aud must be, purely voluntary. Every-
body knows that men cannot bo made re-
ligious by legal enactment, and it is not
the object of Sunday liws to do so. We
admit that every man is at liberty to regu-
late his conduct and life according to his
convictions or conscience, provided he doe?
not violate the law of the land or infringe
upon the rights and liberties of anybody
•Im.

These principles have not been extorted
from the church by unbelieveis ; they are
fundamental principles of the churches
themselves, and were thence transferred to
the State. Keligious people and church
people have done more and suffered more,
than all the world besides, in behalf of
these principles. And no men in the world
are so ready to defend them as those who
are the firmest advocates of Sunday lawa. i
AndIbelieve the simple statement of these
principles willremove the doubts aud dilli-
culties in most honest minds in reference
to Sunday laws. Let moet of your foreign
born citizens, especially Germans, French |
and Italians, see* that no connection of!

.church and state is intended, that they are |
cot thereby required to profess any form
of religious belief, to attend any church
services, or contribute to their support,
and most of their objections willvanith.
In fact, Ibelieve that allobjections to Sun-
day laws are based on considerations en-
tirely foreign from their true intent and
operation.

Tee Christian Sabbath is, however, not
moro a religious than a civil institution.
A Eevcnth day's rest from labor is a part of
the constitution and course of nature, and
is essential to the physical, moral and j
srcial wellbeing of society. This is now j
so geuerally acknowledged that Iwillnot
detain you with arguments in its defense.
But the Sabbath, in this civilaspect of it,I
becomes a proper Bubj^ct of legislation. ]
We are therefore bound to insist on the
maintenance and faithful execution of the
laws enacted for the protection of the Sab-
bath. Not that men are to be made re-
ligious by law, Dor that they should be
compelled by law to attend upon church
services or contribute to their support, but
that they should abstain from all unneces-
sary business and from all barbarous and
noisy amusements or demonstrations on
that day. This civil Sabbath, this cessa-
tion from worldlybusiness and from all
barbarous and boisterous demonstrations
on that day, is what the civil government
in allChristian States is bound to enforce.
Became

—
1. Every laboring man hag an inalienable j

and God-given right to rest from labor one I
day in seven. And he needs to be by law j
protected in the enjoyment of this right
agaiußt the avarice and injustice both of
individuals and corporations. Let the
workingmen of California vote for the re-
peal of the Sunday laws, by voting for you,
sir, and very soon nearly every man who
works for another, or for a company, and
who has not control of his own time, andya
host of men who are in business on their
own account, from the force of unscrupu-
lous competition, will be compelled to
labor, yar in and year out, for seven days
in a week, withoutrest or recreation. And
ultimately they will have to work seven
day?, withno rest, for the wagea of six.
For the same insatiable greed that would
extort seven days* labor in a week, by
combining could easily forze a reduction of
wages, so tl<at the plaves in their employ
wouldget no more for seven days' work
than they got now for six. Kvery labor-
ing man, therefore, and every conscientions
business man, has the most powerful in-
centive to vote gainst you, irrespective of
party affiliatiom.

2. There is another and higher reason in
this, that the immense major' tv of the
people in every civilized community be-
lieve that such a seventh day's rest is tta
command of God. Yon will pleaee to
notice that Ido not raise the question
whether this is the command of God or
not. Itis enough that Ibelieve that it is
so, as do most ofthepeople in this coun-
try ;aii'l as ag as they bellCVe i*,ttWnd*
their conscic cc. And these conscientious
convictions c entitled to the protection of
law. The p >ple should cot be expoeed to
the liability fbeing forced to violate their
conscience. They should be protected by
law from te extortionate greed and
avarice of v scrupulous men and corpora-
tions. If t ty are not it willbe in the
power of c ah men to oppress them, by
discriminati g against them, and in favor
of others w jaxe more unscrupulous.

3. Ifirm believe that the protection of
the Sabbatl «s a civil institution, to say
nothing noi of its religious character, is

| essential to he preservation of oar free in-
stitutions, i dof the peace and v/elbeing of
society. 1 9 indispensable condition of
social ordei ina free country ijgood mor-
als among Ihe people. And no one can
question th fact that a day of rest, at reg-
ular inten is, with its opportunities fcr
refreshmen clean clothes, recreation and
iuslruction is one of the chief safeguards
of virtue a iintelligence among the peo-
ple.
