That public
seatiment forced a majority of the Board to come
to an understanding withy Mr Cadwalader as to the
definite sum to be paid for his services. In the
weantime 1 had the personal assurance of eminent
attorneys in this city, men in all respects at icast
the equal of Mr. Cadwalader, and as reliatle, who
declared that the service cculd and would be ren-
dered Ly them, if called into the cases, for the
amount named as a retainer fee to Mr. Cadwalader.
In some jnstances atteraeys assursd me that $£5,000
would be a full and just (ompensation for the char-
acter of the services. One attorney, whose ability
and lntegrity no one can question, said that he
would be giad to conduct the proposed litigation for
the sum of $5,000.

Wuen e question finally came before the Board,
as to wl at sum shou'd be fixed, a maotion was made
naming $12,000. I opposed that motion. I deemed
that I was under obligation, in the preper manage-
ment of the county finances, to restrict the ox-
penditures and obtain the best service possible for
the leust outlay of money.

, but 1 was not iu favor of avy ildegitimate
e I voted for the proposition to send
experts into the mining region to obtain evidence,
but I was not in faver of any extravagant or ex-
crbitant bill rendered agamst the eounty forsuch
services. In short, I was in favor of litigation, but
at the same time in favor of the most economical
management of the suits pessible. F.r my course
in this matter 1 have no apology to make
and no regrets. I intended to act for the
best interests of my constituents and the county,
and believe I did so, ana that my action was ap-
proved by the large majority of property owners
and voters interested. 1 understand plainly the
source from which I am now charged with being a
friend to hydraulic mining. If I had not resisted
any expenditure which, 1n my judgment, appeared
to be extravagant, and unjust for the county to
pay, I could aow have the friendship of those who
are opposing me and are seeking to misrepresent
me before this community by sssertions which have
no basis in tact and no warrant in any act of mine,

I have opposed extravagance in every depart-
ment of the county’s finances. I was opposed to
the erection of the Hall of Records because the
condition of the finances of the county at the time
did not justify the expenditure. I introduced a
resolution aiming at greater economy in conducting
the law suits, directing that the District Attorney
institute the suits upon the part of the county and
employ counsel, under direction of the Board, to aid
him. In that resolution, which will be found in the
files of thy daily papers of this city, the District
Attorney was directed to make the most vigorous
prosecution of the guits to be commenced, and to
carry the prosecution to « final determination with-
out fayor and without compromise with the enemy.
Iu short, no act of ‘mine against the litigation can
. be cited, and no oppocition Updn my part, excep! as
against exorbitant fees, {unnecessary extravagant
expeditures, and such bills a8 I deemed inequitable
and unjust,

During this long co troversy I thought it would
have been the pert of wisdom to have contributec
| from the county treasury £5,000 or $10,000 to aid
other communities in the prosecution of suits. Be-
fore the first suit was commenced—before its con-
trol and management was placed in the hands of
Mr. Cadwalader—1 propusel to the valley members
ot the Board of Supervisors the calling of a Conven-
tion of Supervisors of counties interested, and an
agreement with such Supervisorz looking to the
progecution of suits agains® bydraulic miners and a
divigion of the expenses of suck litigation among
the eommaaicies most affected —Sacramento to stand
ber full share, The reasons whick led m= to belieye
I-thns would have been wise and economical I beg leave
to give : Actions had been commenced by individuals
and by musicipal corpo-ations in ozher parts of the
State. The suit o! the City of Marysville against
the North Bloomifisld Mining Company was pending
dn the Courts; Marysville refused $40,000 for a delay
of sixty deys in that suit, and the suit is still pend
ing, notwithstanding this refusal, and notwithetand-
ing neariy two years have elapsea since the refusal
of that large sum of money. Now, it appeared to
me, and still does, that if Marysville was so rich, so
persistent and determined in the Jitiga ion she had
undertaken, the suits begun in the upper country
would be prosecuted with vigor, and that if Sacra-
mento esunty owed any obligation in this matter
she could fix a degnite limitation upon expenses she
would incur by agreeing to donate £5,000 or 210,000
88 her coniributi \n to the general expense of l-tiga-
tion. Tt was plain to me, and is now plain to every
sensiblc. man, that much strouger cases could be
found, as relating to the Bear or Yuba river, than
could be frund upon the American, and that the
expenses of litigation divided among all the coun
ties interested in the question w izht.

If the same good could b 1 by a defi-
nite contribution to lit cady begun in
other communi then, s e proposition
to launch this inty upcon a career of indefinite ex-
venditure, I for one preferred to extend aid, and
thus control definitely the amount of expense to be
entailed upon this people. I believe the same re-
sults wouid have been reached in cas
of the mines l'c.ted upon the I
Feather rivers ; and thegpeople of ¥
know that it would have been far cheaper for us to
have given Marysville £20,000, than to have carried
on the litigation at the exclusive expense of this
community. [ was informed then, sod that infor-
mation has si been confirmed, that the attorney
employed by ‘ramento was already retained by
other muuicipalities and associations. I under-
stood that the litigation to be brought by Sacra-
menuto county was to be made a test ciss. Not-
withstanding all tkis, and that making this a test
case would throw ali the expense upon this county,
I at last consented that Iitig«tion should be begun
here, and voted to carry it on; and now I say that
Do man can point to any act of mice which j ies
the accusation that I am acting or have

administration of the county sffaire, In presenting
my case I have found it necedsary, to a proper de-
fense, to mention the names of persons; but I de-
sive to disclaim all personal ferling towards anyone
in the matter. I have no desire for a newspaper
controversy, and have not soaght to be offensively
personal in this card. 1 have simply made plain
statements of facts, and am prepaced from the ree-
ords to show that each and every statement herein
can be justified.
