SOCIAL AND PERSONAL.

The Great WallofChina.— AnAmer-
ican engineer, who, being engaged in the
construction of a railwayin China, has had
unusually favorable opportunities of ex-
amining the famons Great Wall, built to
obstruct the incursions of the Tartars,
gives the followingaccoont of this wonder-
ful work: The wall is 1,7-28 miles loDg,
18 feet wide and 15 feet thick at the top.
Ths foundation throughout is of solid
granite, the remainder of compact masonry.
Atintervals of between 200 and 300 yards,
towers rise up 25 to 30 feet high and 24
feet in diameter. On the top of the wall
and on both sides of itare masonry para-
pets, to enable the defenders topass unseen
from one tower to another. The wallitself
is carried from point to tjoint ina perfectly
straight line, across valleys and plains and
over hills, without tho slightest regard to
the configuration of the ground, sometimes
plunging down into abysses 1,000 feet
deep. Brooks and rivers ara bridged over
by the wall, while on both banks of larger
streams strong flanking towers are placed.

FOUBTH WARD CAUCUS.
A called meeting of the Republicans of the

Fourth Ward, held last right to eaucuß for
delegates to the County Convention, met in
Turner Hall.

The
liwest estimate paces the number present
from 450 to 500. Nearly all, from lack c.f
seatu, were compelled to stand, increasing the
difficulty of taking a vote on divisions.
