Corvgressional News,

WASHINGTON, August 4th.— la the Senate
Windom, from the Foreign Relations Com-
mittee, reported the House hill to establish
diplo matic relations with Persia and for the
appointment of a Consul-General at a salary
of $5,000. Passed,

The conference report on the bill for the
sale of a part of the Omaha Indian reserva-
tior, in Nebraska, was concurred in.

In the House Hutchins offered a resolution
propasing a constitutional amendment that it
shall take two-thirds of the members of each
house to pass a bill over the President’s veto,
iostead of two-thirds of tbe members voting,
Referred,

Robeson presented a conference report on
the raval bill. The only disagreement is
upon closing a navy yard.

The session of Cougress is dying of legisla-
tive old age, Mouday next, when, according
to an undefined, but general understanding,
the breath of life will finally depart from its
body, there will be less than a quoram to
catch the last words of the presidiug officers
of the two chambers. Half a dozen men on
appropriation committees of the Senate and

ouse are doing all the work that remains to
be done before adjournment. Thsy are con-
ferces of the gemeral deficiency, naval and
sundry civil appropriation bills.” The legisla-
tive, executive and judiciary bill, which has
been tossed about in Congress for the past
month, was agreed to by both houses to-day,
the Senate recedirg from its proposition to
the propored transfer of clerks from the Ad-
jutant’s office to the office of the Surveyor-
General. Tha point of difference remsins on
the naval bill, and the House cinferces to-
dsy ivsisted that the Secretary of the Navy
should be authorized in his diecretion to close
such of the navy yards as he mizht thing ex-
pedient. A comprowi:e on this clanse will un-
doubtedly be reached to-morrow, Ths House
conferees on the ganeral deficiency billare still
disputing the claim of the Senate for mileage
for the extra sessicn, bus there is no danger
that the bill will fail, or delay adjourament,
because of this dispute. Senators, it is said,
will proceed, if compelled to do so, with the
internal revenue Lill, wbich is now being
made to do duty in the Senate, in the words
of Senator Plumb, as & “mere diversion.”

The House resolution providing for ad-
journment to-morrow, was not acted upon by
the Senate to day, for the reason that it is
not thought acvisable to recommend it until
the last possible moment, The rules of the
Heuse provide that a motion to susp nd the
rules shall be introduced any time during the
Iast six days of the session, until both houses
copcar in adjonrnmeat. Tae Rapublican
leaders in the House do not wish a flyod of
bills to be rushed throngh under suspensicn
of the rules in tha Iast hours of the session,
and they have advised their friends in the
Sc¢nate not to call up the resolution, at the
earliest, until to morrow afternoon,

The House bill to relieve certain s ldiers
of the late war from the charge of desertion
was passed, sad amended so as to exclude
from its benefits those who servad less than
twelve mounths, or who intentionally deserted.
The tax reduction bill was then taken up by
40 to 30, but was temporarily laid aside to
enable Sla‘er to caliup the confersnce report
upon ths Indian Creek orphan-fund bill. Oa
the latter Cameron of Wiscorsin, Inugalls,
Saunders and Van Wyck, with Davis of Lili-
nois, voted aye with the Demccrats. The
principal point m controversy on the Indian
bill was the item of £100,000 for the support
of loyal refugees of the tribe, which the Sen-
ate had voted to have charged agaius$ the
Indian Creek fund, and as to which the con-
ferees reported that the money should be paid
by the United States diractly, and nothing in
the Act shall prevent the latter from being
reimbursed bereafter for the same by the
Creek nation, The report, after dis-
cussion, was  adopted. The deobate
on the tax reduction bill was resumed,

Beck replied to Hoar's statement yesterday
that he had been aiding the Republican party
by his blunders, and charactsrized the Me-
Kinstry biil as favorirg Hoar’s constituents
aod oporessing those of the epasker,

Hale presonted the conference report on
the naval appropriation bill, and explained
that sgreenients had been reached on all the
items in dispute except that in reterencoe to
the tewporary closing of navy yards and the
tramefer of peri hable properly and sto-es
therefrom, 2ind one authorizing s report to be
made upon additionsl Iands and water front
for the New York Navy Yard. He said the
House conf-rees rezarded the lossening of the
number of yards as ‘he moss important reform
in the bill, as they believed there wera now
too meny yards, Personully the Senate con-
f rees agreed with them in this, but were
constraived, in view of the vote in the Sen.
ate, to report a formal dizageeement, The
result corupromizes two other iteme, and was
as follows: ‘‘ S:nate amendment for protac-
tion of the Governmeat from any lisbility to
complete unfinizhed monitors is assented to by
the House; redactionin theline of thenavy had
been arranged by restoring the Commodores,
ten in vnmber. Iu distributing reductions
were agresd upon through the different grades
88 follows: Rasr Admirals four, Commo-
dores fifteen, Captaina five, Commancers:
three, Lieutensnt Cemmanders eight, Lieu-
tenants thirty (instuad of eighty, as proposed
by the House), Masters twenty-five, Basigus
twenty-five. As to the retired list the con-
ferees had not interfered with the psy now
raceived by any officers, but had provided
that hereafter officera upcn the list ehall have
the rank and pay to which they are entitled
at the date of retirement. Concerning the
duty to which officers shiall be assigned whao
are not at sea, that part of the clause which
provides that sach officers be assigned to such
shore duty as the Secretary of the Navy can
assign, is retained ia the bill and the remain-
der is stricken out. The conference report
was accepted aud new conferees appuinted
upcn the two itews remainiag in dispute.

Logar, Cameron of Pennsylvania, An-
thony, Hampton and Jones of Florida, con-
stituted the select committee nnder the recent
resolution to examine and report upon heavy
oridnance and projectiles. After an executive
session, Alison, Hale and Beck were ap-
pointed conferees on the sundry civil biil,
The consideration of the tax reduction bill
was resumed, the questior being upen the
amendment providing for the reduction of 10
per cent. after January lst, 1883, and an ad-
ditionnl 10 per cent. after January 1st, 1824,
upon import dutice. Pendmng the debate a
quorum roll-call was had, and 36 Senators
responded—three less than a quoru,

The New York Markets and Trade.
New Yogk, Auguat 4th.—The following is
the report of the condition of the markst
here for the week ending to-day: General
business for the past week has been moder.
ately active, the number of Southern and
Western buyers in the market being larger
than u=ual at this period of the year. Indry
goods, domestics are in good demand at pre-
vailiog low prices, and large amounts have
been moved on account of previous orders,
A good miscellaneous dry goods trade is being
done, though buyers are stiil cautions and
prudent in purchases, but more freedom is
observable as the season goes on., Large
cash purchases are made where inducements
are ofiered. In grain, after a rapid deeline
the latter part of last week, prices gradually
advanced until Thursday, when they reached
the higest figures of the week for wheat, and
the market closed a fraction below tha high-
est rates. Cornshowed a moderate decline
and recovered without any wide flactuation
in values which were materially different
from those of a week ago, The July corner
in oats was settled up without any material
difficulty or any embarrassment to ths par-
ties concerued, as far as we have been able to
discover. August deliveries opened quite
firm, with prices from 5 to 9 cents above,
Lard has been strong, and has made consid-
erable advance, though closing somewhat
weak, at prices some 35 to 38 cents above
those of a week ago, Pork has shown
strength, without any material advance in
values, and the fluctuation has been slight,
The cotton market has been dull and rather
uneatisfactory, The volume of business has
been quite moderate, and there appears to be
but a few outside operators, There are indi-
cations of a possible corner in August
cotton, and prices on this description
have advanced something like 25 pointa dur-
ing the past week. DPetroleum has been
somewhat irregular, though fluctuvations
have pot been wide, the market having been
infinenced by reports of the increased or de-
creased flow of certain wells, Freights have
heen better on account of a lack of vessels,
There has been another decline within a few
days, on account of the increase in grain.
Other descriptions of freight are not ma-
terially changed. There is little change in
the situation so far as produce is concerned.
The reczipts of both butter and cheese have
been liberal, but prices wers maiataiued in
the last day or two. Thers has been some
scarcityinthefiner makesof creamy butter, but
poor grades seem steadily to sccamulste here.
Bar iron bhas bssn dull, bat stronz. Itis
thonght that the strike is nearing its end,
though no sign has been given on the part of
men as yet. The supply of American pig
steel is fully equal to the demand. Foreign
pig irom is inelight demand and prices are un-
changed. The business in boots and shoes is
fairly active, and there are some buyers from
the South and West already in the mcr-
ket. The joobicg trade, as yet, is-light. A
good sorting-up is doing. There iz a better
feeling in the leather trade, and most kinds
are in good request at strong prices, though
the business doing is on a small margin of
profit. It is suid that there is a very moder-
ate demand for raw sugar, though prices rale
on the basis of T} cents for fiir refining. Re-
fined sugars are quiet, with prices a shade
easier. The tea market, outside of the auc- l

The
Rsadjusters show that under their rule the
pablic echouls, both for whites and blacks,
have besn more than doubled in number

CricAGo, Augnst 4th.—A Pole named
H>lme, living iz the town of Lake, a sub-
urb adjoising the city on the south, was ar-
rested to day on suspicion of having caused
tie death of an iufans, recently born to his
wife, It secme ithat the conple have besn
liviag in that neighborbood sbont cight years,

and that children were born to them with
upuenal frequency, and that they mysteri-
ously disappeared, causing much remark
among the neighbors, but no direct steps were
taken until yesterday, After Holms’ arrest
he eonfessed that duriog his eight years’ res-
idence here his wife had borne eight caildren,
allof whem died when very yourg, aud that
whenever oue died he put it in a bsg, carried
it to the lake shore and buried it in the sand.
and that the bodies of the eight were thus in-
terred bstween Thirty-first and Forty-third
sireets, He says his wife consented to this
dispositi'n of them. He admits that he
sometimes hit the babies, but denied that he
killed them. He states, moreover, that dur-
ing a short residenca in Nebraska two chil-
dren were born to them, and died in a like
mauner,

The President Denirs the Charge and Re-
sents the Imputation,

WASHINGTON, August 4th,—It having been
stated by Senstors and Representatives that
P-esident Arthur sccretly wished the river
sud harbor bill to pass over his veto, and that
his veto was for political capital ovly, the
President expresses the greatest surprise snd
indignation. He could not at first believe the
statement, and to a gentleman who was call-
ing upon him to-day he said that he had not
intimated to mortal man a desire that the
bill should be passed over his veto, and he
had never supposad that it would be. He was
told emphatically, however, that Senators
who are generally supposed to be near him,

and who have the entree of the White
Houss at al hours, did eay, in
eubstance: ““The Presideat has mads

all he wants by Lavieg vetoed the bill.
He will not care if the bill should
now become a law. It wouid really be a kind-
ness to him to pass it over his head.” Gen-
eral Arthur sent for those who made these
false representations concerning him. There
is good reason to think that he cailed them
sharply to account for so gross an assumption
of authority, and such willful perversion of
the President’s purposes. There can be no
possible doubt that the President was entirely
sincere in his veto of the bill, and that he ex-
pected his signature to the veto message de-
feated the bill. It is equally clear that some
who claim to be intimates of the President
have grossly misrepresented him.

That Troublesome Guatemalan Queation

—Why the Miaister Resigned.

WasHINGTON, August 4th —It is learned
to-night that Sepor Alontnfer, Minister of
Guatemala to the United S:iates, has notifi-d
the State Department of his resignation of
the position he has held hara. A (neer story
is told of the circumstances that led to this
resignation. Itiseaid that when President
Barrios wes here, and was presented to
President Arthur by Senor Montufar, the
Goatemalan President immediately, sared
bluntly, proposad, throngh an interpre-
ter, that President Artihur shculd become
arbitrator for Guatemala in the sattlement of
the boundary dispate between that country
and Mexico, The President exvressad his
willingness to exercise his good offices for the
two countries, if both should express a de-
sire for him to do sc. President Barrios is
reported to have said thet it made ro differ-
ence what Mexico desired; what he desired
was that President Arihur should be his ar-
bitrator. After this Barrios decired to talk
with Senor Romero, Mexican Minister, on
the subjact, but that gentleman was not sat-
istied that Barrios was
and declined to confer with him.
Mootufar was then sent to Senor
Romero to tell the Mexican Minister that
everybody knew Barrios to be President of
Guatemala, and he needed no credentials to
prove it. Senor Romero insisted that he
conld not join with President Barrios in re-
questing the good oftices of the Urited States,
unless he was assured that the latter was
emprwered by the Guatemalan Government
to make such a proposition. This essnge,
it is reported, angared Barrios, and he vented
his anger upon Ssnor Montufar, in such lan
guage as to lead that geutleman to resign his
position,
