An Extkrimest with Tomatoks.— Tbi3
seas; i; has been a favorable one for toma-
toes, and, though the time forsetting them
out has passed, it is cot out of place to
give the result of several methods, by way
of experiments, which may interest those
engaged in growing tliem. Plants of the
same age and bight were placed inparallel
rows, one row being heavily manured, aDd
treated in the usual manner, while the
other row was subjected to a different pro-
cess. Before the plants were cet out a
square hole one foot in diameter was dug
for each plant, the depth being about two
feet. At the bottom, coal-ashes were
plauod, t.nl the plant was set directly on
the ashes. A mixture of manure and dirt
was then tilledin around the plant, which
was placed at Buoh a depth as to leave only
a few inches of the top shoots remaining
out of the ground. Tne manure used was
If88 than for the rows set with plants in the
usual manner. The effect is plainly per-
ceptible, as the plants is those rows con-
taininE the coal-ashes have made double-
growth, and tower high above those in the
other rows. Itis not claimed that the ap-
plication of coal ashes was the cause of
euch rapid growth, as the experimenter
used them for convenience, but the prepar-
ation made by their use admitted of good
drainage, while the receptacles of the ror>ts
were deep and safe from drynes.i, and the
application of the manure and dirt was
such as to allow the plant* good feeding-
room, and plenty of it. The extra prepar-
ation saved manure and gained growth.
