at the usual hour. Present, Dm. Dixon,
Gardner and Clnnesa. In the absence ofDr.
Hatch, Dr. Clune.-s acted as Secretary. The
\u25a0fading of the miDUtes and of the mortuary
report was deferred until the next meeting.
The biil cf Tuf>, for drugs, was received
and approved. The report of the City I'hy-

\u25a0ician was received and placed on file.
Ths followingstatement and conclusion ia

the matter of the petition heard and consid-
ered at the last meeting was presented as
embodying the opinion of tbe entire Board :
The Board of Health have considered tbe
petition and Uisl<moLy for and against the
abatement of v)r-'. is claimed to be a nui-
mnce on Xstreet, between Twenty-sixth and
Twenty-seventh streets, caused by the work |
of hide drying and cteacßing, tal'ow-render-
ing and bonc-b' iliog carried on there ;also,
against the SacramenLo Brewery for the im-
proper discharge of its refuse into the slough
or ditch between Twenty eighth and Twenty-
ninth streets ;and have arrived at the con-
cltuion that, under the ordinance, tbe factory
on X street is conducted contrary to
law, and, as bsiug "offensive" in
the sense contemplated by the ordinance,
should be considered a pnblic nuisance.
Whether the vapors and gases aiisicg from
f*t-renderiDs are positively and seriously
detrimental to the public health, may be con-
sidered doubtful; r«t that this biuicese, ss
conducted on tho premiers complained of, i-,
under the city ordinance, a nuisance, offens-
ive to ttij public, a source of discomfort to
many livingin the vicinity, and to a certain
extent injurious to health, there is abundant
evidence to shoor. Tbe iffji>ive vapors from
this iiource are due to the decomposition of
animal tissues —the albuminous matters, the
fibrous and muscular tissues, etc.—contained
in the fat, under exposure to the air and tbe
influence of haat ; and itis admitted by nil
authorities that such vapors do occasion, for
a time at leatt, loss of appetit?, headache,
naus;a and vomitiag, in delicate persons ex-
posed to them, and in children ; ar.l that
they interfere with the public comfort, and
indirectly its health, by compelling tho«o
in the immediate vicinity to keep their
doors apd windows closed, and thus
to deprive themselves of fresh air.
Both there facts have been conclu-ively tes-
tified to ia ths present investigation. As a
nuisance it cm ba abtted in only one way
short of remu- al, and that is by confining ths
offensive gases and destroying them as fast
as they accumulate. ThLi is done in well-
regulated establishment:', the fat-rendering
being done in tight kettles or tanks, the gases
and vapors passed throngh a condenser,which
retains the watery vapjr but permits the
offensive and combustible ga9es to pacs into
the furnacs to be consumed. The same may
!>e said of the odors from bone-boiling, which
are very offensive, the boae* being generally
kept until putrefaction has commenced. The
offansivq piri of these prooesses, vjj-t
stated, is the boiling of the aniti:al tissues,
which have often b;en kept too long. The
odors from boiie-boilio?can bs destroyed, as
in the case of fat-rendering.

After ;'.=:\u25a0 consideration of the subject, the
Board of Health declare (.he establishment in
question a Mbaon in tha sen<e of Section 7,
uf Chapter X.of tha ordinances, and direct
the Health Officer to have the Basic abitei
by requiring the adoption of a satisfactory
and effective plan for destroying the gises as
they ari-e, as suggested ab its ; that until
such abatement is acoaiplisbed, the work of
carrying on the above procesiea be stopped.
The Board also direct that, in event of the
above nrdnr not being carried out before Of-
tobsr 1, 1882, the said premises be perma-
nently close Iand the conduct of the business,
if carried on at all,ba done outside the city
limits.

No snffi^iant evidence hu been adduced to
prove any violation of law, or oftenss against

i the health of the people, by the Sacramento
Brewery.

Health Officer Martin's report was ordered
on file.

The following resolution was adopted :
Ituolced, That the trustees be requested to in-

crease the salary of the Health Officer it.consequence
of the increased amount of Ulior required oi him ;
and that he be required to devote his entire time to
tbe work of the board.

Vault?, privies and drains, etc., in rear of
Nob. 406, 408, 410, 412 aud 414, onIstreet.
and the vacant loteast of «aiinumbers, were
referred to the Health Officer, with Ratine
tions to ibi'.o the nuU&nce.

917
and 919 IHtreet, was read and referred to the
Health < 'tli • r, withhutlllullwH to abate the
nuisance at our?.

The Board then adjourned.

REPUBLICAN PSIMARY

Reseat of the Election Saturday— An Ex-
citing Contest

—
The JohnEon Ticket

Successful In the Third and Fourth
Wards.

On Saturday the Republicans of Sacra-
mento ccunty held a primary election under
the Porter primary law for the purpose of
electing 117 delegates to the Republican
County Convention, which meets in this city
next Wednesday. In the First Waid in this
city a light vote was polled and but little in-
terest taken from the fact that there was but
one ticket in the field. Inthe Second, Third
and Fourth Wards the regular Caucus tickets
were fought with Citizens' tickets. The Cau-
cus tickets prevailed in allthe wards but the
Fourth. The contest in the Third and Fourth
Wards distinctly related to the candidacy of
Grove L. JohLSon for Senator. It was
simply and strictly an iasue bstween Johnson
aud anti Johi:son men. The Johneoa ticket
in the Third Ward was successful by a vote
of nearly two to one, while the Johnson
ticket in the Fourth Ward won against
the best organized fight ever put up io a local
political content. The result in these two
wards was, therefore, signal Johnson vic-
tories. Two thousand votes were polled in
the city.

In trie First Ward there was but one
ticket. Three Lundred and five votes were
cast. The followingseventeen delegates were
elected : A.C. Freeman, Wm. Fawc?tt, J.
D. Tate, Georga K.Rider, Charles Gillespie,
A. J. Rboads, F. Eisenmen«er, F. F. Teb-
bets, Fred J. Kearney, George E. Soule, J.

Kelly, H. Wachhoret, C. S. Kasson and W.
W. Talley.

Inthe Second^ Ward there was an opposi-
tion ticket in the field, known ss the Stalker
ticket. The fight for delegates in this ward
was niaie on the Supervisorship. The can-
cus ticket, itwas understood, was for Joseph
Wiseman for Supervisor, while the opposition
ticket favored W. D. Stalker. Five hun-
dred and sixteen votes weie polled, with the
followingresult :
