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BACK TO LIFE.

HOW AW, OFFICER PRESERVED A BOY'S
LIFS.

How the Apparently Drowned Can be Ks-
sußdtated—Ancient and Kcdern

Methods Contrasted

When a boy is nearly drowned, and is
fished out within five 01 ten minutea, tho
fish-market men, the fiihing sailors, and
the spectators usually put an cud to what
littlelife is leftin him by rolling him on
a barrel. A good many street boys have
vitality enough to stand ten minutes' de-
privation of sir, but nothing short of a
broDza statue would live through five min-
utes' rolling over a barrel. this
sillybarrel-roljing system was the standard
cure for drowning one hundred years ago,
we stick to it yet, It is supposed to be
the sure way of bringing an almost drowned
person back to lifeand respiration, when it
is, in reality, the surest method of driving
out what littlelifeis left, ard of sending a
boy into the uext wo,id withhi* skin torn
fullof nail-ho!ea. When a drowning per-
son is fished out of the water anywhere
about New York, ha is sure to bo sur-
rounded by a crowd. Half the spectators
immediately begin to

SHOUT FOR A BAKUiX,

And the other half ,cry for brandy. As
neither half usually stirs to procure either
barrel or brandy, the patianc is generally
dead before any assistance is given him.
Ifpeople only know how easy itis to re-
stor..• an apparently drowned person who
has not been in the water more than five
or ten minutes, aud how often a pen>in
may b» brought back to life whose lungs
have been tilledwith water for nearly half
an hour, we should Irse fewer Jives by
drowning in this island city.

A reporter for the Mailand Espress was
walkingin the vicinityof the Fuiton Ferry
a few days ago, in the company of one of
the officers attached to the life-saving ser-
vice. There was a rush of people to the
Fulton Market ilrp, and ths officer and the
reporter joined the crowi to see the excite-
ment. "Itwas nothing," one of the spec-
tators said, turning to go away ; "only a
boy drowned !" Th« life-saving officer,
however, seemed to take a different view
of the drownin;' of a boy, and he hur-
riedly elbowed his way through the crowd
tillhe was tithe water's edge, with the re-
porter at his elbo<.v. Three of the fishing
schooners were tied up at this part of the
pier side byside, and en the deck of the
third lay a naked boy apparently dead.
Half a dozsn. market men and fishermen
stood by, saying that the bo/ was dead
aud that tlmt was allthere was of it. The
life-saviDgcfticer sprang aboard the nearest
schooner, and was immediately stopped by
a policeman who was on guard —for the
boy had been out of the water for some
time.

"Stand back." said the life-saver; "I
am a physician," and, followed by the re-
porter, he was soon on the dtck ou which
the drowned boy lay.

THE OFFICER I'MVSFCIAV
Felt the boy a skis, felt for his pufse, drew
up one of his eyelids and looked at the
panil, and asked the bystai.\<irs how long
the boy had been out of the water."

You can't get no job here unlees you
are an undertaker," said one of the men."

He wa;- stuck in the mud most ten min-
utes, aud he's been layin' here ten minutes
more ;so, if you f-tchea him to life, it'll
be a littioresurrection, and don't you for-
get it."

The officer paid no attention fo the man's
opinions, but devoted bis whole time to
the boy in a way that seemed to indicatesome hope of.caving the life that was appa-
rently gone. Tho boy could not have been
colder or more apparently lifeless ifhe had
been dead for a week. «

The officer opsnod the boy'd mouth, an
operation that required some force, and
found itfall-of. mud. Pulling the lower
jaw dowu as far as potsible, he introduced
one of his fingers and CArefuUy but quickly
cleaned it out. There was enoush mnd in
the mouth to choke the boy ifhe had not
been in thn vater at all. The officer
whisked off iiis coat, rolled it up into a
pillow, cni liiditon the deck. With th=
assignee cf tsro or three bystanders, he
turned the boy over on hia face and laid
him co that the coat-pillow was directly
under his stotrcaeh. Taking the boy's two
ankles ivone of his hands and giving them
to one of the men to hold up so that the
patiunt'e feet were Eeveral inei

« HISHXR THAN HIS HEAD,
The officer pressed carefully but lirmly in
the region of the small of his back, and im-
mediately a Etrcam of water gushed out of
the boy's mouth. Ithad !>cen all this time
in the lungs, waiting only for proper treat-
ment to help it out. The boy was then,
after a miuuto or two of this exercise,
tuned ant on b'n back again, and theoffi-
cer knelt over him. ratting one hand on
tho boy's right side and the o"lher on the
left, just over what are known as

"
the

short ribs," the officer gave them a power-
ful compression, ami t'uea snddunly let go.
Tha instant he took off his hamla the ribs
sprang back to their natural position, and
a draught of air rushed into the lungs.
Xhis was repeated a-dczen times or more,
but still the boy was, to all appearance, a
corpse.

NOT DEAD TET.
"O!i, give ua a rest on that," said an-

other of them.r. "The boy's dead, and
that settles it. Can' 6 you let a drowned
boy alone ?"

The assertion that the boy was dead
seemed to be only too true. He looked
like a piece of marble ;aid the reporter
suggested that it was not worth while to
make auy further tft\»rts.

"Why," said the officer, "Ihivn't be
gun yet. The boy may live and may not.
But ha'« going to have a fair chanco for
his life, anyhow. Stand back a littleall
of you, am! give him a little more air."

DiMO&tiacaag for a moment the artifi-
cial broathiug process, tbe officer took one
of the boy's hands batween his own and
b'jgan to x'.ip it vigorously, at the sune
time eeltire three of the bystitdcra at
work on trie other hand and two feet.
The reporter relieved the officer at
the slapping business, and the lat-
ter reeumfd the ribsqueezing pro-
ces?, compressing the boy's frame
till he tr.ust have cried for mercy if
he had been conscious. With four men
slapping hia hand? and feet, and an ex-
pert trying to start his breathing, tbe boy
mast have been unren-onable iudsed had
he been dissatisfied. Bat ho still lay as
dead as a stick, aaJ, happily, unconscious.

SIUNfi OF LIFE.-

After about five minutes of this treat-
ment, very much to the surprise of the
market men and the reporter, and greatly
to the delight of the life-saving otfioer,
the boy gave a slight gasp for breath.

Juet at this moment of triumph the po-
liceman on guard called across the decks,
"Say, you'tt better let that boy alone.
He's dead enough."

"Never nfind what they have to say,
they don't know what they're talking
about," said the ofiiioer. ''Get me a glass
of brandy."

He redoubled his artificial breathing
treatment, and ono of the fishing sailor*
went diwninto the cabin and soon returned
witha tumbler nearly full of not very in-
viting-looking brandy. The boy mean- I
while gaapc-d agiin, had twitched a little|
in the legs, ha<! rolledhis head to one side, j
and at letjgth' had diawn a gocd-Bized !
breath. The minute be breathtdlhe officer j
picked up the glass of brandy and jijuruiT
the liquiddown the boy's throat,

SAVEB,"Now,get me two or three blankets as
quick as you can,

'
said hs, and at the ssme

time he unrolled his coat and laidit over
the boy. . The patient continued to show
more signs of life. He soon drew short
but regular breaths, and raised one hand
tohiiLead. Under the influence of the
warm brandy inhis stomach »nd the fresh
air inhis lungs, he opened one of his eyes.

"He is all right now," said the ofSser,
getting up with difficultyand straighten-
ing the "kinks" ous of his bock. 'Wrap
him op wellin these blankets and pr.t him
in a berth. Be sur^ yon r.iike his hands
aLd feet warm. If you have a couplo of
empty bottles rill ih-.m with warii water,
cork them up well and put them against
his feet. Inten or fifteen minutes give
him another glass of brandy. He willbe
able to talk to you inside of an hoar and
tell you where re lives. But he willprob-
ably be too weak to waik home ; rome of
you will have to cirry hia. Come, old
fellow (to the reporter), let ua go. There
is nothing mure for us to do."

AX EA.SY THIN';.

The profoaud respect with whichhe wag
treated by the policjnen on guard, and the

.others of the crowd on shore, who knew
the boy had bten saved from death ooly
throngh the knowledge and willingness of
the Lie-Having "officer, were both throwA
»w»y upon him.

"It's the easiest thing in the world,"
s»id he, seated in the cabin of a ferryboat,
"if you only go at it right. Idid not
know how long the boy had been in the
water, and was a little afraid ha might be

dead. If he was realiy dead, of coursethat settled it,fox nothing haman can bring
a dead person back to life. But if he was
only in a state of coma, as you see he was,
itneeded only the proper treatment to sethim on his pins again. Nine people out of
ten who ire fished out of the water are notdead. The life is still them, but it isdormant.

THREE THIXOB TO DO.
"There are just three things to do insuch

a csse :First, clean all the sand and mad
out of the patient's mouth, so ha will not
choke to death ;you auw howIdid that.
Secondly, drain the water out of his lungs fyou saw how easily that was done ;be sure
in doing it always to have hi3feet higher
than his head. Thirdly, start the respira-
tion ;you know how to do that. Bat I
might have gone a little further. If the
boy had not began to show life just as he
did,Ishould have breathed into his lungs
to start them up. Ishould not have
given him up at any rate with less than
half an hour's treatment. That is the
usual Life Saving Service method of re-
storing apparently drowned persons. All
our surfmen are taught how to do it,and
it is a valuable thing for them to know, as
yon may easily imagine. The boy ? Oh,
he'll be allright,ready to try it over again.
But maybe some day he'll be saying to him
self, 'If only that miserable fellow had
minded his own business, and let me die
whenIwas so near gone !'

SAVED BY A DREAM.
"
I'lltell you a queer bit of experience

is my life," remarked one of the Harrison-
street police officers to a Tribune reporter
last night, as the two strolled together on
Pacific avenue ; "something that hap-
pened several years ago ;butIrecollect it
as plainly as ifithappened only yesterday.
It was the days when a new man did what
was known as 'substitute' work--that is,
he would go about from station to station
filling vacancies for one or two night?,
maybe.

In my dream Istarted
out, and in the course of an hour or co got
down by the old ballgrounds, whi-jh were
then located at the corner of Twenty-third
and State streets. As Iwalked west along
the north end of the inclosure Isaw two
meu, who jumped suddenly from behind
the fence and started to run. Imade an
attempt to catch one of them, when he
drew a revolver and fired. Had Ibeen
shot in reality Icould riot have sulfered
more thanIdid when that ball struck me
just to the right of my heart.

was sou* led from the first floor.
Mr. Stekel went to a speaking-tnbe near
the desk, and blevr into it sharply three
times, thus givingIbe signal to both the
floors above. At he same time he re-
peated the signal att the Urge gong. In an
instant every echokr in the entire building
was in motion, tfce teachers bad posted
themselves on tbestairways, and the regu-
lar lines of childre Iwere passing out the
doors and from tlis building. When the
yard was reached the yujjila remained in
Sine just as they bad left their places, until
the signal to return was given. Of course
the primary children were the last to get
out, but the whole number

—
630 children—

were out of any possible danger withina
minute and three quarters by actual time.
There was not the slighest confusion, there !
was no crowding or pushing, and the three
stairways could easily have accommodated
another line of children at the same time.
None of the pupils, excepting those in
Mr. Sickel's class, who saw the signal
given, knew whether they ware simply
drillingor whether there really was occa-
sion for the sudden dismission. At the
ringingof a heV. the pupiU returned qnietly
and in order, and inside of four minutes
from the time the fire signal was lirst given
were at their desks. The visitors then
went to the girls'school on the eecond floor
and the drill was repeated, Miss Elmcs
giving the alarm. In an instant each pu-
pil,from the little girls in the lowest grade
to the young ladies in the senior class, was
on her feet. The one nearest the d>or
started at once in that direction, followed
by the rest in the rfgular order in which
they had been seated. This trial was quite
a* satisfactory as the first. In ca»o of a
real iUrm of tire the pupils would natu-
rally take their accustomed places in the
drill, knowing by experience how quickly
they are able to escape in that way. Tney
seem toenjoy the exercise very much, and
the tetchers stated that it is beneficial in
more ways than one.'

Fire Gold out of Soot. —
That some

chimneys are better worth sweeping than
others was incontrovertibly proven a few
days ago at Perlin, by the result of an
experiment performed upon snmo soot with
which the inside of an old flae, pulled
down during the late alterations at the
Itijal Mint, was found to be thickly-
caked. This flue had been for many years
an outlet for. the smoke given off by the
furnaces in which the bullion undergoes
fusion bv'ore iis conversion into coinage,
and it occurred to the architect superin-
tending the repairs in question that it
might be worth while to analyze the soot
lining the chimney through which fumes of
toiling cold and silver had passed insuch
quantities. The liquefaction of the less
precious metal requires a temperature of
1,000 degrees Celsius, while that of gold
cannot be effected under 1,250 degrees. It
11 neual to bestrew these metal*, when in a

liquidstate, with charcoal, in order to hin-
der evaporation. Bat, at such a fierce
heat as that above indicated, tome evapo-

ration is sure to take place, and its results
were made manifest by the yield of four
pounds of pure gold, valued at something

under 4,000 marks, obtained from the soot
that was scraped off of the inside of the
melting-room chimney.— [London Daily
Telegraph.
