A short time ago we commented on the
impractical and extravagant pledges pro-
posed for candidates by an organization
calling itse!f the Tulare Auti-Monopoly
League, We then obscrved: * The
* pledges of the Tulare Anti-Monopoly
** League will undoubtedly encounter the
** fate of all euch experiments. The Tulare
*‘ voters will cast their ballots for the can-
*“ didates who accept these propositions,
““ and that will be the last of the whole
“matter. * * We teil these foolish
* people that they are only preparing de-
* feat and disappointment for themselves

GARDINER (Me.), Augnust 7th.—The mest
extensive conflagration that ever visited Gar-
diner began a little before 7 o’clock this even-
ing, in Moore & Brown’s plaviog millg, on
Bridge street, near Water. Chester’s manu-
factories are on the lower dam onm the Cab-
basees. At this point the wind blew the
flames into the sawmills and founderies,
and in o few minutes they ran to the facto-
ries along Bridge street. Adjoining towns
sent help promptly. The fire made a clean
sweep of the east side of Bridge street, and
then into High, Middle and Spring strecte,
which contained residences mostly of wood,
It spread ali up High street, to the Methodist
Church, which was saved. Many families
save only the clothing in which they escaped
frem their burning homes. The fire was got
under control about 10:30 ®, M. About
twenty acres are burned over, All the man-
ufactori® on the lower dam are swept
away. Between 300 and 400 men are thrown
out of employment, and some sixty dwellings
destroyed, The loes is upwards of $200,000
The insurance will not reach half that figure.
Large crowds of people flocked to the city to
witness the spectacle. A large number of
‘*looters ” are at work, Tt isreported that a
lady named Ciuff perished, and that a man
wae killed. The great fire of 1857 started in
the same locality.
