For the past six months the work of dig-
ging the canal to connect Lakes Eustisand
Dora, in order to open up the more south.
ern lakes of the ‘ Great Lake Region of
Florida,” has been prosecuted. The sec-
ond cutting of the canal was finished last
week under the supervision of T. H,
Sprott, who has been from the commence-
ment one of the foremen on the work. At
the outlet  of Lake Dora the sandbar had
already been cut to the depth of nearly or
quite three feet on the previous digging,
i and was dug about two feet deeper last
week. At a distance of over four feet be.
low the old level of Lake Dora a mound
was discovered. The first excavations re-
vealed the existence of a clearly-defined
wall lying in a line tendimg toward the
southwest from where it was first struck.
