THE IRISH CONSTABULARY.

There appears to be widespread discon-
tent, ifnot dissffection, in the ranks of the
K-^yal Irish Constabulary, and this is a
Rtrious matter for the English Government,
especially at the prsssnt juncture, whon it
is impossible to replace that corps withany
other. The duties of the Irish Constabu-
lary arq very onerous, and the men have
heen sorely tried during the long continu.
ance of anarchy inIreland. The endeavor
cf the Government to make them effective
for tho preservation of order without per-
mitting them to rcscut attacks, save under
the most aggravation circumstances, has
exposed them to a kind of treatment which
it is doubtful if the best body of tioops
that ever existed could stand. It is there-
fore not at allsurprising that the Constab-
ulary shonld have become dissatisfied, and
itwould seem probablo th»t the Govern-
ment willhave to yield to their demands,
since the only alternative is the disband-
ment of a corps which has hitherto been
indispensable.

A DIFFICULT TASK

Admiral Nicholson, as a dispatch in-
forms us, has been instructed by cable "t»
"so dispose the vessels of his fleet along
'the southern Mediterranean coast as to
"protect American interests in that lo-
cality." Itis to be presumed that the
"American interests in that locality

"
are

microscopic in their dimensions, or else
that they are in no real danger ; for cer-
tainly were tho case otherwise they would
have to expect very little "protection"
from the phantom navy under Admiral
Nicholson. We suppose that he has four
or five old wooden vessels under his com-
mand, and that these arc about capable of
withstanding an attack of Egyptian match-
lock-men. Auy aseault more formidable
in kind, however, would exceed the capac-
ityof our naval fane, and Admiral Xich
olson would have to call on the Koglith
ironclads to assist him, or discreetly retire
from the post of danger.

THE COAST CONVENTION.
The Republican County Convention

which meets to-day, willwe hope not only
nominate a got d county ticket, but adopt
a platform wbi-h willdeal wisely with the
issues of the campaign. In regard to
none of these ia there more need of wise
action than on the Sunday law question.
The Democratic Srate Convention hai
adopted a position on that subject which
challenges acd compels the m<"rt positive
and emphatic opposition. The Demo-
cratic party stands committed to a coarse
which ifsuccessful must result in the ab-
olition of the Sunday holiday. The
qutati'in at iseue is one in which all cit-
izens have

-
direct interest, but which at I

the sstr/E lime concerns the working classes
more nearly than all oiherc. Kor where-
.is professional men and those who are
in practically independent piaitiona can
always eccure for themselves ceceesary
leisure and vacation, the workingman has
but one possible holiday in the week,
and that is Sunday. And itis in order to
point out here that the contest is much
more than a local or State one. The fact
is that the question of Sunday cr no Sun-
day is being agitated all over the country
to-day, and almost everywhere the Democ-
racy is found taking the same ground
which it did at San Jose. The action' of
social forces which have been working
silently for many years has produced a
condition of things in many of the States
which renders the settlement of this ques-
tion necese&ry. The tendency of unre-
stricted license has been cccii to be
in the direction of total abolition of the
Sunday rest day, and for the first time in
American history it has become necessary
for those who believe in the preservation
of the holiday to come forward and fight
resolutely for it,

There is no element ef fanaticism or
bigotry about the movement in defense of
Sunday, moreover. Peadersof theRK-i/Rii.
Usion need hardly be told that this
journal would never be found supporting a
proposition so characterized. We eupport
itbecause we see clearly that the abolition
of the poor man's rest day is involved in
the Democratic policy, and because vie
know that euch a consummation would have
ths most mischievous results upon the
growth acd progress of the State. The
Convention has but to plant itself fairly on
the common sense of the situation toenlist
the sympathy and support of all the best
elements inthe community, Democratic as
well as Republican, for the abolition of
Sunday strikes as hard a blow at Demo-
crats as at Republicans. What is required
is a frank and clear declaration in behalf
of such legislation as willpreserve the
Sunday as a rest-day to the people. There
should be no expression as to the manner
inwhich the day is to be employed. That
ia a matter for individual determination.
But the strongest ground should be taken
against the Democratic position, and our
legislative nominees should be pledged, if
necessary, to sustain such enactments as
will secure to all, without favor or dis-
tinction, one day of rest in eeven.

No man is to be dictated to a; to his dis-
posal r.i his leisure. The law has nothing
to do with that. Allit has todo ia to pro-
vide for the maintenance of a broad dis-
tinction between Sunday and other days :
to preserve the former as the inalienable
holiday of the poor, and to prevent all

! attempt* to merge itin the ordinary work-
iing days. The present Sunday law has not
I proved sufficient or satisfactory. Itwould
I therefore be a meaningless declaration to
!indorse it. _The people are unquestion-

ably in favor of a Sunday law which will
prove effective ; which will secure the
Sunday to all, whilo interfering with the
rights of none. There is no desire any-
where to introduce Puritanical ideas into
our legislation. Allthat is demanded is

\u25a0 that the Sunday should be preserved as a
:holiday, and that all attempts to abolish it

as such shall be met and defeated. The
workingnun'have a very large stake in
this question. They cannot help them-
Belvfg save at the polls. Ifthrough a mis-

jtaken support of the Democratic ticket
Ithey should enable that party to claim
j that its position on the Sunday law had
been indorsed by the majority, there would
be nothing to prevent the abolition of the
rest day ; and it cannot be doubted that
such a result would speedily follow.

The Democratic press is evidently afraid
of this issue, but since it cinnot get ridof
its own platform it is being driven more
aud more to the only logical position open

I to it, namely, to eupport the platform in
I the spirit of its framers. Thus we find

Sunday for
the masses. A free holiday, <\nd a holiday
protected alike from commercial greed on
the one hand and the demoralizing influ-

j cnoes of vice on the other. The Sunday is
Ias essential to the maintenance and expan-

jsion of our civilizationas are our cchools
and colleges and universities. Whatever. moral questions enter into the confro-

i versy are such as the Republican party caa
well afford to challenge discussion upon.
By allmeans let the County Convention
give us a sturdy and outspoken resolution
on this issue.

THE PORTE YIELDS.

England's ultimatum haa put an end to
the dilatory proceedings of the Porte. It
has consented to declare Arabi a rebel, and
to place the Turkish contingent ucder the
command of the British. This reluctant
concession may perhaps render the Sultan
indifferent as to the dispatch of thn afore-
said contingent, bnt it at least checkmates
any treacherous project he may hare con-
templated. There was some ground for
suspecting that the Turkish troop3might
otherwise have declared for Arabi after
landing in Egypt. They cannot do that
now without openly rebelling against their
own Government. The Porte ban no doubt
been coerced in this matter, but; itwas just
as clearly necessary for the good ofEurope
that itshould be coerced. The rebellious
Arabi mast be put down as Boon as possi-
ble, or Egypt willbe ruined, and tho hesi-
tation of the Porte over his case was rap-
idlygiving him a prestige which he could
have obtained in no other way. The Con-
ference has at last accomplished something,
and np to the present moment it cannot be
perceived that Russian diplomacy has
scored any successes, it now the English
Government can only hasten forward its
armament, ths alleged prediction of Sir
Garnet Wolseley, that the campaign will
be over by the middle of September, may
be fulfilled.

STILL AMBITIOUS.

General Batler is apparently stillambi-
tious for political distinctions. He wishes
to be Governor of Massachusetts, and
though not exactly prepared to solicit the
Democratic nomination, he intimates that
he wil!take itifit is tendered to him in a
circuitous way. Ifthe Independents will
fint nominate him, and the Democrats
then indorse the action of the Independ-
ents, he will run. The Democrats, how-
ever, very naturally hold that the tail
oußht not to wag the dog, and that ifGen-
eral Butler wants their support he onght
to become their candidate. It looks,
therefore, as ifhe would hare to accept a
straight Democratic nomination, or go
without. As he is tolerably certain to be
beaten ifhe runs, it would be wiser forhim
to decline the Democratic proposition.
