The Canai. ro Ssodgbam.— Several years
sines the Trustees of this city commenced
the construction of a ciaal for ths drainage
of the city sewage from R Htreet to Sncdgiasa
slough. The canal wu constructed as far as
Baach'« lake, which is about one-half the
distance from the city to the V.ough.
Although this cacal wag beneficial to the cityi
it caused great damage to property in the
neighborhood of the lake, by sending more
water open them during the rainy season
than could be taken care of. The farmers cf
that section commenced an action fordamages
in the Superior Court against the city. The
city won the suit, but when the case was ap-
psale jto the Supreme Court the decision of
the lower Court was reversed.

ABOUT HORSE-' FEET.

Eds. Eecors.'Ujbios ;Iam great!- pleased
to see that people are talking more about
horseshoeing. Iread an article on the subject
ia your paper. Inmany things Iagree with
it,in others Idiffer. lam not able to writ*
out a lengthened eeiay on the subject, but I
leave my fjrga a few moments to say a few
wards on the subject, many years of experi-
ence and some study of the subject being, I
hop?, sufficient to give my words some
weight, especially as my earliest study of the
foot of the horse was maie as a shoer under
direction cf some of the best veterinary sur-
geons of the English cavalry force, to whichI
was attached. Ihold that no man should at-
tempt to shoe a horse who is not familiar
with the formation of the hoof, and Ithink
he ought to have knowledge of the anatomy
of the horse generally. Now, sirs, this is
easily had, and any horseahoer, if he wants
to, can study itand know all about it. You
kaow, probably, that the outside wall of the
hoof can be contracted inshoeing, and 1know
that it v very oftec. A tight-fitting shoe,
or a narrow hoe, is a damage to the
horse. But worst of all is the hot shoe.
Some shears even put the shoe to the horse
red hot—just think of that ; red hot when
fitting. Now they ought to know that to
burn and shrivel the hoof injures all its
textures, to my nothing of putting on a thoe
so warm that itcontract* in cooling. A man
who has a good horse thould never allow th°
hot shoe to touch hia horse. The

"
hot shce

"
is the old style. Iknow itis hard for the old
school to get over it. Itseems to me to be bo
unnatural that Ican't see how acyone can
do it. Wfcat is the result of the hot shce ? I
will try to tell. Itmakes the hoof brittle;
it lessens its elastic quality ; it induces con-
traction in the heels ;itgives the horse dead
frog's instead of springy ones, able to resist
heavy blows on the pavement. The frog is a
'.\u25a0 ;» r.wn or pad to receive heavy blows and
protect the hoof. Lastly, it tends to cripple
horses. Ifyou pat a bit of soleleather on a
hot Etove, what will be the result? Yet a
h.Tße't hoof is more tender and yielding than
soleleather, »nd will more easily crimp up.
Then again, tt.o hone should be phed accord-
ing to his weight and power of limb. Then,
*<\u25a0<>, the frog should not be cut away as i-
too often done cow. Itis like unto the root
of a tree, and injury to it will cause
the hoof to die. Ihold that short shoeing
binders the growth of the foot. Itcauses the
horse to shorten his Btep acd lose speed. The
action of the horse depends mainly upon the
front feet. Incommon with a few others I
do not recommend the large toe-and-heel
calk?. Ifthey are high it is like putting the
hor<s6 on stilt*. Tnare is no benefit init.
Many men say the horse can pull more with
them. Now let them study the action of the
animal's knees, when pulling heavily,
and they willsee that itmoat depends on the
knee. Itis with his knees that he does the
most gripping, by bringing the forward
muscles to greatest tension, while supple-
menting them with those cf the hind legs.
At any rat?, the heel-calk should never be
higher thau the toa-calk, else the horse is
liable to be "knee-pprung." It also is in-
jurious to the fetlock jjiuts of the hind legs,
making them "knuckle over," and giv-
ing the horse an awkward appear-
ance. Ordiaarily horsfs should be shod
once in five weeks, at the outside, for the feet
need, by that time, some paring down and
leveling, as where shoes are u*ed this is
necessary to keep np the natural growth, and
keep the feet sound, for itUbetter to hive
ali t>u<-plus growth trimmed off, than have it
break off. The question as to whether a
home should be shod, cr not, is a great one
now. What appears to me to easily answer
it, is, to leave him without shoes, and work
him at the same time every day, until you
fiud the feet are getting sore, and the hoof
wearing down to the "nervr" of the frog.
This has been tried in dry climates, and the
feet became so Jhard that they broke offin
sections up to tho quick. Ithas been tried
in wet climatet>, and the feet became so sofc
that they are sensitive clear to the nerve. I
balieve in shoeing, but the horse
should hava plenty of room in the
shoe, and the shoe should not be
uatled too tightly. Iwould like to say
something, ton, about hard-made and ma-
chine-made nails. Iam for the latter, and
find the very beat to be the very cheapest.
The handmade nail loosens in its bole,
becauaa it scales off. but on that
and other matters Iwould have to write
agbia. Idon't want to ba understood as
saying horse-ahoera are all wrong in their
practices. There are plenty of good and
competent ones, but we can all study the
horee more cbscly, withprofit to us all, and
get away from wrong notions of the old
school. Horse-shoers are like other men,
and wiil do pretty mui:h the kind of work
horse-owners want them to do, and these are
tjo often ignorant of how a horse should be
shod to do his foot the least injury.

TEE WEATHER.

Yesterday was the hottest day of the tea-

son, and the first time that the thermometer
hi» registered 100 degrera in the shade since

1879. Sergeant Barwick, of the Signal Ser-
vice, gives tho following statistics regarding
the 'n-ated term of past yean :

Daring the four months of Jane, July, Au-
gust and September, 1877, there were t>3 days
that the maximum temperature reached from
90 to104. Four months, June, July, August
and September, IS7B, there were 45 days with
a maximum temperature from 90 to100, and
during June, July. August and September,
1879, there were 54 days with a maximum
temperature from 90 to 103, Midfor 27 days
from July 10th to Aucmt 17th. the maximum
temperature reached above 90 on Each day,
beiDg by far the loßgest continued spell of
hot weather that has been recorded since the
Signal Office has been established here, which
was on July 1, 1877. In 1880 there was no
maximum temperature reaching to 90 in
June, and only 21 days during July, August
and September that the thermometer re-
corded a temperature to equal and exceed 90.

The record will show trom * careful and
attentive peruttl tf it that the heated terms
of 1877 and 1879 w«ra exceedingly long, both
iflbeing hot from day to day, withdo break
of cooling atmosphere, the year 1577 being
the hottest of the two. The followingis the
record spoken of above :

June, 1877. gave 9 days with a temperature
from !M) to 104 ;9lh, 100 ;10i.h, 102 ; 11th,
104. InJuly there were 22 days with a maxi
mum temperature from 90 to 103. On the
12th it was 103 ;13th, 102 ;I4tb, 100. Au-
gust ga--e 18 day*, with amaximum tempera-
ture from 90 to 95. Saptemberguve 14 days,
witha maximum temperature from 90 to 98,
making a total of 23 days for four months,
when the highest temperature recorded was
from 90 to104.
