He
drinks cold water witha spoon, but rarely
bathes initunless his home be on the sea
shore. He ia rarely seen druok, is deficient
in affection for his kindred, has littlecuri-
osity and no animation, no wish to improve
his mind, no desire to surround himself
with the comfortaof life.

The total number "of
sacks of domestic and foreign mail matter
made up was 1,389.225, a daily average of
4,540. Papers and packages to the nnm-
ber of 265,243 imperfectly directed were
forwardtd after correction of their ad-
dre&geß. Tbe average weight of mail mat-
ter received &cd tent daily by the Post-
offica was 140 tons, of which 45 were re-
ceived and 'Jo dispatched.
