ISTHE "OPIUM EVIL"INCREASING?

VTa donbfc ve?y much if there is dtie
realization by tbr> pMfta of the extent if
opium-eating and opium-1miking in our

midst. It is a :ar mi.re extensively prac-
ticed

"
cvii

"
than is generally supposed.

We have been convinced that the general
public is illinformed 01 this matter, and
da not hesitate to admit that the press
of the .State ha* not presented the
facts in the strongest light —

and they need
ao more forcible presentation than per-
fectly (leu and unvarnished statements.
Neither press nor oitizsng, however,
have intentionally evaded the matter.
There has been no attempt in aDy quarter,
we believe, to suppress the facts, bnt
rather a failure to realize the necessity for
action. The truth if, that the people have
considered, to a great extent, the agitation
of the past on this subject, feeble as it has
been, aa but one of the collaterals of the
Chinese question, a charge made to give
point and force to anti Gnineae arguments,
rather than allegations, which, if true, in-
volved veryseriouily the welfare of society
in another Jirict-on.

There would seem now to be no docbt
that there is an involvement of society in
this matter of the

"
opium habit," aa itis

technically called, which can no longer be
ignored. Ithas too long been treated in a
feeble forcible way by the law and public
sentiment. Some recent inquiries on this
subject ha-. 0 convinced ns that there is at
least need for a very thorough investiga-
tionby competent authority, and the pos-
sible enactment of such laws aa are within
the proper scope of the legislative branch
of the government as will tend to check
the evil and finally whollyeradicate it

—
if

that be possible.
While there is nonecessity at this time for

entering upon a consideration of the issue
whether or not tho desired end can be at-
tained by legislation under our form and
system of government— leaving itan open
question ac to the best policy to he punned
by sociaty instamping out this

"
evil

"
of

appetite— yet, as the authorities in this
State have undertaken to check the vies
complained of, there is or should be no
question concerning the rigorous enforce-
ment of such laws as we already have.
Ithas been generally supposed that the

class addicted to the practice of opium-
smoking was slmost wholly of that char-
acter that is

"
good riddance

"
to society

when the victims die in their misery. In
the paßt this has been true, in the main,
but now the relentless evil is manifesting
a disposition to grasp others

—
men, wemen

and youths —
who cannot wellbe spared to

society, and whoee practice of the vice is
putting additionalburdens upon it. There
are a few in the community thor-
oughly well-informed as to the
fact*, and these do not hesitate, when
once induced to speak on the subject, to
declare that we are storing up food for
future misery and regret. The enforce-
ment of local statutes hat, to a great ex-
tent, broken up the regular housea where
the drug was furnithed and the means tup-
plied for enjoying it, but such regulations
have cot tutiioed to check the practice of
opium smoking itself. They have simply
driven the vice to more tecret methods
in its progress, and led to the introduction
of the opium "lay-out" into the private
room. It is oot necessary now to enter
upon a citationof the evidences that justify
these expressions— for the present it is
sufficient to throw out the suggestion that
the opium "evil" has passed beyond the
realm of the Chinese question, and de-
mands consideration from a far more im-
portant standpoint. Fortunately, as yet,
the vioe is mainly courined to the disrepu-
table classes, and although it has recently
given evidence, as already remarked, of
attaching with its merciless grasp to those
in whose welfare society has more con-
cernment, the terrible habit has not as yet,
we think, made such inroafs in that, direc-
tion as to awaken to alarm the general
public, and itis for that veiy reason that
in the present we should find the best time
for action, on the principle that "a stitch
in time saves vine," It is veil for ns to
remember that "sfaSjgKSQ&ea the sooner

\u25a0 W'Mn itIs despised," as Laberim pots it,
and as another ancient philosopher says,"

He is safe from danger trho is on bis
guard even when safe."
Itit probable that the State and local

Boards of Health have the means at com-
mand to thoroughly enlighten the public
as to all the facts relative to the growth
and dangers of the "evil.* From such
sources statements on the subject would
come with great force, and suggestions
with the additional weight tibat competent
authority gives. If these 'aodies can as-
sure the public that the

"
evil

"
is not

making rapid progress, that it does not
threaten to become a serious question in
the economy of our systems of municipal
government, that it has not taken on new
forms, or at least grown in directions not
heretofore regarded as probable, it willbe
a great relief, and a gratifying assurance ;
bnt from the facts as understood by very
many, no such showing is at all likely to
result from official investigation, and that
we willfind itan imperative duty to apply
to the opiumdemon the advice Shakespeare
puts into the mouth ofBrutus when speak-
ing of C'resar :"

Thinkhim as a serpent's SjBC
Which hatch'd, would, as his kinc', grow mis-

chievoas ;
Aud killhim in the shell."

MORE RESOLUTIONS.
In another column we present a series

of resolutions recently adopted by Wheat-
land (!irange, Patrons of Husbandry, and
forwarded for publication. This Grange
is very evidently deeply in earnest in
its declarations. On this occasion, after
the recital of the dangers to streams and
adjacent lands from the deposition ofmm.
ing debris, the farmers demand legislation
making it a criminal offense to dump
hydraulic tailings into the river canyons,
where they would be subject to transporta-
tion to the valleys ; they allege that

"
re-

straining dams will only occasion dis-"
astrous delay,

"
and that the only remedy

for the ills complained of is restoration of
the rivers to their normal uses, aud the
proscription of their employment as sand
and gravel dumps. The Grange does not
believe stone dams can be made a
safe and effectual remedy. Ie declares
that the people of the valley are enti-
tled to water reasonably free from clay acd
•and, etc., and finally asks that the gov-
ernmental appropriation for the improve-
ment of the Sacramento river shall be ex-
pended for works to hold baok the sand
and gravel already in the river canyons,
and not for dams for the detention of fu-
ture hydraulic deposits. Itasks that legis-
latiye candidates be pledged to favor enact-
ments to aid in the preservation of the
riven from threatened farther ate by hy-
draulic miners.

No one iiaware that the Government offi-
cer who willhave charge of the works in-
tended to aid in the restoration of the river
channel hat given any evidecc? of in-
tention to use any part of the small sum at
hii command in building works fcr the
special bentiit of hydraulic miners. In the
absence of any expression to the con-
trary, it mm; be attained that he
and his associate* will disburse
the money initrictaccordance with the in-
tent of the Act of appropriation. As

!we understand the expression of the late
Miners' Convention, there hat not been
made any demand for expenditure of
the appropriation for the erection of works
that shoal 'l be chargeable, under Judge
Temple's decision, to them, but that they
are willingto aid inthe Government work
by erection of d»a.s of their own, to pre-
terve the riven from destruction. Itis to
be noted, also, that the Oranga confesses
itsfears of the deposits already inthe riven
aad tributary canyons, and t.iat are liable
to come intothe lowerreaches of the riven,
a fact which the Rbcord-Ukiox has oos-

stantly pointed to aa a menac» to the val
ley. So, too, in the Orange reso'utions,
we find a reaffirmation of the position
of theRETORi> Union, that the olddeposits
in the canyons must I<\u25a0 -t iyed ;that deposi-
tion of minion tailings upon valley lacu?
should cease, and that measure* should be
demised, if possible, for the preservation of
both the interests involved.

MOB LAW.

The horrors of
"

mob iaw
"

were never
more vividly made manifest than in the
•cene at TaylorsvMe, 111., Friday night
last Three men, Pettis, Montgomery and
Clements, were charged with an iufamoua
assault upon a young lady. The public
feeling against them was very strong, and
took form in the gathering of an enraged
mob that broke open the jailand took cut
the prisoners. Prior to this Montgomery
had been discharged, after a judicial in-
vestigation which developed co EDffident
oanse for his detention. But the
mob gave this no consideration, and
seized the prisoners. They were taken out
with halters about their necki, beaten,
tortured and buffeted, yet all the while
stoutly proclaiming their innocence. The
telegraphic accounts depict the mob as
being exceedingly large and violent

—
run

mad with passion and hungering for vic-
tims to satisfy its rage. Pettis and Mont-
gomery were dragged to a tree and drawn
up. They both declared their innocence
of the crime charged. Again and again
were they suspended, threatened, beaten
and bullied,but as often did they proclaim
theirentire innocence of the crime charged.
Oce of them declared, after being nearly
choked to death, that he knew he was
dying, but with his latest breath would
adhere to his statement. Meanwhile the
mob yelled for a summary execution, and
though the tortures were renewed, still the
victims reiterated their innocence. Finally
the father of the injured girl became
convinced of the impassibility of extorting
confession*, and through his efforts the
men were rescued from the clutches of the
mob. Now we are told there has been a
reaction ; the community that was a wit-
ness to this dirgraceful scene sincerely de-
plores it, and the belief gaius ground that
the men are indeed innocent. How
would it have been had the infuriated
mob been permitted to carry out its pur-
pase? Illinois hae reason to be thankful
that for once the fury of violence was
stemmed ;but she cau no longer point to
the further and wilderWest withscorn and
reproach because of proceedings under
lynch law. With the Illinoismob mercy
didnot"aerve to confront the visage of
offense," it relented only through foar of
consequences, evidently, and because its
physical courage was not equal to its thirst
for blood. Cicero said that guilt is present
in the very hesitation, even though the
deed be not oomtnitted ;and inthe light
of this truth Illinois has not so much to
congratulate itself upon after all, and it
may be added, that the very rank of good
citizenship which clothed the men of tke
mob makes their bffense against the law
inthat long settled ami stable community
all the more odious,

VERY ANGRY.

foolish and unwarranted statements and
exploded ideas. However, we have no
objection to its nursing its wrath
to keep it warm, lor there Is no more
striking illustration in all the realm of
journalism, of which we have knowledge,
of a paper with nothing else to give it
voice than causeless wrath, than is to be
found ivthat organ of the Democracy.

NOT YET A MARTYR.
Itreally seems that llenry George's am-

bitionhas been satisfied. Like tbo n.au
in the play seeking for affront, he has been
smitten by the British lion. The only
difficulty is that Henry was not treated
rudely enough to enable him to pose
effectively as a martyr. It was a griev-
oua offense, no doubt, that he should have
been forced to undergo a brief imprison-
ment ; but we doubt very much if thtre
.vilibe found inthat sufficient food for in-
ternational complication, the discharge
from detention following so speedily, as it
did, upon arrest. However, George may
yet be able to induce John Bull to give
him a further and more violent push. Hut
to be serious, the friends of Mr. George in
California are well pleased that he was
given so little trouble, and that he was so
speedily relieved of the humiliation to
which he was subjected. Is may here be

MUhy^TimMi}y""PP^j! her fi°i!e«.wnuo another performed a rude accompani-
ment on a small barrel-shiped drum, the
ends of which were covered with goatskin.
The head-dress of some of these singers
w»3 peculiar, and consisted of folds of cal-
ico over the head and round the throat,
rather like the drapery of some orders of
nuns, and similar to that given by painters
to St. Anna, and other holy women of the
Btble. The grouping of these people, as
they sat close together on th.6 ground, -•••*
extr«"n>ely p:.oturei,,jn,> , «.• & listening to
the w»d sweetness of their strains, one could
easily imagine such to have been the ap-
ryjarance and the melody of the daughters
of Jerusalem as they lamented by the
waters of Babylon.

The singing ended, a m«n was seen to
riae iv the backgroutd, liftinganenormous
brazen trumpet nearly as iong as himse.lf,
on which he blew two most territio blasts,
I'xcrutiiting to Kaglish ears. Tnese eouuds
were prolonged, and seemed to sink down
through a long wailing discord inexpressi-
bly painful to listen to, but not unfrequent-
ly to be heard in that district of the Pun-
jab. The effort of blowing this trumpet is
considerable, and wj were glad to make
this an excuse Tor hearing no more of it,
and submitted withtha best grace wo could
to a pci lormamre of tom-tom, •whils two
more men exercised their lungs npon horrid
little trumpets of a smaller eiz-. When
these were dismissed we had a kindof duet
allon one note from two meu, one of whom
beat a small drum open at one end, like a
very deep tamborine, while another played
upon something like a four-stringed banjo.
The lower part of this instrument was
made of a gourd, and two of the strings
were passed through blue glass beads, while
the other two were raised by cowries of
different sizes ; the banjo was further
adorned by the green-and-gold label from
some English cotton-reel or piece of calico,
stuck on the stem by way of ornament.
Perhaps this conceit was a:i unusual
amount of native mus-ic for English people
to hear at once, but no one can be long in
India without meeting with Rome of it.—
