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IN COLORADO.
THE CHAR VCTERIBTIOS OF THE COLORADO
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—Waterfall and Etorm.

ICorreß{>on Jence of the Kicoru I'mox.I
Colorado (inCamp), July 30, 1882.

A party of us, five in all, reached this
camp on Saturday, and rolledourselves np
in our Markets as soon as we had eaten
supper. We are traveling on mules -a
not particularly obnoxious method of loco
motion except so far as concern!

THE <OLl>n.UM> MILE.

This Ina-t is sometimes called the bcom
erang mule, doubtless from its unhappy
faculty of kicking round a corner and al-
waysreturning to his owner. In fact lam
assured th»t after once coming into posses-
sion of a Colorado mule, one is obliged to
flee the country in the night to get rid of
him. No one steals him, it is next to im-
possible to sell him, and no amount of
beating willever induce him to leave the
lay out he his, for the take of fleeing to
evils which he knows not of. We have
three of these pack mules iv our
crowd and Inever lay down to sleep at
night without expecting to have my head
kicked off before morning. Yet, after all,
this much-abused beast has made Colorado
the great mining State it now is. To the
mule's tremendous staying qualities, his
ability to live for days on very little water
and a good deal less food, and his patience
and courage under adverse circumstances,
docs the prospector owe much of the credit
of his mineral discoveries. S me of the
biggest mines in Colorado would still re-
main hidden away in the mountains undis-
covered and icacceesible but for the mule.
Inever lock on a block of buildingß in
Denver butIfuel a respect for this patient,
despised and much misunderstood beast of
burden. These animals have been in my
company twenty- fonr hours, and had suf-
ficient consideration for my feelings to
spare my life, hence this panegyric ;and
may their shadows and distance from me
never grow less.

MINERALS FOR THE EXPOSITION.
Camped near us are a party of miners,

who are on their way to Denver witha dis-
play of minerals for the exposition, which
opens in August. Their chief exhibit will
be a mass of almost pure copper, weighing
but littleless than a ton, from a mine near
Rositer. The specimen is well calculated
to make an impression, and probably a sen-
sation, at the exhibition. 16 is drawn by
four lazy oxen, and at the rate they move
Idoubt very much ifthe ore arrives intime
to be classified. The same party have
with them a tine collection of the beautiful
stones which abonnd in Colorado, and
which when polished show a varisty of as-
tonishingly brilliantcolors, and in a cabi-
net have a very showy appearance to those
unacquainted with them. Here, however,
they are too common toexcite comment.

THE SPECIMEN BUSINESS.

This reminds me to tellyouof the propor-
tions to which a certain business has grown
in Colorado. InDenver there are half a

dozen leading houses which are rapidly
accumulating wealth, celling specimens of
Colorado geology to the Eistern toarists.
One of these traveling chaps, who willde-
mind a judicial investigation if he is
charged over ten cents for a cigar, will
readily giveSo for a piece of polished cobble-
stone, under the impiession conveyed by the
seller that it is the only one left in the
country. While Colorado is one of the
richest spots on earth for odd and attract-
ive freaks of nature, the business is being
somewhat overdone, and some of the curious
things, inventoried at fabulous prices, are
really manufactured right in Denver, and
sell readily when a high- bounding name is
attached. I thought the climax
was about reached when a dealer
tried to sell me an American eagle for
§25, apologizing for the steep price on
the grounds that only a few weeks before
ithad invaded a kitchen, kidnaped a year
old baby, and when shot at by the irate
father, had dropped the child on a rock
from a hiuht of SO feet, and dashed it to
pieces. No doubt an inquiry for the bones
of the child would have caused the articles
to have been forthcoming.

I.OCATINti A COPPER MINE.
Since Nevada speculators have palmed

off so much worthless property inthe East
as silver mines, the Colorado miner 3nds
copper a more profitable discovery. The
mineral is abundant, easy to work, and
when found at all is in good quantity. A
man goes out to locate a copper mine be-
fore breakfast, much as ono wouldstart out
to catch a mess of trcut. Mcl'herson, our
cook, came into camp at 9 o'clock yester-
day morning, and notified us that he had
discovered a copper mine in the
spur of the hills. Ha took painr
to state that he should locate and own the
entire discovery but by threatening him with
instant death, a ride on one of the mules
and some other calamities, he was induced
to agree to "divvy up"his lind with the
rest of the party. Inless than an hour we
hsd formed a ttock company, elected the
officers and held the firstmeeting. Acting
od the regular California plan, we stocked
the mina with one hundred thousand
share?, gave tho discoverer ten thousand,
and the company took the balance. Itwas
then proposed to set aside come stock for
working capital, but no one wanted to sur-
render any of his, so we increased the
stock one hundred thousand shares and
"laid it aside.

"
No sooner was the stock

divided up than Ifelt the old Nevada in-
stinct creeping over me. Iconsulted with
one of the party quietly and outlined a
plan by which we could freeze out the bal-
ance of the crowd. He had lived in
Virginia city in early days and took
kindly to the scheme. That night I
slept a troubled sleep. Iwas think-
ing of the vast riches opening up
in the mine and wondering which would
be the shortest way to steal itbodily. I
felt well assured that my partner was a
rascal, else why would he consent to such
a partnership. It was clear that Imust
look out for myself, or else be cheated out
of my honest rights. Ithought of the
assessment plan, by which weconld freeze
out our partners by a collusion with the
Secretary, who would put down our assess-
ments as paid when in reality we had put
up nothing. Then Istudied how Icould
throw my partner overboard, became a
Moated mine owner, ask my fellow-citizens
for oifice, and secure the respect and ad-
miration of my fellow-men. Then Icould
unload a few thousand shares on a grateful
community, and live off of the assessments
for the rest of my days, the sole owner and
manipulator of the property. What more
pleasing dream ofopulence and contentment
than to see a man livinga life of ease and
luxury, while 10,000 people are Bweating,
delving, scrimping, and perchance robbing
their fellow-mcc to support him. Iwas
confident that, with the experience Ihad
in Virginia City and on California street,
Icould introduce the assessment plan in
Colorado with unquestionable success.

RELOCATJNc;.

It was about - o'clock when Iwoke up.
Everything was still :u the camp except
when the weird hoot of the owl, a mile
away, called forth the answering bray of
the ir.u'.e, fallcf melancholy meaning and
melody. The sudden, thought seized me
that McPherson had not the time to post
his location notice, and it might be a good
stroke of enterprise to go and relocate
while the rest were asleep. Idressed
hastily, and stealing away, with a board
sharpened at one end, wrote a notice on
the smooth side, warning all honest
people to respect my rights as
the original locator. Ireached the
•pot, drove down my notice, piled some
rocks about it,and slipped back to camp,
congratulating myself that Iwoald be
able to give my comrades a taste of Cali-
fornia mining that would make their eyea
|open a little. Next morning before the
breakfast fire was built,McPherson asked
who the deuce had make off with the wreck
of a candle box. Iremembered thatIbad
seen some pieces of pine lyiDgaround the
night before, and that Ihad only used one i
to write my notice on. A disagreeable
suspicion came up like the materialization
ef B^nquo at the supper aeanc?, bat I
swaUowed my breakfast in silence. In
fact there was considerable quietneu
around the table. Then McPherson pro-
posed to go and look at the claim, and we
went up the hillto the place he had de-
scribed. Here were my wont suspicions
confirmed. Daring the night each man in
the camp had sneaked off by himself and
planted a location notice on the hill. We
ijoked at each other with broad grins, ai.d

what made the matter stillmore aggravat-
ing was the fact that Mac had not discov-
ered any copper at all. Some green rocks,
utterly worthies*, had led him astray. We
returned to camp, each of us thinking we
had fallen in with a hard crowd, and vow-
ing to eschew mining in the future, on the
California or any other plan.

TnE idlers' paradise.

For the last few days we have made
very littleprogress on our journey toward
the big canyon*. In fact, we have made j
none at all. Nature never devised a finer
resort for lazy people than this same spot
where we now eat and sleep. The balmy
atmosphere, the shade of the giant pines,
the sounds of birds beating the air, coupled
with the drowsy notes of ineects, all tend
to make a man put away from his mind
the baser things of earth, among which
may be classed the annoyance of living in
a town where you are pestered withsocial
concerns and business bothers, to which
are incidentally added the pests who are
continually asking you to make political
predictions auJ.ouUiue the stock situation.
The spot where we now rest is 0,000 feet
above the sea level, with a stretch ot
scenery before us which rivals the gran-
<:eurs of Yosemite, or, at least, the popular
and übiquitous chromo Yosemitc, which is
thrust under our nose everywhere.

A TECCLIAR WATERFALL
A selid wall of rock rises perpendicu-

larlybehind us where, throe hundred f«et
abojre, the trees appear but a green fringe.
We have all settled on the idea that the
rock is three hundred feet high ;but Mac,
the matter-of-fact Scotchman, answers us
that the last mea*urement which was
made by Professor Plummer makes it but
about half that hight. A waterfall comes
down this rock, not shootiDg clear of the
brink, but following the mossy surface all
the way, sometime* spreading out in thinfoam, which clings like lace to the Hat
it.me, and then gathering in white masses
where the moss ia thickest, or a gust of
wiad disturbs the AW. In places the
yellowish and green moss grows in im-
mense clusters, and some of the
bunches project at least ten feet
from the rock. In August this fall
generally runs dry, and the moss grows
steadily all winter, adhering to the rock
with great tenacity and attaining a stout
growth. The sight of the water sifted j
through the mottled colors is novel and
beautiful, and something to which no de-
tcription can do justice. Kvery timeI
look at itIfeel thatIwould give all my
interest in the North End mine tor a pho-
tographic whack at this rarest and loveli-
est of all waterfalls. It is so far away
from the ordinary tourist routes, and only
accessible by bad roads, tbat few reach it.
The average tourist who visits Colorado
thinks that he is under bends to go over
the advertised routes, where the thieving
hotel-keeper lieth in wait for his victims
and the gigantic bed-bug maketh no dis-
tinction between the blue blood of Massa-
chusetts and the baser vitality of the
wandering Nutmeger from Connecticut.
The man who follows the beaten paths laid
down in the guide-books will think life a
burden in a few weeks, and after wrestling
with india rubbsr pica and gutta-percha
doughnuts fora trip, willrend his garments
and cillupon the mountains tofallon him.

A MOUNTAIN STOKM.
Colorado is subject to sudden thunder-

storms which fall literally "from a clear
sky." LiatFriday we had a royal exhibi-
tion of this kind. Up to 9 o'clock there
waa no warning. The sun had gone down
ia banks of scarlet, the air was still, and
the horizon tremulous with the electric
glow which only tells of the heat of even-
ing. Even the old pine forest, which
breathes with a steady respiration, seemed
to have lost its lungs. This impressive
stillness waa presently interrupted by a
rueh of wind which caused the branches of
the pines to clash together, and a sound
was given forth such as comes from a man
just about to rouse from a heavy sleep.
The old forest had awakened. A few
secpnds later a clap of thunder fell from
the sky, co n<-ar that it came almost simul-
taneously with the flash of lightning that
caused it. There were none of those pre-
liminary patteriugs of rain, cr smothered
growls of distant thunder which usually
forerun the storm ;the tempest bad fallen j
upon us without a cote of warninc,
andIhave no doubt but that such an affair
of nature could have stolen a irarch upon
the barometer. At first the rock which
rose behind us waa a shelter from the wind,
but the direction of the tornado, for such
it grew to be, was changed and the wind
flung the rain against the face of the rock
until it seemed that each drop of water
must have left its mark upon the granite.
Inan instant our tent was a mass of col-
lapsed canvas, not folded up after the
manner of Longfellow's Arabs, but
bundled along the ground by the wind,and
enly caught Bight of when the lightning
sent its glare from above. After a few con-
tortions and somersaults itwaa flattened up
against the rock, striking it with a sound
that was as loud as the explosion of a gun.

AN IMPRESSIVE SIGHT.

The lightning which played allover the
sky embraced every known variety that Ij
had ever heard or read of—chain, eheet, i
zigzag, and balls of fire. We watched it
as we crouched under the trees. On the
eastern side we had an unobstructed view
of the heavens which hung over the valley.
Itshot up from the horizon and spread
over the sky like a mighty tree, and its
ramifications were met witha similar form-
ation of lire, which streamed down from
the dome of the heavens. Cimetera of
flame clove the black atmosphere, making
the circle of the horizon in a single sweep,
followed instantly by successive relays of
thunder, each of which seemed to mount
the scale higher and louder than its fel-
lows. It waa literally the voice of (iod

speaking in tongues of fire. Added
to this was the crash of
the tempest through the forest,
at times rising to a prolonged
yellmuch as the rsbel army gave forth at
Shiloh. Occasionally a big pine, overpow-
ered by the windor paralyzed by the thun-
derbolt, would leave its base and i-n-iiinto
tho surrounding ranks, carrying down half
a dozen trees withit. The peculiar crack-
ling sound caused by a fallingtree and the
initialnotes of the thunder were almost
identical.

EXIT THE TEMrEST.
The row of the elements lasted two

hours, and vanished almost as suddenly as

it came. From a pandemonium of thunder-
claps, a hurly-burly of lightning,a torrent
of rain and confusion of shattered tree?,
came, within live minutes, almost the
ntilluesp which had haunted the wocd« be-
fore. Little patches of moonlight were
succeeded by a starry sky, the trees be-
came again motionless and tho old forest
was (gain asleep. Nothing save the cease-
leas drip of water from the branches was
left to indicate what had just taken place.
Hold !Iforgot the old tent and camp uten-
sils which layupunder the bigrock. Itwas
moraine when we got these things straight-
ened out, and we thanked heaven that the
big rock waa there to stop the tent from
making a journey of fifteen or twenty miles.

POWERS OF A GREAT IRONCLAD.

The new twin-screw double turret vessel
D»ndolo, belonging to the Koyal Italian
Xavy, has jujtcompleted the trials of the
machinery previous to joining the squadron
in tho Mediterranean. Excepting the omis-
sion of the internal torpedo deck, she ro-
sembles the sister ship Duilloinher general
arrangement, but she haa considerably sur-
passed her in speed. The Dandolo waa
built at the Royal N»vy Arsenal at Spex-
zia, fln'ier tho supervision of Director Rot-
ghi, at whose suggestion the whole of tha
bow plating is worked flash, instead of tho
plates overlapping, as u?uaL Tho length
ot the vessel is 337 feet 8 iuchea; the
meau draught at the trials with armament
on board was 90 feet <J inches, givinga to-
tal displacement of 11,235 tons. Tne bat-
tery is heavily armored, and is pbeed in
the middle of the vessel ;the two turrets
rise above the weather deck, and are placsd
diagonally in their battery, sa as to enable
allfour guns to be fired fore and aft. Tha
armor of the turrets is impenetrable to all
except the heaviest modern artillery. Each
turret contains two 100-ton Armstrong
guns, rrado at Elswick, having a bore
seventeen seventy-two one-hundredth inch-
es, throwing a shot 2,018 pounds, with a
maximum of 511 pounds of powder, the
ordinary charge being 335 pounds. Tho
turrets and guns are moved and worked by
a complete system of hydraulic gear rnide
at Elawick. The loading U also done by
the same means, the rammer* being below
ths weather deck aud arranged to m.er
the gun Cbtn the muzzles are deprsiaed
f«r-that pfi p-*™. Between the turrets ia
situated the msaf-, which really assumes
ths fuuctiou of jk look-out tower, as there
are no fail?.

The Dandolo carries four large steam
launches and eight other boata, all hung
upon hinged davits, whichare worked from
the steam capstan, and will hoist them
right on board. She is propelled by twin
screws, worked by two independent pair*
ofengines, which wtra cuntracUd to indi-
cate a maximum power of 7,500 hcrees.
These engines, together with the pumping
and blowup engines, were constructed by
Mindsley, (sons &.Field, of London. They
are the tirst compound euginea which were
ordered for the royal Italian marine,
though they have b«en waiting the comple-
tion of tlie ahip at Spazzia since 1876, when
they were brought out in the royal t»ans-
port Europe. Each set of engines is placed
in a separate water-tight compartment, one
at each side of the vessel. Instead of being
side by aide, they are situated one in ad-
yauce of the other, the alternate spaces be-
ing occupied by the magszinep, which ara
placed immediately below the turrets.
E»ch pair of cDgines baa ona hi^h-preseure
cylinder, 04 inches m diameter, and one
low pressure 120 itches in diameter, with
a stroke of four feet. Steam of sixty-five
pounds pressure is supplied by eight large
oval and double-ended boiler?, hariug
thirty-two furuacea in all. Four boilers
are plaoed forward of the engines, and tho
other four afc ;but each pair of boi!er3 is
contained in a separate water-tight com-
partment. The chimneys, which are
ample in siza and hight, are built of one-
inch plato from the main deck tothe flying
deck above the turrets, so as to enable
them to withstand the great shock pro-
duced by the discharge of the guns. On
the 25th of May the Dandolo proceeded to
sea for her first official trial, under the
command of Commaudante E. Acton, who
was accompanied by Admirals Martin-
franklin and Cainu. The run to Genoa
uud 1-atk waa accomplished, without stop-
ping, insix hours and twenty-eight minutes,
with a mean indicated horse-power of
nearly 7.2C0, and a maximum of 7,415
liorses, aud the speed obtained was 15Jknots, with a consumption of 51+ tons ut
coal.—[L3ndon Times.

THE "BOSS" MOSQUITO STORY.
The average Jersey inoß<,;uito ia acknowl-

edged by all with whom' he baa come in
contact to be an exceedingly bloodthirsty
wretch ;but of all the stories related con-
cerning his vicious ways, in all probability
none can equal the tale told by Captain J.
W. Anderson, of tlie British bark Kinmin-
uel Swedenboig. The Swadaaborg arrived
at this [K>rt on last -Saturday t.i>:n Spain,
with a carijo or iron. She was lying in tho
river until yestvrday afternoon, when eha
was dock.-d at Willow-Biieeiwharf. Here
itwas that a liironlman found the amiable
skipper in his cosy cabin, busily engaged in
applying poultices to his face, hands, lrais,
neck and ankles, in Older to allay tho pain
and take down the'swclUng caused by the
bite of tho pestiferous insects. When
questioned the Captain said : "It W3B
about 3 o'clock in the afternoon, when
fifteen miles off Cape May, that wesawto-
w&rds the torth a great cloud of insects
beariDg directly down on us. Tnree min-
utes alter we sighted tho moving mass our
ship was encircled by hordes of mosquitoes.
They must have been wearied by their long
flight fromland, for they immediately took
up positions en the deck, on tho sails and
among the rigging. At this juncture wo
picked up a pilot, whom wo eagerly be-
sought to explain where the visitors camefrom, buthe was too dumbfounded to mako
any reply. After they began their feast
oa the expjßed parts ifus helpless souls it
was terrible. Some of the men cried out in
ag.-ny at the way they were bitten. Go
where they would it was all the same.
Down in the cabin many lied for relief, but
it was &fno avail, for it seemoi aa though
there wera as many below decks as thcro
were above. Inoticed allthat attacked me
were tiiiu and mean looking. Some had
bills half an inch in length, which they in-
serted in one's face and arms with marked
viciouanes*. It ttok but a second or two
for them to eat enough to fatten them be-
yond all belief. It took allour timetokill
the critters as they alighted on us. At tho
end of the firsthalf hour tiiay bc^an pierc-
ing our clothes. When Ifound that the
devilish fellows were crawling up my legs,
Ihastily went to the cabin and put on a
pair of big bvots and climbed into a heavy
winter overcoat. When Isallied out on
the deck again Ithought Iwas proof
against tho bites of the mosquitoes.
Not so, however. They managed to bother
me almost as much as before. \u25a0 Bythis time
many of the crew had swathed their tatica
and necks with Bhirts, leaving only spaivj
enough to see. Iwas driven almost
desperate, and Iclimbed up to the maia-
top, thinking to epc.ipe the ferocious aui-
muls. You may know how glad Iwas
whenIfound that they had not got up so
far. The first mate called to m« to know
how it was up there. Itold him to come
up and to bring as many of the men aloft
as could be spared. Thi*ho did, and th-.ro
we staid all night. When supper time
came, our Chinese cook went below and
tilleda basket of cold victuals, which wa
hoisted up to our perches in the shrouds.
The men to^k hnur-turus in goiug down on
deck and managing the vessel. Wa slept
ak.it, us we feared to ventnre on the deck.
About 4 o'clock a utiff bretzo sprang np,
and the mosquitoes began leaving ua.
Msny of them staid on the boat, however,
untii we reached Delaware. Atthe Break-
water Iattempted to send a, diapatch to
the consignees in Philadelphia, but my
bands were bitten so badly Iwas anableto
write, and hid to get the ttlvgraph opera-
tor to pen the metsage. Ihope we will
never be compelled to a^aiu endure such
torments as we were subjected to during
the time we were on deck. My only fear
was that the mosquitoes might tackle the
pig-iron aboard and bring me oat short
with the consignees. LuckilyIwas rpirrd
this alilciion."
