ARE WE IMPROVIEG?

Is the racs of men physically deteriorat-
ing? is a question engaging much critical
attention. We ircline to the belief that it
is not, because of our improved medical
syatems in the treatment of physical ills,
aed the advance made in sanitary science
and in genoral knowledge concerning pre-
ventable disease. People are now *‘talked
at” constantly and persistently through
the newspapers and through books on the
subject of their bodily health, and we be-
lieve all this lecturing has been beneficial,
and that the race is as a consequence phys-
ically better to-day than is popularly de-
clared and lamented, acd this notwith-
standing the fact that we have some
pbysical vices to contend with that were
exceedingly rare a few years ago.

Sanitary matters, as treated in news-
papers, preseni nowadays the science of
health preservation in a very abbreviated
form, and it is certainly true that it is lia-
ble to misapplication and misinterpreta.
tion, but none the less the newspaper
treatment is of value., The loosze publica-
tion of innumerable receipts for medicines
for the cure or prevention of the many dis-
tempers of the body has been too common.
There are very few that are not about as
apt to do harm as to accomplish good, for
the unskilled person is not competent to
diaguose his own case, and the promiscu-
ous use of unfathered medical remedies is
more likely to injure than to alleviate.
Bat still the observant must confess that
this generation is better informed as to the
general principles of medicsl science, and
better versed in the laws for the preserva-
tion of health and the prevention of dis-
ease and physical decay.

This is due to our advanced system of
education, which has made medical knowl-
edge accessible to all ; to the critical spirit
of the age, and to that independence of
thought that does not concede to any one
class the possession of all the knowledge
of a given subject. It is also due largely
to the simplified medical literature of the
day. Such journals as the French, Amer-
ican and Eaglish sanitary magazines and a
large number of the health periodicals are
to-day found in the homes of the people.
Some of them are conducted solely for the
establishment of peculiar and eccentric
systems of healing, and not a few are so
radical regarding certain methods that they
deserve to be classed with the ‘‘cranky”
(a word now more generally expressive
than most of the Americanisms of the
day). Bat the influence of the objection-
able class is small, and the people are not
g0 easily deceived regarding doubtful nos-
trums,

We have journals of sanitary science
devoted wholly to the better education
of the architect, the builder, the plumber,
the manufacturer, food producers gener-
ally, the house fitter, the miller, the cook,
the housekeeper—and so on throngh a long
chapter of others whoee good or bad work
bears intimate relation to the public health.
The great mass of these are conducted
upon the proper key, address the simpler
as well as the cultivated understanding,
and have the approval of the best informed
of sanitarians and physicians, Added to
these are the journals of popular science
which have found in the masses an appre-
ciative and ready clientage. By their aid
channels of information have been opened
up that a few years ago were as sealed
books to the many. The publishers’
presses have given the generation a great
amount of cheap medical and scientific
literature, and the best minds and most
skilled and learned of-healers, sanitarians
and scientists have found the ethics of
their schools so relaxed as to permit them
to freely address the people through these
medivms and convey to them simplified
information and advice that but a few
years ago could only be found in the vol-
uminous technical volumes of the physi-
cians’ library. The official Boards of
Health of States and municipalities have
added to the current health literature their
circulars and pamphlets of instruction
upon preventable disease. In short, it
may be said that sanitary and medical
science have opened wide their
doors, and if the men and women of this
day lack information on general health
topics, and “‘ what to do until the doctor
‘“‘comes,” it is tkeir own fault. All this
has been simply in keeping with the ad-
vance of general knowledge, and should
make its results manifest in an improved
state of the public health, and we believe
that such improvement is apparent. There
is less fear of epidemics than formerly, and
better preparation for them on their ap-
proach ; greater vigor in the enforcement of
sanitary regulations; better systems of
house-building and fitting; a wider and
clearer appreciation of the laws of health ;
the demands of the physical being ; the
necessity for cleanliness of person and
premiges, and for rest and recreation. If
this people is living faster, existing upon
its nerves, as is #aid, and increasing risks
to heart and brain, it is aleo better pre-
pared to do so,

Statistics prove (though it is fair to say
that their correctness is questioned in some
quarters), according to English annuity ta-
bles, that, despite all the busy whir! in
which we live, the average longevity has
nos only not declined, but has so gone up
in the acale as to necessitate a readjust.
ment of all the tables of probabilities. In
view of this affirmation the comparison of
the new and the old will form a very in-
teresting study, and as this has been en-
tered upon the results will probably soon
be prominently before the people.

THE REASON WAHY,

The San Francisco Merchant, while be-
lieving that San Francisco stands well as
a manufacturing city, compared with
others, and that the growth of manufact-
ures is noticeable, still thinks it does not
keep pace on the Pacific coast with the
expectations of the people. While it ad-
mits that we have no specialty, and that
manufacturing advance must be of slow
growth, it yet urges that we should be
further advanced than we are, and asks :
*“ What is to.prevent ue making all the
‘‘agricultural machinery for the Pacific
““slope and for export to Australia, Mex-
**ico and South America? And similarly
* of wagons, buggies, carriages, barness,
“‘nails, cooking-stoves and ranges, and
‘‘steel, iron, and woodware generally 7
It is eomewhat surprising that a purely
commercial journal ehould ask such a
question. It knows what the answer is
very well. Capital must be commanded
for suck enterprises, and capital has been
handicapped in California so heavily that
it finds better reward in other investments
and elsewhere. Whenever the demand
warrants, and the conditions justify, home
manufacturing will be largely engaged in.
Our population now is not sufficiently
dense to warrant large investment in
msnufacturing to compete with the
Eastern market. At the East millions are
invested to our thousands, and single fac-
tories can be named eutside of large citiea—
say in the lines suggested, agricaltaral
implements, wagens, farm tools, etc.—the
product of which for one month would
stock the Pacific market for an entire year,
Against such we cannot hope to success-
fully compete for years. There are other
reasons, not the least among which is the
lack of material necessary in a number of
lines, and contiguity to which must give
Eastern manufacturers the advantage for a
long time, notwithstanding the extended
freight haul intervening between them ard
this coast ; but the central reasom is lack
of inductment and reward. We must be
content upon this coast, for a number of

But there are two score or more of great
manafacturing centers outside of the large
cities, some of which exceed in like lives,
manufacturing in any metropolis—as, for
instance, in some of the very articles named
by our contemporary, such as agricultural
implements, wagons, etc. - Bat in the com-
parisons made it will be seen that in nine
competing cities San Francisco has to con-
tend with capital aggregating nearly $200,-
000,000 and a product of over $1,635,600.-
000. The truth is, San Francisco has nc
reason to be ashamed of herself in the list
of manufactaring cities; nor has the Pa-
cific coast been such a laggard as it is pop-
ular to proclaim. We have advanced in
manufacturing just as far as reasonable ex-
pectation should demand, under the ad-
verse circumstances surrounding us. All
attempts to force manufscturing beyond
its legitimate growth are futile, and all at-
tempts to stimulate manufacturing by
urgent newspaper articles, as is so often
eseayed in the towns of the coast, are but
lost labor,

AN IMPOSTER EXPOSED.

San Diego has had a sensation. It re-
sulted in the criminal conviction of an
imposter who was deluding people under
the guise of spiritualism, The woman
made people believe that while in a
‘“ trance” state she could, by aid of dis-
embodied spirits, remove from them fungus
growth within the body—cancers, tumors,
and the like, She not only deluded the
ill, but led the well to believe they were
sick and filled up with matier needing re.
moval. Says the Sun: ‘* Emboldened by
‘‘the success of her schemes, she went a
“ step further and induced young girls to
‘“ submit to the machination of her surgical
““ butchery.” It really seemed that the
woman had San Diegoe by the throat, and
that all she had to do was to waive her
hand and the spirits would remove her
from the toils that the unbelievers cast
about her. Bat the spirits failed her at
the last, and the poor dupes have only the
satisfaction of knowing that her conviction
and sentence makes judicial record of their
own folly. Among her victims were a
great many of the most respectable people
of the town, but it is also to be said that
ot the sincere believers in the religion of
spiritualism some were not deluded, and
pronounced her a fraud from the beginning.
The conviction of this imposter and the
stripping off of her guise of innocence was
accomplished only after a long trial before a
jury in the Superior Court.

LIEUTENANT SYMONS'

PLAN,

Lieutenant T. W. Symons, Chief En-
gineer of the Department of the Columbia,
has put forth a plan for the settlement of
the Indian question in the North. In
brief, he would dissolve all tribal relations
(just how he would effect this is not clear) ;
give the Indians homesteads inalienable for
twenty-five years ; fit them out with seed,
tools and agricultural implements, with the
understanding that it would be done but
once; extend the laws and the influence
of schools over them ; exempt their lands
from forfeiture for taxes; and finally ex-
tend to them the privilege of the elective
franchise. Though we believe the plan
impracticable as to several features,
it has some reason in it, but as to the final
proposition that is folly. No extension of
the franchise to those unfitted by long
years of savage life to value it will
be consented to. We want intelligent
voters in these days. What, by the way,
would this new reformer do with the In-
dian should he fail in the use of his agri-
cultural tools, under the proviso attached
to the gift? How, for instance, will be
bring those tribes within the operation of
hie plan that are wholly ignorant of agri-
cultural life, and whose savage and no-
madic habits are apparently unconquer-
able?

DISAPPOINTED CEHINESE,

Probably the very best test of the Chi-
nese restriction law that could be made has
taken on form at the East. Five hundred
Chinese arrive in an Eastern port, and ask
leave to cross the continent and embark at
San Francisco for China, The authorities
at the Last refuse permission. Even had
they the power to grant it, there would be
no means of compelling these travelers to
leave, as they promise to do, if once they
are permitted to land. They could scatter
through the country, and no rallying of the
group could be effected. But the advices
are that the authorities stand firm, refuse
to admit that any exceptions are pessible
to the law in the case, and that the Chi-
nese must turn back and go by another
route. Intelligent Chinese here say that
their people have believed the law
would be a dead letter on the Atlantic sea-
board, and that they could land there with
impunity, This turning back of the ship-
load at Baltimore will do more to convince
Chinese of the futility of attempting to
evade the law than would the barring of
the Golden Gate to four times that num-
ber of the proscribed race,

THE SEABRIGET CASE

That seemed a strange demand made by
the Seabright hotel keeper, that two of his
gueste, ill of typhoid fever, should pay
him $5,000, or he would close his hotel,
and they would be compelled to remove at
great peril to their lives, They yielded.
It appears, that on the fever seizing these
two victims, the guests of the house fled
the place, and the landlord was financially
unable to continue to keep up his estab-
lishment. The sick persons are wealthy,
and able to pay for turning the house into
a hospital. What therefore at first ap-
peared as heartlessness, was merely the
pressure of necessity. The most notable
feature of the ‘occurrence, however, is the
terror the appearance of the typhoid fever
inepired, It is certainly true that people
have come to regard it with greater fear,
and to recognize the fact that it is danger-
ous to remain within the atmosphere of its
inflnence. This fear has not until recent
years been so strong regarding this disease ;
but it is justified and medical men agree it
is better that typhoid patients be isolated
as complétely as possible.

AMUSEMENT VS. INSTRUCTION,

Mr. Frothingham in a recent essay re-
grets that the people of the United States
pay more to be amused than instructed.
Wemnotmdytondmitthnthilﬁglm
are correct—in fact we doubt thcm, and
believe that he has omitted vital factors of
instruction. But it does not follow that
all amusement is devoid of instruction.
Grant it, that America is a paradise for
strong theatrical lights; that we pay
roundly and well to be declaimed to, to
gratify the sense of sight and heating, and
to satisfy our curiosity; thera are in all
these, nevertheless, some elements of in.
struction. But suppose it to be strictly
true that we pay more to be amused than
instructed, what then? Does it follow
that if our amusements were less ex-
pensive our intelligence would be more
highly cuitivated? The whole matter is
debatable ground, and at Jeast the mourn.
fal cadence of Mr. Frothingham’s lament

An Immense Corna and Wheat Crop.
CHicaco, August 15th.—An _intelligent
gentlemen connected with the Kansas Uity

The moat raliable esti-
mate places the corn crop at 250,000,000
bushels.

D:iflicuities in Interpreting the New Chi-
nese Law,

WaASHINGTON, Avgust 15th, — Judge
Freach, acting Secretary of the Treasury,
finds that the new law prohibiting Chinese
arriving in this country furnishes him a great
deal of work in the way of making decisions
interpreting the intention of Congress in con-
nection with the law. He is continually in
receipt of inquiries from Collectors of various
ports acking for instructions, The most in-
teresting caze of this kind came from Port
Townsend, W. 7., to-day. The Collector
there asks what he shall do in the case where
some Chinamen who had enlisted in an
American port as sailors, and who, having
served out their term of eulistment, want to
land where they emlisted. Under the pro-
visions of the new law the Collector says it
is clear that they shall not be allowed to land,
but a conflict arises in this case as between
the new and former law in regard to sailors
under shipping sgreement with the China-
men. The Captain of the vessel tound him-
self to Jand the Chinamen in an American
port. If he failed to do so he is subject to a
fine under the maritime law ; if he does land
the Chinamen he will subject himself to a
heavy fine under the new law regarding the
Chinese. The Collector asks what shall be
dore in the matter, Judge French says these
cases are the most complex that have come
to him, aud difficulties are arieing at every
port. He intends referring the matter to the
next session of Congress, In the meantime
he is not exactly cartain what shall be done
with the Chinamen in this case.

A Notorious Member of the Oid James
Gang Arrested.

Kansas City, August 15th.—Dick Little,
s well known member of the old James gang,
was arrested here to-day at noon by a United
States Marshal, charged with complicity in
robbing the United States Paymaster at
Mussel Sihoals, Alabama, March 11, 1881,
The ameunt taken was $5 200, and [t was
supposed the robbery was perpetrated by
Jesse Jamee, William Ryan, who is now
servicg a twenty-five years’ sentence for train
robbery, and Dick Little, Little asserts his
innocence, and says he can prove that the
arrest is the work of surviving members of
the James gang, who have a grudge against
him for the information he gave the officers
which led to the breaking up cf the gang,

Our every move-
ment was flashed by the nearest man and
answered along the line. I presume the
enemy did not fire, in order not to alarm any
force wa might have near. .We tied whiie
bandkerchiefs to poles in expectation of being
captured, but after making another attempt
to escape, at 4 o'clock in the morning we
waded 100 yards further into the lake, and
stopped in five feet of water. The enemy,
evidently losing sight of us, returned. At
4:45 we rose, and having made a long detour,
returned to the Eoglish camp,

It is braided with
black Hercules braid, and made in severely
simple fashion.

Kensington crape is the new cotton for
needle-women to embroider this summer,
It is ornamented with fruits, leaves and
flowers done in cutline stitches on curtains,
aprons, tidies, etc.

The #ilk India muslin in poppy-red and
cream color is an exquisite material for
evening dresses for summer. It is embroi-
dered with silk of the same color in very
small figarea and is made up as a transpa-

The so-called *genuine India pongee”
is gelling now for half the price asked for a
dress pattern last year.

DIVING BELLS,

The first diving bell we read of was no-
thing but a very large kettle suspended by
ropes, with the mouth downward and
planks to sit upon fixed in the middle of
1ts concavity, 'I'wo Greeks at Toledo made
an experiment with it before the Emperor
Charles V. They descended in it with a
lighted candle to a considerable depth, In
1683 William Phipps, the son of a black.
smith,. formed a project for unloading a
rich Spanish ship sunk on the coast of
Hispaniola. Charles 1L gave him a ship
with everything necessary for his under-
taking, but being unsaccessful he returned
in great poverty, He then eadeavored to
procure another vessel, but failing, he gota
subscription, to which the Duke of Albe-
marle contributed. In 1687 Phipps set
sail in a ship of two hundred tons, hav-
ing previously engaged to divide the
profits according to the twenty shares
of which the subscription consisted.
At first all his labors proved fruitless, but
at last, when he seemed almost to despair,
he was fortunate enough to bring up so
much treasure that he returned to Elnghnd
with the value of £500,000 sterling. Of
this sum he got about £20.000 and the
Duke £00,000. Paipps was knighted by
the King and laid the foundation of the
fortunes of the present noble house of Mul-
grave. Since that time diviug-belis have
often been employed. On the occasion of
the breaking in of the water of the Thames
during the progress of the tunnel beneath
it, Mr. Brunel frequently descended in one
to the bed of the river, Diving-helmets,
supplied with air by a force-pump, are of
more recent date and have proved of great
use in submarine exploration ; but these
bid fair to be at last superseded, so far as
the supply of pumped airis concerned, by
the new and remarkable system of Mr,
Fleuss, which requires no supply of air
from the surface.

THE S1AVE TRADE 1IN NUniA,—Swedish
missionaries in Nubia report that they have
recently experienced much oppoesition from
the Egyptian agents and officers in the Up-

ile valley, whe exceedingly dislike
E:ropuu on account of their hatred of
the slave trade. A very extemsive slave
t-ade is carried on by Egyptian and Turk-
ish merchants in the regions south and
west of the Blue Nile. Troops of the
wretched negroes are brought north in
chains. who prove too weak for
the journey are either abandoned without
mercy, to perish from hooger or wild
beasts, or their drivers at once cut their
throats or stab them. The girls are rold
to the harems of wealthy Egyptians and

GOSSIP FROM ABROAD.:

In the Orkney Islands the trout with
which the Loch of Harray abounded have
assembled in large shoals in the shallows,
The farmers have taken advantage of it to
land the fish in hundredweights. Qne
farmer landed one thousand trout at cne
sweep, while another succeeded in landing
five cart-loads. The men wade inte the
water and drive the fish into the nets.

During the third week in July the fol.
lowing were the total consignments of fresh
meat and live stock contained in four
steamers, that reached Liverpoo! from
America: Six hundred and ninety-two
cattle, 1,735 sheep, 2,066 quarters of beef,
and 100 carcasses of mutton. This was a
slight increase in everything except fresh
beef, in which there was a smail falli g off.

His Majesty, the King of Ashantee, has
celebrated the birthday of Queen Victoria
in a manner that never before was known
at his capital. He drank her health in the
presence of the British agent and a large
number of his subjects, and as this is de-
clared to be the first time in his history
that the King ever drank liguor in public
the extent of the compliment is considera-
bly enlarged.

The newest name on the death-roll of
Alpine mountain-climbers is cne of distinc-
tion—Professor F. M. Balfour, of Trinity
College, Cambridge, who only last term
waa elected to fill the new chair of animal
mor%l:ology. Another victim this year of
climbing in the Alps is Peter Bohren, one
of the most famouns guides in the Bernese
Oberland, so that experience in this occu-
pation is far from securing safety to those
who enter upon its pleasures,

A new explosive called ‘* dynamogen ”
is claimed by its inventor, U, Petrie, of
Vienna, to be superior in nearly every re-
spect to gunpowder; it is cheaper, safer
and more effective, while it contains no
substance which can injure the guns, In
view of the announcement of so many new
and greatly superior explosives, it seems a
little singular that the old-fashioned gun-
powder—first uzad at a period so remote
that its origin cannot be traced—should be
the chief dependence of modern artillery.

Victor Hugo recently gave a dinner, and
in other ways entertained his friends at the
villa in the Avenue d’Eylan. His garden
was illuminated with Chinese lanterns, and
young George Hugo let off some fir®works.
He is said to have appeared in good health,
though there were signs of feebleness in
him. For some timeMPpast certain of his
mental faculties have shown a decline, He
is frequently absent of mind, and deafness
18 growing upon him to snch an extent that
he is often prevented from taking part in
conversation,

It is rumored in Kogland that Arabi
Pasha intends to offer for sale the Boolak
Museum, and with that end in view he has
ordered Professor Maspero to estimate the
commercial value of these priceless Egypt-
ian antiquities. For several weeks con.
siderable abxiety has been felt amon
Egyptologists for the safety of the collec-
tion. What foundation there may be for
the report concerning Arabi's intentions
does not appear, but doubt has been ex-
pressed of the possibility of removing the
collection from Egypt should any one have
the opportunity and good (or ill) luck to
purchase it.

The late Mr, Jones, the London million-
aire, who left an enormous collection of art
objects to the South Kensington Muaseum,
made several other interesting bequests,
Not a few of them were curions an very
amiable, eo that a fall knowledge of them
by the public is anxiously awaited. He
had, it seems, in his employ in the course of
his life nine or ten different cooks, and to
every one of them he has left something.
Although he mentions their names with

at exactness, considerable difficulty in

nding them is anticipated, Mr. Jones
was an army contractor during the Cri-
mean war, and through the opportunities
of that time amassed his fortune,

Plans are under consideration for a mon-
ument at Brussels to the memory of the
unclaimed British officers and privates who
died in that city after the battle of Water-
leo. At the time of their deaths they were
buried in various graveyards, which have
recently been closed, and are now to be
cleared for purposes of building. The re
mains are to be reinterred in a new ceme
tery, and the city has offered to make over
gratis to England the ground necessary for
grouping the graves around one monu-
ment, should England decide to erect one.
Correspondence on the subject has recently
passed between Earl Granville and the
Burgomaster of Brassels.

A sculptor of some local fame in England
died recently at Sheffield of starvation. His
name was William Ellis, and his age 58.
Several years ago he aided Stevens in mod-
eling the Wellington monument, which
Stannus finished, but he afterward made
his home at Sheffield. He executed busts
of Mr. Roebuck and several local celebri-
ties, but in later years has had few com-
missions, in consequence of whi.h he has
been in very destitute circumstances, The
help of friends he frequently needed and
received. As the report quietly states it,
an inquest on his body revealed the faot
that death was due to ** exhaustion,
brought on by insufficiency of food.”

Efforts are on foot in London to raise
money by means of which excavations on
the site of the famed temples of Diana and
Ephesus may be resumed. J. T. Wood
began his zearch for this temple in 1863,
and was six years at work before he found
it. By grants from the British Museum
and bg drawing on his private purse he
was able then to excavate a considerable
part of the temple, but the funds ran short
and further labor had finally to be aband-
oned. He thinks that a sum of £4 500 or
£5,000 would now complete the undertak-
ing, and a meeting at the Mansien House,
presided over by the Lord Mayor, has re-
solved that the effort is worthy of national
support, and that a subscription list be at
once opened.
