ImporranT DECISION.—The Supreme Court
on yesterday decided the case of Barrett va.
Sims, reversing the judgment of Judge Den-
son. The case was one which involves the
power of the Superior Court in proceedings
in insolvency to qualify an order setting apart
a homestead to the insolvent, in such manner
as to provide that in no case should the
order be construed to give to the homestead
claimant more than 85,000 worth of property.
The guestion also as to the power ot the
Court to order a homestead thus set aside to
be sold, provided it brought more than $5,000,
waa involved in the case. The Supreme Court
held that the power of tha insolvency Court
was limited to the absolute setting aside of
the homestead without qualification, and
that the Superior Court had no power to
order such a homestead sold, whatever might
be its value ; the only method of selling a
homestead by forced sale being by the ap-
po(iintmeut of appraisers, as provided by the
code,

California’s twenty-ninth annual expesition
will commence on the 11th and end on the
16th of September. The Board of Directors
have incressed their premium list about $5,-
000. They have added secord premiums
throughcut the live stock department. Ma-
terial changes have b2en made through the
entire premium list, which presents within
it® schedule every article of household and
mechanical manufacture, as well as live stock,

egricultural products and implements, The
stock show and parade promises to be large.
It will embrace exhibits from almost every
breeding establishment in the State, - As
great compstition exists between them, and
to properly settle the question of superiority,
a magnificent exhibition will be made in this
department. The sales of thoroughbred
stock will be held at the Park daily.
In the annusal draft match for walking stall-
ions the Benicia Agricultural Works will offer
a prize, to consist of a sweepstake iron wagon,
complete, valued at $200, and $25 in coin.
This prizs will be looked afier with interest
by breeders of that class of horses. Com-.
mencing on Tresday, September 12th, and
continuing during the week, thers will be a-
grand shooting tournament, under the aus-
pices of the Forzster Gun Club of this city,
details of which will be hereaiter given. Tae
exhibition of machinery and sgricultural
prodacts wiil ba, as iu the past, full and com-
plete, A grand tournament for lady eques-
trians will be given on Friday of fair week,
for which many valuahls prizes will be given,
Amoung the features of the fair in which the
soung folks of the State should be interested
are the Shafter premiums of $100 in plate, to
be awarded as follows : $50 in plate to the miss
under 18 years of age makiug the best
loaf of wheat bread and the best loaf of
brown bread, unzided ; also a similar amount
to the young man under 21 years of age for
the best exhibit of anry product of mechan-
ical, agricultural or other industrial occupa-
tion. The art exhibition will ba under the
supervision of Mr, Norton Buash, who say3
that he intends to excel any display ever
made by the Society. The merchants, macu-
facturers and artisans of the entire State
thould see that the exhibition in the pavilion
bs made to excel that of last year. The
Directors have offered libarsl premiums and
will see that they are properly awarded.
It is the intention of the Board of Directors
to have a new pavilion rext year., It iz
thought that the present structure can be
disposed of for about $20,000 ; together with

TEE SCARED PROFESSOR.

There is no use disguising the fact that
the boys who attend our colleges are pretty
tough cases on general principles. Not
that they would commit crimes, or de
things that are particulariy dishonorable,
but they are as full of the old Nick as they
can hold. You take the best boy you can
find in the public schools, one who has had
a religious training, and seems to have a
pious turn of mind, and who is so good
that all the other boys think he is booked
for heaven, and send him off to college, and
you want to watch him. The chances are
that he will come back with a knowledge
of draw poker that will paralyze an old
gambler, and he will be sure to be a leader
in all the deviltry that is going on. An
illustration of this was furnished a
chort time ago in one of our State
colleges devoted to turning out pious
young men. The class in elocution
was furnished with a professor from a dis-
tant city, who was very thorough in his
methods, but he didn’t amount to anything
at handling boys. He seemsd to look at
them in the class room appealingly, as
much as to beg them not to play any mon-
key work on him. The boys saw he was
afraid of them, and they laid for him.
They got into a discussion over the proper
way to render a passage from the poem,
‘‘ The Boy Stood on the Burning Deck,”
when one of the students called the other
a liar. The professor held up his hands in
horror, and begged them to be seated,
when the young man who had been called
a liar drew a revolver and shot at the other
student, who fell to the flcor an alleged
corpse. The professor was wild, and at
this point the lights went ont and every
student drew a revolver and began firing
blank cartridges in the air. Some were
armed with putty balls and eggs, and at
each discharge something would strike the
professor, and he thought he was full of
holes. A window wae raised, and by the
light made by the exploding cartridges a
pair of coat-tails and legs could be seen go-
ing out, and the professor landed head first
on some lilac bushes. They rushed to the
window and the poor man, bruised and
bleeding, and as scared as it was possible
for a man to be, was running for dear life.
The next morning he took the train for
home, with .a black eye, and clothes that
looked as though scmething had been
scraped off of them, and the Faculty of the
college will not know what has become of
their professor of elocution till they read
this. The boys go about their studies as
though nothing had happened, but they
are trying to think up some new deviltry.

IS THE MOON RED-HOT?

W. Mattien Williams believes that the
surface of the moon has an intrinsic brill-
iancy of its own, and a temperature much
greater than is usually supposed. He ex-
presses the opinion, in effect, that the sur-
face of the moon is, as it appears to be in
eclipses, ‘“of a dull-red heat, and that this
high temperature is due to the action of
the sun’s rays striking it directly, without
any intervening shield of aqueous vapor or
other atmospheric matter. If the volcanic
tufa, of which the moon’s surface is evi-
dently composed, resembles the corre-
sponding material on our earth, it is one of
the best absorbers of heat and the worst of
conductors. This being the case, the un-
interrupted glare of the sum’s rays would
produce its maximum possible effect
oen a thin film of the moon’s surface.
* * * We must remember that a dull
copper red heat, just visible in the dark, is
considerably below the temperature of red
heat visible in daylight. Supposing the
color of the moon to be due to such heat, I
should estimate its surface temperature at
a little above 600°.” Lord Rosse, estimat-
ing the surface temperature of the moon,
concluded it was about 500°, Mr, Williams
was led to his conclusion by watching the
appearance of the moon during the totality
of an eclipse. When the partially eclipsed
moon rose, the shaded part displayed a full
copper-red color ; as the eclipse progressed,
this advanced to a darker or more obscure
copper-color ; then the redness gradually
faded, and the shaded portion of
the moon grew darker and gray-
er, until at last it became of a dark
slate-color ; and its outline or limb was
barely traceable toward the end of the
eclipse. In some elementary treatises this
copper-color is attributed to *‘the refrac-
tion of the sun’s light by the action of the
earth.” Mr. Williams fails to see howthis
can operate in the middle of the shadow,
where the color is the most decided, and
why it should fade as the eclipse pro-
gresses, and finally be lost just at the outer
edge of the shadow. The fading is easily
accounted for on Mr. Williams’ hypothesis
as the result of the rapid cooling of the lu-
nar surface on the withdrawal of the sun’s
rays. The reasoning that ascribes so high
a temperature to the side of the moon pre-
sented to the sun must lead to the conclu-
sion that the dark, or night side, is in-
tensely cold.

Two SUDDEN DeaTus.—The following is
from the San Diego Union of August 15th :

Mrs. Augusta B, Dunham, widow of the
late Columbus Dunham, and her mother,
Mre. Lavina Robinson, widow of the late
W. E. Robinson, died on Sunday night
within ac hour of each other. Mrs. Dun-
ham, who bas been an invalid for years,
was subject to hemorrhage of the lungs,
She resided with her mother in the Bryant
House, on F street. Oa Sunday night,
between 11 and 12 o'clock, she made a
rap on the partition of her room, as usual
when sick, and her little girl, Mabel, and
Mrs. Robinson bota got up and went in,
finding her unconscious. Dr. Clarke was
immediately summoned, but when he ar-
rived life had already departed. She had
been attacked with a very profuse hem-
orrhage, and had bled to death in a fey
moments. The doctor noticed that Mrs,
Robinson was looking extremely ill, and
asked her how she felt. She said she was
not sick, but was very much overcome by
the shock of her daughter’s death. About
an hour later Dr. Clarke was again sum-
moned, and told that Mrs. Robinson was
not breathing just right. He immediately
went to the house, and ou arriving, found
that she, too, had passed to her last rest.
Death was caused by congestion of the
heart, Mrs. Robinson was 72 years of
age; her daughter, Mrs. Dunham, was
aged 44 years. They were natives of
Troy, N. Y., but had lived for several
years in Peoria, Ill., whence they came
to San Diego ten or twelve years ago.

The price of land will
average $30 to $50 per acre.

J. 'P. Stewart, of Puyallup, W, T.,
picked 7,000 pounds of berries from ome
acre on his place this year, 1,000 of which
he has put up ; 6,000 he has sold at an av
erage price of ten cents a pound over and
above the cost of picking. He has paid
$100 to Indians for picking them, and re-
alized at these figures $600, which is a very
fair showing for one acre.

A fire lately caught in the grass in the
foothills on the Corral de Piedra ranch,
San Luis Obispo county. Some 2,000
acres were burned over before the fire was
checked. Soon after the fire started up
again and raged with great fury in the
chaparral on the eastern slope of the hills.
At times it ran to the very crest of the hills
and threatened to break over and descend
among the grazing lands and dairies on the
coast gide. On Tuesday last a fire started
in the foothills about five miles northeast
of San Luis Obispo, on the Cuesta road. A
large amount of valuable sheep pasturage
has already been destroyed.
