Four immigrant wagons re.ched Salem
last week, having been four months on the
road from X ansas.

The total tax proceeds of mines in Elko
county for the quarter ending June 30,
1332, was only §28.

A great many wells are being dag in
Cheney, W. T., finding the best water at a
depth of 12 to 30 feet.

Sixteen hundred tons of freight was
handled at the Cheney (W. T.) freight-
house during the month of July.

The total receipts of precious metals by
the banjis of Salt Like for the week end-
ing August 11th aggregate $113,378 52.

There is a half icre of millet one mile
south of Goldendale, \V. T., on which the
product stands from three tofour feet high.

There are 57 school districts in Walla
Walla county, W. T. The August appor-
tionment of the school fund amounted to
$4,202 C.">.

Timber culture is doing tinelyin the Big
Bend country, Washington Territory—
locust and box-elder nourishing in most in-
stances tiie best.

There are !*0 boys and 11 1 girls of school
age in Colfax ( W. T.) school district. There
are SS boys and 35 girls under 4 years old
in the eaine district.

A large fire is raging in the woods across
the river, about five miles south of
Truckee. Several thousand cords of wood
belonging to Sisson, Crocker & Co. are in
danger of being destroyed.

Over 2,000,000 grain sacks have been
sold by Stockton dealers the present sea-
son. On an estimate of fifteen sacks to a
ton, these Backs willhold 133,3331 tons of
wheat, and close observers think that every
sack willbe tilled.

Geuerat Tannatt aud H. D. Chafnan
> have examined a site for a new town three

milts west of Coifax, \V. T., which will
lie christened Plaiolield. The site is now
covered with waving grain, but as soon as
this is cut the grading and building willbe
commenced.

The wheat yield of Umatilla county,
Oregon, far exceeds the expectations of the
most sanguine, both iv the quality of the
grain and the yield. One li-iIJ of -heat
near Centcrville averaged 53 busheU per
acre, and nearly all the fall-sown crop* will
HP from 30 to 50 bushels per acre.

The postal agent on the 0. and C. ILK.
took into I'ortland, Or., last Monday the
largest mail ever carried over the road,
weighing over 7,200 pounds, of which

(J,(j:>S pounds \u25a0wore taken from Rosebarg.
The mails that pass over this road do not
vary much from three tons daily.

Hon. O. B. Ivorson, of Snohomish conn-•v, \V. T ,who was the advance agent of
the colony of Scandinavians who havt'eet-
tied in that county, states that these sew
settlers arc getting aloug exceedingly '»ell.
In that precinct, when he went there,
there were only 27 voters, and now it sum-
prises two precincts with 3f>o voters. These
people cimo from Dakota, as they }iad
come previously from their native lan 1, un
the representations of Mr.Iverson. Many
of them have quite large farms ingood
cultivation, and all have done well. He
estimates that the property of some of
them is worth from §8,000 to £10,00(1$ all
made out of the forestu in the last six
years.

SHORT-HAND FOR THE BLIND.

Dr. Arsndta, tho inventor of the steno-
graphic system named after him, has
anally euccec led in arri\ ing at a most im-
portant r.Mut in the insUnctton nf the
blind. It will be remembered, the Ger-
man achools for the blind adopted about
three yean ago the so-called point-type,
withthe working of which one has good
reason to be satistied on the whole. Its
clii"!inconvenience was that not only the
writing itself, but stillmore the reading of
written matter, consumed too much time.
The idea of utilizing stenography in blind
schools has freqecntly been mooted among
teachers, but hitherto never been practi-
cally realized. About ayearago Dr. Arendte
made a first trial whtn a thirteen-year-old
blind-born lioy, whom he taught the rudi
ments of stenography. l.vtt week this
pupil appeared before a Berlin audi-
ence, consisting chielly of experts
and pcronns iuterestcd in the move
in-nt. and then aud there exhiliitcd a mr-
ptiaing dexterity in writing down political
articlex dictated at ran lorn from liowgpa-
i>. iv. a description nf moiiern (ircece, etc.
piece?, in fact, which an experienced sten-
ographer, in full possrssiou nf Ineyesight,
could nnt but have considered to be of
more than ordinary diUieulty. The boy
wrote them as rapidly as a <juick penman
could have dona, and afterwards read off
what he had written with remarkable
tluency, passing his fingers along the lines.
The handwriting was perfectly correct,
legible and even artistic, and what is more,
was accomplished in scarcely more th h a
thirdof the time required by the so-called
point-type. The subject is to be laid be-
fore the National Congress of German
teachers, which ia to be held at Krankfort-
on-Main at the end of this month, and, if
not immediately, can hardly fail to be
gradually adopted in the achools for the
blind throughout Germiny. —[Paris-Amer-
ican Register.
