DISASTER AT RED BLUFF.

Best Business Portion of the Town De-
stroyed by Fire—Rapld Werk eof the
Flamcs—Herculean Efforts of the Ciil-
zems 10 Stay thelr Progress— Halfl a
Million Dollars Gone Up In Smoke—List
of Losses and Insurance.

ISPECIAL BY TELEGRAPH TO THS RECORD-UNION.)

Rep Brurr, August 18th.—About 10
o'clock last night the fire bell rung, the
cry of fire was heard on Main street, and the
people were flocking toward the scene with
the swiftuess that can be better imagined
than described. Upon reaching Main street
it was soon discovered that the fire bad
originated in the cellar of Colonel J. G.
Stock’s cigar store, in the old Luna House
corral buildirg, centrally lorated, The alarm
spread all over the city, and the streets were
alive with people.

THE BELLS RANG FURIOUSLY
And the whistle at the water works also
sounded the alarm, The firemen were on the
ground prompily, and both the hand engine
and the steamer were put to work to try to
stop the devouring element, By this time
flames had burst out through the roof of the
Luna House, and also through the roof of Ed-
wards’ saloon, Then the fruit store of Ed.
Walbridge, northof Edwards’saloon, took fire,
when the flames soon leaped over Paul Stoll’s
new brick harness shop, which he had moved
into this week, and set fire to McCarthy’s
boot and shoe shop and George W. Vestal’s
meat market, still north of McCarthy; but
by a terrible effort on the part of the firemen
in charge of the steamer the fire was stopped
without doing much damage to the two last-
named buildinge. W, H, Bahney’s drug
store, adjoining Stocks’, was the next build.
ing to take fire, and then the wooden build-
ings in the rear of C. W, Fickert’s furniture

store.
THE WIND

Up to and before this time had been guite
calm ; now it commenced to blow from the
morth, and Fickett’s furniture store was dis-
covered to be on fire, as al=o the building ad-
joining on the south, occupied by the Bank
of Tehama County, and Wells, Fargo & Co.,
and Signal Sergeant’s office up-stairs, Then
the brick building of L. H. D. Lange caught
fire, the lower story of which was occupied
by Gertsenberger & Kuhn, jewelers, and
Charley Lange’s barber shop, and offices and
families up-stairs, A.J. Loomjs’ two-story
frame building, on the corner of Main and
Oak, next caught fire, and with the adjoining
buildings on the west were soon

ENVELOPED IN FLAMES,

As was also the saloon of Fish & Weeks, M,
R. Hook & Simpson’s real estate and insur-
ance office, and Henry Weitfeldt’s blacksmith
shop. The whole half of the block east of
the alley, north of Osk and south of Pine,
except the Luna corral stable, was one burn-
ing mase, The heat was now intense, and the
firemen and citizens turned their attention
to the Masonic Temple, to try to save it;
but all exertions were futile, for in less
than half an hour after the balcony took
fire the whole building was in flames.
About the same time that the Temple took
fire, Msjor John Brady’s elegant new wooden
livery stable, the finest in northern Califor-
nia, became enveloped in flames, and it soon
became a mass of ruins, Next came the Rad
Bluff Hotel, adjoining the Masonic Temple
on the south, and the death-dealing and
monster flames started heavenward with de-
moniacal fury. The two-story frame house
of Mrs, Sally Smith, occupied by Misses Sallie
Marshal and Waters as a dressmaking estab-
lishment, and Mrs. Sleeth’s residence, took
fire and soon were burned to ashes.

THE HEAT
At this time became so intense that the wood
work of the recently constructed Good Tem-
plars’ Hall, opposite the Red Bluff Hotel,
took fire, as did also Johony Clements’ one-
story brick, north of the latter building, and
Olendorf’s, occupied by Robinson as a restan-
rant, and the Sentinel! building, occupied
by the broom factory and Cady's tailor
shop, on the south. The wind now
was blowing a gale from the north,
which caused the flames to spread to James
Gooch’s brick building, occupied by George
H. Mayhew, general merchandise dealer, and
Charles Brown’s cigar manufactory, From
the Marysville Store the flames leaped to J,
C. Gooch’s and D. W, Gebaey’s residences,
both of which soor succumbed %o the devour-
ing element., Meaowhile the fire had com-
pletely enveloped the Good Templars’ build-
ing and John Clements’ building on the
corner, in which was the Postoffice and store,
and Haberland & Winters’ I. X. L. Store,
and Judge C. A, Comstock’s Justice of the
Peace office, The heat was intense while all

these
MANY BUILDINGS WERE BURNING,

Which set fire to the residence of C. W,
Lange, back of the alley, which was soon
burned to the ground., As the fire spread
from block to block, the engines took up a
new position so as to step the terrible de-
stroyer., While Iiange’s building was burn-
ing the old Cocfidence tub msade an
attachment to the fire-plug at the bridge
and got a stream on the burning build-
ings. Dr. Dodson’s snd Marshal McCom-
mon'’s residences, south of Lange’s, were with
seeming superhuman efforts on the part of
both fire companies, aided by citizens, saved
from destruction, Meanwhile the steamer
had been doing good work, and succeeded in
checkiog the fire, after it had burned. Dr,
Esterle’s new residence back of Mrs, Sleeth’s
residence, on Washington street.

Another Account of the Disaster—Full
List of Losses and Iasurance.
Rep BLurr, August'18th,—Last night the
larzest and most destructive fire northern
California has ever experienced occurred at 10
o'clock, The fire started in the old Lana
House, on Main street, between Pive and
Ozk, in the heart of the business portion of
the town, The adjoining frame dwellings on
the north—all old structures—rapidly canght
fire, and were almost consumed when the fire-
men got to work. The heat from these
buildiogs communicated to the brick-work in
Bahney’s brick drug store, in which was
gtored a considsrable amount of oils, peints,
et&, and it was soon a blazing pile. Then
ollowed in rap’d succession the buildings con-
taining Fickert’s fuorniture store, and the
U cited States Signal Servicecifice, the Bankoi

Tehama county, the office of the County
Treasurer, and Wells, Fargo & Co.’s expre:s
and the Western Union telegraph office,
The two buildings containing these businesses
belonged to C. W. Fickert, acd were of brick.
After them followed the Palace Saloon and
Gerstenberger & Kuhn’s jewelry store, both
bkandsome places, and C. W, Lange’s barber
shop, all on the first floor, and law cffices on
the second floor, the property of L. H. D.
Lsoga, The Loosmis building on the corner
of the street wes the next to succumb, which
contained a ealoon on the lower floer,
and law cffices in the second story.
West of it were Coughlin’s paint shop,
the Cozy Ratreat, Hook & Simpson’s insur-
ance ageccy and Heitfieldt’s blacksmith
shop. At this point herculean efforts were
made by the firemen to save the fire from
crossing the street to the Masonic Temple
and Brady’s fine stable, but after a hard
struggle they went with the rest, destroying
the hsndsomest edifice in this part of the
State. The Red Bluff Hotel was destroyed,
Mosher & Burkitt’s store, Mrs. N. Swmith’s
propsrty and Mrs. C. L. Sleeth’s home.
From the Masonic Temple the fire crossed to
the east side of the street, rapidly destroying
the Postoffice, Haberland & Winter’s store,
tha Good Templars’ Hall (in course of con-
struction), the Olendorf prorerty, the Sentinel
block, the Gooch block and the residence of
J. C. Gooch and D, W. Gedney, and crossing
the alley destroyed C. W. Lauge’s residence,
on Main street. A stiff breezs was blowing
during the fire, and burning cinders were
carried for more than a mile, some setting
fire to the house of Dr, Supan, a half mile
from the general fire,

The firemen and citizens worked strenu-
ously, the fire keeping them busy until 4 A,
M. to-day. Plundering was freely indulged
in, and four Chinese and four white men are
now in jail. The work of rebuilding will be
commencad by many as soon as the insurance
is adjusted. The burnt district comprises
three blocks of the best portion of the busi-
ness section, No lives were lost though sev-
eral mishaps have occarrad,

Apyirar NiceorsoN,—Admiral Nichol-
son, who commands the American fleet at
Alexandria, is a man rather below the me-
dium hight and of spare and wiry frame.

Rarrp TrANSIT IN PAris.—Necessity
has at last overcome the reluctance of Pa-
risians to countenance a system of munic-
ipal rapid transit. The project of elevated
railroads has been abandoned, and the con-
struction of a subterranean line seems to be
practically agreed upon. MM, Siben and
Soulie, the promcters, propose to form a
centrai line from Saint Cloud to the Lyons
terminus, from which would branch a large
outer circle and a smaller inner circle, with
additional branch lines to the various
termini. In the south the railway would
pass through the principal business quarter,
intersect the boulevards at the Palace de
I'Opera, but turn in the north aiso to the
Terminus of the KEastern Company. If
the present plans are followed out, the sta-
tions of the proposed railway will be very
numerous and close to each other ; and they
will be 80 constructed as to contain com-
medious waiting-rooms above ground,
communicating with the platforms by
means cf roomy and handsome staircases.
A central station is to' be erected at the
Palace de la Bourse. The length of the rail-
way, with allits branches, is to be nearly
24 miles. The cost of construstion is
estimated at §30,000,000, The fare will
be 10 cents for any distance, first-class,
and 4 cents, second-class. Two-cent tick-
ets will be issued to workmen.

Sheoting at Fresno.

pistol and presented it at Brown, where he
held it for a few seconds.

In the struggle the
weapon was discharged, the ball from it strik-
ing Brown on one of the thighs. The pro-
gress of the ball was stopped by atwenty-
dollar piece in his pocket, which was bent
nearly double, but did him no harm. After
losing his pistel, Hensley ran toward the front
door of thesaloon, Brown pursued, and using
Heopsley’s pistol shot him before he reached
the doer, the ball etriking him in the middle
of the back, and ravging upward passed
through the right lung and ou$ through the
right breast, Hensley continued his flight,
running down Maripoea street as far as Bera-
hard’s store—a distance of some 400 feet—
where he fell. He was picked up and carried
into Bernhard’s store, where he was made as
comfortable as circumstances would permit.
Brown was placed under arrest and taken to
jsil.. Both were young men, Brown being 28
and Hensley 27 years old. They were raised
in this county, and were natives of this State.

ARIZONA.

The Marderous Apaches,

TuosoN, August 18th.—The Star's special
advices from Guaymas, SBonora, of the 16:h
say: Word hss just been received from
Triridad, Sonora, that the Apaches are de-
predating fearfully, and committing frightful
atrocities in the Sahuaripa district. A large
force of Mexicans are in close pursuit of the
redskins, At Taratuc raonch the Apaches
killed six men ; while paseing Lamesa Polono,
two ; in La Cuchilla, two ; in Arnico Honda,
four; and three hours afterward they at-
tacked E! Carrigi, and killed eleven women
and a child. Tne Indians first stripped the
women, and, after outraging them in the most
brutal manner, put them to death by the
most cruel torture. Four of the men of the
~anch who were returning saw the houses on
fire and fled, the Apsches giving chase.
Three ¢f them took refage in the rocks, and
were defending themselvesr, when the fourth
man, who escap brought the news to
Tiinidad. A large force of citizens started at
ance to the rescue, and couriers were sent in
all directions to warn the settlers of the
whereabouta of the hostilee, No mail riders
have arrived for several days. It is balieved
all have fallen victims to the Apsches. The
estimated number of hostiles is 200, and they
are commanded by Juh, the Chiricahua chief,
who escaped after the battle with General
Feuro last spring. Athenticated reports
state that a band of Apaches have penetrated
to Alamer, and are depredatiag there, Gsa-
eral Rayes, with a large force iu the Sahua.
ripa district, declares he will not spare a buck,
squaw or papoose if he again encounters
them.

A New Indian Agent Befuses to Take

Charge—Danger of Another Ouibreak

at San Carles,

Settlers
around the reservation are now organizing
for the movement. The anti-reservation peo-
ple are increasing their force in every section.
Special agents are visiting all of the principal
tovns avd camps, orgacizing for any emer-
gency which may arise.

Avrested on a Charge of Murder—Arrival
of a Bishop—Wewmnan Shot and Killed,

PoRTLAND, August 18:h.—Late last night
the police arrested, on a charge of murder,
E. M., Jeanini, an Italian, who has been at
work with other countrymen at Washougal,
W. T., in manufacturing syrup. The arrest
was kept secrst, awaiting further develop-
ments. An investigation by a reporter this
afternoon elicits the following facts concern-
ing the crime : Tuesday afiernoon a party
of Italians started te hunt a picket-book,
which one of the number lost. Two of the
crowd, the prisoner and George Riceo, re-
mained at the camp. When the hunting
party neared the camp on their return, they
heard two pistol shots, and when tkey reached
camp, Ricco bal disappeared. Jeanini said
he had found the pecket-bock in Ricco's
pantaloons, had diccharged him, and he had
started to walk to Vancouver, Subgequent
acts of Jernini led Ricco's friends to believs
that the latter had been murdered, and
caused the arrest, When qusestioned by the
polica the prizoner asserted that Ricco had
gone to California. This evening, in an in-
terview with the Oregonian reporter, hs said
be killed Riceo in self-defense, and dragged
the body 200 yards up the creek, threw itin
and covered it with branches, The Sheriff
of Clark county, Washington Territery, has
bean notified, and will go in search of the
body. The police have no jurisdiction iz the
matter, but will hold the prisoner,

A Yaquina City epecial says an Indian
suspected of the murder of Dr. Hutchinson
ard son has been arresied and taken to
Newport, and will have a preliminary exam-

DPrunken Fracas—-One Mam Fatally Shot.

WaLLa Warra, Avgust 18th.—Three men
named Gus Allen, Harry Nesbit and Pawnee
Ed,, railroad mer, employed on the Northern
Pacifie, started out to have a good time,
They first vicited the rooms of the demi-
monde in the Mix building, and there met
Sergeant Dunwoody, of the First Cavalry,
and here their fun cemmenced by pitching
the scldier down stairs, They then bragged
of what they had done, and visited different
saloons in the city. About neon Dunwoody,
Nesbit and Allen had a fight, the soldier get~
ting the best of it. Two other eoldiers
then joined Dunwoody and remsined to-
gether. The attention of the City Marshal
was called to the belligerent state of affairs,
but he concluded the troubls was about over,
and went about other business, Allen and
Nesbit went to Reed’s #aloon and asked Jack
Kay, the barteader, for a pistol. He did not
give them one, but soon after Neebit showed
him one, and he had it out, when Mr. Kuy
saw the three soldiers on the sidewalk, and
begged bim to hide the weapon., Just then
the Sergeant entered, and eeeing Nesbit
said : **Come out here; I want to have it
out with you.” Xay told him he had better
leave, and had almost succeeded in persuad-
iog him, when Allen came out of s water-
cloget, and after speaking to Dunwoody,
struck him, and the fizht commenced. Nesbit
got a blow in the face, and Allen, armed with
a billiard cue, baat the soldier out of the
room, aed was standing inside the door, when
one of the soldiers named Reynolds
fired his pistol from the sidewalk where he
was standing, the ball striking Allen near the
naval, inflicting a wound that will in all prob-
abilitly be a fatal ons. Another sho: was
fired by Nesbit, the ball entering the right
hand of Dunwoody, When shot Allen fell
near the bar, vomiting, and laid down near
the floor. He was taken to St. Mary’s Hos-
pital, where he lies in a very precarious state,
His physician gives it as his opivion that he
cannot survive many hours, He is now in-
sensible, The soldier is suffering from lock-
jaw, and his tituation is considered very crit-
ical. Mr, Kay had a very narrow escape, he
being in the direct line of the flight of the
ball, Shortly after, in the evening, another
fracas occurred batween two men, one named
Alexander Johuson being beaten fearfully
over the head with a gin botfle.
