& GREAT PRODUCT.

Practically, petroleum has become the
light of the world in the broadest sense,
being found in the cabin of the pioneer, in
the subterranean haunt of the miner, and
in the mansions of the reficed and wealthy.
Even the barbarians and hali-civilized races
bave adopted it because of its excellent
illuminating qualities and its marvelous
cheapress. American petrolenm lights the
dwellings of Jerusalem, the rock temples
of the upper Nile, the Indian bungalow,
snd the homes and temples of China and
Japan.

dome idea of the relative cheapness when
compared with the old illuminators may be
obtained when it is stated that it can be
bougbt at retail of the ordinary grocer at
from 10 to 15 cents per gallon, whereas in
the old days sperm o1l and camphene sold
at from 75 cents to $1 50 per gallon, This
cheapness has driven out of the market
every other form of illuminating flaid, and
i% is of great importance to the world that
has become so accustomed to its use that
the supply shall be maintained or some-
thing equally cheap and available be found
as a substitute. Iis annual production has
risen from a few hundred barrelsin 1859
to thirty miilion in 1882, Yet in all that
time the demand has so near kept pace with
the supply that the immense surplus of
thirky millic: barrels now above ground
would not answer for two years’ supply it
the production were cut off. It ranks
third in value as an article of export from
the United States, breadstuffs and cotton
alone exceeding it. When we reflecs that
wheat and cotton are the productions of a
vast expanse of territory and that petrole-
um i8 the product of half a dozen counties
in one corner of our own State, the forty
millions annually which our petroleum ex-
ports represent simply seem astonishing.

How long can this immense supply be
kept nup? This quesiion is being asked
with a good deal of earneatness and anxiety
by the thoughtfal men who have embarked
their all in the business. While it is quite
possible that petroleum is being constantly
generated, yeb the process is o slow as to
be of no practical value in keeping up the
supply. The history of the petroleum
developments teaches that the rich fields
are practically exhausted in from one to
five years after being opened. There are
many of the richest oil farms along Oil
creek and its ‘ributaries which at present
are not producing a single barrel of cil,
while many more furnish only the smallest
modicum of their former productien.

It is only a question of time when the
Pennsylvania oil fields will be among the
things of the past. How much time will
be required to exhaust thein at the present
rate of production? This can not, of course,
be answered with any degree of certainty,
but there are many of the veteran oil men
who do not believe it will take near as
many years to deplete the remainder of the
Pennsylvania oil deposits at the present
rate of production as it has taken to bring
that preduction up to its present status.

The drill has pretty effectually defined
the extent of the field in which productive
territcry may be hoped for, The seuthern
limit of the oleaginous belt may be said to
be fixed by a lins drawn from Kittanning,
in Armstrong coun to Saxonburgh, 1n
Butler county. The oil-bzaring rock at
thig southern extremity of the field dips so
far below sea level that the oil was either
vever generated here, or else it has been
forced to higher levels by the salt water
contaived in the rock. A cordon of wild-
cat wells which failed to find anything but
gas has been drilled a% various times and
places in western Batler, Mercer, central
and western Crawford, and Erie counties.
TChese experiments may be said to have
ptactically defined the western limits of
the oil field. Coming east, a line drawn
from Smethport, on the north, to Leech.
burg, Armstrong county, on the gouth, will
nearly outline the general course of a cor-
don of dry holes and gas wells which have
been drilled near Wilcox and Millstone, in
Eik county, Stump creek in Jefferson, and
Leechburg in Armstrong, and which clearly
limite the extension of the field to the east-
ward. These experiments, then, confice
the productive territory to the counties of
Butler, Armstrong, Clarion, Venango, east-
ern Crawford, Forest, Warren and"McKean,
The available territory in the first five
named counties has already been practi-
cally exhausted, although it is quite prob
able that a number of small pools of the
Pithole and Bullun order may yet be
found in either of them. McKean is
on the decline, its productive terri-
tory being clearly detined and much
more than half exhausted, leaving only
Warren and Forest to vet be tested for
virgin territory. The great deposits just
being opened in Cherry Grove township,
Warren county, are supposed to comprise
about 2,500 acres, leaving a good deal of
lighter territory to be tested in Sonthwest-
ern Warren and Eastern Forest undrilled.
Bat at the rate at which drilling is now
prozecuted it will take less than two years
to drill over the whole field sufficiently to
tell pretty near what is there, In Forest
the Grandins, L. F. Watson, the Eater-
prise Transit Company, and other wealthy
land-owners hold large tracts, which they
can keep from the drill for a long time if
they see fit, which they wiil probably do
if the price remains as low as at present,
There are, therefore, not a few cld oper-
ators who are confidently counting on the
present Cherry Grove development as the
last big field that will ever be opened up
to the drilling public, they expecting, of
course, that the large tracts in Forest
county above described will be held and
operated leisurely by the present propri-
etors. Civil engineers like Wrigley and
Opperman have aiready undertaken to fur-
nish approximate figures showing the re-
maining supply of Pennsylvania petroleum,
and indicating that much more than half
of it has aiready been exhausted. This, of
course, is very uncertain, but there are
many things to indicate that they are right
in their coujectures, and that the end of
these marvelous supplies of oleaginous
wealth is not far off.

But the world must have petroleum or
its eyuivalent. When the Pennsylvania
fields are exhausted, can the supply be
made good from other fields? This ques-
tion is hard to answer. New York has
gome rich deposits, which are being rapidly
exhausted, The belt, however, may ex-
tend much farther north, and new fields be
opened in that quarter. The wildcat drill-
ing has not yet been thorough enough to
finally determine the extent of the New
York petroleum deposita. There is known
to be oil in West Virginia, Kentucky,
Tennessee and California, but the richness
of the Pennsylvania fields has prevented
anything like an exhaustive test of the
extent and value of these deposits. Raussia
has some very rich territory, while several
of the other European countries lay claim
to large deposits of oleaginous wealth,
But whether any or all of these prospective
fields shall be able to fill the demand made
upon their resources when the Pennsyl.
vania deposits are exhausted can only be
determined when the enmergetic Pennsyl.
vania oil operator is forced to leave his
favorite fields and begins to bounce the
busy drill in the new districts. If the oil
is there he will find it, for he is untiring
in his search, being possessed with a sort
of mania for the discovery of the
flaid, without regard to whether it pays or
not. In the meantime the consumption is
constautly on the increase, stimulated by
the fabulous cheapaess of the article, and
a;eloug ni: can be pﬁ:i%lbly roduced at
t prices is likely to be extended
bmy.—[l’hﬂldelphi.

Rousseau gives a rule for their composi.

It is just what
the witty old scapegrace might be imaginea
to sit down and scribble offhand, feeling
quite sure that almost anything in the
shape of a letter would auswer his purpose,
‘* You are not young, no more am | ; 8o to,
then, there’s sympathy. Yon are merry.
soamI; ha, ha! then there’s more sym-
pathy. You love sack, so do I; would
you desire better sympathy ?”

The ordivary billet-doux, however, is a
far more serious affair than anything Fal-
staff was capable of writing,snd whether
ponderously spun out in long winded
periods like Kuox's or concentrated and
condensed like Steele’s, the love-letter has
probably always been the occasion of a
vast amiount of brain cudgelling, “ Desar
Mistress Scurlock,” wrote Steele, “I am
tired of calling you by that name ; there-
fore, say a day when you will take that of,
madame, your devoted, humble servaut,
Richard Steele.” Nothing looks simpler
than this ; but how many preliminary ex-
periments Steele had made, how many
other forms of proposal he had concocted,
and through how many various phases this
crisp, neat little billet had gradually de-
veloped, who shall say? Steele certainly
has sometimes been accredited with rather
remarkable aptitude in framing correspond-
ence of this sort, but his reputation has
been based on his past matrimonial per-
formances, which were very curious, cer-
tainly, but cannot be regarded as any ecri-
terion of his faculty in this line before
marriage. ‘‘Dear Prue,” he writes to
his wife on one occasion, “I am very
sleepy and tired, but could not think of
closing my eyes till I had iold yon I am,
dearest creature, your most affectionate,
faithful husband, Richard Steele.” There
are so many of these singular little billets-
doux scattered here and there in the pub-
lished correspondence of this writer that
for a time one is inclined to regard them
as genuine manifestations of an uxoricus
disposition.

Your fond,
devoted R. S.” Three or four times a day
he would be sending off such diepatches as
these: ‘‘1 beg of you not to be impatient,
though it ke an hour before you see me.”
There is, however, one of these notes
which seems to show that such effusions
were not altogether spontaneous, *‘ Dear
Prue : It is a strange thing because you are |
bandsome that you wiil not behave your-
self with the obedience that pzople of worse
features do; but that I must be always
giving you an acconnt of every trifle and
minute of my time. I send this to teil
you I am waiting to be sent for again when
my Lord Wharton is stirring.”—[London
World.

CAPIURING A KINGDOM,

The drowning of Johe H. B. Latrobe, of
this city, recently, recalls an incident in
national history in which Mr, Latrobe was
prominently concerved, that nearly in-
volved this country in a serious difficulty
with England. In 1873 young Latrobe,
then about 25 years of age and a risingand
wealthy lawyer, was appointed to accom-
pany A. B. Steinberger, of California, on
the expedition which was sent by the Uni-
ted States Government to the Samoan or
Navigator’s Islands, in the South Pacifie,
Mr. Latrobe’s ample private means cnabled
him to make the trip highly enjoyable, and
when he and Steinberger arrived at the
islands they soon commenced to ‘‘cut a
figure.” Steinberger, it is believed, acting
on the advice of his adveuturous com

panion, conceived the idea of annex-

ing the islands to the United States.
With this object in view they can-
vassed the chiefs of the islands, pro-

cured their consent to the scheme, and
proceeded to select a ruler for the king-
dom they proposed to establish. Their
choice for the position was one of the rulers
having the largest following, who was duly
crowned Hawaii the First, King of the Sa-
moan Islands. Steinberger then had him-

self appointed Prime Minister and Latrobe

THE CATHEDRAL OF CREMONA,

Cremona, one of the Lombard cities, has
a history, like many others, dating back to
l’:oman days, full of battle, siege and war.
For a time it was in some sort independ.
ent, ruled by its own podesta. In 1796 it
was taken by the French. It is now s
' Presperous city of 37,000 inhabitants, the
manufactare of musical instruments being
still one of its great industries, and the
Amati are still there. After the Cremonese
threw off the yoke of Brescia in 1107, they
began to ercct a cathedral worthy of their
city. They were not in a hurry, and the
edifice rose solid and grand, not being
consecrated for divine worship till 1190,
and even then ouly the nave and aisles
were completed, Tue work was then de-
layed, but after the city was embraced in
the duchy of Milan, the work on the
cathedral was resumed ; transepts were
begun in 1342, but the choir was
net completed till late in the following
century, While Columbus was crossing
the Atlantic his countrymen in Italy were
building the facade of the Cremona Cathe-
dral, and did not complete it till near the
time when the Eaglish and Dutch were ex-
ploring Chesapeake and New York bays.
A church in which the construction of va-
rious parts waa commenced at such long
intervals shows various styles of archi.
tecture, and different conceptions of build-
ers. It is, however, Lombard. The front
ia of marble, the pillaras of the porch rest-
ing on griffin lione. There is 2 noble rose-
window, eurrounded by arich and delicate
vine-leaf molding, carved by Hyacinth
Porata, The side walls are of molded
brick, worked with great beauty. The
front of the north tracsept has a porch in
the pointed style, supported by lions, and
three fine rose.-windows. The interior is
lofty, and is a mass of gilding and color,
with a series of frescoes of great merit.
The choir-stalls and pulpit are elaborate,
the alfar rich with basso relievosby Amadec.
The baptistery,cctagonalin form, dates back
to the year 800. It is plain and simple,
but has a projecting porch, supported by
lions. Besides the cathedral, connected with
15 by a leggie, is the great tower, the pride
of CUremoua, begun in the year 1283, to
commemorate the peace between the cities
of Cremona, Milan, Piacenza and Brescia,
It was erected with remarkable rapidity,
the equare portior having been completed
in two years. The Cremona tower is the
highest in Italy, being 396 feet from the
ground, and when you have ascended the
498 steps leading to the summit, a brilliant
pancrama unfolds before you—the Milanese
plain, intersected by the Po, with the Alps
and the Apennines in full view. The Cre-
monese are very proud of their Campanile,
for it has bells which were cast in 1518,
and an enormous clock. The popular
rhyme ruans : ®

Unus Petrus est in Roma,
Una turris in Cremona.

RATE OF INCREASE AMONG ELEPHANTS.
The interest which attaches to the mod-
ern representatives of the mammoth host
is by no means limited to the zoological
world, bat extends throughout all classes
of society, who find something to wonder
at even in the huge proportions and un-
gainly ways of the elephant family. A
remarkably limited family circle is that
which includes the elephants as its typioal
representatives, The past history of the
race, like that of rot a few other groups of
animals and plants, is exactly the converse
of its present-day phases, as regards nau-
merical strength af least. As the ¢ xisting
pearly nautilus is the eole survivor of the
immense hordes of four-gilled and shelled
cuttle fishes which swarmed in the primi-
tive seas and oceans of our earth, or as the
few living ‘‘ lampshells,” or Brachiopods,
represent in themselves the fulness of alife
that crowded the Silurian seas, o the two
existing species of elephants with which we
are familiar to-day stand forth- amiong
quadrupeds as the representatives of a
comparatively plentiful past populaticn of
these mamumalian giants. The causes
which have depopulated the earth of its
elephantine tenants may be alluded to here-
after ; but it is evident that neither size
nor strength avails against the operation of
those physical environments which so pow-
erfuily affect the ways and destiuies of man
and monad alike. One highly important
feature of elephant organization may, how.
ever, e noted even in these preliminary
details respecting the modern scarcity of

elephantine species, namely, that the
slow- incresse of the race, and, as
compared with other animsle, at
least, the resulting paucity of num-

bers, must have had their own share as
conditions affecting the exiz*enc. 4f thess
huge animals. The elephants are, of all
known animals, the elowest to increase in
numbers, At the earliest, the female ele-
phant does not become a parent until the
age of thirty years, and only six yourg are
capable of being produced during the
parental period, which appears to ¢ease at
ninety years of age; the average duration
of elephant.-life being presumed to be-abous

Secretary of War. The latter proceeded
to organize the army and navy, and also |
drew up the Constitution which is at |
present in force in the Samoan Islands.

While all this was
transpiring Sir Edward Thornton, the
British Minister te the United States, was
in correspondence with the home Govern.
ment, the result of which was that a Brit-
1sh man-of-war anchored off the Samoan
group. - The Captain landed in a small
boat and endeavored to assume control of
affairs, but was placed in irons by order of
the Secretary of War, Within a few hours
a second man-of-war approached, and the
Prime Minister, knowing he had exceeded
his authority and instructions, sarrendered.
Messrs. Steinberger and Latrobe were
taken prisoners. Mr. Steinberger was left
on one of the numerous islands abounding
in the South Pacitic, against his will and
protestations, and Mr. Latrobe was scnt
home, Oa returning to Baltimore he re-
sumed the practice of his profession,.—

A MIDSUMMER BALL IN LONDON,

The great Almack’s ball is over, and
many of the forecasts concerning its in-
tended arrangements proved less reliable
than those issued by the meteorologists,
No royal duke and duchess honored the
ball ; no veteran leader of cotillons once
more achieved a triumph, for there was no
cotillon to lead. Thaough 10 o'clock was
the time cn the cards ot invitation, there
were not half a dozen arrivals when the
clock struck 11. The entrance was by the
corridor that opens close to the east door
of the Albert Hall, and, Jike all the pas-
sages, it was carpeted with red cloth, and
decorated with foliage plants. The elec-
tric light had been chosen as the means of
illumipating the sceme, but from the first
moment it was not a success.

A buffet with light
refreshments stood at the end; but the
great feature of the entertainment was
the illaminated gardens, Thousands of
colored lamps traced the outlines of the
terraces, etc., while every bough upon
the trees near the conservatory was
bright with the same; and, standing on
the terrace, it was a fairy-like sc:ne,
But, alas, it was no Midsummer Night's
Dream, but more of a Winter’s Tale to
relate ; for the cold was intense; and,
before long, all had donred their cloaks
and wrapped themselves up in them when
not actually dancing, The supper was
laid on round tables in one of the broad
corridors off the conservatory. Just at
the moment when a move was being made
toward the supper-room, a sudden dark-
ness fell upon the scene, for the electric
light had gone out! The music ceased,
the damcers stood still, and consternation
was on all. Faint gcreams were heard at
first, and then the whole multitude burst
into a simultaneous peal of laughter, A few
feeble attempts were made to revive the
electric light without success; and then,
to the delight of everyone, the long line
of gas jets, which run round the con-
servatory, was lighted, and a decided im-
provement was noticed at once in every-
one's peraonal appearance, though the
shareholders in electric light looked biue,
and began scientific explanations of the
reasons for the sudden collapse.--[London
World, July 26:h.

A FAMOUS RESORT OF PARIS STUDENTS.

Bernard, who directed the first French
theater from 1824 to 1827, was ome of the
few directors who had discovered the art
of managing this unmanageable sudience,
The pis was fond of calling him before the
footlights when dissatisfisd with this or
that detail of the performance, and Ber-
nard would explain with an air of parental
bonhomie which put everyhody in humor,
These qualities did not fail him even on
occasions when most men would bave lost
their temper. In the winter of 1525 a
certain melodrama was produced from the
pen of Thomas Sauvage, a well-kuown
literary hack of the time, under the title
of Preciosa, The reception awarded to this
unfortunate picce was go terrible that the
curtain was lowered before the end. But
even g0 the audience were pot satisfied.
They clamored incessantly for Bernard, till
the Director at last appeared and asked
them what they wanted. *‘The end, M,
Bernard. How does it end?” ** Preciosa
is recognized by her parents, and I (Ber-
nard had been playing the villain) am
huag—that’s the ecnd,” was the reply.
The authors were treated guite as uncere-
monijoasly as the actors, and even the
poszession of a great name was 2o zecurity
against the caprices of the parterre.
A story is told of one unfortunate who
was 80 exasperated by the reception given
to his piece that in the middle of the fourth
act he rushed on to the stage, seized his
manuseript out of the hands of the prompt-
er, and made off again, shaking his fiet at
the audience, only too delighted to have
the opportunity to avenge its insulted
dignity by making a more than usually
hideous row, But even Balzac was not to
be exempt from these little courteaics
though being Balzac, he received them ina
very different mapuer. °*Les Rescurces
de Quinola,” performed for the first time
at the Odeon in 1842, was the second un-
successful picce of the great novelist, It
was considered to be a poor imitation of
the Spanish drama, unworthy of Balzac,
and was received from the second act on-
ward with a storm of disapprobation.
Balzac locked on from his box while his
piece was being msssacred. Never, even
at the Odeon, were the hisses, catcalls and
interruptions go continucus ard ferocious,
Everybody expected that at the termina.
tion of the evening Balzae would be found
overwhelmed and in despair. When the
would-be consolers ventured into his bex
they found him, as his friend and biograph.
er, Leon Gozlan, informs us, *‘as asleep
and suvoring. It was with the greatest
difficulty that they couid awaken him.”

John Bright has been asked by a Man.
chester gentleman to define his position in
regard to war, and has made a reply. He
says he believes that all the Eoglish wars
since the time of William IIL. might have
been avoided on principles which do not
require the absoiute condemnation of war
in every possible case that can be suggested
