JOE BENTLEY'S ADVENTURE.

ADUEL ON HORSEBACK.
Apropos of the recent marriage at Paris

of Miss Emily Schaumburg, of Philadel-
phia, to an Ejghsh gentleman, Colonel
Charles HughesHallett, the New Orleans
Times tells a picturesque story of a famous
duel fought on horseback near that city,
many years ago, by Miss Schaumburg'g
father, then a Lieutenant in the Second
Dragoons. It is a pleasing tale itßeif, and
suggests curious reflections on the differ-
ence between the social ethics of New Or-
leans half a century *go and those of New
York as illustrated in the Loubat-Turnball
affair to-day. Lieutenant Schaumburg,dwelling in New Orleans, had a difficulty
with a Creole gentleman of the class so
strikingly described by Mr. Cable in the
"Grandissimes." This particular C.rand-
issiine was one of three brothers famed for
their chivalric valor—the Cuvelliers, Alex-
ander, Adolphe and Joseph. The latter
still survives, an octogenarian, universally
respected by the ancient citizens of New
Orlean?. He is a mild, gentle and amiable
old gentleman, who still halts of one leg.
from an injury received in one of his youth-
ful rencontres.

Adolpbe Cnvellier it was who called
Lieutenant Schaumburg to account for
some slight put upon his honor. Schanm-
burg accepted the challenge, and as a cav-
alry officer, his brother officers decided
that, having the choice of weapons and
mode of combat, ha enjoyed tire privile^s
of lighting on horseback, with sabers or
swords. Hib seconds, officers of his regi-
ment, insisted upon that mode of e-jmbat.
Popular sentiment riid no; regard .->uch
terms as legitimate. A civilian of delicate
frame, wholly unused to cavalry service,
unskilled in horsemanship or in saber exer-
cise, was certainly not the equal adversary
of a stalwart, broad-shouldered, heavy"
dragoon, who had been long practiced and
drilled in the exerciacs of his art as a cav-
alry officer of the crack dragoon regiment
of the regular United States army.

Nevertheless, Cuvellier did noS hesitate
to accept the terms of the combat. A
week's preparation and training were ac-
corded to the parties. Cuvellier placed
himself in the hands and under the tram-
ing of two gallant Creole gentlemen of
tested courage and skill—Mandeviile Ma-
rigny and Emil La Sere, who still live,
some years past TO, remarkable examples
of well-preserved faculties and Bpirits.
Mariuny, under the auspices of King Loam
Pnilhppe, in the cavalry school of .Saumar,
was a classmate of the Duke of Orleans,
»nd at his graduation had been commis-
sioned into the Cuirassiers, and served sev-
eral campaigns in that coipa. He was an
accomplished equestrian and swordsman ot
the ccolest courage and of iron nerve. He
assumed the charge and drilling of his
friend Adolphe and of hia charger, devoting
many hours of the day to the training ol
both horse and rider. His practice was
that of the French cuirassiers, who use a
long, straight sword in crest, and at a
charge like a lance, while the dragoon's
weapon is a broad sword, which they can
sweep over the headf", slash and cut ad
libitum, giving little heed to their adver-
sary's thrust. Schaumburg was drilled
with the broad-sword.

The day, hour arid place of the rencontre
had bten duly advertised, and the people
nocked to ths race course at Carrollton as
to a great festival to witness the combat.
There were thousands present, who occu-
pied the *tals allurted to the attendants of
the races. There was no charge of admis-
sion to the grounds. The parties were
promptly on the ground at the appointed
hour. Principals a.id seconds were mount-
ed on the beet trained and highest-blooded
chargers that could be obtained in the city.
Schaumbarg had burrowed ior the occasion
a inagi-.iiietnt flooded Btallion, owned by
Colon*! Oliver, a sportsman esteemed
througliout the State as a most experienced
stock, breeder and judge of horseflesh. I
CuvelKar's had been selected for him j
by Mi.ngny. He, toe, was of high j
blood, ant of less weigh: aad power than
his ac.vereary. The cjinla'.ants were
stationed at a distance of ICO yards
apart. The blast of a trumpet was the
aigtialilor the charge. Itwas gallantly and
impetuously made, the splendid chargers
putting themselves en their highest mettle
and -p- tci, and their riders directing them
again* each other with desperate force.

While the eavage thrust
of Schauwburg wasted its power on the
pommel >of the saddle of his adversary,
Cuvellier?H long sword passed its full
length through the muscular neck of the
noble chUrger of hia adversary, severing
his main arteries and cauaiug him to reel
over and tillto the earth. His rider nar- |
rowly escaped being crushed under the
wounded,charger.

"off" The eplendid charger of Col-
onel Oliver in a few minutes yielded
up his proud spirit. The parties 'retired from the field. The crfi-Ta dis- ,

OUR SILK INDUSTRY.

IA.
report jost issued by the Silk Associa-

n of America, summing up the statistics
the fiscal year, shows a bright prosperity
this department if industrial activity,
lile^a comparison with the census tigurea
IS7O reveals a rise in the American silk
lustry which ia as striking as it is grati-
ng. The value of the goods made in the
jeriaan factories in the year ended June
ISS2, was about §35,000,000. In 1870

i value of all products of tiik establish-
uts in the United States was §12,-
-->,OOO. These figures show that the in-
itry has trebled in ten years. The en-
;»ement of productive capacity se»ms to
10 been even greater. Since IS7O the

factories have increased in number from 8«»
to 3SB, looms fiom 1.500 to 8,000, hands
employed from 6,000 to 31,300, and tho
amount of wa.y-s paid during the year from
$2,000,000 to £0,000,000. Another notice-
able feature of the business is that several
States which did not appear in the returns
of 1870 aro now represented as having fac-
tories. Thrso are Maine, Rhode L.land,

Illinois, Kansas and Missouri.
Hut while dlk is manufactured iv liftcen
States, the industry ia as yet practically
couiined to Ntw J. racy (where its greatest
development his taken place), New York,Connecticut, Massachusetts and Pennsyl-
vania. Ifthe rapid strides of progress we
are making in this department shall be kept
up, bow Iqnfl will it be till the looms of
L}ous will weive no more silkforAmerica!

The Amer-can silk-makera have the sat-
isfaction of kuowit>g, too, that th*v have
cuuvh-d tho product of tho very btsi, year
they have had btfore the panic of 1573,and this notwithstanding the gain in the
importation of foreign silt goods by foreign
aiik-maktrs since the year 1573 is very
small, and that the importing of many hutsof goods is now beintr rapidly cut down,
and no doubt some of thorn willdisappear
from the Hat in the conise of the next ten
years, at lea&t.

There has lately been a revival of inter-
est in eilk cultnre in some sections of tho
country. The total product of the raw-
article in this country is very small, «i the
raising of it in the United Stated has notreached even tho stature of a regular indus-
try, and hence it is still iv a purely ele-
mentary stage. Heuce the materials of
which American eilk foods are made an
nearly all imported. These materials »ro
of two distinct grades one of which ia
known .-.-; "raw Bilk." and the other aa
"spun siik." If the lilarnc-nt of cocoon.)
can be unwound in a continuous thread of
fiber, it i3reeled and known as "raw
silk ; " but ifit cannot be reeled it must be
sunn, and ie known as "spun silk." Tho
cheaper varieties of siik drtss goods aie all
made from this latter material.

Much complaint has betn made of ]ate
years in regard to adulterated silkc, and
some of the Hading American manufactur-
ers continue to sent! out instruction* liko
the following : "Please compare this silk
with the best French goods by raveling out
a few of the threads from each. Test their
comparative smoothness and strength by
passing through and breikirg over the
t-Dgers. In heavily dyed silks the particles
of dye will make the threads feel rough
and lumpy to the touch. Then, by wet-
ting the lint from each separately, the
foixis weighted by dye will be readily dis-
tinguished by the dye coming out under
pressure. Another simple but effectivo
test oi purity 13 to burn a small quantity
cf the threads. Pure silk will iutUntly
crisp, leaving only » purt charcc al. Heavily
dyed silk will smolder, itavmg a yelluw,
greasy ash."

The superiority of American silk goods
is cow acknowledged, and this is due in
pact to their high standard of production-
and to the facilities for securing the best
raw eilk.—[Chicago Times.
