B. B. REDDING.

Keiyiainin B. Redding died very sudden
yat San Francisco yesterday, ot apoplexy.
I'he niat.ncr of hU death ought not to
grieve his many friend?, for it was painless
md swift. He was ppared the lingering
iecliae of a protracted illness, and passed
from the fullenjoyment of all his powers
into that mysterious realm concerning the
possibilities of which he, in common with
all dei p thinkem, had been wont to con-

verse *ith never fligging interest. The
fact of liia death, however, is indeed cause
for widespread regret and sorrow, for h
was one of those rare men who constitnt
the very salt and eavor of society, an<
whose services to their kind arc greatc
than can at all easily be expressed in con
venlional terms, lie was an old C'alifor
nian, and as usual with that adventuron
and restless genus had followed many pur-
suits, having been in turn journalist,
politician. State officer, busings man, and
scientist. He wag among the earliest resi-
dents of Sacramento, and as far back as
1854 was one of the proprietors, and princi-

pal editor, of the DemocrcUir Slal-: Journal.
He held various county offices, and was
Secretary of State in the administration of
Governor Low. Having been on intimate
terms with the founders of the Central i'a-
cilic Railroad, it was natural that he should
accept a responsible position at their handß,
and for nearly twenty years he has been
the General Land Agent of the company,
rilling that arduous post with signal
ability. In 16C9 he suffered the effects of
too persistent labor in a stroke of paralysis,
which warned him that unless he paid
some regard to his health his "career would
be very ahort. Accepting the warning
wisely, he at once repaired to Europe, stay-
ing there two yeare, and liaally leturning
with his system apparently restored, and
his mind enriched by travel.

At that time he really seemed to have
obtained a new lease of life, and by care-
ful regimen he was able to resume his
labor?, and to extend the sphere of his
activities in many new directions. He
was a m»n who always kept fullyabreast of
the best thoughtof bis time. He read widely
and judiciously. He was deeply interested
in the new philosophy, and in physical sji-

eneo. At the agd when most men have
settled down into the grooves which they
arc to occupy during the remainder of their
lives, his restless and active intelligence
was busying itself with continual novelties.
Nor was the knowledge of the library alone
sufficient for him. His mind was an alem-
bic which distilled all that passed through
it, and his faculty of expression was such
that he was able to add new lucidity and
interest to the subjects which he had been
studying. Eminently a social man, and
never contented until ho had seen fur him-
self the experiments which had suggested
new theories, he was led to associate him-
self with the California Academy of Sci-
ence;, of which he was an active and most
useful member. AH his lines of thought
were thoroughly practical, however, and
so it was equally natural for him to throw
himself enthusiastically into the problems
of Mih culture, when he was appointed one
of the State Fish Commissioners. His
services to the State in that office have
been considerable, though modestly ren-
dered, and at intervals he has written in-
teresting papers on this question, some of
which have appeared in the columns of the
Recokii-Unios.

His wide information and energetic hab-
its pointed him out as a fittingselection for
the Board of U-gents of the State Uni-
versity, and there as elsewhere he brought
all his intellectual forces to bear for the
benefit of the Institution. As a conversa-
tionalist he had very few superiors, and
those who enjoyed the privilege of frequent
intercourse with him know how valuable
were his suggestions, how pregnant his
thoughts, aud with what a wise yet genial
philosophy he discussed all the questions
which interest mankind, throwing new
light upon the most hackneyed topics, and
giving to to.- moat nMTial fcjiireraatifo the

| charm ami importance of a well prepared
! discourse. He had traveled much, and
• seen men »nd cities, and all that he had
I Been hadresjcteduponhisreceptivefaculties.

To a menu ry of great scope he added facul-
| ties of stl action and condensation which
enabled him to reproduce his impressions,
and to aptly his knowledge, in the most
felicitous sad skillful manner. Life had
not soured him. On the contrary, though
he had known suffering, his kindly eyes
seemed to shiue more brightly ai the
snows deepened en his head, and the
years which too often bring in their train
a gloomy pessimism, only ripened and
made more genial his happy disposition.

No man liad more or firmer friends, and
no man ever deserved more to be loved by
a wide circle. llh life was not merely a
negative ons. It was abounding in bens-
factions. His leisure hours were devoted
to pnblic iitiH of the most practical and
valuable character. The education of the
people, the food of the people, the health
of the people, interested and claimed his
attention. The knowledge he had acquired
• i many vraya was not hoarded, bat
lavished in <\u25a0!! h^nds. He was ever ready
to impart what he knewV and his_ability to
do this in the most clear and thorough way
greatly enhanced the value of his com-
munications. There can be no doubt that
he possessed a mind very nearly, if not
quite, of the tirst order, and one of the
most poignant regrets connected with his
death must be due to the obvious fact that
his intellect was still expanding and de-
veloping when ha was thus suddenly re-
moved from the scene of his labors. Vet
it is given to few men to have lived a more
useful and blameless life, and his family
and friends may at least consolethemselves
with the reflection that his record was
made, and that he bad fulfilled all the
duties he owed to tbe world.

It is when writing concerning a friend
newly dtad, and deeply lamented, that one
feels the inadequacy if the commonplace
expressions ot regret and condolence.
Nothing can compensate those who knew
and loved him for the loss of such a man
as B. B. Kedding : and yet to those who
did not know him the eulogy wliicii may
seem all too tame and restrained for his
intimates, is apt to appear even exagger-
ated. But his epitaph will not be written
in water, nor willthe good he did be "in-

" terred with his bones." His memory
willbe preserved and honored as that of one
o! California's pioneer citizens whom she
had repeatedly called to occupy positions
of high responsibility, and wM>, to the
close of a fairly long life, carriedjpnstained
his reputation for integrity, and vindicated
the_ confidence and esteem of his fellows by
the constant Inhibition of tilt highest
qualities, both of weart and mirl.

THE CASE OF MR. BERKEY.

We think it itill tM*generall;/admitted,
by all who have read tfce sUtermnt of Mr.
Barkey's delinquency! present si b/ the
Record-Us fc»- yestectky, tha-^ the posi.
tion he occupies it, wholly iufconipatible
with the continuing of bis candidacy for
another office. We hive no diposition to
««y anything coccen liag him tvhich the
facts of the casa do not striotly justify.
We are indeed sorry! for him. But there
is the law, which he has violavd. There
is the fact of his retention of iablic mon-
eys. And these facta can neither be put
aside nor explained away. Wdfctever pal-
liating uiiyuintUrifiCiiau; axisl in the cue
cannot affect the consideration that a man
who has done what Mr. Bcrkc-y has done
is in the nature of the case altogether unfit
for an olfise of trust and responsibility.
and m short an impossible candidate. We
hope that he will see this himself, and that
he willwithdraw, though we cannot re-
frain from observing that he ought not to
have put himself forward at all as the cass
stands. This, however, is his one oppor-
tunity. Should he ba to ill-advised ai to

insist upon remaining upon the ticket, it
will unquestionably become the duty of the
County Central Committee to remove bira, !
and to select another candidate for .Sheriff.
And Mr. Berkey and his friends will, if
they are wiee, hasten to forestall the
otherwise inevitable action of the commit-
tee, for by so doing he will perhaps
avoid still farther misfortunes. In any
event we are compelled to say that the
Republican party of Sacramento connty
cannot and wili iiot accept Mr.
lierkey as its candidate under the
newly • discovered state of facts. So
far as is now known he is a defaulter, and '

under circumstances which may make it
very difficult for him to escape indictment,
and impossible to escape civil proceedings.
Now there have unfortunately been too
many official delinquencies in this county.
We do not want to recapitulate them, but
every taxpayer knows that their number is
discreditably great. There must be an end
to this kind of thing, and it would be
mere midsummer madneas for the Repnb-
lican party to think of supporting for
Sheriff a candidate who is shown to have
defaulted in a position of trust, as Mr. |
Bsrkey has clearly done. The really in-
comprehensible feature of the case i5 that
he should have thought it possible to accept
the nomination for Sheriff with this hang-
ing over him. Certainly he was not justi-
fied in doing so, and his own temerity is
the sole cause of the extremely humiliating
and painful position in which he now finds
himßelf. Bat so fir as the party is con-
cerned he must not fall into any mistake.
It cannot carry him. And therefore he
must speedily make choice between volun-
tary withdrawal and involuntary removal.

PIXLEY ON POLITICS.
Frank Pixley has b;en lecturing on cow-

ardice in politics, and it mast be admit-
ted that the theme is a fruitful one.
There is no doubt that politics do make
cowards of those wh~> adopt them as a

profession, and this is why reform through
politics is always so tedious aud difficult.
It is necessary to convince your pro
fessional politician that the strongest ar-

gument h*s th= support of the greatest
number before he will pay any attention to
it. As a rule he .\u25a0 >r \u25a0* nothing for
the intellectual force of a proposition. The
main question with him is will it be pop-
ular? This way of looking at questions
of course leads politicians to indorse the
most irrational and intellectually weak
theories, provided they seem to have the
general support. The politician, in short,
is perpetually endeavoring to find out the
direction of popular caprice, and when he
has found ii he proceeds to pander to it
with all his might. Whether this sys-
tem is or ia not inseparable from demo-
cratic institutions, however, is a vital con-
sideration, and one the determination of
which ought to have preceded Mr, Pix.
ley's declamation against the politicians.
There are some thinkers who suspect that
democracy involves just this constant
pandering to popular caprice, prejudice
and passion, and who even go co far as to
maintain that none can obtain political
pewer in this country who willnot consent

thus to debase themselves. If Mr. Pix-
ley had gone deeper into the subject he
would have nude his lecture not only
more interesting, but more useful.

THE LEIGH SMITH EXPEDITION.
At least one missing Arctic expedition

has been successfully rescued this year.
Mr. Leigh Smith went north in the yacht
VAn about eighteen months ago, intending
to seek for the Jsannctte. His vessel,
however, was scon caught and crushed in
ice, and he and all hia crew had to winter
among the polar bears and walruses, but
finally reached Nova Zambia all safe and
well. Their fortune in finding game ap-
pears to have been remarkable, and they
also escaped scurvy and other exhausting
diseases. In fact the Leigh Smith expedi-
tion seems, notwithstanding the early loss
of the vessel, to h»vo been specially ex-
empt from the kind of \u25a0!. .-.it..rJ wnicU
marked that of the leannette after it had
escaped from the ice. And it is a relief
nowadays to learn that the members of any
Arctic expedition have returned alive.

EGYPT.

The doings in Egypt arc still on a very
small scale, though it is quite possible that
Sir Garnet Wolseley knows what he is-

about, and that he is slowly drawing a net
raund Arabi. If the latter can be be-
leaguered tillhie heterogeneous army falls to
pieces, of course the result will be much
more satisfactory than ifobtained by fight-
ing. The condition of the Nile, however,
must render decisive operations nectseary

in a short time, for after the iuundation
has leached its hight it will no longer be
passible to march and maneuver over the
I> jlta. The Suez final has now been se-

cured, and that important point gained,
the army can be employed without further
hesitation against the rebels. The Porte
has apparently lost its opportunity of joint
action, but this is by no means to be re-
gretted.

Scorpions.— It is wonderfeJ tiia £ one
doesn't hear of more Z~Ji\>ion sting*, con-

jsideringjaew •fciino'ant these pernicious in-
sects are in nearly every tropical and sub-
tropical ccuDtry. Thfy are fairly hardy,
too, and will survive a much greater de-
gree of cold than centipedes. Ooe morn-
ing, when I had just returned from a

i voyage and was repacking and arranging
I some things in my bedroom at the hotel in
I Southampton, a lively, vigorous scoroion
tell out of a shell upon my bare foot;
luckily, it rolled eff, and the carpet re-
ceived the emphatic tap of its tail which was
intended as a delicate attention to myself.
A bath sponge seems to be their favorite
haunt, and italways behooves one to care-
fully examine that article before getting
into cne's tub in regions where these little
pests abound. I thiuk that over a dozen
were killed in my cabin during one fort-
night -brought there, no doubt, in a box
of Espirito Santo orchids from Panama.
Cargoes of coir, bales of medicinal woods,
bunches of bananas, and other fruits and
vegetables in bulk, often introduC3 them
ou board vessel*, and in old wooden
ships especially they will remain, ani
colonize the bulkheads and interspaces. I
got a nip occe, and only once. Walking
•long the main deck of a steamer lying
in Rio de Janeiro, loading up with coffee^
being barefooted and in the dark, I trod,
as I thought, on a piece of glass; but,
drawing my foot up instinctively, Ifelt the
tickling of a scorpion's feet on my heel. It
seemed to have curled up after its tail.
The local symptoms were about equal in
intensity to the bite of a common viper or
the sting of a maribunda, but with lets
constitutional derangement; the ulcer was
along time in healing, however. There is
aghastly story told of a gentleman in In-dia, who, pulling on his boots one morn-
ing, felt a horrid prickly object in one of
them. With great presence of mind, in-stead of withdrawing it, he forced his foot
violently down and stamped on it furiously,
though enduring exquisite agony in the pro-
cess. But it was nut a centipede, only a
small blacking brush left there by a care-
less servant. The Psylli of I'iinyand other
historians, as well as theirmodern descend-
ants, who swallow live scorpions, and carry
them in their cars next their shavencrowns, probably deprive them first of the
means of doing harm, as they serve the
venomous serpents with which they juggle,
by blunting their s'.ings. It ' is
nevertheless, very easy to hold a
scorpion, and possibly to handle them
freely, when accustomed to them.jßbe
how some people can pull about wildSEt
and bees and ferrets without injury, though
taking no apparent precaution. Manipula-
tion of snakes, too, only requires a litt
observance of their weak points and respec
for their pr^judicee, which one glides in'
insensibly by habit.—[The London Fielc
