They
are described as exactly the weight of the
genuine ones, and only one thirty-second
part of an inch larger in diameter, Thney
contain enly 16 cents worth of silver,which
is all on ths surface.

There is a curious geographical fact 1n
coniection with the l%oo:enai river. Its
course is in the shape of a horseshoe. It
rizes in British Columbia, runs into the
United States and waters a vast region,
and then circles back to the land of its
birth and empties into the Columbia in
British territory. Daring its course it
passes within half a mile of the Columbia,
aud acanal of that distance over a grassy
prairie would save it a course of 500 miles
before reaching its goal.

The fire in the mountains about Shasta
has spread to Trinity Mountain, north and
west of the Tower House, for five miles,
causing delay and trouble to teams. The
County Hospital at Shasta was threatened
with destruction, and would probably have
been burned but for timely resistance to
the spreading flames by the citizens of
that place. The destruction of private
property, such as houses, barns, orchards,
vineyards, etc., has alredy reached thou-
sands of dollars, laying waste a large scope
of country, burning up s=ome fine timber
and mining improvements.

Tke Reno (Nev.) Journal says that a new
dam or bulkhead will shortly be con-
structed above the large dam on the
Truckee, for the purpose of concentrating
the entire tlow of the river into one chan-
nel. Formerly the Truckee river flowed
throngh but one channel, but about a year
or two ago a flame was put in on the south-
ward bank, which after being used was
neglected, and finally cut for itself the
south channel in the river just above the
dam, The new bulkhead will return the
truant water to the main bed and increase
the body necessary for the various ditches.
