LOGAL INTELLIGENGE.

Tae CHINESE MUEDER CASE.—The exam-
ination of Ah Sing, for the alleged murder of
Yee Ah Doon, came on for hearing in the
Police Court yesterday morning. City At-
torney Anderson appeared for the prosscu-
tion and C. T. Jones for the defanse. Albert

Johnaon was appointed stenographic reporter,
The City Attorney briefiy cutlined the testi-
mony for the prosecution. Gzorge K. Rider

testified in substance the same as that taken |

before the Coroner’s jury, heretofore pub-
lished. The testimony taken before the
Coronsr was introduced withont any objec-
tion of defendzat’s counsel. The Court or-
dered the charges withdrawa from the pistol,
in order to avoid any possible accident. Wit.
ness Rider identified the pistol and garments
worn by deceased, and which were cffred in
evidence. The table and stos]l at which de-
ceasel and defecdant gwere Jstitting were
brought into Court for tha purpzse of illus-
trating the positions of the pariies. Dr, W.
H. Baldwin, Louis Hansche, Anthony Green
and P. Nash were sworn, and testified in sub-
slaccs the same as they did before the Coron-
er’s inquest, which has already been pub-
lished. Ah Tong was sworn and teetified as
follows : *' I wasin the Chinese restaurant on
Monday night. After tha shootiog I picked
up the pistol and gave it to Georze Rider.”
The testimony of the witnees was in sub-
etance the eame as that taken before the Cor-
oner’s jury, The Court discharged the de-
fendant,

Harey R. Syow.—Harry R. Snow, a
young lawyer well known to almost every
person in this city, died about 3 o’clock a. .
yesterday. Although a native of Illincis he
passed the greater portion of his lifs in Sac-
ramento, and was educated in the public
schools. He stndied law fer a few years with
Creed Haymond and Clinton 1. White, He

assed an excellent examination before the
Supreme Court about eighteen months since,
and by that body was licensed to practica in
all the Courts of the State. He commenced
the practice of his profession in this city, and
bsing possessed of a great amount of talent,
ability and industry, he hai already secured
a good and lucrative business, and if he had
been spared a few years longer no doubt
would have become ons of the firat counssl-
lors in the State. He was ill thres weeks—
the illness which caused his death was pren-
monis. He was a member of Company B,
of the Firat Artillery Regiment, and was a
favorite with all his cotarades. The funeral
will take placs from the residence of Mra, M.
M. Blakensy, cn the southwest corner of
Eighth and I streets, at 3:30 p. u. to-day.
Nearly all of the regimant is absent from the
city at Camp Haymond, but the few that re-
maia will accompany his remains to the cem-
etery and inter them with military honors.

Attempt to Burn Nevada City.

Nevapa City, August 24th,—An attempt
was made by incendiaries last night to burn
up this town. Fires were set in three differ-
ent places.

Horrors of an Insame Asylum at Salt
Lake,

SaLt Lake, Auvgust 24th.—Dr. G. A.
Tucker, s geutleman who kas just arrived in
Salt L :ke trom New South Wales, and who
has credentials from the Governgent of
that coaatry, introducing him to the prin-
cipal Governments of America and Europe,
obtaiued the permission of Governor Murray
to visit the Utah Iasane Asyinm, situated
a short distancs from the city, Accom-
panied by United States Marshal Ireland
and Mr, Neal, of Louisville, Ky., he visited
this so-called asylum, and gives the result of
his investigation to the Zrilune in a letter
over his own signatnre, He found twenty-
one patients, tweive males and nine females,
all rolling iu filth and dirt. Two of the pa-
tients were sane, and why they are in such a
place no one knows. In a yard of this insti-
tution were iron cages, kept for the purpose
of confining the patients, a number of whom
were ironed band and foot, An attendant
said they gently chastised there patients with
a stick and strap, the latter being used on the
The stecch aroand the place was

pigpen. The place is in charge of a Mor-
mon by the name of Saymour B. Young, a
nephew of the extinet prophet Brigham.
Dr. Tucker was icformed by an attend-
ant ie charge that patients are admitted to
the place only upon ccriificate issued by the
County Probate Judpge and discharzed by the
doctor or Judge in hke manner. The doctor
of the instituiion (Young) visited the place
only at irregular iotervais, The Commis-
sioners have not visited there during five
monthe, There ars no printed records oi sny
description, and the attecdant eould give no
information as tc admissions, diachargs or
deaths, Tae amount of restraint and ecorporal
punishment was entirely at his discretion,
He eaid he sometimes used a cing on the
inmstes ; that in the case of one patient he
subdnad him when violent by sousing him
with cold water until exhausted; that in
other instances he uses, besides the cane, iron
manacles on the feet and hands, and leather
straps for women. Ia the event of a lady
being too vislent for the control of his wife,
he and other male attendants assist in subdu-
ing her. In conclusion, Dz, Tuckersays: **1
have, during the last four months, visited
four asylums ir New South Wales, three in
Victoria, two in Adelaide, two in Tasmatis,
three in New Zaalsnd, one in Honolulu, three
in Califorria, one iu Nevada and the one in
Utah, and in no iastance have I ssen sights
so horrible as those of to-day.”

Droppiog his
publicatior, he began the study of chemistry,
prozecuticg it in connection with his news-
paper business, When his experiments on
the frain had resulted in his setting fire to a
car by tha ignition of phosphorus, he was
forced to abandon it. e next pursued tele-
graphy as a means of livalihood, and became
extriordivarly apt es an operator, Ia 1867,
while living in Cincinuati, he began experi-
m nting with ths view to send two messages
at once over one wire, and succeeded in doivg
this in Boston not lonz afterwards. This was
the first of the many inventions which have
earned for him and his country immortal
honor, His phonograph firet attracted the
attention of the leading ecientific men of
Europe, by reason of its exhitition at the
French Institate in 1878. No bet‘er idex of
the multiplicity and vaina of his inventions
can be given than msntioniag the leading
features of his exhibit in Paris st the Elec-
trical Exhibition, 1881, where his was;the
largest, most important and most varied of
the many exhibite. It inclnded his system
of electric lighting by incandescence, his dise
dyanamo-elsctric machine, his microtasimoter,
which measures the smailest changes in tem-
parature; his odoroscope, which renders visi-
ble the prescuce of certain essential oils and
hydrocarbon Yapor.«, and also registers their
action ; his electromotograph, which repro-
duces the human veice at a distance, like the
telephone, but with a greater intensity, and so
fortb. Mr, Edison’s caresr a3 an inventor,
brilliant thoagh it is, will probably prove but
& portion of the obligation which the world
will owe him for soms of the most delicate as
well as serviceable applications of electrical
science,
