The Tariff Commissi It Bisec
sSugar Question,

Boston, August 25th. —At the session of
the Tariff Commission to-day, David Town-
send, of the Coutinental Sugar Reficery of
Boston, advocated an ad valorem duty. Tie
present law he believed discriminates in favor
of certain classee, notahly those on the Pacific
coast, as against the East. This is partially
dne to the Hawaiian treaty. For the las:
threo yeurs prices for sugar on the Pacific
coast ran from one-half to two aond taree-
quarters cents par pound higifer than on the
Atlantic coast, which the consuwmer there ha:
to pay. Thisison account of the busines.
being all in the hands of two or three San
Fravciseo refiners, one of whom owns large
plantations in the Sandwich I-lands, Labor
there is very eheap, and sugar can be pro-
ducsd at a smali cost. It is admitted free of
duvy, and sold te the western consumers at
exorbitant prices. If a merchant refuses to
pay these prices, and buys of refiners in the
Atlantic States, the refiners combine against
him, and will not sell at any price. Their
surplus stock is sent East ana sold at low
prices, thus impairing the interests of Boston
rcfiners. Before the treaty the producrion of
the Sandwich Islands was but 10 000,000
pounds, while it is now about 80 000 000.
The treaty was intended to ia prove the com-
mercial relations between ths two coun-
tries, but the amount of duties remitied
is more than double the valus c¢f the
importations to those i:lands. The treaty
has been of no benefit to consumers
here, as p-ices have rot been improved by it

The National Prihibition Convention.

CHicAGO, Auguet 25th,—The Convention
reassembled at 2 o’clock yesterday afiernoon.
A resolution declaving against proscription on
account of color, and demanding * full and
exact civil and pulitical equslity for all con-
ditions of men,” was adcpted as part of the
platform. Two esch from the various States
wers appointed a National Committee. When
I'wa was called that delegation withdrew
from the Convention, stating that under its
iustructions it could not sanction the forma-
tion of a third party, as its work was within
the present party lines. After further talk,
and the passaze of resoluiions of thanks, the
Convention adjourned sine die,

Texas Republican State Convention.

AusTiN, August 25.h.—The Texas Repub-
lican State Uonvention effected a permanent
organization yesterday. A platform was
adopted pledging the support of the party in
Texas to candidates who come before the peo-
ple for their suffrages purely a# independents,
free from party nominations and other forms
of caucus dictation ; in favor of the sale of
school lands to actual se:tlers only, and in
parcels not exceeding 160 acres ; expressing
coufidence in ex-Governor J, E. Davis; in-
dorsing the administration of President
Arthur and the platform adopted by the last
Republican Conveation, Adjourned.
Fortune Found by the Aid of a Magnetic

od.

Eriz (Pa), August 25th,—Captain D.
Chspin, a mire licator of New Jersey,
struck the lor g-lost trea-ure yesterday by the
aid of a maguesic rod. For soine months he
has been cruising outside c¢f Ecie harbor in
the hope of locating the wreck of the schooner
Vermilion, which, with 350 tons of copper,
was suuk in a s‘orm nearly fifty years ago.
Yesterday the magnetic jodicator was vio-
lently disturbed, and attested the immediate
presence of metal. A souunding was made
and the wreck dizcovered in fifty feet of wa-
ter. An ingot weighing fifty pounds was
brought to the surface. A huge diving bell
will be placad over the spot, and men engazed
to get up the long-coucealed treasure, worth
over $159,000,

Inreads @pon the Public Domain.

WASHINGTON, August 25th. —The report of
the Commissioner of tae General Land Office
for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1882, will
show inroads upon the area of the pubic do-
main unprecedented in the history of the
country. The report last year showed the
disposal of lands by cash saies to the amount
of 1,587,617 acres, This year tha report will
show, uader the same head, 3,699 89Y acres of
sgricultaral land alene, includiog trifling
sales of Indian land, to which shonld be add-
ed eales of 37.061 acres uonder the desert land
act; aud 7,194 acres of coal lauds. Home-
stead entrics last year covered 5 028 100 acres,
while for the fiscal year just closed there
were taken under this act tue enormous area
of 6,347,729 acres. The increass in setile-
ments ander the agricultural act is striking,
the last report showing eatries under this
law of 1,763,799 acres for the fiscal year
ended Juue 30, 1881, while for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1882, the number of acres was
2,609 797.

lish av organ, bave public leetures, found
branch Associations, and otherwise promote
the cause of terperance. Adopted,

A Mystery no Longer.

Sax Francisco, August 25:th.—The mys-
tery surrcucdiog the case of the unknown
wan, who one week ago yesterday was taken
to the City and County Hospital in a gravel
cart by some perzon uckuown, and there left
only to remain in an uncouecious state up to
the moment of his death on Tuesday night
lest, when it was ascertained by autopsy that
he had sustained two fractures of bis skull,
has at last been solved by detectives Bohen,
Whittaker and Dan Ccffey and officer
| Judge, who have had the case under inves-
tigation. It has been ascertained that
d-ceased was one Robert Rock, who, up to
the time of his beiog sent to the hospital, was
in the employ of Thomas Coyne, street con-
tractor, at the corner of Brannan and Ninth
streets, On the evening of Snnday, the 13:th
inst,, bhe, in compavy with Thos. Norton, &
fellow laborer, went on a spree, during which
they indulged in pis, beer and sardines, Late
in the evening they returned to the stable
adjoiniog Coynpe’s house, in the loft of which
they slept. Here, according to Norton’s
story, Rock foucd the bed-clothing of
his bunk thrown about the loft, and accused
another workman named Martin Falloa of
bhaving thrown the clothing about. Hot
words were had betwzen the two, but har-
mony was finally restored by Rock giving
Fallon ten cents with which to buy beer,
which the latter did, ard returning to the loft
with it, the three drank it and went to bed.
Later in  the night Norton was awa-
{ kened by hesrirg a scuffle, and raising
| up in his bunk saw 1o the darkness two men
| fizhting, whom he supposed to be Fal-
i lon and Rock, The disturbancs was so great
that two police cfiicers came up into the loft
and separated the combatants, who after-
wards went to bed. Next morzing Norton
saw Rock sitting up ic his buck and the lat-
ter complained of feeling unwzll, Going
down to the barn floor Norton met Fallon,
who had his two eyes blackened and his face
cuvered with blood. Nerton and Fallon went
to work, but Rock passed his time between
Coyne’s house and the loft, complain-
irg of feeling nuwell, until Thursday,
when Coyne told Fallon that he had better
place Rock in a gravel cart and teke him to
the hospital, which was done. On Fallon’s
return, Norton asked him what the doctor
had said about Rock, and the reply received
was that Rock had told the doctor that bhe
had the chills, Coyne explains the cause of
his not having inquired after Rock while in
the hospital, by seying that he did not know
that the man wag seriously injured, and ex-
pected each day that he would return to his
work, and kept his placa open for him. He
heard nothing of the case beczuse he does not
read the papers.
