The War in Ezypt.

Loxpon, August 25th.—The dispatch an-
nouncing the capture of Tel-el Kebir, w'it.h
2,000 prisouers, was received with incredulity,
88 it was not believed that the British ad-
vance could prssibly have traversed nearly
forty miles of difficult country and captured
an intrenched position within less than
twenty-four hours. The War Offica com-
municated at once with General Wolseley,
and learned that Tel-el-Mahuta, ten miles
from Ismalia, and but three miles from the
British ontposts at Nefiche, was the place occn-
pied by the van of the British column, The
position was not sericusly defended by Arabi's
troops, and the prisoners taken, abont 200
in cumber, were mostly sick and wounded.
Arabi’s recent movements fully confirm the
intimation conveyed in previous dispatches,
to the eff2ct that the Egyptian leader would
not risk a general engagement with the British
at any point near their immediate base, but
would fall back to Tel-el Kebir, or even Zag-
azig, in order to deprive them of the support
of their ironclad fi2et, and at the same tims
afford an opportupity for the effsctive use of
his large forcs of Bedounins and other irregu-
1ar cavalry in the open country on their flavk,
It is not believed tha: Arabi will make

a decided stand at Tel-el-Kebir, and
it s probable that the decisive
engagement ot the campaign may

occur between that place and Zigaziz.
Natives who have just come into the British
lines report that there is a strong covering to
all approaches to the town, which is mounted
with heavy guns, and that Arabi has s‘rength-
ened his force at Burden, and also posted a
detachorent of infantry and artillery at Bel-
bec, on the fresh-water canal, about fourteen
miles gouth of Tel-el-Ksbir, to guard against
any attempt to flank his present position, A
deserter from the Fourth Ezyptian Regiment,
of which Arabi was Colonel, says that the
latter will make every effort to reiard an en-
gagement, in order to gain time to allow the
False Prophet, who is now making rapid
marches northward, to form a junction with
him at or near Cairo.

GENERAL WOLSELEY'S REPORT,

LoxpoxN, August 25th, —General Wolseley,
in a dispatch to the War Office, recounts the
engagement at Magfar on Thursday, in which
be held the ground the whole day against
10,000 Egyptians. His forces rumbered
2,000. 1In the details Wolseley says: ““I ad.
vanced in the morning before daybreak with
the Household Cavalry, the horse artillery
guns, thirty mounted infantry, 1,006 men
from the York and Lancaster regiments, and
marines, After some skirmishing I took pos-
session of the dam which the enemy had con-
structed across the canal between the villages
of Magfar and Mahata. Duing the opera-
tions two equadrons of the Household Cav-
alry charged the enemy’s broken infantry
very gallantly. I soon fourd the enemy was
being largely reinforced from Tal-el-Kebir,
I could see the trains arriviog. I thought it
inconsistent with traditions for the Queen’s
army toretire before auy number of Egyptian
troops, and so I decided to hold the ground
until reinforcements arrived. All day long I
had the Egyptian force of 10 000 with two
guns, in my front and on my right flank., The
precision of the eremy’s artillery fire was
very good, but fortuuately they fired common
shell nearly all day, and when they did fire
shrapnel the fuse was badly adjusted. The
enemy had cavalry regiments in line. Our
horses, having been receatly on board ship,
were not in a condition to gallop murh, The
two horze artillery guns were used with
pluck and ability. Our casualties have besn
slight, Captain Hallam was wounded through
the leg, and Lord Melgund was wounded
through the hand. Captain Parr’s mounted
infantry distinguished itself, All the troops
did well. To-morrow (Friday) I shall attack
the enemy’s position at Holenke, and hope
to take possession of the dam which they
constructed.” In a telegram dispatch at
2 o'clock this morning General Wolseley
adds: “ I omitted to say that I had wi'h me
yesterday two Gatling guns, worked by sea-
men, who handled the guss admirably.”

ANOTHER REPORT FROM GENERAL WOLSELEY,

LonpoNn, August 25th.—The War Offica
has received the following from General
Wolseley : .

Ismarnia, August 25th — Evening, — 1
pushed in again this morning at daybreak,
I'he enemy had a strongly-intrenched posi-
tion at Mahalla, and from the bold way in
which thay attacked yesterday, I hoped they
would stand their ground to-day. They with-
drew their gune, however, last night. They
had twelve in action yesterday. The force at
my disposal this morning is the First Divis-
ion and all the English cavalry, with sixteen
guns. My intention was to pivot on my left
at the dem we took yesterday, and swing
round to my right, to take the enemy’s posi-
tion in the flank, and drive them into the
fresh water canal. I sent the cavalry com-
pletely around their position, to occupy the
railway in their rear and if possible capture
their engines and relling stock. This oper-
ation was very well carried out. All the heavy
work devolved on the cavalry and artiilery,
which were well handled by Msjor-General
Lowe. He attacked the rear of the enemy,
who had a large camp at the Mahsameh rail-
way station, which he took, routing the en-
emy, with coosiderable loss, taking five
Krupp zuns, 75 railway carriages laden with
provizions, and a large quantity of ammuni-
tion and riflas. Notwithstanding the fact
of our horses being unfit for heavy work, and
the long march which the reinforcements I
ordered yesterdsy had to make, I have
reason to be pleased with what has been
done. Although I did not intend advancing
beyond Mahella for some days, such has been
the succss of the cavalry to-day that I intend
to-morrow to occupy Kassadin lock
of the fresh water canal, about two
and a half miles west of Meshameh station.
Its position will secure us a safe passage
across the desert lying between Ismailia and
the cultivated land of the delta. The enemy
seem so demoralized, and so averse to await
the attack of our infantry, that it is possible
they will not make the determined stand I
anticipated before we reach Zagszig. The
Guards, under thke Duke of Connaught, made
a very trying march yesterday across the des-
ert. They were well handled by him. The
losses yesterday were: Household Cavalry,
one private killed and five wounded and ten
horses killed ; horse artillery, two privates
killed; York and TLaincaster regiments,
one private killed and five wounded;
marine  artillery, onpe private killed;
mounted infantry, two officers wounded,
There have been forty-eight sunstrokes among
the privates, one fatal, to-dav. So far as I
have been sble to ascertain, Major Bibby and
seventy-eight dragoons have been severely
wounnded. I will sead further particulars
to-morrow. Admiral Seymour has organized
a boat service along the canal, on which we
have msinly to depend for supplies until the
loccmotives get to work. The army owe the
navy a deep debt of gratitnde for the assist-
ance they revdered.

A TRIUMPH FOR DUFFERIN,

CoxsTaNTINOPLE, August 25th.—The Porte
has addressed a protest to Lord Dufferin in
regard to the interruption of telegraphic
communication with Egypt, the Porte being
unsbie to communicate with its cfficers at the
Khedive’s palace. General confidence is ex-
pressed in diplomatic circles and by the press
that the moderate party has trinmphed, and
that the Military Convention will be con-
cluded. Lord Dufferin’s essentisl demands
are already conceded, and only the question
of form awaits decision,

LORD DUFFERIN'S LAST PROPOSITION,

CoONSTANTINOPLE, August 25th.—Lord Duf.
ferin to day informed Said Pasha and Aussim
Pasha, that his Government, by yielding to
the objections raised by the Sultan, was pre-
psred to waive the demand that any move-
ment of the Turkish troops should be first
approved by the British, Lord Dafferin
therefore proposed that the English and
Turkish commanders shonld first deliberate
together, and if the English Generals shou'd
not spprove the proposed operations, the
Turkish eommanders will be at liberty to
carry them out. Said Pssha then urged that
the lsnding of the Torkish troops at Alexan-
dria was indispensable for the future com-
bined action of ths two armies. He su3-
gested that the Turkish make Alexsndria,
which the English would evacuate, their bass
of operations, while the British base of
operations would be Ismailia.

NEW DEMANDE,

CONSTANTINOPLE, August 25th, — Said
Pasha and Assam Pasha, the Turkish dele-
gates to the Conference, have advanced fresh
demands relative to the Military Convention
with England, to the effect that the Turks
should land at Alexandria, and that ths proc-
lamation relative to Arabi Pasha, instead of

declaring him a rebel, should sammon him to
submit to the Khedive,
GERMANY ADVISES THE SULTAN,

Vi1ENNA, August 25th,—It is veported from
Constantinople that the Sultan has consulted
Germany in regard to the military conven-
tion, that Germany advised him te come
to an understanding with Eogland, as co-
operation with that nation only means the
defeating of Russian plans,

: THE ENEMY'S MOVES,

ALEXANDRIA, August 25th,—The enemy
are pitebirg & pumber of tents in front of
their positions, It is believed to be a ruse to
mask the withdrawal of their troops. It is
now known that the enemy are intrenching
at Heliopolis, within a few miles of Cairo.

ALEXANDRIA, Avgust 25th. — Deserters
from Arabi Pasha’s forces state thet Hanfi
Pacha has been poisoned for disputing with
Arabi Pasha,

THE CAPTURED AUSTRIANS,

ALFXANDRIA, Auguast 25:h.—The Austrian
man-of-war Nautilus remains off Aboukir,
The efforts to obtain the release of her boat’s
crew, which were captured by the Egyvptians
Monday, hsve been fruitless, Euwissaries
have been sent to Abcukir and Kafr-el-Dwar
to endeavor to secure their release, but have
not yet returned. The Austrian Censul has
telegraphed D2 Lesseps regarding the deten-
tion of the crew, bus he replied that he could
give no assistance,

A PRICE SET ON DE LESSEPS' HEAD,

The Lynched Highwaymen—Another Ac-
count.

Tucson, August 25th.—A Citizen special
gives the following further particulars of the
hanging of Hawley and Grimes: Andy Hall
was one of the most trusty of the company’s
messengers, and had a very favorable record
as one of Powell’s men, who some years ago
explored the Colorady canyon. They also
acknowledge the killivg of W, F, Vail, a na-
tive of Syracuse, N. Y., who accidentally
happened tc bs in the vicinity of the rob
bery. Last evening, between 7:3C and 8
o’clock, the Sheriff and posse brought in from
the bloody tanks the two prisoners, Hawley
and Grimee, and at once placed them in the
jail, Assoon as it became kuown that they
were in town a large meeting took place at
the jail, and after considerable parley between
the cificers and the people the prisoners were

surrendered and tsken to Dr. Stalla’s
hall, where a court of icquiry was
organized and a full  Theariug had.

It was decided to hang them without delsy.
The prisoners asked for three hours’ time,
and promised to reveal the hidden place of
the mouey stolen. This was acceded to, and
they, in company with about thirty citizens,
repaired to the foothills of the Pinal moun-
tains, about four miles from town, and there
pointed out the hidivg-place of the money.
Most of it was found 2und taken in charge
by Mr, Vosburg, agent of the express com-
pany at this place. The party then returned
to town and reassembled at the ball, when
Hawley asked for time to make out a written
confession and arrange his worldly affairs.
T'his was grauted, and at a quarter before 2
o’clock this morniog the church bells were
heard to toll. A procession was formed,
guarding the prisouers on either side by
well-armed men, and moved in the direction
of a larga sycamore tree on Main street, near
Pinal creek. All was quiet and orderly, ncta
word being spoken or a whisper heard as the
solemn march advanced, the prisoners not
even flinching or exocressing a sign of fear;
but advanced with a firm step, and in a short
time were dangling in the air, both fastened
to the limb of the same tree. The busine:s
houses, including the saloons, closed their
doors early in the evenicg, and not the Jeast
disorder occurred, and not a drunken msn
was seen on the streets, Thus ended this
terrible scene of retributive justice to hard-
ened criminals. A brother of the young
Grimes executed, who was engaged here in
the photograph business, is also a confessed
participant in this affair, but owing to his
not being on the ground when the shooting
was done, he was remanded back to jail to
await further action. The dead men were
left hanging to the tree until 8 o’clock this
morning, when an inquest was held by the
Coroner and the bodies handed over te the
Sheriff.
