Hon. Frank M. Hxlov, Editor Argonaut—De»r
Sir :1 desire to thank yso for your open letter of
the 14th inst ;and Iembrace the opportunity which
an answer will MT >c ! to correct certain erroneous
inipresbi.ns concerning railroad matters in this
State wbtsb exUt in the minds of many paopl.', and
also l.ya hritf statement of fact to remove possible
prejudice. The spirit of candid inquiry which your

Utter evinces leads me to hope that my response
willmeet with cindid, fair ani just consideration.

The first allegation:
1hat thu tiais-p nation facilities of thu State cf

California constitute an oppressive monopoly,
Has no foundation in fact. Itso happens that the
priucpal volume of the railroad business of Cali-
fornia is subject tocomn-'tition by water transporta-
tion, »1ichag'anceatiiie map willshowt;i he true.

F jrthcr.tbe only real monopoly that the railroads can
have is to the extent that they are abe to do busi-
ness cheaper and better for their pitrons than can
otherwise be done, and to that (Steal the monopoly,
if monopoly it is, is beneficent in character. In this
connection Idesire to state that, aside from our
latent and tariff laws, the only monopolies possible
inthe United States are to iho extent that they are
bentflcent. Before the formation of our general
corporation laws, the only orpor-itions possible
were those creaUd byspecial Act, and the} were
frtm that fact neces'arry monopolies, enjoying
privileges which ethers could not possess. Hut our
corporation laws are antagonistic to such privileges-
and provide for the protection of every character of
legitimate bnsi&eM, through the principle of co-
operation of capital and numbers. Under then \u25a0

laws no enterprise, however grcut, hut can find the
requisite numbers aud the requisite capital to be as-
sociated inits prosecution, if it offers sufficient in-
ducement and reward, and thU insures all inodful
regulative competition. Excessive profit arising
upon any enterprise is the Itimgtrt attractive force
to capital to engage iv competitive undertakings.
The mptnqtbt capital of the many isi thus made to

balance the advantages of Urge accumulations in
the h..:.i-of the ftw. Cur corporation laws (CTorno
special piivilegos, the State grants nothing through
them, and acts only for the purpose of aiding the
nalur.il right cf MMhtlM. ItIs upon this natural
right ofassociation that society itself is organized,
and the lags] association of capital ami numbers is
only the exercise of the sann.- natural right that a
nun has to call In hii neighbor to assist him in
rollinga logor raising his b'irn. Itis thfl founda-
tion and security cf our republicm institution!!, for
so long as the people can aawiite themselves to
gather with 'he ri.ht to express their ideas, and or-
g«uize to give them force, it cannot be otherwise
than that the majority must rule. The assumption,
therefore, that large corporations may be danger-
ous, is to atnume that the people are incapable of
self government, and that the majority willmake
laws to oppress themselves for the benefit of a mi-
nority. The estibUihrneut of a government founded
in the doctrir.e that the rights to life aod liberty,
the pursuit of happinesp, and the acquisition and en-
joyment o< property are m«li»mbl», is the gr«mle«>
achievement of modern civilization. The great un-
derlying principle of our Government is the protes-
tion of the rights ofeach individual ;and insecuring
the nshta of the iudivi.Juil the rights of the many
cann.'tba otherwise than feecurcd.

The second allegation :
That the rates of transportation charged by the

railroajsuf California are exirtiitant and excessive
to such a degreo as ro arrest the growthof the com-
monwealth, and to discourage and st fleprouuetion.
And the tlii.d:

That tb". principle of regulating freight tiriff-i
upon the basis of whit the art'da transported will
bear rather than by the standard of the cist to the
l^rii'rof the serricu reildered, >\u25a0>\u25a0 n.eann of freight
elissifieilip ', is erroaeouj, unjustifiable, aud dis-
criminating,
Willbe considered together.
Inanswer to the fist, Imisht content myseU by

pointing to the history of the State since the period"'
when railroad transportation ljegan. The law under
winch most of the railroad corporations of this
State were organized fixed the maximum r»t for
freight at fifteen cents per ton per mile, for all
classe*. Therefore, under the law, a possible aver-
age of fifteen centH per tou per mile mighthave been
chars-ed, but the actual average rate obtained by the
CentrsU Pacific Hailroad during the year 1881 was
teas t'.nn 2.2 c=nt# per ton per mile, or a little leas
than one-seventh of the j>oBBible average obtainable
\u25a0da i:.c :...:, acd this without compulsius other
than that demanded or suggested by the laws of
business. These laws are the only certain,
just aud legitimate regulators, and under
them the greater part of the products of
the country arc moved at rates below th»
nsnye cost of mowmant. Wheat willprobably be
moved from San Francisco to Sew Orleans at the
riteof about one-half cent per ton per mile, or at
one fifthof the average c large for the movement of
freight on tha Central Pacific Railroad during 1SS1 ;
and thU because of three controlling principles of
business law c niii-gin to affect it, viz:Competi-
tion, the c^st of the commodity at the place of its
dtsiir.alion, and it3own actual value in this market
The natural principles ol businc?*, which have been
f .una sufficient to regulate all other interests with-
out fpeciil re>guluive enactments, are equally in.
herent in the business of transportation, and this
self-regulating process is clearly illustrated by the
facts Ihave above cited. The railroad finds its re-
ward for the minimum rates jf freight in {liegen-
eral development of the country and the stimulus
given to production, and after paying the direct ex-
penses consequent upon the movement of these
minin.um ireiehte, there may be a smJl baluiee
still to go toward paying the fixed expenses and the
general cat of irmnte ance. And to that extent,
tbete low-priced commodities contribute a share of
support toward a means of transpor.ation that is of
general benc*it to every •\u25a0 nr.uiMlity. •

This naturally brings me to a consideration of the
third question, and explains oneof the jrreitreasons
for cla«i6cation, which is to make the burdens of
transportation proportioned to values ;thuj each
article, as nearly as possible, pa\s an equal percent.

ag.ion its own value. To fullr illustrate the value
to staple articles of production r>f this principle of
clasaiflcati'iii, suppose four persons desiring t» «n-
--struct a means of tramp irlation from a common
p int to a common point, to be possessed of com'

m 'i'.r.f- Ti lated to rach other in value, as Iron, cop-
per, silver, and iroM. Now let it be distinctly un-
derstood that the means of transp citation is com
mon, and that the value of these articles is to reside
in their destination. The transportation of iron
could not confer as much value upon that com
ni idiijas the transportation nf copper. Agaiu, the
transi»ortation of copper could n^t confer as much
value upon the article tran-poitcd 11 the transpor-
tation ofsilver, and this again as tis trangp >rtation
of gr.ld. Itfollows, therefore, that the value of the
servico rendered by the t-ausportation of gold, the
most cost y article ueed in this illmtratiin, willbe
greater than the trinsp irtiti.in of iron, as the
difference in the valas ol the two articles brought
iulo comparison at their market point. To charge
the ironwith a rate of transpo.tation equal to that
charged the gold, when lue value of the service in
transporting the jrold U many thousmd* times
greater than that rendered in transporting Ihe iron,
would bean unjust dwerimioation against the iron
and in favor of the gold. The prin-jiple, then, car-
ried into practical commerce, is that a hi^h rate is
placed up >n costly articles, and a low rate upon
cheap articles, for mjtu:', b-.-n.il-. and a juitdietri-
bulion ofburdens. Of course, other consideratio- s.
:i!im -•- as various as the chancier of the' goods
transports:!, enter into ih s question of classiflca-
lon, sucl) as bulk and volume, liability to damage,
conv.uior.ee of nandlnc, quantity ship|ied, etc.

As to the fourthalletration :
That, hi practice, the rairoads of C»lilornia dis-• r i;i>.a \u25a0 arbitrarily and unjustly between individ-

ual Hhip;*era aud hetwten shipping pointd, showing
favoritism to individuals and localitic, to the ob-
vious injury of tn» f>ersons and places diicrioiioated
a^aiost,
Iflrst deny that this v the practice, and further
state that norule cf the company has ever existed
which permitted or tolerated such a practice. Every
difference in rate which the rules of the company
permits arises out of the necessities of business, and
ia ic*«f*i»¥«taMa by ocispcutrcs. And;i,b> bring*
me dire t y to the seventh alijgation:

That freight*are carried f >r longer distances

same rates charged for shorter distances.
Which we admit and justify by a single illustration.
Take the wheat of the country, with San Francisco,
SsciarrenU, Stockton, Red Bluff, Bak-rrfield and
Los Ange'.es as shipping points, an 1New Orleans as
the objective point. And here come in the three
factors which limit and fix the price that the rail-

road company shall charge for transportation. The
first is development, which applies most strongly in
the case of the most remote pi cc.

Now,
the railroad practically has but lif.le voice in the
matter, outside o( those considerations which fix
the price that itshall receive. And here letme say

that whenever the railroad accept) less than the
maximum allowed by law itis becauss of considera-
tions or circumstances that it canrot control, but
which in themselves fixthe pricj which btc jmes an
established rate. This fact should receive due con-
sideration. X»»,itwillbe seen that, controlled by
these circumstances, an • qual mileage theory would
not apply at all, and nothing,' can regulate itexcept-
ing; business laws, unless you deny to the shipper
tie right of competition, and regulate him in hi-
routes aud priio<. Anattempt to regulate the ca••-
rier without regulating the shioper willalways be a
failure; and again 1 may say that the only regula
tion possible is such as business principles or the
laws of busiuess permit. Wuen the railroad accepts
less for the longer than for the shorter distance, it
is because circumstances compel it, and not from
choice. Railroads arc no more desirous of working
for nothing than other enterprises or interests, and
it would be as reasonable to suppose that they
would voluntarily carry for the longer ilistauct; at
the tame or less rate than for the shorter, when
they could obtain more, as to suppose that the la-
borer would worka day and a half for the same price
that he would for one day. The people are no'
charged more for the shorter distanc?. but the rail-
roads are compelled to take less for the lnii-er dis-
tance, for certa n causes over which they have no
control, viz.competition, or the relative values of
the commodities moved.

Fifth—That merchants and manufacturers are, by
forsa ofexisting condition*, coerced »o enter into
contracts to ship all good* imported by them byrail, to their disadvantage, and to serious loss aim
injury to thwir business

This allegation woulJ seoaa to be suggested by in
dividual* who fail to have an advantage over their
neiyfcbors, which perhaps they think themselves
jmtly entitled to. There is an open or general
tariff rati- which ail shippers may avail thuui'elvss
of, without any discrimination . Allmay also avail
theiuvjhea of the contract rate, tlie smallest as well
as the largest shipper. Whether th y cuter iuto
thi3 contract or not, is a matter of individual in-
terest nnd opbion entirely, anil, therefore, is not
properly a matter of public concern. The shipper
avails himself of the ojitnor contract rate as to him
seems bebt, and this contract system ia a\ailable t'
tbe smallest as well as the larije.it shipper. No one
enters into this contract unless he deems itto bib
individnil advantage as agaiust the general tariG
rates Inanswer to the siith alligation:

That the coercion alleged to be practiced by therailroads, as set forthin the above count, prevents
competition by the oc.^an, raises the aggregate coi-t
of transportation, entails additional co« upon all
articles im|K>rted, fend forces entire relnncc upon
overland railroad lines, to the injury of the com-
merce o'. this State,
Icaionly say that before the construction of the
overUnd railroads the lowest freight by tbe Isth-
mus was about o^e hundred dol ars per ton;now il
is nbout twenty dollars. During the past year
freights on wheat by dpiHorn ruled a little over
seventeen dollars per ton. Tho opening of tho
Southern Pacific brought that price down imme-
diately to about ton dollars, and had that rate pre-
vailed during the past year alone, it would have
saved to the 111limn of this State about seven mil-
lio»dollars on the cost of transporting that single
article, and Ipredict here that the former ratet-

around Cipe Horn will never be restored. And
th;s because the rai.road has come in as a compet-
itor for the buainejs. Thus ilappears :he alleguio:
that the contract friijjht sjstcm, as practiced by
the railroads, prevents competition by the ocean, or
raises the a^jrega-u coat <f transportation, or en-
tails addi ional cost to the consumer on articles im-
ported, or forces sole reliance upon overland rail-
road line', has no foundation in fact.

The Government give, also, some of its
land, of little value at the time, and, Iam sorry to
s»y, of much less value now than is generally sup-
posed. By this tlio Goverrment secured tho con-
struction M the road, and it has never been diup-
poiuteil in a single expectation connected withit.
As >p[*irs by a report of a L'nhed States Senate
committee, tskia« the average exprnasa west of the
Missouri river from1340 up to the completion of the
roads, as against what has been paid since for better
service, the Government baa saved over 83,000,000
per annum, assumin,' that the interest paid on the
bonds loaned to the companies should turn out an
entire loss. Other advantages might be enumer-
ated ;but the public mind will readily appreciate
them without a detailed statement* here.
The only aid extended by the State of Cali-
fornia to tho construction of the road wm by
virtue of a contract between the company and the
State, in wliich the State promised to p»y the inter-
est on 91,500,000 bonds of the company, the latter
to pay the principal of those bonds at maturity,
ihe value of tho service which has been leml.ivl
under this contract, added to tlie revenuo derived
from taxation due to the increase of tixablo prop-'
erty created by the construction of the road, pro-
duces a sum gr»atlv in excess of the amount of
interest paid on the bonds already mentioned. The
Cuunty of ban Francisco, in the way of compromise,
give four hundred bonds of 81,000 each, at that
time of a value of about $750 each, instead of sub-
icribine for $HOO,OOO strck of the company, and giv-
ing for it an equal amount of the bonds of th«
county, at it was entitled. The coxpromino was
made at its own solicitation, and if itwas a bnd bar.
train, it was its own fault. The county of Stcra-
monto subscribed for STOO.OOO of the comptny s
stock, and gave its bonds firan equal amount. The
county of Placer subscribed for $201,000 stock of
the company, and gave its bonds toe «n equal
amount. Both of these counting afterward »ild their
stock for more than their bonds were worth at tlie
time of their snbscription. This embraces the entire
amount of aid—national. State and countr— whf<h
»*» contributed toward the construe ion of the
Central Pacific Railriad ;and when the incrtase of
taxable property, affirrling additional revenue to
SiM and count" treasuries, and the development
of the resources of the State consequent upon the
construction of these railroad line*, omie to be cm
siilered, itseems to me that neither Ihe state nor
counties have reason to regret their c.ntributlons.
Ifthe National Uovernmeot, the State or counties
desired other benefits than those naturally derived
from the construction of the road, thy ought to

have so Htited in their contracts ;and they are not
now entitled to aoythit g beyond tbe specific per.
formance of the contracts. To baw the r«ht of
regulation upon the c'aim that, in the construction
of the road, national, State and county aid wmri
tended, would be to claim tbe ri<ht to neutralize
such nid, and to inflict a penalty of conti-med and
indefinite loss for having accepted sunh aid.

Hermit me u> bij that itis entirely without founda-
tion in raaion or fact. The two an toa Urge de-
gree mutually dependent, and especially is trans-
portation dependent upon production.

Without pr itootba the carrier nould have noth-
ing to trunspur'., and, on the other hand, production
is dependent opoa transportation, because without
transportatiou the surplus cauld not .-each the
market, and ths interdep.'ndancj of the relation
between t'.iese two interests U proven when it is
remembered that the greater volums of tcie supU
products of the country U moved t> ivdestination
and unrKel at rat-s below the average o«tof traua-
portation. The relative righui and interest* cf
transportation and prodastton are compromised
aud adjusted to each other bymoans of class;flo»-
tionof freights, already diecussed in another part of
thisannwer. Itis clear, however, that the higher
the maximum, the lower, the possible minimum.
Kor iustance, tlio average cat of movement beinrr
twocnts per ton per mile, a ton of silk or other
luxuries moved at t!ie mninmm rtteof fifteen cn-ts
per ton per mite would enable th!company t« more
thirteen tons of wheat at one cent per ton per mile
and yet maintain the ntcessary average.
