The idea that issues
are decided by balloting upon them is a
delusion which belongs in the category of
crude fallacies, of which the saying *‘the
‘* voice of the people is the voice of God,”
is one of the most conspicuous exam-
ples. In a democracy the ballot is the
national form of expression. It registers
the impulses of the hour, that is all, for the
most part. Bat the interest of each suc-
cessive campaign is usually due to the in-
culcation of a belief—too widely accepted
by the masses—that when a question has
been settled at the polls, itis res adjudicata,
This is one of the errors which spring from
popular vanity, and which help dema-
gogues to power, and render shallow en-
thusiasts active and influential.

So far as any broad tendency can be
traced in the development of American na-
tional life, it is distinctly toward a larger
toleracce in all things. A great commercial
people, constantly caltivating all the arts
and habitudes which facilitate business, in-

A preamble ahd resolution
were adopted setting forth woman’s proprie-
tary rights under the Roman Government,
the removal of them by Christianity, and the
subscquent following ot this law by the
United States, ard concludes:
Resolved, That in the opinion of this Corvention,
1o invidious distinction should be made which de-
nies woman a right to be man’s compcetitor for any
position for which he is eligible,

The resolution farther asserts the right of
laber to a just proportion of the wealth of
the world which it produces, and asserts that
it is the churches ana theclogy which have
crushed the masses,

WASHINGTON, August 27:h, — Surgeon-

The impression gains ground
that the bulk of Arabi Pasha’s men have been
withdrawn from Kair-el-Dwar.

THE FIGHT AT RAMSES,

Ismarnia, August 27¢h.—Only six bodies of
Arabs were found cn the field of battle, but
inside cf Ramses several swall pyramids of
stones were found freshly erected, beneath
which the dead natives were probably buried.
Though the engagemzut was not serious, so
far as hard fighting was concerned, the s.i-
diers acted splendidly. The difficulties of the
ground were fearful, while the heat of the
sun detes exaggeration. General Wolseley’s
objzct has been achieved, and we gained much
more fresh water, for the canal had been care-
fully dammed at Ramser. The railway has
been repaired ss far a3 Ilamses, The native
cavalry has arrived and gone to the front.

TURKISH TROOI'S UNDER SURVEILLANCE.
