Interesting Proceedings— Speeches ef Can-
didates—Berkey Decline* to Retire,

and 1b Removed by the Unani-
mous Vote of tne Com-

mittee.

Inpurraanca of a public call, the Republi-
cs* candidates nominated at the late County
Convention met with the Central Committee
at the liboads k Townsend Hi.use at 2 P. >i.

Saturday. The candidates present were the
nominees for Senator, Grove L.Johnson and
Joseph Routier ;Assembly, G. W. Hancock
and R. S. Lockett ;Sheriff, Thomas H.Ber-
key ;County Clerk, C. M. Coglan ;Assessor,
J. T. GriffUts; District Attorney, 8. Bolon
Holl;Suporinte :dent of Public lastructioD,
C. E. Bishnp :Auditor and Recorder, W».
E. Gerber ;Coroner, J. Frank Clark ;Pub-
licAdministrator, H. S. Heals ;Supervisor*,
P. K. Beckley, G. C. McMulUd, Elward
Christy and Simuel Blair; Justice cf the
Peace, J. C. Tubbs, and Constable, Samuel
Harvey. The Cnairman of the County Cen-
tral Committee called the meeting to order,
and --.!\u25a0\u25a0! that itwas called for the purple
of investigating certain charge* against Tho«.
H Barkoy, the Republiciu nominee for the

of the party, and to afford Mr. Bsrkey an
opportunity to make an explanation.

THE CHARGES
Appended, and which were in writing, were
handed to the<3?cretary, Frank llhoads, who
read the same to the meeting :"

WiiKKtis, Thomas 11. Berkey, who was nomi-
nated by tre late Republican Couuty Convention for
the office ifSheriff clfiis county. t'>be vuttd for at
the ensuing election, did, as Clerk of the late Dis-
trict Court aiid present buiierior Court of Sacra-
mento, receive certain sums of money from P. Dun-
lap, as atu.ru-y for the State Controller in tt.e collec-
'l-tn of delinquent Stu'e taxo* for the fiM-*lyear of
lfcTt'-l.whiuh were receive iby Mr. Berkey, asuhown
by lnireceipt now ivthe State Controller's office as
follows: March 8, 1879, (187 TO; July 7, 187:>
SUS 13; Auj,-mt 9, Ib7i», i'.29lii; September a,
1-7:>. ?20:l :r.;October 10, IS7O, &W3 65; November

inalli;,072 M,which sums of money are due to the
State of Califoruii, and it was the plain duty ef Mr.
