RED CLOUD'S THREATS.

Verbatim Copy of Rod Cloud's Letter
Against Agent McOllUcuddy.

(By Tt-Itvnpb.j
Omaha, Auguat Clith.—The following is

a verbatim copy of lied Cloud's letter of
threats against McGilliouddy, and which
was forwarded to Washington come day*
ago, but which has so far been suppressed
from the pnblic. It is regarded as of
\u25a0eriouß importance, and shows there is
ground to fear serious trouble from the
Northern Sioux. Itwas addressed to the
Hon. Secretary of the Interior, and was
duly transmitted to him :

To the Hon. Henry M. Teller, Secretary
of the Interior, Washington, D. C.

Sir :

The underaigned, chiefs and headmen of
the Agallai; band of Sioax Indians, incoun-
cil assembled, most respectfully desire to
submit the following facts, vi/. : Some
time ago they requested Ked Clond, the
recognized head chief of the Sioux Rations
of Indians to address a communication in

regard to our grievaoues, and many acts of
petty tyranny and lasalta we are daily
oompeiled to endure from our agent here,
and presumed at the time that
this humble request in our behalf
would have been heard, bat noanswer hav-
ing l.ccc received, we again solicited our
chief toaddress you » second letter, and no
notice of this likewise has been taken by
your department. Tnus our moat earnest
entreaties and supplications having been
totally disregarded, we have now come to
the conclusion of making jointly one more
appeal to vju,and request that ifthe pres-
ent incumbent as United States Indian
Agent is not r«m>ved from this agency
within sixty day> from date, or a propor
person sent out in the meantime to fully
investigate his gross misconduct here, we
will, upon the expiration of the above-
stated time, take upon ourselves the re-

You certainly hare re-
ceived timely warning, and ifin the near
'uture any serious tronble arises therefrom,
let the blame rest oti those on whom it
properly belongs.
