SECOND COZGRESSIONAL DISTRICT CON-
VENTION,

The Second Congressional District Repab-
lican Convention was called to meet yester-
day during the hours of recessof the State
Copvention, It proved to be one of the kind
of bodies that “ we read of,” bu$ seldom sgee.
I% was a political circus, with ring masters,
clowns, end ground and lofty tumblers in
number, Andit was a right jolly circus, too,
and one that afforded such a royal feaet of
entertainment that the manager of the Me-
tropolitan Theater seriously thinks of inquir-
ing into the question why no license was ex-
acted for the performance. When the Conven-
tion was called to meet, the Committee of the
State Convention on Credentials had not re-
ported, andit wasnet cfficially known who were
entitled to seats in the main Comventien or
any of the attendant side shows or District
Conventions. The Second District people,
however, met in the Senate Chamber. That
room was well nigh filled by piles of desks
used only at sessions of the Legislataure. The
mein floor bzing thus cccupled the delegates
were forced to stand in the lobby and around
the narrow fringe or margia of pace next the
walls. This made it a wide-spread body at
the outset, and created consternation among
those who wanted to put their heads togeth-
ar, but found their necks tco short for that
accomplizhiment uaoder the circumsiances.
Finally, however, G. G. Bianchard, of El
Dorado. called to order, and W, H. Jordan,
of S8an Joaquin, was mominated for Chair-
man. This brought out John A, Eagor, of
Amador, who jumped the proposition prompt-
ly, 2nd said there could be no organization
worth a flack of cow’s miik until it was ascer-
tained who belonged to the Convention.
He declared that some one was tryiog to take
snap judgment on his friends, and iu an ex-
cited manner opposed further procsedings,
At the close of this speech Mr, Blanchard
put the question, and it prevailing, Mr, Jor-
dan was declared elected, and he tock the
chair, Then came a motion to elect a secre-
tary. At that Mr. Jennings, of Amador,
came to the surface, and began to enter a vo-
ciferous protest. Hs was not only loud but
vigorous in the use of langueze, and hiz man-
ner excited the epectators to laughter. Jen-
nings was called to order, and shouts ot
““order !” aross in the hall as thick as the
leaves of the forest, and 28 loud as the roar
of Niagara. Finally Jeuningz himself began
to yell ““order !” **order !” at the top of his
voice, A% last it was agreed between the
Chair and Mr, Jennings that if the Chair
ruled him out of order he’d subside, and as he
(Jennings) was doing his utmost to tack a
motion to adjoarn upon a motion to elect a
secretary as an amendment, the Chair
promptly called hin to order, whereat the
jolly Jennings yelled ocut, *Oh, order
be d—-da!” This brought the
house into the very throes of the most
convalsive laughter., Jennings kept up his
lick, however, and held the floor like a littls
man, declaring that the rulings of the Chair
were wrong, and things were being rushed be-
canze he had a candidate, and then threw
down the gauge of battle by proclaiming *‘if
you have a candidate, better take him down
now, a8 you will have to do it later anyhow.”
This created greater confasior, and ** order ”
calls fell like rain in a storm in wiater, but
Jennings declared that he couldn’c be bull-
dozed. He bad, he said, a free American
tongua in his head, and by the powers of good
and evil he’d wag it. Then Mr., Jennings
joined in the cries for '*order” again, as he
said to show the enemy that he could eall for
‘‘order ” a8 loud as any, In short, the battle
raged as do some of the Chinese conflicts
whera the victors are those who beat the loud-
est gongs, and subdue the ears of their antag-
onists by deafening sounds. Mr. Jennings,
absve all the din, could be heard still shout-
ing *‘order” with the best of them, and ap-
parently uncopscious of the fact that
all the other shouters were aiming their tones
at him, Another delegate, whose name was
not learned, finally came te Mr, Jennings’
relief, and atter a very excited harangue, in
which he held that the meeting was no Con-
vention, but only an unorganized riot, he was
succeeded by Mr. Walling, of Nevada, who
declared that the Convention was not prop-
erly called, and that if it proceeded it would
injure the party, All this time the Chair
was putting motions and deciding them in the
work of organization—a sort of steady under-
current to the wash of the waves of the body
itself. Finally the organization, in this way,
was completed down to Sergeant-at-Arma,
when Mr. Jennings popped out again and
cried out, *‘ Where is your Sergeant-at-Arms—
bring him out?” He was interrupted by a
delegate from San Jozqnuin, who s2id that the
last District Conveation had created a Cen-
tral Committee composed of the Chair-
men of ths County Commitiees, and
had provided that the Chairman of the
Sacramento Committee should be temporary
Chairman of the Convention. That person
alone had authority to call the Convention
tozether and to call it to order. This small
boabehell created the greatest surprise, and
saveral voices exclaimed that the Sacramento
Chairman was presznt, and would have taken
the chair but for the beld act of Mr, Blanch-
ard, which had taken away the breath of the
Sacramento man, and he had since been una-
ble to catch it. Mr., Blaochard confessed
that he was unaware of the facts and the law
in the case. Mr, Jennings now proposed a
new deal all round by reconsideration. Dr.
Harvey showed how beautiful are the feet of
logic, and how wise her ways, by pointing
out that if the body was not a legal Conven-
tion, then it had no power to reconsider even
what it had done. This logic fairly crushed
Mr. Jeunings for an instant, asit was a =ort of
boomerang that he had first thrown and now
returned unto him. A hot dispate fullowed
a: to whether the Chairmen of the new or
of the old county committees were the men
to compose the Central Committees, as it was
deemed eszential that the lawfu! succession
should be weli established, and that only a
trne and annointed apostle of the pacty
should call to order and lay on his hands in
beunediction. This disputation waxed warm
and warmer and the coufusion and fun grew
apace, 80 that lookers-on had fairly to hold
their sides to prevent their splitting from the
effects of violent laughter, Finally Chair-
» man Jordan vacated the chair and there was
no longer a Chairman, Then Frank Rhoads,
Secretary of the Sacramento County Com-
mittse, called the meeting to order, he being
a cardinzal] prince under the epispocate of the
Sacramento Committes Chairman, He
put a motion to elect Jordan Chairman again,
and this being considered regular at last,
Mr. Jordan was elected and resumed the
chair, ana having the holy oil on his locks
was now 80 placed that even protesting Jen-
nings could not ehake him from his seat of
authority, There came up, however, the
question =8 to whether he was a temporary
or a permanent Chairman, Taen came a
question, too, as to whether ths rule applied
to Sacretariee, and it was settled by electing
the Sacretaries of the old or dead meetivg of
s faw moments before. At this time there
cama up so many cries for *‘ question,” that
the Chair eaid it dido’c know what the ques-
tion was. He had stated three motions and
had 'em all on hand aad uadisposed of. He
really didn't know which had precedence,
A delegate wanted the meeting to begin
all over again, bat this was coughed down,
It appeared finally to be the sense of the peo-
ple in the room that the organization was but
a temporary one, Then came motions to ad-
journ to the call of the Chair, to adjourn un-
til after the big Convention had mada a plat-
form, to adjourn till this that and the other
time, until at last the Chair heard a simple
motion to adjourn. **There,” eaid he, “is a
motion oae can get hold of,” and so he seizad
it as always in order and put it, but it was
lost. Mr. Jennirgs now mounted a desk,
and, towering above the large proportion of
bald heads below, wanted to know who the
people were who were present, anyhow ?
What were they all there for? He dido’c
think it a simon pure Convention even yet,
and even if it was, nothing had been done,

STIMULANTS AND TOBACCO.

The opinions of medical men as to the
use of stimulants as an auxiliary to intel-
lectual work are, says Mr., Arthur Reade
in “Les Mondes,” too diverse to have
much effect upon the habits of men of let.
ters. Nor are they in much better agree-
ment, he says, as te tobacco, That to-
bacco is a poison is certain : so are many
things used, not only in medicine, but in
food. The influence of tobacco on brain-
work has beer: the subject of interminable
controversy, and the question has
occupied all classes of society. One
argument i3 that smoke helps men to think
(to dream, rather), and it is_asserted that
the journalist smokes in writing, the man
of science in solvinga problem, the artist
in painting, the clergyman in composing
his sermon ; that, in fact, every man great
in science, in literature, in arts, climbs the
ladder of fame with a pipe or a cigar in his
mouth., Tennyson has composed, it is
said, his sweetest idyls under the influ-
ence of nicotine. Carlyle has taught the
world philesophy, smoking. Not the
young only have these ideas. Accord-
ing to Andrew, Moltke is a great snuff-
taker, and it was due to snuff that Na-
poleon was so pitilessly expelled from Bel-
ginm. John C. Murray, in his volume on
smoking, undertakes to show when it is
dangerous, neutral or beneficial to smoke,
He claims that Raleigh, Milton, Dryden,
Newton, Steel, Addison, Swift, Congreve,
Bolingbroke, Pope, Johngon, Byron, Burns,
Scott, Campbell, Moore, Dickens, spoke,
wrote and sang under the influence of
coffee, that plant of mystic power. Bat for
those who have recourse to tobacco, he
adds, their genius is generally but a light-
ning-fiash or a meteor, involving too great
mental tension, likely to drag reason from
her throne and plunge it in the night of
chaos, Another medical authority says
that a moderate use of tobacco is as neces-
sary to the brain.worker as moderation in
the use of alcohol,

Oan the other hand, the adversaries of $o-
bacco regard the idea that smoking helps
sound thought as a most mischievous dela-
sion ; they maintainggon the contrary, that
it renders men incapable of intellectual la-
bors. Tobacco leads to physical and men-
tal indolence. Mr, Reade considers that
the use of stimulants is a subjeet which
should be examined in the light of the ex-
perience of poets, artists, journalists, men
of ecience, authors, ete., in Europe and
America, M. I’Abbe Moigno makes the
following remarks in rely to Mr, Arthur
Reade's Guestions :

““Though I cannot. offer myself as an
example, becanse my temperament is too
exceptional, my experience may have some
degree of usefulness. I have published
slready a hundred and fifty volumes, small
and great ; I scarcely ever leave my work-
table ; I never take walking exercise ; yet
I have not experienced any trace of
headache, or brain-weariness, or consti-
pation, or any form of urinary trouble,
etc., etc. Never, in order to work, or
to obtain my full clearness of mind,
have I had occasion to take recourss to
stimulants, or coffee, or alcohol, or tobacco,
etc ; on the contrary, in my case, stimu-
lants excite abnormal vibrations in the
brgin, unfayorgble to its prompt and steady

action,”

Daycie 1§ A CATHEDRAL — Among
the early Christians, as also the Pagane,
dancing has constituted a part of the reli-
gious ceremonies ; and did not David
dance before the Ark, and ‘‘the daughters
of Shiloh come out to dance in dances?”
The practice of dancing in churches was
looked upon with favor in France until
the twelfth centnry, and in Spain, in this
very nineteenth century, it forms part of
the Easter Sunday ceremonies at the ca-
thedral at Seville, T.ady Lounisa Tenison,
traveling in these parts, speaks of them as
being most singular and quite peculiar to
Seville. The principal actors are boys who
are placed in the open space in front of the
sltar, five standing on each side opposite
te each other. They begin a slow move-
ment, singing hymns and keeping time
with their castanets. A dignitary, disap-
proving of the custom, tried to stop them,
but this so the authorities that
they suddenly shipped off the boys to
Rome, so that the Pope might judge for
himself. His Holiness saw nothing against
it, and continued the privilege, allowing
them to dance, with their heads covered,
before the Sacrament ; and this is done to
the present day.—[Sunday Magazine.

Almond Ice (‘ream.—Take six ouncesof
bitter almonds ; blanch them and pound
them in a mortar, adding by degrees a little
rose water. Boil them very gently in a
pint of cream until you find that it is very
highly fiavored with them.

Death of 2 Sam Mateo County Pioneer.

Repwoop Ciry, August 30th.—Ygnacio
Miramontez departed this life at his home
near Searsville on Tuesday. He was a native
Californian, and his death makes another
brezk in the ranks of the old men whe figured
in the early history of our State. He was
born at Spanishtown, in this county, in 1811,
thus making him 71 years of age at his de-
mise, Ata very early day he located near
Searsville on 400 acres of El Corta Madra
Rancho, where he passed the remainder of
his days, being one of the old:st residents of
that valley, A family of five sons and two
daughters were the fruits of an early mar-
riage, five of the children still being among
the living.
