The Republican State Convention rea-rssmbled at
10 a. ji.yesterday at the State Capitol, nnd waa called
to order by temporary Chairman Newton Baoth.
The proceedings of the firstday wore r.iaJ'liy Secre-
tary Lyon, and the minutes wcro approved.

That the parliamentary authority be Cusning'j
Manual. That nominations be made in ibis or.ler :Governor, Licuteiiant-Goveriii'r, two Congressmen
at large, Secretary of Slate, Controller, Treasurer,
Attorney General, Surveyor-General, Sujeriutend
ent Public Instruction, Cle<rk Supreme Court and two
Associate Justices if the Supreme Court. The
ciMutniUec rccjiumeud the appointment cf a State
Ce-titr.il Committee, to consist ol one member from
each county, and incjuiities hating nif.re thun one-Senator, such counties st.al! bo entitled to in ailai-
tional niemb-r of said committee for each Senato-
rial district therein. Tbe members of the commit-
tue to be appointed by the delegates fiom therespective counties. In the city ami county of SanFraucijco tlic de-legates of eaafl Senatorial district
shall meet and select two members (o serve on saidcommittee of Hiicen ineiubcru sppoiatod by the
Chairman of the Convention.

FIXING TUG REPORT.
Mr. Anderson mnod to aoopt that part of the tt-

port relative to p trmauot olticcrs. Adopted.
Mr. I'urks, of Vnba, objected to the clause as tomaking v Centra! Committee, and moved toamend

tint each county liavo ou« memtier, and that su.-li
committee select an Executive Committee of fifteen.

Mr. Gaakill concurred generally with Mr. Parks
but thought the Central Committee should consist
of one member fr >m each Senatorial district ;but
tint committee ought to have the sole power to
select the Executive Committee to conduct the cam-paign. Itwas an act of mere justicj to the General
Committee to give it that power. Such has been
the cust niof IUpublican Convent! vis. He did not
believe the Chair wished to exercise the power of
naming the Kxecutive Committee. He moved to
amend so is to alopt the first part of the sect! -in asto the choice ofa Central Committee.

Mr. Parks did not wish to be understood as ex-pressing any want of confidence in the Chair. He
wished each county to have a representative andthey to choose the Executive Committee. He ob-jected ti> there being a member for each Senator,
an.', to two for each San rrancisco Senatorial dis-trict. He wanted the Slate to be represented.

Mr. Neison wshed tbe whole Hue to be fairly
represented on the committee.

Mr. Creen, of Sacramento, thought the report
covered the case 1,and moved to adopt the report as
it was.

Mr. Giiskill withdrew his amendment.
Mr. Parks modified his motion poas to amend that

the Central Committee shall select '.be Executive
C"iu!iiittee.

ADOPTED IS PART.

Mr. Cornwall, iftfmi Francisco, thouglit the com-
mitUe should he llfctlv Selectud from So. Fr.>--daco, troni tlio ;.ct that they ettauld be in S-::
Francisco in.st of til> time for the next twoor three
months ordiriiigthe campaign. Itis not becausewe wish to deprive »ny portiou of the State of itsrepresentation, but to made tlio committee mora
ctfioient. The man nominated forGovernor should
be surrounded wKi those with whom he is ac-
quainted and in ttli&aih;has confidence.

THE DEBATE CONTINUES,

Mr.Sears, of .\Ur> i,said he did not believe the
Chair desired to Belect the Executive Committee.
He believed th" Chair favored populirgovernment
IApplause ] He tviilied the minority t> have repre-
sentation. Let th» members of the Central Com
mittee select the t'Kcutive Committee. As the ma-
jority of the cobhdJeUk) reside in and shout San
Francisco the Executive Committee will of course
reside in that vicinity. Talk of tho nominee for
Governor having a voice Inthe se!eef!.-.n of the com-
mittee ;let him go into the field and leal to victory
and not remain in San Francisco working with the
committee. I.:t every Republican in the State borepresented on that committee by popular choice.
[Applause.)

Mr. Gaskill, of Alamcdi, said that upon the wis-
dom of this Convention depends the succes3 of the
party. It has been stated that a member of the
Kxecutive Committee ought to be a citizen of Sin
Francico or adjoining counties. Every fctcp and evert
motemen'. in this Convention ought to b» tiken sj
as to nie^t with the hearty approval of tiie Repub-
lican party throughout the State. Ithiuk it l>cst
that the State Central Committee should appoint the

Any man
nuwimtU-d for Governor will desire some voice in
the direction of the labor to he done. He who rep-
resents the party should have a rota* as to the work
of the campaign, am1,whoBhall d> it.

Jiireat applause. l The report as amended was then
adopted.

Mr.Pixlcy said that order of business placed the
nomination of Supreme Judges last. Would it not
he test to put that order first, to have the vMce of
the full Convention in their choice, and thus aid in
kcepinir the judiciary free from the entanglements
of politic!I Would itnot be dignified to do so, and
for the best of nil classes 1:Will it not aid in keep-
ing the judiciary free from all smirch of partisan
contests?

To the President and members >! the Republican
State Convention of California : We, your Commit-
tee on Platform and Resolutions, do hereby reep.ct-
lullytuhnrt the following;

The Republicans of C Jlforuia inState Convention
assembled, doannounce and declare :

First
—

We reaffirm oaradherence to the principles
!of tbe Republican party as embodied in its history.

Seco- d We lament the death of our late Presi-
| dent, James A.GarfielJ. His lofty patriotism and
[ heroic character endeared him to the people. His

memory willbe focdlyand forever cherished by his
| countrymen.

Third— We affirm th-i platform of the National
Republican party as dodued at Chicago in 1880.
We have faith in the wisdom of the present Ad-
ministration, and confidence that it will result in
honor and additional laurels to our party and its
cause.

Fourth—We point wiJt pride to tiie financial poli-
cy of Republican Almfcikstrations, which has with
unexampled rapidity reduced the national debt
while improving the national credit, lessened tiles
while increasing rtvenu;*, and lowered tbe rate of
interest on tbe national bonds while adding to their
value in the markets of the world.

Fifth—History and experience unite to prove the
necessity of preserving ooe'day in seven as a day of
rest from labor ;withotzCietrislation on this subject,
the laboring classes miq'it be compelled to continue

lieunceasing toil Therefore, we arc in favor of ob
serving Sunday as a c*y of rest and recreation ;
and while we expressly disavow the right or
the wish to force any class of our citizens to spend
that day in any particular manner, we do favor the
maintenance of tbe prefect Sunday laws, or similar

liws, providing for the suspension of allunnecessary
business on th^t day.

We decbre that railroa;! companies, the same asindividuals, should he dealt with in fiirnefs and

control. The people hliould t>o' protected by law
from any abuse or unjust exactions. Unjust disurimJaufeone sgainut indi>iduals or localities
\u25a0LonJd be prohibited. Ei|u.il servicu upon
equal terms to ail i>srjons should be enforced.
Charges f.r transparUns perjons and property
sboulil be iimited to what i3Kqßbed to pJV the le-
gitimctj ex;*iitcsof operating fad) railroads, their
maintenance in good r.pair, and a fair interest on
their actual value. Such vime shall bear thu same
rotation to its assessed vnlue that tho valuj of

This, in the s"i>tftker's op'nion, jrasbe)ond
the power of the Convention. It would bo identi
cally the same inprinciple to instruct the nominees
for Supreme Judges luw they were to decide points
of law.

After fifteen or twenty minutes ooaaMnUna it was
