THE GARDEN OF EDEN.

The locality pointed to by the descrip-
tionin Genesis of the Garden of Eien has
been the subject of much learned investi-
gation, the rt'.»ult of which is thus summa-
rized by the Rev. \V. A.Wright, Librarian
of Trinity College, Cambridge, in Smith's"

Dictionary of the Bible :
"

"Theory after
theory has been advanced with no lack of
confidence, but none has been fouud which
satisfies the required conditions." Still,
the attention which has been directed to
the question has elicited some interesting
facts. According to the Vishnu I'urana,
the mythical mountain, Meru, located by
the Hindoos in the center of seven conti-
nents, and supposed to uphold a vast city,
is watered by the Ganges, which has its
origin from tho foot of Vishnu, and
which thence is divided into the
four rivers— the Obey of Siberia, the Ho-
angho of China, the Alakananda (a mainbranch of the Ganges), and the Oxus. The
Chinese preserve a tradition of enchanted
gardens, which they locate in a chain of
mountains further north than the Hima-
layas. The fountain of immortality which
iB supposed to water these gardens is oaid
to be dividedinto four streams. The Per-
sians and the Arabs have some kindred
traditions. A Babylonian cylinder, to
which Mr. G. .Smith has assigned a date
prior to B. C. ICOO, has a representation (a
drawing of which is given in the

"
Chal-

dean Account of Genesis") of a man and
woman standing on each side of a seven-
branched tree, holding out their hands
to gather the fruit. Beside the wo-
man a serpent is represented stand-
ing upright on its taiL A similar
scene, with a fourth figure with
horns and hoofs, standing behind the serp-
ent, is represented on another Babylonian
cylinder, tigurrd in .Mr. Ferguson's "Tree
and Serpent Worship," to which a date
about (500 B. C. is assigned. Mr. Smith,
after studying the fragments of ancient
records recently discovered on tablets and
cylinders, says :

"
The principal Baby.

lonian story of the Creation substantially
agrees, as far as it is preserved, with the
Biblicalaccount. Itis probable that some
of these Babylonian legends contained de-
tailed descriptions of the Garden of Eden,
which was most likely the district of
Karduniyas, as Sir Henry Kawlinson
believed. There are coincidences in re-
spect to the geography of the region
and its name which render the identifica-
tion very probable ;the four rivers in each
case

—two, the Kuphrates an ITigres, cer-
tainlyidentical ;the known fertilityof the
region ;its name, sometimes Gan-dunu, so
similar to Gan eden (the Garden of Eden),
and other considerations- -all tend toward
the view that itis the Paradise of Genesis."
Whether this conclusion be accepted or
not, itis clear that the tradition recorded
in Genesis (however it is to be interpreted)
bad a very early origin, and became widely
diffused indivergent forma nmoiig various
nations. [Sunday Magazine.
