WO ISSUE ON THE SUNDsY QUESTION,

Whoever will read the respective decla-
rations of the D:mocratic and Republican
parties on the Sanday questisn must reach
the corclusion that there is really no
issue between them. The Democrats have
declared in favor of the repeal of the ex-
isting Sunday laws. The Republicans have
declared in favor of maintaining the pres-

tion, but when the character of the legis-
lation which one opposes and the other
approves, is examined, it becomes appa-
rent that both the opposition and the
approval amount to the same thing. For
it is noiorions that the present Sunday laws
are wholly ineffective, and not worth the
paper on which they are prioted. They
have never been enfcreed, and experience
justiiies the conclusion that they never can
be enforced. In declaring for the main-
tenance of these laws, comsequently, the
tepubliczn Convention merely favored the
continuance of futile statutes, and between
such a step and the Democratic position
there may be a disiinction, but there is
no difference. So far as the interests of
the public are concerned it does not in the
least gignify whether the present Sunday
laws are repealed or maintained. To re-
peal them would only be to throw away
useless rubbish, To maintain them is
only to preserve useless rubbish. It may
indeed be inferred that both the parties
have in effcct committed themselves
against the kind of legislation which was
demanded in the interest of good morals,
for while tne Democracy ie by implication
opposed to all legislation having for its
object the better establishment of the Sun-
day holiday, the Republicans, by pledging
themselves to retain ineffective lawa upon
the statute-book, have practically refused
to urge eifective ones.

What was proposed, and widely sanc-
tioned by public opinion, was a very dif.
ferent kind of plank to that which the
Republican Convention has adopted. Tt
was shown that there must be new legisla-
tiom ; that it was quite useless to depend
upon the existing laws; and that what
was wanted was an emphatic declaration
on behalf of such a Sunday law as would
secure the seventh-day holiday to the
workipg classes, and prevent all encroach-
ments upon it under any pretecse what-.
ever, This is what the Convention was
wisely counseled to do. Had it done this
it would have secured the active and en-
thusiastic support of the best elements in
the communily., And it had npothing to
lose on the other hand. For the elements
which were opposed to the protection of
the poor man’s Sunday are Democratic
elements, and they would not in any case
have voted the Republican ticket. Bat
the purblind, cowardly and shaliow poli-
ticians who drafted the Republican plat-
form had not the sagacity to perceive this,
and so for fear of cffending Democrats
| they adopted an evasive and meaningless
regoluiion, which will estrange from them
the mest useful elements in their own

THSE PANAMA CANAL,

It has been found necessary to suspend
all work upon the Panama Canal in conse-
quence of the great access «f malaria
cauzed by the advent of the rainy season.
At this period it is ingpoasible to stir the
soil in any way without liberating noxious
gases waich almost instantly prostrate
the strongest men, and no amount of resi.
dence has the effect of acclimatizing work-
men of any nationality to these deadly
emanations. This enforced suspension of
work, however, is protably but a slight
forecasting of what is to come. When the
interior of the isthmus is fully reached the
really formidable difficulties will be en-
countered, and there is reason to appre-
hend that the frightful mortality which at
tended the comstruction of the Panama
ailroad—on which road it is said that
every tie represents a man’s life—will be
completely extinguished by the superior
fatality of this undertaking. The rainy
season will also possibly throw new light
upon the vexed question of the flood
regimen of the Chagres river—a question
which in our opinion Ds Lessepgs has al
ways treated with far less seriousness
than it -deserves.

The Star-Route Trial-Ingersoil's Argu-
ment,

WASHINGTON, Septsmber 5th.—Cclonel In-
gersoll began his star route argument for Dor-
ey this morning, saying that he was opposed
to cfficial corruption 28 much as any man,
and that one untruz 1o his official oath ought
to be puniszhed, and that there was no excuse
for dishovesty ia a public man. The jury
bas been told that the people were demor-
alizzd, and that tostem the tids of dishonesty
icnocent men must be made an example of.
He held that the country was not demoral-
ized, It did not demoralize us to change out
of 2 slave pen to a castle of freemen. He
a<ked no wercy, only an honest verdict, ac-
cording fo the evidenca, Whoever found oth-
erwise, to be in accord with the Government,
was bribad ; whoever, for reputation or fear,
or at the public demand, or from malice or
prejudice, found otherwiss, was bribed. He
en arcued that covert aets charged must be
proved exactly as alleged. In support of
this position, he quoted from numerouns
authorities, acd proceeded to a micute au-
alysis of the charges in the indictment, tak-
ing up and exsmiciog all the routes in detail,
#xhowing the variances which existed between
the charges in the indictmment and the evi
dence, especially in relation to dates, Mak-
iug a resume of his argument, he said ia the
indictment there were twelve charges as to
false eaths, and seven charges as to fraudu-
lently aigning sub-contracts, the evidence
showing, if the evidence were true, that it
was impossible to fraudulently fill a sub con-
tract, and that the petitions were absolutely
ceunine and honest, with two exceptions.
The prosecution had tried to prove that in
one petition the words “‘echedule thirteen
bours” had been iuserted, but he denied that
the evideuce sustained that claiw, The other
petition, which the prosecution claimed to be
fraudulent, was the Utah petition, and this
had remained unacted upon by the Second
As:istaut Postmaster. General.

Mr. Ingersoll, addressing the Court, said
ha suppesad he could with propriety draw an
inference as to the policy of the Postoffice
Department from the papers presented in
this case,

The Court replied that he had refused to
recaive evidence on that subject when cfiared
by the defense for the simple reason that he
was of opinion that uo Second Assistant Post-
master-General could establish any policy for
the Government or for any branch of the
(zovernment, The policy of the Government
was to be found in the law, and the Court
was unwilling to let the Sccond Assistant
Postmaster-General get up his policy in de-
fense of his case. He had no right to have s
policy.

Mr. Iagersoll recited that he had never
sought to set up a policy of the Second Assist-
ant Postmaster-General, and had n:ver
dreamed of ruch a thing, All he had insisted
upon was that the geveral policy of the head
ot a department might be followed by subor-
dipate cfficers without laying themselves
liabla to the charge of having been purchased.
