LOGAL INTELLIGENCE.

——

THE SACRAMENTO RIVER,

The Sacramento river yesterday stood at
the six-foot nine-inch mark. The water in
the draw st the railroad bridge between this
city and Washington is seven feet deep, Just
below the bridge it is eix fect deep, and that
is abonut the average depth of the channel
along the entire city front,

In the peighborhood of Princeton and Co-
iusa the river is much lower than it was at
this time last year. Captain Page, who
came down from the upper Sacramento in
charge of the steamer Dover on Tuesday, re-
ports considerable trouble in navigating
the upper portion of the river, owing to
the low water and smags in the channel
The river is notdeep enough to float echooners
or deep-draft steamers or barges, The barges
used ia the grain trade draw when leaded
about three and a half feet of water. The
channel from the mouth of the Feather to
this cily is better than it has been for years.
Last Sunday a wheat-laden barge was
grounded on a bar near the mouth of Steam-
boat slough, Thir, however, could have been
avoided had the pilot been better acquainted
with tha channel, All the boats navigating
bstween this city and San Francisco are com-
pelled to go through what is known as Old
river and not through Steamboat elough, ae
formerly. Steamboat slough is several miles
shorter than the old channel, but it is filled
with 85 much dsbris that at the present low
stage of water it has not suffizient depth to
float the vesiels engaged in the river trade,

T'he Government sugg-boat Seizar is in the
neighborhood fof Poker Bend, about fifteen
miles absve Knight's Landing, and is engaged
in taking trees aud snags from the river chan-
nel. Captain Smith is in charge, and is do-
ing good wo-k, The west end of the dam at
Fremont Bar has washed out, and Colonel
Mend:ll has been requeated to have the same
immediately repaired, which will throw the
water into the wain channel, The channel
is batter in th2 neighborhood of Six-mile
Bend than if has been for many years, The
water of the Sacramento abovs the mouth of
the Feather is 8o clear that salmon can be
plaicly seen. Captain Smith, of the Seizer,
13 looking after the snegs as fast as they are
reported. It ia eaid ths river above the city
could not, at the present low stage of water,
bs navigated were it not for the good work
that has been done by the Government snag-
boat during the past two seasens. The Sac-
ramento Wood Compacy have fourteen
steamers enyaged in transporting grain on the
Sacramento river, between this city apd Me-
Iatosh Landing, a point 225 miles by river
above Sacramento, They convey to Port
Costa, Vallejo and San Francitco about
100,000 sacks of graia per week,

Oue has to
t:avel among them to find out what they
raally are, He pronounces them Boers
by name, and boers in fact and by
nature, This consideration eeems to reeall
the letter-writar to the subject of eating
again, and he therefore immediately remarks
that one can get a far better meal at the
Waestern in this city for a song than ore caa
get at the higheat-toned Kimberly hotels for
the livcliest sum. What connection this has
with our misapprehension of the Boerish
character, the reader must himsalf conclude,
There are ceveral Americans in Kimberly, he
eays, and adds that they are all doing well—
at least, nearly all of them. A few days be-
fore he wrote the place received a reinforce-
ment in the shape of a number of Mississippi
river sufferers, He had shown the REcorp-

Gurr or Mexico CrycLoNE.—Sergeant
Barwick, of the Signal Service, eays: The
cyclone spoken of yesterday in ths tele-
graphic news from the Chief Signal Officer as
bzing south of Cuba snd moving in a north-
westerly direction, will probably be heard
from at either Galveston or New Orleans.

That class of storms always moves to the west-
ward until reaching the latitude of 20° north,
sfter which their course is more to the
northwest, and from latitude 25° to 30°
their course is nearly or quite due north,
from which pcint they turn almost abruptly
and travel in a northeasterly direction. If
they travel to the northwest far enough to
reach Galveston they generally produce a
tidal wave, if it is a cyclone of much intens-
ity ; from which point it travels north for a
short distance, and thence northeast across
the lodian Territory, Arkancas, Michigan
aod Illineis, touching Detroit and Cleveland,
and following the St. Lawrence valley out
of North America in{o the Atlantic ocean:
but if they trend northward at New Orleans
then the storm’s center will be near Natchez,
Miss., Nashville, Tenn., Louisville, Ky., Co-
lambus, O., and out the St, Lawrence river
valley to the ocean by the way of Erie, Pa.
Of course the cyclone, if of large area, will
take in in its (devilfish-like) tentacles Chi-
cago and upper Liks Michigan, and Lake
Huron, giving severe aud heavy gales on the
lakes, with probable lozs of property. These
particular cyclones follow meteorological laws
that are unfaling in their action toward
such storms, or those that form a parabolic
course in their avnoarently erratic course
across a portion ef North America,

RETURN OF THE DELEGATES,

The Yuba and Sutter county delegates
to the Republican State Convention all re-
turned from Sacramento last evening, look-
ing worn and weary., They were greatly
disgusted at the action of the Convention
in regard to the slickens question, The Yuba
county delegation was the only one that
was heard from on the floor when the
motion was pending to strike out the
slickens plank from the platform. Not a
man of the Satter delegation said a word.
L. F. Moulton was the only man of the
Colusa delegation that had anything to
say on the subject, The Yelo dele-

gation was silent, Not ome of
Sacramento county’s  delegation  of
twenty spoke a word of protest
against the elision of that plank.

And yet that delegation embraced some of
the ablest men in the Convention, Saveral
of the Sacramento delegation had fur-
nished letters to the Sutter county Farmer,
taking strong ground against hydraulic
mining. The Yuba county delegates refer
to these facts with deep disgust.

The published reports of the proceedings
of the Convention represented the vote of
Yuba county erroneously on the balloting
for Supreme Court Justices. The Yuba
and the Sutter delegations both voted sol-
idly for Judge I. S. Belcher. The vote of
the Colusa delegation on the motion to
strike out the slickens plank from the plat-
form was also erroneously published. The
Colusa delegation voted solidly against
striking out that plank,

Seaator Davis explained to a reporter
last evening why he declined to be put in
nomination as a candidate for Lieutenant
Governor. He wase, in the first place,
unwiliing to indorse a platform which
contained no anti-debris plank. Another
reason was that he felt his candidacy
might interfere with the nomination of
Judge Belcher for Judge of the Supreme
Court, as it was unreasonable to expect
the Convention to nominate more than
one man from Marysville foer a high
office. Mr. Davis was urged by the Yuba
delegation to allow his name to be pat in
nominaticn, but he persisted in his re-
fusal for three reasons. On Friday noon,
during recess, he was called to Mr. Kstee,
who urged him to take the nomination.
Mr. Davis told Mr, Estee that he could not
consistently do so unless an anti-debris
plank were inserted in the platform. Mr.,
Estee thought the matter could be ar-
ranged, and then and there induced Mr,
Morrow to write out a brief resolu-
tion indorsing the Temple decision. Mr,
Davis nagreed that if the resolution
should be incorporated into the platform
that he would be a candidate. But when
Mr. Jewett tried to get the resolution be-
fore the Convention after recess it was
ruled out on a point of order, Thus it
was that Mr, Davis’ name did not go be-
fore the Convention as a candidate for the
