And
it does really inspire one to be somebody ;
to micgle among people, and see the pretty
part of the world.

Ita leading lady is Miss Sara Jewett,
well-knownand happily known to the out-
side world and to the inner Attic circle,
by her plea?ant little books and magazine
sketches We have had beautiful, brill-
iant and talented actresses, a score of them,
come to us before, but with the exception
of Mrs. Scott-Siddons, we have never re-
ceived one, until Mi»s Jewett, who im-
pressed her audience witha subtle and re-
tined quality not dependent upon beauty
or talent— the quality of being a lady.
The rest may have been ladies, but their
manner of it wa9 not Buch as to make you
look at them in that light first. Itgoes to
the heart of a lover of the stage to see
such women upon it. A man naturally
takes off his hat at the memory of them,
and a women devoutly wishes she could
liveup to them. Maud Harrison alao playa
with the company, a pretty woman, who
seems like an English woman, and always
sees a point to be made. Stoddart and
Mrs. I'nillipsare twopeople who standout
in the play as prominently as do the lead-
ing characters— they seem to play above
their parts ;and does not that mean that
some day the pnblic willdemand a greater
part from them ? De Balleville,a French-
man, is the leading man, and he came to us
first from Australia, as did also Eleanor
Carey, now with this compiny, and LillianAndrews, last with the Michael Strogoff
company, and as did Emilie Melvillewith
her rirst reputation, and she has gone back
to Australia attain to show thare that she
hae deserved the reputation they gaye 4her
as a feather in her cap.

DANIEL ROCHAT," .
Which th9Union Square company have
presented so well, has excited much inter-
est everywhere, because its plot is built on
the two antagonisms of the day— religion
and atheism. Daniel Kaokat, the hero,
voices the opinion of the friends who si-
lently furnish him encouragement, and he
is introduced ac aHout to deliveran oration
upon Voltaire. He is in Switzerland and
meets two young English girls, L*a and
Esther Hent'.eison, and with Lea falls in
love. She listens to his oration and is in
ecstasy with his ideas upon liberty of
thought-, bat has no suspicion of his athe-
ism. Qaite enchanted with her enthusiasm
he declares his love to her and they are
affianced, announcing the fact at once to
friends of both. The mtrriuge takes place
in three week* by a brief civil service,
whichis robbed of solemnity by its m&tter-
of-factness and L?a'« evident failure to
realize itas a marriage. Diniel regards it
as nillicient and binding, refuses the relig-
ious ceremony and confesses atheism.
In spite of their differences she
hega to become his wife in her
own way, but he, urged by his
friends, refuses the ceremony again, only
to consent to it when he finds her broken
in heart but firm, believing that their dif-
ferences can id spirit never be reconciled,
and refusing to accept his concession.

of a horse- car, and stillothers trudge away
on foot. Saturday night the buiMing was
so crowded there was no moving about
withcomfor*-, and there was do approach-
ing the attractive stands. The nan-j yhu\i

&nd soda-water waitresses, with laceedged
Alaatian hows and fancy aprons, were kept
busy by the crowd. Chinese, Japanese,
negroes, French, Germans, Knglian, Ital-
ians, Spaniards and the pure-blooded
American pressed before, behind and on
either side. Itwas a cosmopolitan assem-
blage and a very good-natured one. No
wonder people came and more people. I
wouldgo anywhere to find such a crowd.
One takes from his neighbor's vivacity and
nulls a certain strength in thu sharp-
ness of his elbow. Tbe spirit rises above
the level and shakes its handkerchief over
its head. A pretty girl—hurrah ! Aa
ugly one

—hurrah, anyhow ! And every-
body stuffs

—candy, popcorn balls, ice-
cream, little cakes, soda water, cider,
lemonade

—
and the faucets are constantly

turned for water for the crowd that never
inults away tillthe bacd plays"

Yet every one looks wellfed and cared for.
A solemn baker in a white cap and aprou
sells hit waffles, with a dash of sugar over
them, as fast as he can brown them, and
the five-cent pieces tinkle in the drawer.
Feminine lingers flyat the bnttered papers
wrapping the caramels, and a man in shirt-
sleeves psrspires in his haste to pull mo-
lasses peppermint and pass it through the
cutter. Yet the demand exceed* the sup-
ply. Women and children lean over the
incubator and talks baby talk to the little
chickens running contentedly about their
pens. The incubator is placarded "

Who Cares for

Mother !" Thus is all the pathos extracted
from

"
Lines to a Mother" and other tear-

ful poems in honor of that hitherto highly-
lauded female who now seems in danger of
(iecliniDg in popularity and becoming an
institution of the past.

Areat work at tobacco, and now and then
one breaks out into singing, the rest join-
ingin, tillthe parts are all made up. Itis
noticeable that male voices alone are beard,
the women standing silently at work, now
and then glancing the whites of their eyes
upward at the iuterested crowd or throw
inp ijuick gleaming smiles at each other.
Oue is a large eyed yoftßft girl, with short
bair just carling ia her neck, the faint
duskiness shadowing lips and checks alone
giving the hint as to the dark bar ia her
birth. The old man weaving carpets still
bends at his loom, aud shoots his shuttles
through and through as though freshened
over and wound up from la«t year.

Speaking of the manag«ment of the voice
he explained that the secret of being heard
distinctly was not to speak loud, but to
carefnlly articulate every syllable. It em-
pbaais were reqaired the consonants should
be expressly articulated ; bat if it were
desired to be eoft and agreeable, he should
say, "Go heavy on yonr vowel." Gestures
should be distinct and deliberate. He il-

Telegrams from him,
dated yestenlay afternoon, are to the effect
that no Indian; have invaded tbe State, and
that while a roving band in reported nutaide
the rpaervatiDa stealing and killingstock, no
citizens tiche State have applied to the Uuv-
eruor fur protection. Ample preparations
are ,-ilr-\u25a0.-. iy made to defeat any movement of
tbe Indians. Northward of this State the
Government authoiitienat Fort Leaven worth
have taken precautions to investigate the
matter thoroughly. Tiio plan for communi-
cation adopted by tho cattle men in the ex-
treme western portions of the State is euch
that any outbreak of the Indians willbe re-
ported here at once. Dud«e City and other
points on the line of the railroad are amply
prepared witha Urge force of frontiersmen
at the moment any disturbance is reported.
A company of military huti ion stationed at
Garden l.ityand are well armed, so it willbe
impossible for any Dumber of Indians to suc-
cessfully iLivadt) Kansas.
