Many years as;", Iwas one day journey-

ing from 8.-attleboro to Boston, alone. Aa
the train we.*.t on from station to Rtation,
it gradually filled,until there was no Beat
left unoccupied in the car excepting the one
by my side. AtConcord, the door of tlic
car opened, and Mr.Kmtreon entered. He
advanced a few steps into the car, looked
down the »ts!e. turned, and was about to go
out, believing the car to be entirely full.
With one of tho«'; sudden impuleea which
are acted up n almost before thty are con-
sciously realised, Isprang up, m. :said,
"Oil,Mr. KinereoD, here is a seat !"

As he ciin3 towards me, withhis serene
smile slonly spreading over his face, my
courage falrend. Itaw that be expected
to meet in me an acquaintance, and as he
looked inquiringly and hesitatingly inmy
face, Ima !e haste to say, "You do not
know me, Mr.Emerson. Inever had t'uo
pleasure <;f teiivy you Lefore. ButIknow
your faco, anilIcould not resist the temp-
tation of the opportunity to apeak with
you. You kuow that so many people, who
are stringers to you, know you very well.""

In a short time, with that rare f jculty

which he h-d for drawing out of each his
inmost thought, he had led me into speak-
ing to him, with half-familiar frteriom, of
my own ptrsonal history, and of my expe-
rience as a mother.

He Slid that the children of rich
men were born at such disadvantage in this
respect that it was a question if all their
other advantages, such as educational facil-
ities, travel, etc., could make up for it.

a rich man to enter the kingdom of heaven.
Itdoes not mean that the rich man must
necessarily tind it harder not to sin than
another man ;on the contrary, he is re-
moved from some of the deadliest forms of
temptation to sin. But the kingdom of
heaven which the creative worker knows is
shut agaiost him. Into that heaven we
have to be ririven, either by nted or by
the narrowing of the ministering horizons
of our lives."

One sontenco which he spoke in con-
nection with this was said with such lin-
gering emphasis that it Btvnped itself in-
delibly upon my memory. Ha said :

At ona time Ispent a few days withhim in
a friend's house aiNewport, Rhode Island.
There wa3 something in the dreamy seren-
ity of the biy, upon which my friend's
house stuu.l, that greatly charmed Mr.
Emerson, and his remark on first rooking
out over tho wator was a characteristic
one. It vn from the dining ro.im win-
dows that ho looked. We had given him
a seat from which he osuld see tha bay.
As we took our places for break'aat, he
gaz»d acro-s Ih'j shilling silver lur'aee, and
aaid half dreamily,

It was «nrue minutes before any one per-
ceived tho prec-se drift of this question ;
and during the brief iutrrvil of our be-
wilderment tho umilo on Mr. Emerson'a
face deepen -d tad «pr«»d, until his whole
countenance benned with humorotu enjoy-
ment on our perphxity.
