Saturday waa the thirtj-cecnnd anniver-
sary of the r.'.ni. si<n of California into the
Uiiion. It was observed in this city by a
general suspension cf business among the
wholesale luusee, the eluding of the banks,
Courts and public offices, and general display
of the national color*, and i.y a celebration at
Kast Park by tho Sacramento Pioneer Afso-

\u25a0 iation and the Natire Sots cf the Golden
West. At an early hour tha Pioneers, under
the Marshalehip of G. K. Van Ileu-,en, went
oat to the Park accompanied by their f&iiii-
lie», where a picnic wa held beneath the
generous shade of the trees of the
grove. Liter the Native Sons appeared.
Tha Firat Artillery band waa engaged
and furnuhed music for all who deired to
dance. At 2p. n. the guests, who by that
time had gathered in Urge numbers, were
rilledby their hosts to the plalfoim. A. H.
I'owen, President cf the l)ay, called to or-
der, ami stated the object of the gathering.
He sketched the method that lia<l been em-
ployed in rscent years f.jr propsr observance
•if the <Jay, ro<l added that this year a union
fir a celebration had been made with the
Native Sons of the Golden West, and tnat
in acci>rdir.ce therewith a programme had
been arranged. "This Festal D.»y " vraa
then buu^' by a d mbis <|uarttt, coa-istiog of
Mr>. Piukham, Miss Faunie Campbell, Mrs.
Carter, Mrs. Sheet*, Mr. Barrett, Mr. Sheets,
Mr. Fritz and J. H. Carroll, with Miss Ger-
lie Giitish p'oiding at the organ. Mr.
Powers then introduced, on behalf of the
Piineera, I.K. Hoa<*. who delivered tha fir»t
a'l Irivr. lie xaid :

It U meet and propsr tLat we celebrate this
day—the^onniver^ary of California's ado.i»-
nion as a Site iota the Arcericin Union—on
this historic spjt. Ou that elevated mound
just across the way, the father aud f under
of thU ereat pioneer and K-npire State of tl>e
Pacific pitched hU teat and afterward* marfe
hU permanent home. Itseems but yesterday
when Captain Sutler nailed frona Yerba Bu-
eua, crossed the bay, entered the Sacramento I
river, pushed up the Anericau just opposite
this plic^, ami coming to a landing, com-
menced work on the afterwards world re-
n jwned " Sutter'u F.,rt." Li'tle did ha think
as ha was mo) ling the alobes and iayine them
in tha walls t that structure, designed only
m a protection to his family and property |
from tha ravages of surrounding Indian j
tribes, that almost before it wa3 completed it I
was to play so impnrtant a part iv a revolu-
tion that was to wre*t fr.^m the Mexican Gov-
ernment, to which he had swern nlle^iance,
au em pirn, aid transfer it with its ichnite
wealth of treasure to the great American Re-
public. Little did he thiok that in lem than
a decide from b.M tirnt stlectia; this spot ac
hi* home, around which to build up a peace-
fuland prosperous agricultural establishment,
he waa to bicDme the discoverer or associate
discoverer if a phyrfcal fuc; that was to
\u25a0turtle asd electrify the world. Little did he
think that out of that discovery was to grow
up »n industry, the proceeds of which wculd
i-: so short a time change the worlds financial
eystems and divert the channels of commerce
over the entire haMtable ploSe. " But man
prorjose*, while God disposes."

Nor did the civilized world at that time
h»rdly ki.i..v cf the existence of the Sacra-
mento river or anything of the size or char-
acter of this treat inland v.i'l-y. At that
time this whole country was but a wild
waste—a wilderness inhabited by tribes of
Indians or drove? of human beings as wild
and savage as the bea*taof l>rey that occupied
the country with them. As you Jooked out

v- As you gaz -d to behold the re- j
ff»t enu in the morning, 1 here was a

otretch of ru?ped monntnias and sandy deserts
for over fiftem hundred miles before you
came to the outposts of civilizv.i jn as they
were reaching out from theOiact towards
the Occident. A thousand miles and more
measured the dtnfacce to the halt' civilized
settlements cf Netv Mexico, aud an equal
dist&ncs to the north had tobe traveled before
Ton o mid greet your wnite neighbors on the
Columbia RW,

But Captain Sutter was waster of the situ-
ation. Ha possessed an incipient Mexican
title to this whole cmntry and its wild inhab-
itants.

slavery <Jther north or south of that line."
Wtbn«*xpreF6ed these memorable words :
" Iwodß not take pains to reaffirm an ordi-
nacce o Jialure, n*-rre-enact the willof God,"

heart of every Californian in his p'.e» f°r ntr
admisttjn. He said : " Let California come
in. Caifcrcia that comes from the clime
where fie West dies away in the rising X»_ t.
CilifoJfi*, that bounds at once the empire
and tr-i ointineit. California, the youthful
Q iteD I.f the Pacific, in the robes .f freedom,
gorgeijisly inlaid with gold, is doubly wel-

THE OCTLOOK
For a good attendance is exceedingly good.
Avery large tiunjber of visitors are already
in the city.
