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Directors and members of the State Agricultural
Society : lor the third time the honorable duty of
making the formal declaration that the annual ex
h.bitkn of the industrial pro Jucts of the State of
California is open, devolves upon me. A^ain our
respect for the well-established cast mi demands
that this formal declarat on shall bo preceded by a
brief address of encouragement and welcome. Per-
mit me to gay in the out'.et that I trust this distin-
guished honor is mine to-ni;;ht for the last time.
The great labor aad high responsibility cf
the position 1 have occupied for three years
should l>e passed from shoulder to shoulder,
so that its burdens may net fall tx) nearly
upon one, and its responsibilities be not inequitably
placed upon a few. The time, labor and attention
1 haire given to the duties: of this office have beeD

freclv and ungrudgingly atcorded. Few have au
adequate conception of the labor devolving upon the
President of thijSociety. None, I am surp, who nave
never s rved in this office can realize the
anxious solicitude ; the earnest attention ; tlie en-
croachment upon time, and the crcat labor the dis-
charge of its duties involvts. The only reward to
fee expected for the jK-rforrnatcv of these arduous
dutijs is ti be fou:id in the success of these annual
exhibitions. It is wi'h purdojabI.*1.* pride and self-
congratulation that Iam enabled to remember that
each of the annual exhibitions organized during the
incumbency cf this office by myßclf, have met with
gratifying success. This success has been my re-
ward, and I tsoapt H gratefully as a complete,
amjle and satisfactory compensation. Looking
hMk into tho eip<ritr.ces of tho three years in
which I have presided over your Society, 1 find in
the motive by which I uava been actuated, in the
zeal with whijh I have been inspired, and in the
earnest effort I have made for the tucccss of this
department of public activity, the ctmple.e vindi-
cation of the pl&n whereby the po^itiun ot Prcsi
dent of this Socitty was divested of pecuniary
rewarJ. In history the best tervlc! that has
been rendered to mankind has been rendered
without hope of pecuniary reward. When the only
compensation you may expect is the accomplish-
ment of good, the motives are elevate I, the pur-
poses exalted and the effjrti sanctified hy a steady
zeal for the accomplishment of that rood.

Ibe arts found their zenith of development when
the inspiration of genius alone impelled the brush
and C—ted, The monuments of philanthropy weie

reared by unpaid hand?. Tne founders of great re-
form movements have diei in poverty and obscurity.
Inshort, the accomplishment of good, for its own
sake, ib the highest and holiest impulse that heart
can kn)w.

In this last address—lsbt at least that I may de
liver be'ore your Society in an officialcipicity—l do
not overstep the hound < f exact justice t> myself
by layingclaim to the m >!ve of baring consented
to assume its responsibilities and discharge i's
duties solely Btcause Ifelt that to do so was but %»
recognize the c!aim which e^ery unpaid work has
upon every putlic-Bpirited cit'zen.

Again, it is mj priv lej;> to c ngritulateyou upon
the au.*piciou< ojHsniug of this exhibition. The fair
inaugurated here to-night surpuses m many of its
ftatures uiosf. if not all of its predecessors. The en-
tire capacity at the Park for the accommodation and
exhibit of etock has found full demtnd, and the dis-
play of agricultural implements and machinery is
extensive, and shows continued improvement in
methods cf tillingthe soil and gathering its pro-
ducts. All the available spies of the Pavilion has
been taken and occupied. Indeed, as to this last de-
partment i.f the fair the exhibition has for some
ycaribeen limited and seriously restricted by the
meager capiclty of Ihiibuilding. In my judgment
we have reached a period in the history of this So-
ciety w)ien the erection of a new Pavilion cannot
longer be avoided. A proper exhibit o! the indus-
trial products of this great State demands Pavilion
space far beyond the capacity of this structure. We
have reached a lime when the inadtipucy of the
space here provided will not only greatly impair the
vilae of the annual txhibitioi-s of the society but
will endanger their CDntininnce. It is a
law of all <.nt.rp.-'3es and all worthy as-
sociations of men to acquire higher motives
and broader aim', and this Society n ill maintain a
healthful condiiiou nrnl ligorom life an long as its
operations are expanding. It will pass the meridian
of its growth and tnt«r ujiou its decline so soon as
this natural tendency to expansion U arrested. The
United capacity of this Pavilion has fixed metes

and bounds to the extent ol thid department of our
annual cx'nibitinnH, so tii^t it is now arresting the
growth of our Socitty. The value of these annual
exhibitions to every industrial imtrest of the State
is such that the impairment of their usefulness
should be looked upon willappre.ieni>ion and alarm.
Tho practical qmttsSß, therefore, in the affairs of
the Society to day i?, how to obtain a Pavilion large
en.ugh to meet the '-oustantlv growing demands upon
its space, and designed to make the exhibitions at-
traciiveas well as instructive. For the past three
or four jears the revenues of the Society have been
greatly diminished, by reaso.i c( the circum-
scribed capacity and imperfect structure of this
buiUing. It is the part of wisdom that this obsta-
cle to the prosperity of the Society be oveicome. In
my opinion a suitable building, one sufficiently com-
modious to meet uU requirements, and affording am-
ple space for the exhibitor, would add from two to
three thousand dollars annually to the receipts of
the State Fair. Additional revenues would be
derived from rentals of space, while the superior

attractions of the exhibitions would greatly increase
the attendance.

I believe that an increago of at least 52,500 a year
to the treasury of tho Society mijjhtbe anticipated
from such a source With this fact in view it is my
judgment that the construction of a new Pavilion
within a year U practicable. The value of this
present builJin^, with the grounj up in which it
stands, is estimated at $-20,000. To this I believe
may )>c added a like sum from the Stale. The So
ciety itself C'UIJ with safety incur a reasonable in-
debt«duc99 for the ccomplishmcnt of an object
promising returns so valuable to tt?e treasury. It
could establish a sinking fund of ?'2,5C0 per annum
without encroachment u|kjii the vulunie of revenues
now coming annually iut}it3recounts ; and with the
proceeds from tho sale of this h/lltifinjt and ground,
with a small appropriation from the State, which I
confidently believe can be obtained ; with voluntary
donations from the citizens of Sicratnento, and with
a loan of $2f..000, which ould be procured at a iow
r»te of interest, and which the increased revenues
consequent upon the improved value and attractive-
ness of the exhibition would liquidate in ten years,
the means for the erection of a l:ir,'e and suitable
buil linf*may be had.

THREE WCEKS' EXHIBITION PROPOSED.
Another liindrai:c t • the success of the l'avilion

exhibition, as heretofore conducted, has been the
short duration of the fair. The labor and ex-
pense incident to preparation for a display, and also
the laboi and expense attending the eire and re-
turning of the groo Is exhibited, even though trans-
ported by the railroad free, are scarcely compensated
by a fiveoriixday,' exhibit. lam convinced that
a wise administration of the affairs »f this Society
demand thit tho Pavilion exhibition should be
projected upon a plan which should extend the
period of the annual exhibition to at lea«r. three
weeks. The ideas upon this suhjoct which have
arisen in my mind are not matured or expressed
here to-night with that desree of confidence which
proceeds from careful examination, but for some-
time 1 have deemtd it both advisable and practica-
ble to have the Pavilion exhibition extended over a
period of some three weeks, to open the P.ik fur
the exhibition of stnk during the second » cek and
devote the third wrek at tho Park to the speed pro-
gramme. When once the Pavilion is ) laced in or-
der ; when the exhibitors have established and ar-
ranged their various displays, the Increased expense
of coitinuing the exhibition for three seeks, as
»_• ii:nt one week, will bo scarcely appreciable. This
Iropogition also admits of an extended programme
of special features, such as the trial of agricultural
machinery, ;inilitary parades and reviews, Udies'
equestrian exhibitions, and field sports, athletic
contest*, shooting tournament, etc. A whole week,
uninterrupted by » speed projranrmo, is not too
much time in which to make a proper exhibition of
the herds, flocks and stabies of the State. This
woold also affurd time for addresses to be
delivered during Fair time which, under the
proposed conditions, would receive attention,
Such an exhibition w«qld have the Indi.
vMua! attention nf fpectaon., tsii vrmM \*
more instructive to oar people, and far more profit-
able to herdsmen than the divided and unsatis-
factory attention now given to this great depart-
ment of industry. In the third wcik the speed pro-
gramme would have fall sway, and the field spoTtaJ
and the turf, with their pleasures and instract^H
would be far more enterUlnisg and <k'li^htf^Hcause unobstructed by the demands of a ne^H
stock display and undisturbed in interest hjß
of divided attention.

The State Fair conducted upon this^^|

ha* heretofore been atteaipted. If thece require-
ments are not met, the very inadequacy of our fairs
will urge them on the downward way of decline to
their ultimate extinction.

THE HARVEST.
Again it is my good fortuno to congratulate you

upon the prosperity of our State, and upon the con-
ditions of peace and plenty which still attend us as
a people. The season just closing has not been
remarkable for its large aggregite yield of cereals,
but taken as a whole the indust-ies of the State
have prospered, and tho general results of the year
will be very satisfactory. In a former address I
took occasion to point out certain facts bearing
upon the question of defertilizatioc of our soils. In
that addross instances were cited where lands,
which had been devoted for many successive
seasons to Ihe growth of wheat, bad in later years
been more instead of less productive. The put
season is not without its lesson in this regard. In
the great Sacramento valley, and particularly in the
largest wheat-growing sections, the rainfall for the
season did not exceed eleven inches—an amount far
btlow the average precipitation, and yet Ihave per-
sonal knowledge of yielda exceeding forty bushels
to the acre, and in a few instances reaching fifty
bushels. These instances relate to summer fallowed
land and were the results of careful cultivation. A
few years sinco like results cuuid not have been
obtained with leas than a 'ul! average of rainiull.
Improved methods of cuitlvatiuD are therefore in
surinff us ajalnst the reverses of dry seasons.

From tbe very beat obtainable data I estiunte the
surplus yield for the year »t 500,000 tons. I place
this estimate before you with a high degree ofconfi-
dence in ica accuracy. The information I have re-
ceived leads mo to believe that the yield will not
exceed one half that of an averaga crop. While in
a few localities full crops have been obtained, in the
large, wheat growing areas of the Sjn Joaquin valley
aud th» west side of the Sieramento valley the crops
have been very short, and in many instances almost
entire failures. It is not necessary in thifconnection
to present in drtill the data upon which these fig
ures are baswi. Let it sufficj that the statement is
ruado upon information and judgment tot whatever
it may bs worth in estimating the volume and sup-
ply, so far a* the granaries cf California are to con
tribute a supply to the jrreot breadstuff market* of
tbe world.
A PLAN FOB THE COLLECTION OF CROI- STATIS-

TICS.
At this point, and b.-ciu»e lam led to it l.y the

natural association of Ideas, I beg to introduce lo
your notiuo the suggestion of a pUn whereby an ac
curate ascertainment of the annual yield ol wheat
may be definitely arrived at. I suggest that the
State Board of Agriculture secure from sacb person
engaged in thrashing grain in the State a full state-
ment of the number of bushels of each kind of the
cereals thrashed by him. The practicability of this
plan will be brifflypresented. However great the
number of persons engaged in raising wheat in
California, the number of persons engaged in
thrashing that wheat is comparatively >cry few.
Each thrasher keeps an accurate account of the num-
ber of bushels measured from the machine, because
the thrashing is piid for by the sack or by the
bushel, and therefore the number of sacks or bushels
thrashed for each wheat-grower is in isdispensible
item to the proper bookkeeping of the thrasher.
Thus we Bud in the bands of comparatively a small
number of persous not merely the approximate
data, not only the comparative estimate through
which to net a conclusion, but the actual data—
the autbent c accuracy expressing th« actual fact
and the last bushel measured and sacked. Many
plans have been tried for ascertaining the wheat
yield if the State. The number of acres sown to
grain has been approximately ascertained; the
yield per acre being ascertained in a few instances
and the entiro acreage ha» been multiplied by the
number of bushels each acre has been supposed or
estimated tjyield, gi\iug ad a result the supposed
or estimated aggregate yield. In this case both the
multiplier and multiplicand are very- largely guess
work. ItUj multiplying cne guess by another, and
the best result attained by this process v.in be a
multiplied guess. The only p ssible failure in the
plan which 1 have briifly presented to-night to take
the place of this very imperfect method, would re-
side in the failure to obtain returns from all persons
who have been engaged in thrashing. But the value
of tbe statistics to be obtained in this accurate way is
sufficient to justify the expenditure of moucy
to make the figures absolutely certain. Ifeach person
engaged in thiashiog grain is given a pecuniary re-
ward upon the receipt of full returns of his work
for the year, none, in my opinion, wi'l fail to re-
spond. But if in addition to the actual number
of bushels thrashed the thrasher will fur-
nish the President of your Society with a state-
ment of the number of acres upon which the wheat
and other grain thrashed'by them was grown, the
average yield per acre will be easily ascertalnable,
and the corjparisou of the yield, one year with
another, will possess a highly instructive value.
The export statistics may always be ascertained
with reasonable certainty. Now, if an accurate
statement of the aggregate yield can be obtained,
the tonnage remaining in the State can always be
ascertained, at any period of the season, by sub-
tracting the export from the asceitained aggregate
The plan herein brifley outlined is submitted for
your consideration.

DIVERSiriED FARMING.
An address upon agricultural Buhjects would

scarcely be accepted as orthodox without some refer'
ence to diversified knfaf. This subject has re-
ceived consideration at the hands of the ablest think-
ers and writers of our State. Diversity of agricult-
ural product* is so highly desirable, aid so indis-
pensable in most couutrits to successful farming.that
nj lack of thought and attention has been bestowed
upon the subject. Idesire to meet the question fairly
and candidly, and it is not without due reflection
that I say that greatly diversified agricu ture is not
possible or practictble in our State. The cereals
are indigenous to our soils and climate. The evi-
dence of this U tjbe found in the existence of wav-
ingfields of wild oats in the primitive condition of
our soil. It is true that a variety of crops may be
raised in detached portions cf the State ; that ye, c-
Übles and wheat, corn, oats and other cereals may
be produced upon the fertile bottom lauds, where
mois.uresufficient msy be obtained for their growth
aid maturity ; but divers fled farming is practicable
onlyby means of natural cr artificial irrigation. The
great body of the plain lands cf Calif..rnia can be
cultivated profitably only in larire holdings and
when sown to a few cereals, such as wheat aDd bar-
ley. This is the simple truth of the situation. It is
the stubborn fact that will not give way before our
desires, and will not yield its sway to the pleasant
pictures drawn by lmaifinative theorists. The only

practical diversi'y to faraiinj in the great wheat-
growing areas of the San Joaquin and Sacramento
valleys, except when irrigation is resorted to, relates
to the growing ef stock.

The more prudent farmers have found it m>i orai-
cal and profitable to save the straw gTunn in wheat
atd barley fields for winter feeding of horses and
cattle. 1 venture the opinion here that the time of
cheap lieef In the United Stites is past. The facili-
ties for transportation have made it practicable to
raise cattle at the foot of the Rocky mountains, and
even in California, from wtich to supply the butch-
ers' stalls of London and I'aris with fresh meats.
The shipment of dressed meat in indeed more practi-
cable than the shipment <.f grain, he-cause the former
h worth more per pound than Hie Ir.ttr. Foreign
lands will hereafter afford a market for our surplus
beef. The tables of Europe have become com-
petitors with our own for the surplus our herds and
flocks afford. The vast wheat acreage ol California
produces straw enough, which, if economically used,
would produce lv tne aggregate a very large supply
of cattle from tbii State. Each wheat grower will,
in my opinion, find i. practicable to combine stock,
raising, In a very large measure, with tho standard
occupation of wheat growing.

In considering this question of diversified farming,
we should not overlook the fact that the most
profitable production of a soil and climate is that
whi:h is most aided by the natural forces. The
profits of any line cf agriculture are
ascertained only by the standard of the money
value of Its products. The question in Its
latest and best analyst*, is how much value
in do'lars can ks] raised by devoting a certain \u25a0um-
ber of acres to » given prod-jet. If by tho growth
of wheat upon tht :.lainjandd in California, afljffe,,
may be made tofokld «10 in profit, and that«lo
will purchase moi com than could be grown upon
the aero, the (lit. ites of true economy are unmis-
takably li faror f sowing the icn^^ga>SS>J^>&i
purchasing the < m with^gH^fl
yield.

of the day laborer, could afford to abandon their
old homes and home associations, with the inten-
tion of becoming permanent residents of tho Pacific
slope. Another obstacle to the coming of this cla' s
was found in the introduction of the servile labor
of a foreign race. To the extent that this race has
obtained a foothold upon this continent, it has pro-
duced an ictual displacement of our civillzition to
the absolute establishment of tho civilization of
Chinj. From every standpoint, except tbat of Jm.
mediate pecuniary profit to the individuals employ-
ing Chine, c, this class of labor was extremely unde-

I
sjrable. H could not augment the aggregate of
patriotism, of intelligence, of sociability, of- moral-
ity, or of any other attribute of a high civilization.
It could not be mtirwoven with the fabric of s-.cicty
or buiit into tlio foundation cf government. It
was merely a contribution to physical brute
jabot The SBODey it absorbed did tot become a
part of the working capital for enterprise. Itpos-
sessed intelligence enough to accumulate, but it
licked the patriuiism and enterprise so necessary to
the upholding of a great commonwealth.. Its
ultimate result culd only tend to the impoverish-
ment of the commonwealth financially, and to the
socul, moral and political degradation of the Sate.
It did, ho»ever, serve a temporary purpose. It
supplied a manual hbjr which could be obtained
from no other sotirco. Now that iti increase baa
been arrested we must accept the fact fiat as a
labur clement it h it the way of ultimate extinction.

luring the p.st harvest season the procurement
of fcibur necessary to the gathering of the pr dueti
' f our soil w.is a most difficult problem in the ex-
periences of our agriculturist*. A full crop this
year would have doubled that difficulty. From
what source then are we to derive the labor neces-
sary to profitable cultivation of our lands. We
have Indulge i the hope that tbe subsidence in
Chinese immigration would altrsct to cur shores the
laboi ing classes of our own raco. Up to this timo
this tendency has not set tip in a marked degree In
tho near future we are promised tho cheapening of
transportation to imm ;frant«. Ifihi»should occur,
some relief from this source may he anticipated, but
there is a source of supply of firm help to which I
beg lama briefly to refer. Is there any apology
needed if I admonish the farmers of California to
rely upon and encourage their sons to become farm
laborers '! Onr forefathers i lante-d here a mighty
empire of population and wealth. They hewed
down the forests and converted the wilderness
into beautiful fsrms; they built magnificent
cities with their own hands. They founded tho
greatest civilization that his been reared up-ra the
earth without the aid i f sen :1c labor or the assist-
ance cf antagonistic races. They taught their sons
that labor was nouorihie. They made us a Datiou
of energetic and enterprising men. Tbe question
tliat cor.fronts us to-day is, Shall our sons be taught
like habits of indu try, enterprise and thrift V In the
recent past, whan men had achieved fortunes in
citiep, they retired to tin- OOUStr) and pissed their
declining year? ill the opulence, retirement and
elegauceof country life. Unhappily this condition
has found a complete reversal. Now HMtawto
achieve a c SBBetSBCJ in iliB cities remain there,
while those who acquire a H j.ltcd competency hi the
country ab:ipdon tt.eir rural habits and pursuits a-J
flock to the cities. From TJ to 90 per cent, of the
Amorkan youth tpei d all the time from tke «ge of
7 to IS years in school. Th* discipline of industry and
the knowledge of practical and successful f inning
arc- not acquired by them. The schools, colleges
and universities of our land are crowded with stu-
d.mts fitting taaaMlVei f.,.- the professional v^lks
of life. U th-re Is a single instance in the Univer-
sity of CulifnriiUwhere tbe student is educating him-
self for rural putKills, thai instance is as rare as itis
rimaikiblc. These tendencies are having a marked
effect upon the rural spirit <f our peeple. The so-
cial advantages »f rural life arc constantly declining,
and with that there is v corresponding decline in
the beauty and attractiveness of rural homes. The
piysk-U and moral well-being cf our State
demands that this tendency should be ar-
rested. There i.- uo occupation pursued
by men wherein intelligence and the high,
cr education may be more profitably applied
than to the occupation of farming. Mind is su-
preme in every railing in if., and no man ever had
so much education, or so much mind, or so high a
degree <f intelliziuce, that the farm did not afford
ample field for the full exercise of all these great
qualities.

For the first time in the history of this nation,
the experiment of excluding a foreign race has been
entered upon. Tint ex-criment of exclusion raises
the great question ifself depcndei:ce, and the simple
logic of that question, hi tbe plainest language is,
that our boys mu6t be taught to work.

FBCtT <'ROWING.
Ths question has often been raised, " Will fruit-

grnTing in California jt-overdone r The soi»:ituda
upon this .|\iesti >n arisc-j out r-f tho fact that the
vineyards of the State arc rapidly extending. That
within a nq tarn years orchaids now being plant-
ed will come into bearing, from which will be- gath-
ered perhaps even twenty times greater yield of
fruit than is at present obtained. Ibag leave to de-
vote a brief space in this address to some consider
atlons bearing upon this question. The cost of
transportation is gradually declining. One of the n ost
marked tendencies of modern times is to alanclon
tho cultivation of all products to the localities
where they miy be most proflta'ly trown.
This tendency is the result of intimate communica-
tion between different points of the earth. With tho
increase cf fruit supply from California, there nil
be a correspou iin^' decrease in the plon'.ing of
orchards in all the region lying north ofthe thirtieth -degree <,l latitude. Withth i cheapening of supply from this source
there will be a declino in ttc number o|
orchards plantei in aM that vast and posia>
loos region. In the United Sties alone there are
(6,000,000 of people residing in Mitudes where thoapricot cumot be profitably cultivated. Itut th"
fruits of California arc not confined to the UnitedStates for a markt-t. Europe and tv.-u Asiaare bec-iming consumers of our fruits. A
lik» principle is applicable to our vine-yards. There is no reason why in the near
future California may not be tlu- chief fonrce of
wine supply for the »i>r!d. In addition fi this tho
market 'or raisins in practic-ibly unlimited. Thepopulations of the c:uth arc divi.leil int., t»i, t-on .
cm! dssass known as th*rice-citing and tho wheat-
