BLAINE AND THE SOUTH AMERICAN
TRADE.

Mr. BV.ne has contributed,, strangely
enough fo ;.u unuamed Cuicago maga-
zine, an article in explanation and defense
of his proportion for a C. n^.ess of South
American representatives. We do not un-

derstand to what •-1: J this publication is
made, for it certainly dues not throw any
new light upou the subject, aud in fact it
only jastitiea the condemnation already
passed upon the undertaking. Mr. Blame
asserts that his ultimate object was to
secure the trade of Suuth America, but as

he a.-ys tothing to indicate the abandon-
men; of his old high tariff view;, it is only
necessary to ; oat out that it would have
beun impossible to compass this end hy the
methods which he proposed. It is made
perfectly apparent that he does not under-
stand the causes of our failure to secure

the South American trade, and this is cu-
rious*. He does not even comprehend what
he calls the free-trade view of the question,
and entirely fails to state the question
clearly or accurately, lie seems to thiuk
that the alleged free-trade reason why we

cannot get the South American trade it
that we cannot manufacture so cheaply as

Kngland ; and he undertakes to show that
we can manufacture eoine things quite as

cheaply. But in truth the reason of our

failure, as alleged by the free-traders, is
not at all what he represents it to be. The
reason of that failure is that the tariff
prevents us from exchanging our manu-
factures for the raw products of

South America. \V» have to deal
with countries possessing very little
money, but plenty of raw mate-
rial. But instead of so arranging things
that we can exchange our manufactures for
their raw material, we block our own trade
by refusing admittance to their raw ma-
terial. The natural result is that the South
Americana trade with KogUnd, who takes
all the raw products offered her, and who
does not undertake to t>t r! r her own com-
merce with Caatom-housea. Mr. Blame does
not understand anything of this, and there-
fore his defense is irrelevant and, so to say,
iv the air. The trade ofSouth America never
can be secured to the United States while
the present tariffremains what it is. Bat
Mr. Blains is a liim believer in the efficacy
and righteousness of the present tariff, and
is the lait man to lay sacreligious reforming
handß upon it. This being the case, it fol-
lows that no scheme devise.i by such a
man could have the least practical value in
securing fur us the South American trade,
and that his projected Congress of South
American States must have been as futile
from a commercial as it certainly was from
an ethical standpoint. He could not have
secured peace between the States, because
their general conditions and tendencies all
urge them toward war. He could not have
secured their trade to the United States,
became the latter has built a wall round
itself which Mr. Blame regards as the very
(lower of statesmanship. We fear that the
gentleman is writing and speaking too
much of late.

IN PERPLEXITY.

The Congregational Club, of .Sin Fran-
cisco, hag been discussing the Sunday law
<|uestion, in connection with politics, and
haa been unable to determine which of the
two paitiea it ought to support in the pres-
ent campaign. Such a discussion, under
the circumstances, could not bat issue in
this way, for as a matter of fact there is
no controversy between the Republicans
and Democrats on the Sunday law. They
are both on the same side of the fence,
despite a slight difference of verbiage in
their respective platforms. The Democrats
declare themselves opposed to any Sunday
legislation. The Republicans refuse to
pledge themselves to any but ineffective
Sunday legislation. Nor is there any room
for doubt as to the Republican position,
seeing that tho Convention deliberately re-
jected a resolution pledging the party to
such amendments of the present laws as
would mike them effective. That action
of the Convention was equivalent to an
open declaration to the effect that it was
opposed to effective Sunday legislation,
and as the action of the Convention binds
tho'paity, it follows that the Republican
party to-day is as much opposed to effective
Sunday legislation as the Democrats are.
This bUng the case, the Congregational Club
of course could not make up its mind as to
which party it would support, nor willit
ever reach a rational conclusion on that line.

\ It may as well realize that both parties
have betrayed the elements which it repre-
sents, and that it cannot support ci ,her of
them without encouraging the treachery
and cowardice which leads politicians al-
ways in these cases to pander to the basest
elements. Our Congregational frienis will
do well to nfleet that one reason why the
politicians do this so often is that Republi-
cans have hitherto been weak enough to
swallow every »uch ituult and outrage,
and to support the Rspublican ticket. Tt«>y
haye in fact rewarded the politicii.nifor
repudiating then., arsj as a matter of jourse

the politicians have done the same thing
the very next time. Of course, if the Con-
gregational Club wishes to follow the old
course it can do co, but let it in that case
proceed with a clear apprehension of what
it is doing, and not deceive itself wi;h the
pretense that the Republican platform
means a whit more than the Democratic
one in this connection.

FOLLOWING A BAD EXAMPLE.
Several years ago we expressed the opin-

ion that Japan wouldcome to grief through
adopting American linancia! theories.
ThU we did at the time when American
financial theories were crude and fallacious ;
when we had an inflated and redundant
paper currency, and when our politicians
and demagogues were going about boasting
of the circumstances which, in the eyes of
every intelligent man, constituted the dis-
grace and opprobrium of the country.
The Japanese, always too impulsive, and
far too ready to to jump at the conclusion
that anything connected with Western
civilization must be an improvement on
their own, adopted our deeply-discredited
financial follies. Unfortunately it is the
easiest thing in the world to put a paper
currency afloat, and moreover it is quite a
fascinating came at tint So the Japanese
found it, and as the agricultural classes of
the interior took a whimisical fancy to the
paper currency, it obtained * mischievous
hold upon the people. But it has been
aliiKing in value from the tirsS, and djw it
has reached 70 per ceut. distonnt . or, as
our Greenbackers would pat £t, gold has
risen to thai premium in* Japan. At
present the situation is very iiscou raging.
It is said t1.«4 nobody know 1! how much
paper mone^^ in circulation! but every-
body has fo^^^ut that it is ix evil of the
'tiist magnit^^^ud yettb»rt^is no prob-
ability tha« rid of.

WILL HE HANG THIS TIME ?

Wheeler, the murderer of !ii= «ister-in-
law, has been found guilty cf murder in
the first degree, for the aribond time.
Under ordinary cirenmttaocea it would be
reasonable to conclude that after this his
execution would follow, but considering
upon wiiit manner of grounds the Supreme
Court has heretofore granted new trials in
murJ.r cases, it would be very rash to
make any predictions. Certainly his
counsel have encouragement to seek an-
other trial. Perhaps they oan show that
the prosecution read something from an-
other book, the author of which had not
secured a world-wide reputation. Appar-
eatiy the prisoner himaelf continues to
think that insanity is his beat reeouna,
though it i*painfully conspicuous that be

hai not studied alienism closely enough to
be able to offer a dec n\ resemblance to
mental weakaets. If he is refused a new

trial we euppese the young women wbo
glory in making fools of themselves in
public willundertake to soothe and console
hit last hour*, tup-jly his cell with daily-
flowers, and do all that in them lies to
produce the imprestsiuu that they particu-
larly admire women-murderers. If the
authorities would prevent these disgusting
exhibitions, however, they would be doing
something to mitigate the disgrace entailed
upon the community by the continued
existence of a wretch who, had justice been
administered, would have been hanged
more than a year ago.

HE DOTH PROTEST TOO MUCH.

Dickson, the fore-man of the StM Route
jury, appears to be tuapicicusly profuse in
his protestations since the failure of the
jury to agree upon anything like a rational
verdict. His accounts of all the wonder-
ful things which happened to him during
the trial, and of his struggles with the peo-
ple who wanted to corrupt him, do not
sound probable. According to him both
the prosecution and the defense were en-
gaged iv the moit deliberate and uncon-
cealed efforts to corrupt the jury. He was
applied to by a man who represented him-
self as an agent of the Attorney-General.
Altogether it is a very extraordinary jum-
ble of a narrative, and needs probing and
analyzing badly. It seems as if the Star
Route cases infected everything that was
brought into contact with them, and that
their corruptness was so contagious as to in-
volve both sides as well as the jury. At
present there remains only the Court to
hear from, and perhaps if Judge Wyllie
w&uld tell all he knows we should tiud
that he, too, had been approached.

THE RETURN OF MELVILLE.
Ejgineer Melville has returned at last

to his native land, and now there will be
an investigation of the loss of the Jean-
nette, which it is expected will damage
several reputations, and clear up several
misunderstandings. Melville was put under
a cloud by certain very cowardly and un-
manly statements in regard to bis conduct
in the De Long search. An attempt was
made to demonstrate that he did not use
needful diligence and energy on that occa-
sion, and what renders the affair more
painful, some of his brother otlicers ap-
peared more than willing to injure or de-
stroy his reputation during his absence.
He, however, is not the man to put up with
injustice of this kind. He has come back
determined to have the whole facts re-
vealed, and there is reason to expect that
when all the testimony is before the public
they will see him to have been cruelly and
grossly calumniated.

FOREIGN CRITICISM ON GENERAL
WOLSELEY.

Same of the continental military critics
appear to be talking a good deal of non-
sense about the Egyptian campaign. Thus
it is said that Central Wolstley is censured
because he did not land a few hundred
men at the time of tho bombardment ti
Alexandria, for it is alleged that he could
fion have crushed Arabi. This reminds
us of the story of the man who said there
had been a t:ni9 wh< n he could have ob-
tained the land upon which Chicago was
afterwards built, for a pair of old boots.
Being asked why ho did not buy the laud,
ha replied that he did not happen to have
the old boots. Just so it might have been
e»sy to have put down Arabi with a few
hundred men at the time of the bombard-
ment, but it is necessary to remember that
the few hundred men were not obtainable.
Xor was General WoUeley present either
a circumstance which suggests the philo-
sophic remarks of the Irish sportsman who
was looking at a river. "Bedad," said
he ; "but there'd be an illegant place to
"gaff a salmon, if one had but the gaff—

" only there's no salmon."

SPECIMEN JOURNALISM.

The reports of some of the Sin r'rancieco
pipers of the arrival of the Princess Louise
and the Mxrquis of Lime were ijuite re-
markable in their -way. Too democratic
spirit which uo doubt filled the breasts of
the reporters when they saw these repre-
sentatives of an effete monarchy and a
bloated aristocracy, found vent in peculiar
ways. Thus one republican journalist
appraised the costume of the princess,
gravely estimated the value of her hat, her
dress, her gloves and her boots, and con-
cluded by expressing the contemptuous
opinion that there were hundreds of Ameri-
can ladies in the crowd who \u25a0-\u25a0/ere very much
more expensively dressed. Another play-

ful and equally refined reporter endeavored
to create the impression that some of his
rivals had been kicked off the special
train. Nearly all of them seem to have
striven to infuse as much as possible of
this kind of "fun " into their account*,
and taking the'.utter altogether they must be
regarded as effective illustrations of what
ought most to be avoided in journalism.
