THE ANNUAL ADDRESS,

At 9 o’clock last evening Hon. .J, DeBarth
Shorb, of Los Angeles, was introduced in the
Pavilion to a large audience by President
LaRue. Mr, Shorb procesded to deliver the
annual address. He received the attention
of his andience to the cloze. He urged the
attention of his hearers to the nece:ssity of
concert of action looking to the arrest, if pos-
sible, of the disproportions existing between
tae producars, laborers, workers, end the non-
producers or idlers who throng the cities, liviog
by their wits on the savings of others, Thera
is a shrickage of the raral population, and
an abnormsl growthof cities. The abandon
ment of the plow by young men to swell the
crowds on streets he deemed an evil domand-
ing remedy. He corcaived of no higher duty
or more philacthropic eff xt than to aid in
the arrest of this tendency, Ha believed it
a matier of such serious import as to demand
governmental attention and interferenca.
Revolutions follow discontent, and it is born
of lack of honest labor, Religion and civi-
lization teach us to control our impulses. but
they do not change them, and when passion
asurps control of our natures wa become
savages. Society has a respozsibility in the
matter that should lead it to make the class
work that are an element of danger to
commusities, Mae in his nataral condi-
tion belongs to the soil, and his business
iz to work it—all other lines are artificial.
Thae farm eqaalizes the chances of suceass for

rse, $250,
peat ; en-

mer. Not over three per cent. of al! men
attain success in mercantile ventures, Iu
agriculture only five per cent., fail, The

troubie is that so few are content with
encuzh, and so many strugg'e for firtunes in
a brief period, Evil icfluences are at work
when such conditions exist, and the chief
cause is due to our mischievous eyst.ms of
education that are primarily at fauit in di
recting public opinion in the wrong. Ha be-
lieved our whole school system in all the
Uuited States to bs radically defective, They
enunciate the fallacy that all brains are
eqnal. Wa drag all kinds into the schools
and s2t about to enforce the same amount
and kind of e«]ucni::n,' regardless cf all

differepces  of receptive powers. He
did pot wish to b2 unilestord to
be an enemy of the common schyols

No one, of his means, had dore mora to build
them up, or had paid bis due to them more
cheerfully ; but he objected to what is ordin-
arily taught ia the schools—there is too much
Leaching and too little lecturing. The youth
is pot impressed with the necessity of aspir-
ing to mlifs of usefulness. It pleased bim
that agricnltural ci:airs are being estab'ished
in all the leading c.lleges and universities.

It anforces all the rudimental elementis of
an education, bui takes care not to over-
edugnte an incapable mind, or to deny to a
capshle one the *bizhest passible edaca-
tiong It embraces the idea that the
work-shops, farms and counting-roome, the
arts) and sciences that belong to highly
civifizad communities should have due con-
sidegation, The best system is that which
recognizzs the varied conditions of human
iife,ftha capabilities of man, Lis duties and
his pesponsitilities, Young men must be ed-
ucafed out of the old ruts and into new ideas.
To guake farm life more attractive to city
youkhs we must drive out erroneous ideas, ard
show them that the mechanic arts hava re-
moved the drudgery of forty years ago. The
spesker after elaborating this thought referred
to he philosophical history of agriculture
andithe part it has played in civilization, and
thistopic he considered at length, and then
passed to the advantages this fair land en-
joy4 which, when all availed of, will make
agrieulture as precise a scionca as is mathe-
matics. Irrigation in California is as the life-
bload to mar, We must adopt it to advance.
Irrigation he did not deem too expensive
for ‘ceresl raising if farms are cut up into
proper size, He dwelt at length on the im-
porfance of irrigation, and even favored, if
necd be, Stale and national aid in its inter-
est. He drew a picture of these great valleys
wheén once traversed by great irrigating
canals, and outlined their possibilities, He
believed of all men the great railroad builders
coulld best and most rapidly advance the
schemes of irrigation, and that by so doing
they wou!d make the best of investments.
He believed in small farms, small and many
homes ; coutented farmers with small farms,
and longed for the tima when the great val-

An Important Industry.

A highly interesting exhibit is made of olive oil,-

by Mrs. L. E. Mahan & Son, of Dixon, as product
of their plantatior. The cultivation of the olive is
just now attracting considerable attention and inter-
est in southern and central parts of the State, with
indications that at no far distant day this new in-
dustry will become one of great importance to the
State, and that the table oil for the United Siates
will be farnished in finest quality by California.
The trees upoa the Mahan place were set out some
25 or 30 years ago along the roadsides as ornamen-
tal trees only, and the fruit for many years was not
gathered. Finally, as the value and utility of this
product became discussed and the growth of the
olive here was found to be practicable, a plantation
was then set out upon this place, which has been
increased from year to year, until a large area
is now planted. Only the former trees, however,
are as yet bearing, but from thess about 500 gallons
of table il is produced per year, which quantity
represents about one half of the total product, the
balance being used for lubricating oil and for manu-
facture of fine quality of soap. The display st the
Pavilion, located in the central portion of the main
hall, comprises a large quantity of table oil, very
carefuliy and neatly put up in bottles ready for
market and domestic use, and very tastefully ar.
ranged in display. The oil Is exceedingly clear and
brilliant in color, and possesses a marked appear-
ance of freshiness and of quick, active quality. It
is unquestionably of the very purest and finest pro
duaction, and fully equai to any of foreign importa-
tion, judging from appearance and the usual tests.

A Musical Note,

Amovg the most elegant exhibits, one that ad-
dres:es itsell to the cultured taste, and one that is
invested with spacial intercst, is that made in the
main upper hall by A. M. Goodnough, of 23 Fifth
strect, San Frauncisco. He shows the well-known
Bradbury piano, that has a record of thirty years of
unblemished success. It is too popularly known to
need further comment. He presents also the well-
known Steck piano, and to this we iuvite special
and critical attention. Wilhelmj, the distinguished
artist, accor’s this wstrument the highest possible
praise, and gives it first place among all others. It
reccived the hizhest award at the Vienna World's
Exposition in 1873, and also at the Philadelphia
Ceutennial Exposition in 1876. Mr. Gosdnough also
exhibits the ceclebrated Smith American organs,
which were first made in 1832, and since which time
over 100,000 have been sold and 370 first premiums
awarded them. Mr. Goodnough has plainly exposed
a large sheet bearing a testimonial, signed by a very
large number of the leading citizens of Sonoma
county, testifying to the worth of his goods, and
the perfect reliability of his representations. The
testimonial refers by name to over 200 purchases in
that vicinity, These facts are more forcible tnan
anything we could say in the matter. The impartial
vigitor has only to sce and hear the instruments to
conclude with us that all their claims are well
founded and true. .

Travelers to the East,

Pcrhaps there is nothing that attracts more cau-
tious attention by certain of the mystic tie than the
fine and elaborate Masonic piece which adorns as a
centerpiece oue of the show-cases contaiaing the
grand exhibit of confections displayed Ly Henry
Fisher, of this city, known throughout the coast as
probably the largest manufacturer and most exten-
sive wholesals dealer of counfections west of the
Rocky mountiins. The picce referred to has anar-
ray of emblems, said to represent the Order, which
completely overwhe!ms the uuninitiated and strikes
terror to the prospective candidate. The outline of
the picce is about two faet eight inches Bquare,
with a raised space representing the ground floor of
King Solomon's Temple in the canter, and at each

corner is a mounted knight, facing outward
a3 guard, arrayed in full knightly costume and full
armor. The central portion, re resenting the
temple, has a tassellat.d fioor. In the center 18 sn

altar, with the letter **G” upon the front. An open
Bible rests upon the top of the altar, which in turn
supports two crossed swords. At cach side of the
altar and a little in the background stands a pillar
with globes resting upon them, and also displaysd
in the vicinity are the square and compass, anchor,
horu of plenty, keystone, bechive, trowe!, a beset-
ting maul, cable-tow, spade, and other Masonic em-
blems. (if such articles as ropes and spades are
really Masonic emblems, it is no wonder candidates
for Masonic honors take quinine to brace up
before taking the degrees.) This entire piece
of work is most skillfully wrought, and
Is most favorably criticised by all, and especially by
those who claim to know the mysterious and em-
blematical unwritten language conveyed by its
many par{s to those who understand such ancient
Shibboleth. Another charming piece of work in the
confectionary art, displayed in Mr. Fisher’s exhibit,
is that of chains made of sugar, or candy, in which
beautiful linke are looped cne into anotber in most
perfect order. This is known by those familiar with
the confectioners’ art to be a most difficult work to
accomplish, and it i3 here most perfectly done.
Algo in this exhibit a great deal of praise has been
bestowed upon the representations of fruit, in-
cluding stripped apples, crabapples and pears,
which are exceedingly natural and attractive. These
are also equalled in imitations of vegetables, in-
cluding can tomatoes, carrots and potatoes. These
specimens themselves denote the finest and most
successful resuits in the confectioners’ art.

The Pavis Iron Wagon.

The Davis iron wagons, E. A. Scott & Co., im-
porters for the Pacific coast, are on exhibition at the
Park and attracts the attention of every farmer who
chances to see them. It is the most perfect farm
and freight wagon ever cowstrucied. It was the
Davis iron wagons that ware used in the stallion
walking match Wednesday. By reason of the
shrink and swell of the woodwork of wagons in the
interior of the State, the life of a vehicle at constant
work is not more than three or four years. The
Davis iron wagon, made entirely of the toughest
wrought iron, will not shrink or swell from drought
or dampness. Furthermore, this wagon, though all
of iron but the reach and pole, is not so heavy as a
wooden wogon of the same strength. The Davis
iron wagous are specially adapted to the variable
climate of California, with its fog and rain for five
months, and its drought and hot winds for seven
months.

Hatching by Machinery.

Among the chief attractions of the State Fair is the
Perfect Hatcher Incubator, on exhibition by B. F.
Wellington, from San Francisco. To this hatcher we
would call the attention of any who intend to invest.
Eight hundred” eggs are turned in two minutes,
without touching the hands; moisture applied, heat
and ventilation governed, without watching. In
fact, only ten minutes in the morning and ten min-
utes in the afterncon is required to work the ma
chine ; then leave it a'l day and all night, and it
requires no further care. We also notice another
article in Mr, Wellington's display ; that is, the im-
proved egg food. Thousands have thoroughly tested
this food, and know its value to poultry. To those
who have not, we would recommend to all to give it
a trial before thie fair closes, and not have so many
ushealthy chickens around, and hens that do not
lay. Mr. Wellington has arranged with many gro-
cers of this eity to keep it in stock, to make it con-
venient for those who use it ; and such of the trade
as have not, such an arrangement can be made at
the Pavilion at any time before tue fair closes, when
Mr. Weilington will return to San Francisco. We
would also call attention to the fine display of prun.
