Great excitement is reported at Yankee
Fork and the m-ningcan pjof that section,
over new discoveries of gome very rich sil-
ver ledges r>n the middle fork of Salmon
river. Many prospectors have gone there
to locate claims.

The Northern Pacific sraders, ia digging
a heavy cut near Fort Kllis last week, un-
earthed the skeleton of a large mutodon,
in an excellent state of prf servation. The
molars are said to be about tix by twelve
inches on the face.

It is stated that mullet are running up
the I'ajaro and K'.khorn sloughs. These
fish appear annually for a few weeks, and
thtn suddenly disappear. They do not
apjjear further north than the Bay of Mon-
terey. It is said they come from the Mex-
ican coast, and ars among the best table
!iah ciught.

Captain Sim, the Shoshone Chief, died
in Lander county, Nov., laßt week, and
according to the big medicine man of l.is
tribe, hie death was caused from the influ-
ence exercised by evil spirits in his horse*.
The superstitious ludians cut the throats of
all of them—four in number —and now
think they are safe.

The Tongue river ditch, Montana, will
be eixteen miles in length, and for a dis-
tance of two miles the water will be con-
veyed in lar^e iron pipes. A reservoir, to
contain 0,000,000 gallons with forty feet oi
head, will be constructed. Miles City will
be euoplied with water and 30,000 acres ot
L'ood land irrigated. The entire work will
coht about $10,000.

Manzanita lake is three-quarters of &

mile long and half a mile wide, and is fed
t>y M&r.zanita creek, a stream heading in
the .-ii -a ot 1.i.-ro-n liatte, six or eight
miles above. From its borders tome of
the projecting crags of Mount Lisaen seem
to tower above, but they are in reality six
miles distant. The surrounding scenery is
grand beyond descriptics.

Two Mormon Bishops recently passed
through Tucson, Arizona, on theit way to
investigate the lands in Sonora, with a
view of establishing a colony thera. They
have recently purchased a large tract of
land at Oila Bend, on the north side of the
river, including the Webb claim, a water
right which is capable of irrigating from
25,000 to 50,000 acres of farming land.

Tne Nevada City Traniii'rijjl says:
Numerous canaries about town are killed
from time to time, while hanging in their
cages out of doors, by what is known as
the "butcher bird," or "great American
shrike." The heada of the songsters are
sometimes torn off by this savage bird,
which is about half as lar^e as an ordinary
pigron, is slate-colored, with white spots
on the wings. It is armed with a long bill
t-haped like that of a hawk, and is veiy
ferocious.

SAN FRANCISCO NEWS.

Officers B. C. Triplett and D. .1. Shaw
have reigned Jroin the police force.

The new steamer Queen of the l'acilie
.:»me cut of the dry dock Wednesday, and
is now loading tor Portland.

The oteamer City of liiode Janeiro has
had her destination changed to Panama,
instead of Hongkong, and will sail on the
l'.tth.

The Bteamer City of Tokio went into
Hunter's l'oint dry dock yesterday to be
cleaned, and willsail for Hongkong on the
21st.

Tlie bark Norna, which sustained consid-
erable injury by the tire at Oakland wharf
about seven weeks tm has been com-
pletely retitted, and will sail for Qaeens-
town with a cargo of wheat. Her repairs
cost 525,000.

Five men sent to San Luis Obispo county
a week or su ago by the Immigration Asso-
ciation have returned much pleased with
that locality. They have entered the land,
and propose taking down Boon farming im-
plements and machinery for boring artesian
wells.

Sixty-live ta< 1 boxes of opium and one
hundred pounds of tobacco were seized by
the Custom House officials. Wednesday,
on board of the steamship City of Tokio.
The tobacco was suspended in the air ven-
tilators and the opium was stored beneath
the planking in the aft part of the vessel.
The seized goods are valued at over $500,
exclueive of the duty.

L'sited States Attorney Teare has filed a

SOLAR RESEARCHES IN HIGH AIR.

t'rofessor Lingley presents in Nature
sotne astonishing results of his last sum-
tnlr's investigations of the sun's heat radi-
ation. It has been said that the deter-
mination of the amount of heat the sun
sends us is " the fundamental problem of
mfceoroloiiy," and these investigations
ware conducted in the best way to solve
it.J Profpssor Lineley's station was on
M#unt Whitney, Cihfornis, not at the
summit, but nearly 13,000 feet above
sea levtl, where he found the sky per-
petually fine and extremely dry, and,
be add*, "of a deeper violet than I
have observed elsewhere, even on Etna."
In 1537 M. I'ouillet, and in 1850 Sir John
Herschel made experiments at stations near
BM4s*ti to ascertain the amount of heat
received from the sun, but their deductions
were necessarily imperfect because at low
levels the atmoephere is too replete with
watery vapor. As a mountain chain of
only 0,000 feet altitude cuts off one-half of
:he vapor in the atmosphere, the station
selected by Professor Langley, which left
about three fourths of the vapor
beneath the observer, was peculiarly
eligible. Although the reduction of
his observations is still incomplete,
he announces that they apparently
show that the trne constant of solar heat is

oce-half greater than that determined by
i'l.uilUt »n.i lUrM--"»4. .>t*ril'ng as this
will be to scientists, still mors so is his
conclusion as to what would t« the tem-
perature of a mountain-top sboo'in r'entire-
ly above the air of our planet, or that of
the sunward hemisphere of the earth if the
aerial covering were withdrawn. , He tinds
that in this caee the earth's temjxrature of
insolation would at any rate f.-.1l fiftyde-
grees below zero, so that mercury would
freeze and "remain solid undi* the ver-
tical rays of a tropical sun wflTe radia-
tion into space wholly unchecked."
The earth's loss of heat by radiation
in the a'tmence of aqueous vaior in the
air is so rapid, tr vi, an ,«ohn lGchardson
long ago prettied out that to this cause
t^W polar cold was due \he intense

\u25a0 refrigeration in winter of Arctic America,
I and Mr. Ericsson has forcibly suggested

that the surface of the airless mode, radiat-
ing heat so much faster than it an absorb
it, !i.-.;?t be cold in sunshine. T.U3 investi-
gation is of the highest interest » weather
science, and should be continue* jat one or
more h<gh mountain summits, where the

THE EXPANDING POWER OF ICE.

In a recent number of Nature Mr. Bergh
has drawn attention to the powerful agency
exerted by ice in severing rock*, of which
he gives a striking instance occurring on
the Haleaund of WeatNorwav, where a low
ledge rising out in the fjord is all that re-
mains of a once extensive fja±!d promon-
tory, which in the year 17)7 was suddenly
blown up and pr#cipitated into the water
by the force of the ice within the inter-
stices of the stone. The winter bad been
mild, and during a rapid thaw a consider-
able stream had welled np from the ice-
covered summit of the !;..'\u25a0!, and carried
its waters into every crevice of the rock,
when a sudden change of wind brought
above a sharp frost, wnich turned the de-
scending waters of the newly-formed
streams into ice, arresting their course
within the intersticts of the rock. The
result was the explosion of the entire
mil! of the fj.'ld below the outbreak cf
the stream, and its projection from a hight
of more than 1,500 feet into the neigh-
boring fjord, which ingulfed the whole
of the promontory with i.a cultivated fields
and farmsteads. Simultaneously with the
disappearance of the land below the sur-
face of the fjord a huge mass of watrr was
propelled against the opposite shore, carry,
ing with it rusty anchors, boats, rafters
and numerous other objects which bad lain
at the bottom. The disturbance extended
a mile beyond the point at which the land
was submerged, and the waters in retreat-
ing carried with them a wooden church
which had stood fifty feet abave the fjurd,
besides sweeping a vay all the tishing boats
for two and a half mile*. Before this oc-
currence, which was 'attended by loss of
lifeto about a score of persons, the head-
land had been much resorted to on account
of the hslibut which abounded in the
neighborhood, but since that period the fish
have never returned, a circumstance which,
according to local popular belief, 11 due to
the covering up by the in-fallen rock of
certain submarine cavities and springs fre-
quented by the li h.
