We are unable to give a detailed account of all
the golds displayed by this enterprising firm, but
will enumerate a few of them. The Wheeler &

lick Company Acme Economical Railway Power

Thresher is a macbine very popu ar through ,ut the
Eastern and Middle State*, Germany and the Col.
units. Its capacity with three horse-power and four
hands, when run at full speed, is one bushel per
minute. One of the principal features of this ma-
chine is its grain-giving qualities, which, together
with the fact that itdoes good work, and only re-
quires a small force to run it, makes it a very desir-
able tbreeher, and one which will be much sought
f>r by the careful former. We next
notice the horse wheel rakes of Furbt ii

radley manufacture, which are of two pattern.-,

both hand and self dump. They are well known
throughout the Pacific coast, and have
gradually worked their way into favor with
the farmer; they are f.ee from the
complications of horse-rakes of former date, and
are made with a view to durability and good work.
From the sam? manufactoiy is an extensile line o*
the justlycelehraWd Garden City Plows, consisting

of sud, stubble, one-horse, gangs and sulkyplj«p,
bo'.h steel and chilled iron, with interchangeablu
bottoms, so that the steel bottoms can be changed
for the chilled iron, and vice versa, thus enabling
the plowman to sdapt his plow to the scil, an advan
tage that cannot fail to force l'self up.»n the notice
of every farmer in this State. From the
same factory are two-horse riding and walk-
ing cultivators for corn aud summer fallow. The}
are of the latent pattern and built expressly for this

coast. Also, a in 1 llr.e of one hirse small cuiti
vators —five and seven tooth, reversible—for use on
email farms, for vines, etc. The most noted among
these is the well known Garden City Cultivator, a
two-horse machine, which has met with a deserved
arge sale on this coast.

The celebrated Fith Bros. & Co. waeons next
laim attention. This firm manufactures lirtt class

vehicles of all descriptions. We notice on exhibi-
tion farm wagons with California rack bed and also
with Eastern beds: header gears and freight wagons,
all sizes that are in general use, with wide and narrow-
tires, thimble and steel skeins and iron axle; also
lightbide and end spring farm and market v agons
with two seats. This display is all finished in oil
and varnish, showing the quality of material u?ed
in the manufacture of their go<.ds, and cmnot but
convince the most skeptical that they are strong,

durable and well made. M'-ssrs. Davis & Ci. have
handled these nftM for a number of years, and
their sales have equaled, if not exceeded, that < i any
other waireui on the coast, which speaks volumes fur

it.
Next in view is the Wm. Deering mower, which

is a light, strong, compact machine, almost entirely

of sue! and malleable and cast iron. One of the
principal features is its small sections, close guards

and rapid motion, which enables it to cut alfalfa,
fox tail, burr clover and wire grass, where many
oilier machines ML It is an inclosed gear, thui
preveutirg wear from dust and dirt. 7hU gearing
ia 80 arranged that the operator can without any
difficultyrtplace any part« fit in the fi-jld,and the
parts are so inexpensive that a new complete set of
gearing throughout can be had at the cost of only

flu. Ithas a safety folding arrangement by which
thj cutter bar, when folded for traveling, is throwu
backward by the side of the machine, thus prevent-
ing any liabilityof accident to the animals or driver.
Its draft is exceedingly light; its weight beir.g only

£75 pounds ; and those who have used it claim for
it- a fjremost place in the front rank of mowers.

The Leader reaper manufactured by the same
firm, is a light, compact, single reaper. This machine
weighs only 750 pounds, has all modern appliances,
and iB the most simple and easily handled reaper in
the market. The sclfrake is so constructed that it

is a positive or control able rake, at the will of the
operator, each arm operating either as a reel or
rake, as msy h 3 desired. This machine is extremely
popular throughout the Eastern Slitcs. It has been
thoroughly tested on this coast during the past sea-
son, and found nut t-fa'jt >ry in every particular, and
cannot but meet with the indorsement of every
farmer that requires this class of machine.

We now come to the mist noted machine made
by this factor}—the Deering Twine-binding Har-
vester. This machine was originally the Marsh
Harvester, and was the fust machine of that kind
ever made. The continual improvement* made
have resulted in making the present machine the
acknowledged superior of all Pelf-binding machines.
The harvester part of this cla*s of machines is fa.
militr to all fanner?, but the binding attachmeut ii
what interests tbem mo?t at the present time.
Until recently the farmer ha« b^'en dubious about
binding attachments. There have been so man}
failures in tliia re.*p-ct that self-binders have been
looked ni-on with disfavor. Tne remarkable sim-
plicityof this machine, together with the merited
success ithas nut w.th in the Odd, on Hitcoast anil
elsewhere, has entirely di-palled that feeling of want
of confil.nce.

There is a total absence of all that small and in-
tricate machinery which has heretofore given so
much trouble. Three medium. cogwheels and
the simplest kind of a knot tier constitute the
entire binding apparatus. These are ran by an
endless chain extending from a crank shaft around
a sprocket wheel, which is attached to a shaft which
runs a sunp'e compressor or baler. With this com-
pressing attachment the grain can be bound
tight or loose, as may be desired, which
perfects the machine for handling green and ripe
grain, also making a saving of forty per cant,

in twine over any other process. The twine used is a
small .V mil.* t *m<\ and the average amount used
per acre is about one and a half pounds. The ma-
chines are made torut fix, seven and eight feet in
width, am' the number of horses used is two, three
and four. Number of acres per da», twelve t.> twen-
ty. The bindirg attachment requires no care from
the driver. It is set for the size of the bundle want-
ed, after which each tiundle will be of the same size
in light or heavy grain. The uncbiue on exhibition
was in operation during the past two day».
Yesterday ever 2,200 bundles were bound with-
out missing a knot, and only once breaking the
twine. The bundles were bound tight, and in good
shape. This test was made by having power at-
tichcd and operating the machine the same as in the
field, the grain being placed on the harvester draper
and run through the binder, every bundle coming'
out perfectly bound. This operation was witnessed
by many farmer!, who were convinced that in the
Deering machine the cutting and binding of grain
was an assured success.

The same firm display the superior grain drills
and broadcast seed sowers, one of each, manufact-
ured by Thomas Ludlow & Rodgers, of Springfield,
O. These machines are well known throughout the
grain-growing world. They are built on the rotary
motion force feed principe, which is now recognized
is the standard method among the principal manu-
facturers of the country.

The celebrated La Dow pulverizing harrow, man-
ufactured by the Wheeler & Meluk Company, is a
disc rot in- harrow, which may be used « a harrow
or seeder, or both. It is extensively used in place
of gang plows in many parts of this coi&t, as it pul-
verizes and completely turns the nil, and can be
used with one half the power necessary to operate
gangs. The discs are arranged in gang*, indepen-
dent of each other. It cuts uniformly deep the en-
tire length of each gang; it thoroughly pulvetizes

the ground in oace going over it; it is the only har
row of this class which has the risht to use a lever
to change the an~le, or that has n\ v Me joist bear-
ings on the axles. la points of superiority this har-
row has no equal.

Two new articles from the same factory are the new
Eigie rake and i!i« corn cultivator. The rake is
t he most simple and «asr operated rake ever con-
struct Ithas no gears, ratchet*, pawls, latches,
pedals, springs or other intricate appliance* of any

.kind. It is » lock or "-1 lock-leyar, at the command

of the driver. It is a hand or self-dump, in plrce of

gears, springs and chains, etc. For self-dumping it
has a simple double-^rip twist around the center

ends of »xle, which by as'.<ght pressure of tlie foot

causes the dump. It ii strong, li.'i t. simple and
durable, and cannot f jilto be a favorite. The disc

cultivator may be used as riding or walking culti-

vator. It has two irangs of iliscs, same as Lal»ow
harrow, the angle of which can bo changed at will of
the operator. The w-id.h of cut can also be changed

at will of operator to accommodate the machine to

the work iv hand. The frame has a high »rch in the
roar, rendering it specially valuable in cultivating

plants or vines which have attained considerable
growth. This machine, owing to its peculiar con-
struction, willno dout t be a valuable acquisition to

those in nee.! of a light, easy-handled cultivator for
ceri;-fi-ljs and viuevards.

Mr. B. V. Smith, a well-known member cf this
firm, assisted by Colonel Ayer*, are in attendance
at the fair, and are confident they can convince
any farmer that any and all the machines handled
by them are second to none on this coast.

* Pioneer ami Mil ir^ri-1 Manufacturer.
One of the mast extensive, valuable and interest-

ing exhibits, both at the Park and Pavilion, in the
sba;>e of wagons, carriages, vehicles and wagon ma-
terial, is that of J. F. Hill, of this city. Mr. Hill is
one of the pioneer manufacturers of California, and
at the same time one of the most popular and suc-

cessful. He opened a shop where his present large

manufactory staod*, between Thirteenth and Four-
teenth struts, MJ, in 1552. The original pioneer
shop of Sacramento was a mire board shanty, 10 by

12 and C feet in 1j . tit, and stood not
\u25a0 " Under the spreading chestnut tree,"

tut in the center of an extensive pasture of green

feed, and the immigrants from "the pains across"
sought he location to lay inside their wagons and

turn out their stuck. The work in the pioneer times
was to build \u25a0\u25a0.. and r. p:ir the broken
down and worn out wtgons prepara-
tory to freighting to tie mines of California,
and the little shop wag kept busily and profitably
employed. In 1834 Mr. Hill began the manufacture
of new wagons, suitable to the climate of California,

and adapted to the freighting purposed for which
they were intended—that of freighting to the mines
in the Sierras. It was early ascertained, and long
\u25a0since proved, that no Eastern-mule wagon is a) dura-
ble in this climate as one constructed in Cal.fcrnia;
the timber mutt be put together in the ciimate in

which it is intended to be used. Mr. Hill has found
his business increasing tram the day he first placed
an anvil on a block of wood, in 185:!, to the present
time, and the demard3 upon his large manufactory
to dxy are perhaps more than on any other similar
institution < the coast. When his first forge was
found to be inadequate, he added another, and so
on the third ; his work benches the famv, always
keeping his business within his means and the de-
mands of the trade, until to-day his large manu-
factory, occupying almost a half a block in
the heart of the city of Sacramento, stands
without a rival in its line on tte Pacific
coast. There is not a State orTerritory on the Pacific
slope .hat the wagons built in his manufactory are
not doing good service ; not a city in this State
that his carriages and buggies are not use! ; not a
rice tr.ck in Nevada, Oregon or California where
his light work is not found. In Arizona, New Mex-
lea and Nevada, quartz wagons, built at the manu-
factory of J. F. Hill, are everywhere in ue. The
railroad c mpanics throughout the Pacific coaßt buy
all their wagons from him forcarrying rails in the
construe-ion of new road;. The question naturally

arises, Why docs he receive this immense patronage?
Ifthirty years* experience and doing good work, at

fair prices, is worth anything, the question is an-
swered. Men who traded with Mr. Hill thirty years
ago are doing so to-day, and his motto alwu)shas
been, *' When you get a customer, keep him," and
this he does by square dealing and gooi work.

Mr. HiL's exhibit at the Park grounds consists cf
two family carriages, two business wagons, one
market wagon and several Bering wagons. They
are all finished in good style, mace of the best ma-
terial, and willoutwear anything of the same kind

made in the East. Not saying anything against
Eastern manufacturers, it is a well known fact that
iron and wood put together in the Eastern climate,
when brought to tie dry climate of this coast the
wood shrinks, a.id the stm>gth and durability of
the vehicle is thereby greatly diminished. At the
Pavilion, hi the lower hall, Mr. Dill has without
doubt the tinebt, most valuable and interesting dis-
play of vehie'es ever put on exhibition west of the
Rocky mountains. It consists of two family car-
riages, two ladies' phaetons, one top
bunny, two sidebar buggies, one end-
spring buggy, one road wagon, one trotting
wagon, sulkies, etc It would be impossible to de-
scribe the exquisite beauty of the n :>ii, or the
style, or the material, or the durability of one of
those enumerated, in the short tpice allowed in a
newspaper article. They must be seen to be ap-
preciated, and that they are appreciated is evi-
denced by the fact that durinc the past week this

!exhibit has attracted more attention than any other
in the lower hull. Mr. Hill not only shows good
judgment in selecting the timber and metal used in
the construction of bis vehicles, but also the men
who have charge of the different departments of
his extensive manufactory and the mechanics who
wield the plane and hammer. He knows when he
gets a good maa and keeps him, which Is evidenced
by the fact that the foreman cf {the woodwork
department, J. E. Robert*, and the head
man in the trimming department, L.
M. Butts, have been in his employ for
years. Mr. Hill daring the past year has found it
necessary to enlarge his work?, and has added a new
department, which he has styled the Pacific Wheel
and Carriage Works. Those who have not seen the
exhibits of Mr. Hillat the Park and Pavilion should
do so to-day, and then call at his repository at the
manufactory, at Thirteenth and J street?, and see
more of the same wo:k. He has no specialty, but
builds sulkies, trotting wagons, gigs, buggies, ex-
press wagons, thorou.'hbrace and quartz wagons,
and imports and has for sale all kinds of carriage
and wagon material.

The exhibit made byPalm Bros, of carriage work,

in the lower hall of the Pavilion, is entitled to marc
extensive notice than oar gpa?e his heretofore per.

Thi-* firm, whose fact >ry is on J street,
between Eleventh and Twelfth, in tliiacity, although
it has already acquired an enviable reputation for
quality of work anl mat rials used, desire the pub-
lic to judge for themselves, and hence have placed
on exhibition in this display an unpainted open side
bar buggy, «hich discloses almost unequalled mv
tcriais and a rare quality of wwrk employed in its
construction. This is the sererrst teßt possible, but
with such irattria]* and work as here shown the
test may well and safely be invited. They also have
a fine line of buggies of mo>t • l"gu,t ihsign and
finixh which men*, the full attention which they
have unspari'.gly received. They also display pleas-
ure gigs which contain this firm's Tery successful
improvement for overcoming the motion from ihc
Bteps of the horse. On these gigs they a;.-

ply ornamental folding canopy tops, making them a
most complete turnout. At the Park they also have
a fine display of si ring wagons, whkh are equaUy
meritorious, among which a market wagon, with
tody painted white and gear carmine, ornamented
with striping of black and gold The favor with which
tl.ese vehicles have been met by the public at the
fair is fullysustained by the Committee of Awards
in this department, we o yesterday placed the first
premium upon this last mentioned nagon as the
best in its c'ass, and also awarded the first premium
upon their improved pleasure gigs, above mentioned.

In this connection it is proper to mention that
this firm, with the reputation it enjoys for excellent
quality of its work, is fortunate in being connected
with John B. Harrington, the carriage painter,
whose reputation >s a first class workman, or artist
in his line, we hard already had occasion frequently
t J mention. It might alto be remarked that the
vehicles above referred to as receiving the first pre-
miums are specimens of his artistic skill. In fact
his standing in this line is perhaps without a peer
upon this coast. The painting cf the displays of
carriages made at the fair by the firms of Nielsen
Bros., A. Mriit-er, i. Ingrain & Co., and others, was
done by him, and wherever Ira work has appeared
in public it has met merited encomiums and public

commendation. The elegant carriage recently built
for Governor Perkins was also iatrusW to Mr. liar-
ringtmfor its painting and attractive iir.ieb, which
was accomplished in the mo.-t skillfuland satisfac-
tory manner. Hi? painting establishment is located
adjoining Palbi Bros., on J street, between Eleventh
and Twelfth.

in the Pavilion to properly exhibit it. Hence
he opened his warerooms on Sixth strtet, next lid-

joining the PavUioD, and there makus a mut ex-
tensive and elegant display, consisting of fine open

buggies, fine lop buggies, elegant light phaetons

with folding top, and also leather top ; beautiful

finished r.ckawajs for family or livery us/, and

farmers' carriages, with fide and end springs. He

It may, perhaps, with pro-
priety be termt'd a skeleton, since it is devoid I f the
usual bottom in this class of vehicles. The seat is
set upon side springs, as also a sett for the feet.
Taken as a whole, it is a gem, and is destined to be
"orae very popular.

A Magnificent Exhibition.
It can probably be said wi:h the utmost truthful-

ness that in all the Pavilion displays none exceeds,
if any equal, the furniture txlnbituf John Breuntr,
which occupies the lartrcst space covered by any ex-
hibitor in the main hall, and which has been a chief
center of attraction during the fair. Mott of the
furniture here seen was made at the establishment
of Mr. Breuner, located on X street, between Bixtfc
and Seventh, in this city, with some importations
from the East. Among the pieces displayed are
three b( droom sets of walnut, ash, mahogany and
laurel.

Perhaps the most
noticeable and elegint piece in the entire dis-
play is the massive walnut sideboard, with
French veneer, very elaborate carving and
beveled French-plate mirror, with trimming in
dead gold. Here ijalso seen a fino ebony inlaid top
center table and a cboico light-walnut extension ta-
ble, of California make, trimmed with Pacific wal-
nut. In parlor work, there is exhibited three sets,
in walnut, mahogany and ebony wt-ods respectively.

trimmings. Some ornamental chairs are in the dis-
play, among which is a pair of finest gol J-framcd
reception chairs, with French satin d.imask up-
holstery. The damask used iti thcee cst $i> per
yard, and the pair of chairs is valued at £ICO. A
barrel chair, with upho'stery of figured silk plush,
blue and crimson ; a corner chair, upholstered in
bronzg-3gured p'.ush, with blue burJen and de> p
fringe, aud a divan with walnut and gilt frame, up-
holstered with gold tapestry, are other pieces in-
cluded in the exhibit. The whole display taken
together is Slid to be the finest ever exhibited at
any fair in the State. In this connection the fact
tnay be remarked that Mr. Brmner has been en-
gaged in the line of dealer and manufacturer of fine
furniture in this city for the past thirty jears, and
prior to that time was foreman e>f an extensive fur-
liiture manufactory in Paris, and is one of the mo*t
skilled and practical workmen in the finest class of
furniture making.

SAN FRANCISCO NEWS.
The American ship Cirrie Clark, Captain

Storcr. ljldays from Liverpool, came into
port Thursday without the aid of a pilot.

Three ships were on Thursday taken to
load wheat. It is claimed that rates are
better, and that 4"a 01 is a fair quotation
for iron vessels to Cork.

Registration at the Registrar's office is
not proceeding so fast as could be wished
for, the reeistrations to date being 13.r>4~>,
againßt 15,054 in ISSO, making a difference
of 1,509 in favor ot the latter year.

The British tlag and banting of various
nations were displayed Thursday from
various points about the city and harbor
in honor of the vice-regal visitors, the
Marquis of Lome and party. The British
and American colors were tlying together
from the Merchants' Exchange and the
Union Jack waved from the staff of the
British Consulate.

The bark Dublin, wrecked on the beach
outside the heads sometime ag<\ is slowly
going to pieces. About 70,000 feet of
lumber has been taken from her, and also
the anchors, chains and difTereut articles
on deck. The copper on the hull, said to
be worth about $1,000, is to be removed,
and all the iron possible. The bow of the
wreck lies in about twelve feet of water at
high tide.

The State ViticulturalConvention, which
meets in this city on Monday and the two
following days, will be a very important
industrial gathering, judging from the cir-
cular letter of Mr. VVttmore, Chief Ex-
ecutive Viticultural Osficer, convening it.
The subjects for discussion at the morning
session on the ISih instant will be the
grape products of other countries, ani the
varieties of win's, climatic conditions and
coils necessary to produce them. In the
afternoon session the subject will be re-
sumed, with consideration of similar adap-
tations for C tlifornia. Tuuesday's session
will be devoted to a discussion on the
varieties of vines grown in California;
tluir adaptation to soils, climates, and cer-
tain products, illustrated by samples of
raiains, wines, brandies, fruit, cane and
leaves ; also grafting and pruning illus-
trated. Tho morning session on Wednes-
day, the 20 .h, will be devoted to a con-
sideration of vina diseases, including the
dreaded phylloxera and its remedies. The
business of the Convention will close with
tho reading of reports of committees, con-
sideration ot quarantine rules aud pro-
posed changes therein.
