STATE FAIR SUGGESTIONS.

The State Fair which closed on Saturd»y
was in many respects the moat satisfactory
ever held, thcugh it is to be feared that
the storm of Friday had the effect of
diminishing the receipts of the Society for
the last il;iy very considerably. This inci-
dent, however, may bj productive of good
in the end if it serves to convince the So-
ciety and the public th&t nix days are not

for the duration of these exhibi-
tions. Hid the fuir been extended over
two or three weeks the rain of FriJay would
have BM& no appreciable difference, but
a? it was itdrove thousands ofpeople away
a day sooner than they had intended to go.

The eix-day fair, moreover, is never even

what itpretends to be, for the first two
days are always consumed in completing
the preparations at the Pavilion, and
everything is not in complete order, as a
rule, until Wednesday. This leaves bat
four days for the exhibition, and that is
certainly not enough. A two weeks' fair
would really only give ten days of com-
pletion, unless the Directors could hit upon
\u25a0ome way of compelling the exhibitors to
be in rpadiness on Monday morning. Judg-
ing from past experience, however, this is
not practicable. At least it has never
been accomplished yet. There are always
dilatory people who cannot be spurred into
action until the fair is actually open, and
probably this class will remain with us to
the end. A two-iveeks' fair, or, better
still, a three- weeks' fair, wouldmake the
whole exhibition ten times more useful
than itis at present, and wouldafford op-
portunity for far more deliberate judgment
as to the merits of the exhibits. In order
to make the most of such a change, how-
ever, itwould be necessary to have a new
Pavilion, and at the same time itwould be
desirable to introduce several improvements
at the Park.

The demand for a new Pavilion is argent
and in fact peremptory. The exhibits at
present are so crowded that there is not
rcom for visitors. The people who attend
the Pavilion in tin evening can ccc little
else than the crowd. It is absolutely im-
possible at such a time to examine the ex-
hibits with any thoroughness or satisfac-
tion. Whoever wishes to do that roust go
in the day time, and then they are obliged
t<i forego some of the attractions at the
Park. A building twice as large as the
present Pavilion could have been well
tilled this year, and the demand for space
i-constantly increasing. The delay in do-
inganything in this connection is vexatious.
President Lillue, however, has shown in
t-is annual address how the thing can be
managed, and we have no doubt that his

recommendations are practicable. Notime
ought to be lost in arranging the prelim-
inaries for a new Pavilion, and the people
of Sacramento are called upon by their own
plainest interests to assist the undertaking
by e\(£ry means in their power. Itis in-
deed unnecessary to dwell upon the local
advantages to ba derived from a prolonga-
tion of the State Fair, and by an enhance-
ment of its significance and usefulness).

We hope, therefore, that before the next
Fair occurs the old barn-like building on
Sixth street willhave been dircarded, and
that a new and convenient Pavilion will
have been erected inBorne well chosen part
of the city, convenient of access, and in all
respects creditable to the city and to the
State Agricultural .Society.

There are some improvements greatly
needed in connection withthe speed pro-
gramme. The method of announcing the
results of the races ia altogether antiqua-
ted. At every Eastern race-track a sys-
tem of telegraphic announcements is now
employed, somewhat on the plan of the
machines called hotel annunciators. In-
stead of sending a man to stick up the
names and colors of the horses, and pain-
fully chalking the time on a blackboard,
all this is done by simple mechanical
devices. We also need a much better
method of announcing decisions from the
judges' stand. President LiKae possesses
a remarkably poweiful voice, and his
itforts to ppeak clearly are most conspicu-
ous, but when any breeze is blowing it is
nevertheless quite impossible for those who
are more than twenty yards away to hear
what he says. We suggest that the em-
ployment of the macrophone for the pur-
pose of making these announcements,
would be desirable. The macropbone is a
rcent invention by means of which the
sound of the human voice, as spoken into
the diaphragm of the telephone, is rein-
forced and expanded, with the Mult that
whatever is said can be reproduced at am
distance much louder and quite w clearly
as when spoka^^This instrument appears

The auto-
matic annunciator however is an improve-
ment which could be easily enough pro-
cured, and which would cost but: a trifle,
and certainly, since we pride ours< lyes upon
possessing one of the fastest tracks in the
country, we ought not to rest content with
being behind the age inits adjuncts. Ifat
the same time any plan could b»> devised
for doing away with the tedious and weary
work of starting the hones, it would be a
boon to the public. Hitherto three-fourths
of all the time spent at every race-meeting
has been wasted in waiting. A great deal
of the difficulty experienced in getting the
horses into line is no doubt attributable to
j>ckeying, and a system of sharp reproofs
and fines n probably the only way of
breaking up the abuse. Itdoes, however,
seem to the public that a good deal of un-

necessary time is usually consumed inseed-
ing the horses off, and that sometimes
when they »re suffered to go they are lees
advantageously placed than on •previous
occasion, when they were called lack.

(ieneral Bidwell's exhibits in &clower
hall this year showed what could be done,
in the cereal line, by energy and (agacity.
The exhibits of Lockett, Marshy and
others in fruits, fresh and dried, s)ao indi-
cated encouragißg advances. lint it is
still necessary to repeat the advice we

have given fair after fair, to the c lect that
mare systematic efforts &**onMbe made to
obtain something like a compivhensive
showintr of the various sections of the
State. We have said heretofore that, in
onr opinion, the Society ought k> make
this a constant object, and that to this end
it should co-operate with the district
Societies, and through them leek to
stimulate enterprise all over th s State.
We are not proceeding with itmcient
rapidity in this direction, but if a new
Pavilion is builtduring the next yctr there
will do longer be any excuse for remiss-
ness, and in fact it will becosne ab-
solutely necessary to add to the attrac-
tions and increase the usefulness of the
fair in every conceivable direction. And
inall this necessary work of improvement
and expansion the people of Sacramento
willhave to take an active part.

GIBBONAND THE PLATFORM.

Mr. Gibson, of Alameda, Republican
candidate for Railroad Commissioner, has
gone into the canvass prepared to surpass
his rival,Foote, in making promises as to
what he will do if he is elected. In a
speech at San Jose he is reported as finding
fault with Foote as inconsistent for pledg-
inghimself to reduce freights and fares 20
per cent., "for," says Gibson, "he gew"

further than hisparty deemed expedient.''
Certainly it would be scmewhat difficult
for• Republican candidate to go farther
than his party deemed expedient, bat we
are compelled to demur to Mr.Gibscn's as-
sertion that

"
the absolute indorsement of"

the Republican platform is all that can
"be asked of an honest man;" for we

thick tbiiis a great deal more than ought
to be expected of an bontst man. Itiino
doubt the case that ignorance and honesty
may exist together, and that the first may
so operate as to ;jatdoubts upon the Utter.
ThU perhaps ta the explanation of Mr.
Gibson's

"
absolute indorsement

"
of the

Republican jj'.atforra, but it ia the only one
which ia compatible with the theory of his
integrity, for assuredly no msn who under-
stands that platform can absolutely indorse
it. Th*t Mr. Gibeon does not understand
even the most elementary principles of the
important subject npon which he desires to
legieiate, is made perfectly apparent by
his remark that "he conld not imagine a"

reason why barley should be carried East
"for sliiO per car, and fruit taken over the
"same road, at the same rate of speed, at"

£100 per car." Itis plain that if Mr.
Gibson cannot imagine a reason for tbis dif-
ference of rates, his education must have
been strangely neglected, and itis equally
clear that he knows so little about the
science of transportation as to be utterly
unfit to diecusa it. Why a man so densely
ignorant of the whole subject, however,
should venture to denounce as utjust ar-
rangements which ifhe characterized them
truly he would simply style incomprehen-
sible, is difficult to perceive. Mr. Doyle
oould tellMr. Gibson that the classification
of freight ia absolutely necessary to any
and every system ot transportation, and
that such classification mnet be necessarily
based upon consideration of what the goods
carried willbear. Mr. Doyle could also
tell his would-be successor in the Railroad
Commission that a low minimum rate of
freight charges can only be obtained by
allowing a high maximum rate ;that the
abolition of this principle would make it
impossible to carry low-class freight con-

, sidcrable distances ;that it would at once
circumscribe the wheat-growiug area of
this State ; that it would prohibit the
maiketing cf all produce raised further
than one or two hundred miles from
terminal poitits ; lhat in fact it would
strike at tho interests of tho great body of
producers in the most sweeping aud fatal
way. Mr.Gibson 'd knowledge and imag-
ination appear to be equally at fault,
however. In indorsing the Republican
platform absolutely he has given in his
adhesion to a series of fallacies which,, if
he is elected Rtilroad Commissioner, he
will find itnecessary to abandon quite as
absolutely ;which are utterly impractica-
ble and illusive; and which certainly
ought not to be accepted by honest men,
even if they fail to comprehend their
fallacy and absurdity. Mr. Gibson 'a
seeking an ofiioe the function? of which
are both legislative and judicial. To
recommend himself to the voters he now
declares that he is prepared to form his
official conduct upon a partisan platform
which he does not understand, and which,
if he did understand it, he could not
honestly indorse. It appears to us that
this gentleman has really taken the stump
against himself.

THE TROUBLE BEGINNING.
The Egyptian difficultyis about to begiu,

now that Arabi's rebellion has been put
down. Europe willnow insist upon having
a hand in the settlement of the future cf
the country, and naturally the other pow-
ers, especially Itussia, willdo their best to
prevent England from getting any benefit
from her late sacrifices. It will depend
npon Gladstone, however, whether this
game succeeds or not. It is tolerably evi-
dent that ifhe takes a bold and firmatti-
tude the other powers must yield to him.
There is not one of them which ia prepared
to go the length of war for thia issue.
Rußsia cannot do so while Bismarck is on
the side of England. France willcertainly
confine herself to diplomacy. Italyand
Austria can be counted upon to do the
same. And Turkey amounts to nothing in
the affair. If therefore Mr. Gladstone can
screw his courage to the sticking.place, it
is in bis power to arrange the Egyptian
business to suit himself. Unfortunately
he is weakened by his own somewhat rash
declaration that England was perfectly dis-
interested in what she was doing. But
this expression need not bind the Englith
Government unless it desires to be bound,
and itis clear that public opinion in Eag-
l»nd demands that the Egyptian campaign
shall be duly compensated. A jointprotec •

torate would not be satisfactory. Annexa-
tion we presume is out of the question.
Probably the right to fortifyand hold the
line of the Suez Canal would be deemed a
sufficient guarantee, and though no doubt
France, Italyand Russia would object to
this, it is not to be apprehended that their
protest wouldgo beyond the literary form.
Itremains to be seen what Mr. Gladstone
willthink it his duty to do. Ifhe obeys
the plain indicactiont .\ public opinion in
his own country, however, he will insist
upon material guarantees before the army
is withdrawn from Egypt.

LESSEPS CHANGING HIS PLANS.

It is stated that Lessepa haa found it
necessary to change the original plans of
the Panama Canal, the disposition of the
flood waters of the Chagres river being be-
yond his capacity. From the inception of
the undertaking the RfTtUT TTwTWI has
expressed the opinion that the Chagres
river wouldprove a far more serious ob-
stacle than M.de Lesseps effected to think
it,and now this conclusion is vindicated.
He finds it so impracticable to deal with
the river that he now proposes to carry his
canal over it in a great stone aqueduct, at
a hight of eighty-f«>ur feet above Bea-level.
Of course such a change must involve a
very considerable addition to the cost of
the undertaking. A stone aqueduct capa-
ble of safely carrying a navigable ship
canal at such a hight above the Chagres
river as will remove all danger from the
sudden Hood-rises of the latter, willco«t a
great many millions of francs, and require
a long time to build. Whether M. de Les-
seps could have floated his scheme at all if
this aqueduct had been included in the
original

"plan, is certainly an interesting
and pertinent question, At present the
stockholders have got so much capital in
the enterprise that they may think it
necessary to go on, but the change of pro-
gramme evidently renders it altogether un.
certain when the canal will be completed,
and the carelessness or want of skill
which can alone account for the
tardiness of this vital discovery suggests
anything but confidence in the wisdom
which directs the work. Nor do we be-
lieve that Lesseps has seen anything like
the last of his troubles with the Chagres
river.

ARABI'S FUTURE.

Arabi having surrendered, at once be-
comes a source of embarrassment. It
would be msduesi to liberate him, or to
send him to Constantinople. Perhaps the
shortest way out of the difficulty would
be to hand him over to the Khedive, in
whose hands he would probably fall ill
and die of some of those ailments which
are so apt to attack rtbel prisoners at
Oriental Courts. To take him to Kngknd
would not settle anything. Perhaps he
might be sent to Hindostan, and n.ade to
occupy the Kingof Oudh's old quarters at
Fort William. As long v he is alive,
however, he willbe a cause of uneasiness, ;
but if his own countrymen who are op-
poaed to him are allowed to have their
w*y, be will net be alive much longer.
If he is to be considered an English pris-
oner, on the other hand, it willbe neces-
sary to treat him as magnanimously as
possible.

TINTORETTO.
Jacoboßobusti, surnamed "Tintoretto,"

was born at Venice, at the commencmeut
of the sixteenth century, the culminating
point of the arts in Italy. Born in an
humble station, the son of a dyer (whence
he derived his snrn:::ue of "Tintoretto"),
he very early give proofs of his true voca-
tiOD,

His parents, b lag struck by his appa-
rent talent, plated him in the studio of
Titian. He had uot bten there many daya
when hii masttr, returning suddenly, re-
marked several sketches recently drawn on
a board. Havirjg couEidered them atten-
tively, Titian asked who was their author ;
and Tintoretto, fearinija reprimand, named
himself. For probabiy the only time, this
great painter put to the blush his well-
earned reputation for generosity. Fear-
ing, perhaps, a future rival in his preco-
cious pupil, he at once dismissed him, with-
out :i-si_:i::r_• any reason for so itran go a
proceeding.

This unkind action, which would have
broken a less firm spirit than that of Tin-
toretto, only caused him to redouble his
application. His vivid imagination con-
ceived the design of becoming the chief of
a new school of art. Ha, therefore, estab-
lished himself in a roam, miserable from
its fxtreme poverty, and there labored in-
cessantly, taking for his guide the artist
who had treated him 80 severely.

To a close study of Titian's works he
soon added that of the productions of
antiquity and the sculptures of Michael
Angela: and, being persuaded that a thor-
ough knowledge of anatomy was the
foundation of ail i;ood painting, he studied
that science in tiie dH»<j;iog-roonn of his
native city. In B;>i'o of tlie impetunsity
of his charactrr, he nejjlicted nothing
which could increase his knowledge of his
art ; and, with the greatest pains, male
models of wax, which he modeled in all
kinds of positions, aud studied from every
point of view. Ha only broke off his
solitary studies in order tvshare, without
any reward, in tho labors of other painter*.
His sole aim was to ucqwn facility of ejt>

cution, and he was at the summit of happi-
ness when painters of r<pu ati n accepted
his assistance in the ooinpuiUion of their
works.

Hivingby theae mcaas acquired a thor-
ough knowledge of painting, Tintoretto
sought for an ocoaswn for the employment
of his talent. At that time Venice was
tilled with distinguis-hed arrists, whose
works were eagerly sought after. In or-
der to gain .in opening, he conceived the
idea of offering his \u25a0wiiuin simply for the
cost of the materials used, and to this, ss
we may imagine, he found no diliicultyin
inducing customers to agree ;but he raised
against himself a storm under which a lees
courageous spirit would have failed. The
greater part of his brother-artists became
his enemies. The contest was long, but in
the end Tintoretto was victorious. Being
gifted -with ease or execution as well as
a wonderfully livelinees of imagination, he
composed a vast number of works.

The following anecdote will give a gond
ide» of his rapidity, as well as of the
eddity of his character : The brethren of
St. Rcque, wishing to paint the reception-
hall of their convent, called a meetiug of
the most celebrated painters in VtnW,
among whom was Tintoretto. Whilst
bis rivals were occupied with their compo-
sitions, Tintoretto, having secretly ob-
tained the dimensions of the space re-
quired to be tilled, executed a painting
representing St. Rogue received in heaven,
surrounced by angels bearing tbe emblems
of his pilgrimage. The painting being
finished, he coatrived ttf fixit in its place
unknown to the brethren.

On the appointed day, the moßt eminent
of the rivals assembled with their paint-
ings ;but, when they called on Tintoretto
to produce his composition, he replied by
uncovering the painting, saying that, even
if he did not bear the palm, he should
think himself happy in having offered his
tribute tothe saint.

The painters had no sooner seen the pro-
duction of their rival than they confessed
themselves beaten, and retired from the
contest. The monks were at tir-t a little
annoyed at the trick played by Tintoretto,
but they gave judgment in favor of the
present made to their patrcn. They not
only permitted the painting to remain in
its appointed place, but made an agree-
ment with Tintoretto, by which, for an an-
nual pension, he engaged to complete the
decoration of the convent.

The
next to go was a boat-hand, who jumped out.
Icould see him paddling around in the water
for nearly one hundred yards. Our numher
was now reJ need to seven, fiveof whom died
before reaching the beach. Cantain Savage,
who was the last U die, expired in mv arrcs
about midnight of Thursday. John Little,
of Sault St. Marie, mate McDonald and two
other*, names unknown, also died.
The boat finally stranded near Point
Barrie about daylight Friday, with
Miss Morrison and myelf, the only sur-
vivors. We put the bodies out on the beach
and pried tfce boat off withan oar. but did not
bail itout. Miss Morrison and Iwent down
the beach in the boat to Derrick, about two
miles distant, and laid,on tfce beach allnieht.
About 8 o'clock Saturday morning an Indian
came alorg, and Iengaged him to bring us
to Parry Sounr>. He would not brirg the
bodies._ The steamer Northern Belle, of tte sameline, which reached here this morning, has
been furnished with ice, etc, and has left for
the bodies. There were probably about onehundred persons on board the Asia.
