EASILY SATISFIED,

The California Christian Advocate, which
is a Methodist organ, professes to be satis-
fied with the Sunday law plank in the Re-
publican plaiform. Strangely enough it
bases its alleged satisfaction upon the po.
sition that this plank is ‘“‘the exact oppo-
“*gite of the Democratic party on the Sab-
“‘ bath question.” We say ‘strangely
““enough,” because this assertion that the
Republican plank *‘is the exact oppo-
‘“site ” of the Democratic one, is anything
but true, If the readers of the Christian
Advocate are really satisfied with the Re-
publican plank on the Sanday law they are
very easily eatisfied, for that plank does
not offer them anything more than the
Democratic one. To eay that it is the
‘“ exact opposite ” of the Democratic plat-
form is to talk nonsense, In fact it isin
no essential different from the Democratic
plank. The latter opposes ** all sumptuary
“‘legislation,” and, by implication, all
Sunday legislation, The Republican plat-
form merely expresses approval, not
amounting to a pledge, of * the mainten.
“‘ ance of the present Sunday laws, or sim-
““ilar ones,” Now it is notorious that the
present Sunday laws are not worth the
paper they arzs written upon, and it follows
logically that ““similar lawa” must be in
the same degree imefficacious, Some ab.
surd attempts have been made by servile
party organs to make it appear that the
phrase “* similar laws” does not mean the
same kind of laws, but better ones, It is,
perhaps, unneceseary toargue that point with
any one who vossesses a competent knowl.
edge of the English language, but the Re-
publican Convention fortunately supplied
all the neceseary evidence for demonstrat-
ing the exact nature of its position on this
issue. A Los Angeles delegate, who
perceived that the resolution reported by
the committee was of no force or signifi-
cance, offered an amendment to the effect
that the Republican party pledged itself to
the enactment of an effective Sunday law,
This proposition was rejected, and after that
he must indeed be easily satisfied who be-
lieves that the plank as it stands was in-
tended to mean anything,

But there are still other methods by
which the sincerity and earnestness of the
Convention may be gauged. In reading
ihe platform it wili be observed that there
are several degrees of emphasis employed
in presenting the various issues and prope-
eitions embraced by it. When the platform
comes to the anti-railroad question it *“de-
“‘clares,” and “affirms,” and * pledges”
the party to this, that and the other thing,
It says, *“ We hereby pledge our nominees

plain and strong, It cannot be mistaken.
Again it says ‘‘ we demand of Congress”
sach and such legislation. Again, it says,
‘“ the Republican party is unalterably op-
** posed to Cainese immigration,” Thereis
here nothing doubtful or equivocal. Bat
now examine the fifth resolution, and see
how timid, and double-faced and nervous
itis. ““We are in fuvor of (omly ** in favor
‘“of ’) observing Sunday as a day of rest
*“ and recreation ;" (rest and recreation are
words which do not even suggest faintly
the purposes to which the Christian Advo-
cale thinks Sunday ehould be devoted) ;

‘“or the wish to force any class of our citi-
“‘zens to spend that day in any particular
‘““manner, we do favor the maintenance of
* the present Sunday laws, or similar laws,
““providing for the suspension of all un.
*‘ necessary business on that day.” Is that
a satisfactory plank to those who believe in
the Christian Sabbath, or to the friends of
temperance ? If it is, we fail to see what
they have been agitating about ali this
time.

Observe that the Republican Conven-
tion deemed it npecessary to placate the
liquor interest by assuring it that the
party was as far as possible from wishing
or claiming the right to interfere with it,
It ‘“expressly disavows” any purpose of
this kind ; and having thus given due no-
tice to all whom it may concern that it
intends to fire nothing but blank cartridges,
it proceeds to evolve its meaningless and
hypocritical declaration, It pledges the
party to abesolutely nothing, It does not
declare, ‘“We therefore demnand that all
‘‘ legislative candidates be pladged to sup-
‘*port effective Sunday legislation.” It
does not say, *‘The Republizan party will
**support effective Sunday legislation,”
All it does say is that, providing the liquor
interest will permit, it will be in favor of
keeping the present useless and nullifisg
Sunday laws on the statutu book, Sr of
enacting in their place similarly ygeless
and ineffective lawa, If the 3lients of the
Christian Advocate are centent with this
| plank they must be entirely satisfied with

—Tthe-sxisting situatior, and it must remain

a perfect mystery why they Bhould have
appealed to the Convention ta do anything
at all in the premires. For it is perfectly
clear that the Republican platform does
not pledge the party to makeany changes
whatever in the law, while on the other
hand it may be fairly deduded from its
expressions that it renounces all claim to
any right of further legislation on the Sun-
day question.

The Christiun Advocate, however, holds
very curious positions, It is not content
with accepting the abortive plank referred
to, but it denounces all who may venture
to repudiate the plank. It says: * Men
“ who pretend to be temperance men, and
‘““mow threaten to bolt the Republican
*“ party and defeat it, are simply tools and
‘“‘agents of the League of Freedom.”
That is very strong language. We may
even characterize it as censorious and un-
charitable. It is also unjust, seeing that
nothing can be more natural and consist-
ent than for the temperance men who re-
gard that as the dominant question, to re-
fuse to support a party which has in the
{ plainest manner betrayed them. Indeed
| the Christian Advocate itself stands in need
(of defenze and justification a thomsand.
.’ fold more than do the disaffected temper-
| ance men. If they bolt the party they are
certainly justified. But we cannot admit
that our contemporary is justified, from its
standpoint, in supporting the party. Of
course if the Advocale was a secular par-
tisan journal it would have a perfect right
to say that it cared more for the success of
the party as a whole than for any special
interest. We had supposed, however, that
the Christian Advocate was published in
the interest of religion, temperance, and
the higher life generally, and if this be so
we cannot understand upon what princi-
ples it accepts a platform which most un-
questionably refuses to the temperance and
Christian elements the legislation they
bave been seeking. We are, in truth, dis-
posed to think that the Christian Advocate
has in this matter mistaken the tendency
of the public opinion it is supposed to rep-
resent, If it has not we shall be com-
peiled to conclude that after all the clamor
of controversy over the Sunday question
there really exists no appreciable desire
among the church-going and temperance
elements for any reform in the existing
statutes,

THE FINVAL SURRENDER.

Yesterday, Abdallah Pasha, Arabi’s lieu-
tenant in command at Damietta, and who
had keld out after the coliapse of Arabi's
army, surrendered. This completes the
submiseion of the lately rebellious forces.
Some 23,000 men of all arms have arrived
at Cairo, and been disarmed. There is no
longer amy Egyptian force in the field,
All the forts have been given up, and are
garrisoned by British troops or natives, It
is also made evident that there was no
truth in the frequent representations of a
deep-seated national sentiment among the
Egyptiaus. The news of the final defeat
of Arabi was received at Cairo with relief
and satisfaction by all but the lowest
classes, It is plain that the rebellien was
never more than an affair of the army, as
we have always maintained, and that the
Fellaheen had no sympathy with it. Egypt
will no doubt welcome a stable government
again, and none but a few bigoted Bedouins
and town Arabs of the lowest class will
regret the collapse of the rebellion,

Liquer Men Aroused.

CHIcAGO, September 19:h.—At the Liguor-
dealers’ and Saloon-kecpe-s' Convention to-
day at Rock Ieland, the Trustees’ report will
be presented showing the results of the past
year's work. It takes a gloomy view of the
adoption by Towa of the prohibition amend-
ment ; of the Kansas fidelity to St, Jobn;
of Nebraska’s prohibition tendency ; of Mis-
souri’s narrow escape, and of the growth of
prohibition in south Illinois, which, they say,
i8 like a feeble victim of this robber of a dem-
ocratic government of coastitutionslity and
of individual liberty. They attribute these
prohibition successes to sloth and inactivity,
The business of Illinois, they say, is threat-
ened. The Board has been crganizing, egi-
tating and doing political and legal work.

Bostow, September 19:h,—C, C. Miller, of
Leon, Ks, and Lord Crawford, of England,
simultaneously inform the Harvard Observas
tory of the discovery of a comet cluse to the
sun 2nd visible in the daytime.

RocHesTER (N, Y.), September 19 h —Dr,
Lewis Swift, Director of the Warner Obser-
vatory, is receiving messages from all parts
of America, claiming the discovery of a large
comet with the naked eve, visible near the
sun. The Doctor says it is the same comet
recently discovered in South America.

WasHINGTON, September 19.h.—The new
comet was watched at the Naval Observatory
this afternoon. It was found in the right
ascension, 11 hours, 19 mizutes, 52 seconds;
declination, 12 minutes north. The comet
was easily seen with the naked eye, and ex-
hibited a short tail with a bright head of con-
siderable extent, Ia the teleseope the nucleus
showed a large comet, with plenty of 1cose
material.  Extending on both eides were
bright arcs of light, presenting the appear-
ance of a bird with_outstretched wings, The
comet was seen at Nice, Frauce, about noon
Saptember 18th, It is almost certain that
the comet has now passed the perihelion, The
comet ai 3 o'clock to-day was 9 degrees west
of the suv, and wil probably have increased

this dictance by sunrise te-morrow to
12 or 13 degrees, It will, there-
fore, 1ise somewhat before sundown.

owing to the fact also that it is further south
thau the sun, it will not be seen readily be-
fore sucrise, Ia a few days, however, with
ite present rate and direction of motion, it
should become a brilliant o}ject in the morn-
ing eky. Oa the whols, this may ba regarded
as one of the most extracrdinary comets of
modern times. The ouly one which resembled
it in its special features of interest was the
great comet of 1843, which, like this one, was
visible to the naked eye in full sunlight,
Barnard’s comet was also obsesved this morn-
ing at the Naval Opservatory, Its right as-
cecsion is 7 hours 27 misutes, and its de-
clination 12 degrees 41 minutes north, I¢
preseats the usual appearance of a telescopic
comet, with a slight central condensation,
The New York Republicaus.
