LEGEND OF ANDERNACH.

Near the Dracbenfels on the Rhine is
the quaint old town of Andernach. One
of the prettiest legends of the Rhine at-
taches to this place.

ones, and the rain kept coming iv, and no
Christian sonl in Andernacb would help
har. Bat the Frau Martha was a good wo-
man, and never didan;, body any barm, but
vent to mass every morning, and sold tarts
by the Kheinkrahn. Now, one dark, windy
night, when all good Cnristians inAnder-
nach were asleep in the feathers, Frau
Martha, who lay usder the roof, heard a
ereat noise overhead and in her chamber.
Drip!drip Idrip! as if the rain were
dripping down through the broken tiles.
Dear soul ! and sure enough it was.
And then there was a pounding and
hammering overhead, as if somebody were
at work on the roof, and she thought itwas
Pelz-Nickel tearing the tiles off because
she had not been to confession often
enough. So she began to pray, and the
faster she said her Paternoster and Aye

Maria the faster Pelz Nickel pounded and
pulled, and drip ! drip!drip!it went ail
round in the dark chamber, till the poor
woman was frightened out of her wits and
ran to the window to call for help. Then
in a moment all was still, death still. But
she Baw a light streaming tnrough the mist
and air, and a great shadow on the house
opposite. And then somebody came down
from the top of her house by a ladder, and
had a lantern in his hand, and be took the
ladder on his shoulder and passed downthe
street. But she could not see clearly, be-
cause the window was streaked with rain.
And in the morning the old broken tiles
were found scattered about the street, and
there were new ones on the roof, and the
old bouse has never leaked to this bleesed
day.

"As soon as mass was over Frau Martha
told the priest what had happened, and
said it was not Pelz-Nickel, but without
doubt St. Castor or Si. Florian. Then she
went to market-, and told Frau Bridget all
about it,and Frau Bridget said that two
nights before Hans Claus, the cooper, had
heard a great pounding inhis shop, and in
the morning found new hoops on all his
hogsheads, and that a man with a lantern
and a ladder had been ceen riding out of
town at midnight on a donkey ;and that
the eama night the old windmillat Klos-
ter St. Thomas had been mended, and the
old gate in the churchyard at Feldkirche
mado as good as new, though nobody
knew how the man got across the river.
Then Frau Martha, went down to the
Kheinkrahn and told all these stories over
again, and the old Ferryman of Kahr saiil
he could tell something about it, for the
very night the churchyard gate was mended
he was lying awake iv his bed becansa he
could not sleep, and he heard a loud
knocking at the door, and somebody call-
ing him to get up and set him over the
river. And when he got up he saw a man
down by the river with a lantern and a
ladder :but as he was going down to him
the man blew out the light, and it was
so dark he could not see who he
was ;and his boat was old and leaky ;and
he was afraid toset him over in the dark,
but the man said he must be in Andernach
that night, and so he set him over. And
after they had crossed the river he watuhed
the man tillhe cams to an image of tiie
Holy Virgin, and he saw him put his lad-
der against the wall and lighc his lamp,
and then walk along the street. And in
the morning he found his old long boat all
caulked and painted red, and he could not
tell for his blessed lifewho didit, nnlees
it was the man with the lantern. Hear
soul : How strange it was I And so it
weut on for some time, and whenever the
man with the lantern had been seen walk-
ing through the street at night, so sure as
the morning came tome work had been
done for the sake of some good soul ;and
everybody knew he did it,and yet nobody
could find out who he was, nor where he
lived;for whenever anybody came near
him he blew out his light aud turned down
another street, and suddenly disappeared,
nobody could tell how. And tome said it
was Ktibenzahl, aud some Pelz Nickel, and
some Ht. Anthony on the Jtleaitr. Now,
one stormy night, a poor tinfal creaturu
was wandering about the street with her
babe in her arms, and she was hungry
and cold, and no soul in Andernach
would take her in. And when she
came to the church where the great crucitix
stood she saw no light in the little chapel
at the corner, but she sat down on a atone
at the foot of the cross and began to pray,
and prayed tillshe fell asleep with her poor
littlebabe on her bosom. But she did not
sleep long, for a bright light shone full in
her face, and when she opened her eyes
she saw a pale man with a lantern standing
right before her. He was almost naked,
and there was blood upon his hands and
body, and great tears in his beautiful eyes,
and his face was like the face of the Saviour
on the cross. Not a single word did he say
to the poor woman, but looked at her com-
passionately, and gave her a loaf of bread,
and took the little babe in his arms and
kissed it. Then the mother locked up to
the great crucifix, but there was no image
there !and she shrieked and fell down as
if ahe were dead. And there she was
found with her child:and a few days after
they both died and were buried together in
one grave. And nobody would have be-
iiuveil her story if a woman who lived at
the corner bad not gone to the window
when she heard the scream, and seen the
figure hang the lantern up in its place, and
then set the ladder against the wall, and
go up and nail itsel' to the cross. It has
never moved since that night.

Thk Seizek —The Government sn»g-
boat Sieizer hai been at work inthe Feather
river aince Friday last, removing obstruc-
tion*, Tns worat obstrnctions to the navi-
gation of the lower part of the river are the
bars formed by bydraulio raining debris.
Two barges laden with grain could not be
sot across a bar at the mouth of the
Feather last wtek until the Seizer came
aloDg and hauled them over, the efforts of
the steamer D. E. Knight having been una-
vailing. When the Seizsr get« its clutches
on anything that thing haa to move or the
Seizer break in two. The Seizer carries at
her bow a device for ecrapiDg sand-bars.
Itis in the form of a huge scoop, and
weighs several tons. When a bar is to be
ecraped the steamer heads up stream, the
Kcraper is lowered, and tha steamer theu
bscks down over the bar. The scraper
drags a mass of the material forming tbe
bar down into deep water. This process
is repeated until a satisfactory depth ia
obtained. The bar at Fremont was ecraped
in this msnner by the Seizer one day last
week. The depth of water over the bar at
the mouth of tbe Feather is now only from
twelve to eighteen inches, and the river is
well-nigh closed for navigation. There is
plenty of water in the river, and the trou-
ble is entirely owing to the accumulation
of mitniig debris ftill pouring into the
Feather trom the Vuba. The Seizer was
coming to this city,but could get no higher
up than Nelson's, several miles bdow. She
broke several hawecra ie warping over de-
bris liats. The boat is now at work near
Niculaus, and willprobably not leave tlie
Feather for a day or two more.
