FLAMELESS COMBUSTION.

A new theory ot combustion, cays The
Architect, was praciically illustrated by
Thomas Fletcher, of Warnngtou, England,
at a soiree of tbe Society of Chemical In-
dustry at o>veE3 College, the results being
co totally unexpected that many prtseat
would, and in [act did, go away with the
impression that some deception was being
practiced. Jacob Iteeee, the inventor of
the Keese fusing-duc, has stated hi 3bfe-
licfthat ifitwere possible to prodi -:e com-
buntion without flame, the temperature and
duty obtained from any fuel would be
enormously increased. Mr. Fletcher not
only has proved the possibility of flame-
les>B combustion in more than one form,
but ai3o has demonstrated practically the
enormously high temperatures which can
be obtained by this means. Taking aball of
ir»n wire about three poun3a in weight, Air.
Fletcher placed iton a slab of tire-clay, and
directing a blow-pipe flame on itfor a few
seconds, he suddenly blew the tUme
oat. The temperature increased no rap-
idly that in a few seconds tbe wrou^ht-
irou fused and ran into drops, and
this temperature was steadily main-
tained. The room was darkened,
but the closest examination did not
show a trace of llainp, although the fact
that the gas was burning was proved by
repeatedly relighting asd extinguishing it.
Tue same experiment was repeated in an-
other form by diroctiag the nameless heat
into a small tire-clay chamber, in which a
refractory clay crucible, made specially for
nickel-melting, was partially fused and
worked into a ball like soft putty, the sides
of the fire-clay chamber being at the same
time fused. The heat was so great that
the blowpipe laboratory, which was
up to Mr. Fletcher for the evening, was
much too hot to be agreeable, in spite of
open windows and ventilators. How far
this discovery can be utilizedremains to be
se«n, but it would appear that the pres-
ence of tlan*, usually considered to be a
sign of co.-uhu-ti m, in really an indication
of imperfect results, and the beat duty is
obtained only when llame ia totally absent.
It is ceitaiu that such temperatures as
those obtained by Mr. Fletcher without
Jl»>ne have never previously been obtained
withthe fuel used, which was nothing more
than a small i{aa-»upply for a quarter-inch
pipe, assisted by an air-bUst.

SOME STARTLING SCIENTIFIC STATE-
MENTS FOR SMOKERS.

Several years ago Dr. Decaisce, of the
; notabilities of the Societe d'Hygiene,
startled the smokers of Paris by drawing
attention to the fact that tho use of to-
bacco had a peculiar effect on tho pulse,
which he styled intermittecoy, and by
tracing tho phenomenon, then tor the firet
time accurately described, to a rhythm-
ically intermittent action of the heart,
without organic disease, and due especially
to the narcotic action of the nicotine and
other potent alkaloids present in the
tobacco k-af. Ho had at that time care,
fully Btudicd the causes of eighty-one in-
veterate smokers, in twenty-three of whom
tee intermittent pulse was a contirmedtrouble, not associated withany real heart-
disease. The intermittence vanished when
the habit was abandoned even for a few
wteks, aud reappeared as soon as the use
of the pr.ison was re3urr.ed. In coDJunc-tion with this aeries of studies on admts he
investigated the influence of tobacco on the
circulation of boys iroiu it to 15 years of*
age, and discovered that not only did it
produce palpitation of the heart and inter-
imttenoy of pobe, but also a peculiar con-
dition of the blood itself allied to ana-mia.Lazineao, stupidity, and indisposition to
apply the mind to study were traced, with
probable accuracy, to the habit of smoking
m many of ti.C3e lads, and, when
formed early, he found that smoking
gradually brought a predisposition to alco-
holic stimulants, and that, in some in-
stances, the starting point of a criminal
career dated from the first secret indul-
geiiou of the viee—producing by hlow de-
grees, when acting upon a constitution still
extremely flexible, a complete moral and
intellectual transformation as wellas physi-
cal degeneracy. M. Decaisne, according
to a Tans medical journal, has just con-
tributed to the annau of the same society
a valuable appendix to his former paper, in
which he takes up the effect of smoking
upun women, iorty-three cases of which
rave come under his observation since
1865, when he commenced this special
series of ttadies. Besides dioturbai.ee of
the dig .stive function which WMcommon
to tLem a", eight presented a marked in-
ttrmittency of the pulse without organic
disease ot tfie heart. No medical treat-
ment proved of the least avail to correct the
diitempered tuncUou, tonics aud sedatives
being equally powerless. Atlength be was
compelled to insist on his patients discon-
tinuing tne use of tobicco, and in each
case wnere imnking was actually given up—the cautious writersays actually because
be fonnd women more inclined to deceive
tiian men in ibis regard-— the trouble waß
immediately relieved and ameliorated ;
aud when the suppression of the habit was
persevered in for a few weeks with steady
purpose, the alarming symptoms disap-
peared altogether. M. Decaisne < fTt.ra no
rationale ot tho action of the narcotic, and
enters into no analysis of the dis-
ease now familiar to popular parlance
as smoker's heart ;but here his observa-
tions aie supplemented by those of a care-
ful microscopic olserver, who haa discov-
ered that all narcotics

—
opium and its

preparations, hasheesh, etc., as wel! ae
tobacco

—
act in a peculiar manner upon the

colored corpuscles of the blood, producing
the phenomenon styled crenatior. —

that is,
the margin of the corpuscle, instead of pos-
sessing the absolute regulaiiy of margin
noticed in the condition ot health, presents
a series of Ecall'-pa eorrewhat irregular in

their distribution. When viewed by
oblique light under the microscope, this
appearance is found to be due to the con-
vtraion of the corpuscle into a minute sac,
apparently containing gome hundreds of
spherical bodies about one four thousandth
of a millimeter in diameter. la a few
hours the sac ruptures and the imprisoned
yerms or organisms escape into the sur-
rounding plasma to form bacteria when the
conditions are favorable. A few such
crenated corpuscles, in the proportion of
one to 350, occur in the circulation of per-
sons in normal health, not addicted to nar-
cotics ; but in the opium and tobacco
habits, when of long standing, the ratio
is sometimes as high as one degenerated
cerpuscle to ten healthy ones, and often at-
tains the figure of one to twenty- five or
thirty. Insuch cases the countenance is
pale and almost cyano'ic ;rinrk circles ap-
pear beneath the eyes, whiou lack lu;-
--aud are deeply mnkcu, and the res; ir
tion is weak and easily disturbed, whiit
the heart pxlpitates violently upon very
slight muscuiar exertion. An incident il-
lustrating the sequel of this appearance of
the blood occurred a few nioathsau'o in the
otljce of a manufacturing optician of thiß
city. As tho Profotvor of Mitsnwcopy in
one of oar medical colleges dropped in a
gentleman of evidently In h and
finished intellectual culture WM just leav-
ing the office with a cigar bsiween his lips.
He was a wealthy amateur, and had select-
ed a valuable microscope, using x\ arr>p of
blood from his o*n rir.ger as a test object.
The inßtiument was still ad juste:':, and the
slide still beneath the lens. The Pmfessur
glanced at it, then mored the slide to and
fro, so as to fctudy one field after another ;
then counted a few ti^ld",ami niidc a rapid
computation. The optician looked on in

The monument to Washington

for I'hiladelphia, which is to be in place in
IS9I, and to coat t\io,ooo, has been de-
signed by Professor Siemerinj/, of Berlin,
and the contract ia signed. TnesuUstruct-
ure consists of a huge stone terraca with
two great steps, on tho lower of which all
four bides are occupied by bronze groups
of human tigures and animals, all of thtm
above life size. For the Utter the most
characteristic species of American quadru-
peds have been selected

—the deer, horse,
ballock, gri/.ziy bear, buffalo, American
pauthcr, etc. They are all in a lyingposi-
tion, and between each of them are placrd
the human figures which represent an In-
dian warrior, an Indian squaw, a river cod
aud a goddess. These aie inrecumbent
attitudes, and partly raised njipcr bodies.
On a pedestal bearing an oval platform
stands an equestrian Washington, twice
the size of life. His head is turned slightly
to the left. In his right hand he holds a
field-glass a -r.vr.it his thigh. The large
side panels of the pedestal are tilledby two
bronze fiat relievos, withcumeroui figures,
representing on one side the departure for
the war, and on the other the return of tbs
troops. The front and rear are occupied
by two other allegorical groups in high re-
Ik-vo,or nearly full figures. The former
represents Liberty awakened and calling
up the sleepers for the defense of their
menaced right;, and the latter shows the
bles;iogs <d » gloriously gained independ-
ence in the figure of Victorious Liberty,
holding in her hands the sea-governiag tri-
>i T.t aud an overflowirg cornucopia, while
the soldiers are placujg laurel wreaths and
captured Hags at her feet.
